TO AVOID ANOTHER BATTLE

Kurokl Pushing Russian Flank^-De- 
cislve Battle In Prospect.— Fur­

ther Japanese Successes.
St. Petersburg, June 29.—The Asso­

ciated Press Is Informed on good au­
thority that Qeneral Kuropatkin has 
decided to withdrew northward.

This move gives the Russians the 
advantage of being nearer their base 
of supplies and places the Japanese at 
the disadvantage of having longer 
lines of communication.

It la pointed out that Kuropatkin no 
longer prevents a junction of the en­
emy's forces by remaining at Ta Tche 
Klao, since he might thereby Imperil 
the safety of his own troops, as the 
desperate character tff the fighting at 
Ta paaa and Fen Shut paaa June 27th 
showa that the Japanese have a very 
strong force uncomfortably near the 
Russian flank.

$ew « from the Port Arthur squad­
ron is eagerly awaited. The city is full 
of rumors, chiefly based on foreign 
telegrams. A  report that Rear Admi­
ral withoft. In command of the naval 
forces at Port Arthur, aal'.sd off after 
giving battle to the Japanese, receives 
the most credence.

W ithoft is known to have full au­
thority to leave Port Arthur If he 
deems It advisable, ami he possibly pre­
ferred not risking a return to the har­
bor. which might again be blocked, 
preventing his egress at % critical mo­
ment.

Orest Rejoicing In Tokio.
Tokio, June 26.—Tokio la in a fren- 

xy of enthusiasm over the tremendous 
naval victory won by the Japaneaa 
fleet under Admiral Togo at Port Ar­
thur on Thuraday. fresh details of 
which are arriving hourly.

Every additional diapatch brings 
confirmation of the utter rout suffered 
by the Russians.

The entire fleets of both powers 
were engaged, and a naval battle that 
will live In history was fought in tbs 
gathering twilight Thursday night.

The engagement resulted from a 
desperate attempt of the Russians to 
escape from Port Arthur and effect a 
Junction with the Vladivostok squad­
ron.

The most thrilling gallantry was dis­
played. The Russians also fought with 
a courage and desperation born of re­
peated defeats, but their gun practice 
was bad. which accounts for the trilling 
damage which the Japanese ships sus­
tained during the engagement.

Shells from the Russian ships con­
stantly. exploded in the air, or la the 
water jnet too short of the mark or 
Just beyond the enemy's ships.

It was'the torpedo boats of the Jap­
anese fleet that Inflicted the greatest 
damage. A  torpedo struck the Peree- 
vlet midway In the engagement, and la 
five minutes later, with a roar like aa 
exploding magazine, she sank bfkeath 
the wave*.

A  well placed shell struck the other 
battleship, the name of which has not 
yet been ascertained. Just after the 
boiler, had put her oat of commission. 
The cruiser was hit by a torpedo and 
disappeared toward Port Arthur, ap­
parently In a sinking condition.

Meanwhile the smaller guns on the 
Japanese ships- were spreading havoc 
among the torpedo boats of the en­
emy.

For more than five bourn the battle 
lasted. The moon rose over the scene 
of the terrific struggle end showed a 
blurred ard reddened face among the 
flame and smoke of tho conflict.

Slowly the Russians backed away 
from the Japanese sblpe. describing 
greet loops to keep out of'range, and 
with difficulty making the entrance to 
Port Arthur. Into which they retreated 
under cover of the guns of the fort-

Tbe shipe of the Japanese sustained 
little damage. The torpedo boat de­
stroyer 8hIrakiimo waa hit by a shell 
which fell la the cabin and three m « 
were killed and three more Injured.

Ia e 
word, this little brown skinned' maid 
Is famous, and Mr. Behan wanted her

& F. Newam Attack* Attorney Hendrix With a Knife and In/ 

flicts Eight Ugly But Not Dangerous Wound*.

VICTIM W AS UNAW ARE OF DANGER

Tlie Assault Was premeditated and Unprovoked and Public 

Sentiment Runs High Against His A«aailant.

Wednesday evening, about four o’clock, W. F. Hendrix called 
at the Commercial Hotel in answer to a summons from J. L. Has- 
kew, who was stopping there. Mr. Hendrix proceeded to Has- 
kew’s room unaware that he bad an enemy in tba world. Upon 
learning that Hendrix was upstairs, Newam, whose wife conducts 
tbe hotel, became furious and threatened to kill him. His wife 
an«l son vainly tried to dissuade him from attempting violance and 
tbe son started in search of an officer. Meanwhile the daughter 
of Mrs. Reeves, the dressmaker at tbe Cash Bazaar, ran to her 
mother and told her the trouble. Mrs. Reeves ran m to the hotel 
and endeavored to pacify Newam, but without success. Having 
concluded his business. Mr. Hendrix, unsuspicious of danger 
came downstairs, accompanied by Haskew, When at the foot of 
tbe stairs, Hendrix was accosted by Newam, tbe latter applying a 
vile epithet to him, stabbed him with a knife. Mrs. Reeves, at 
thrae different times, struck Newam’s arm up and frustrated 
what promised to be as many fatal thrusts with the knife.' In the 
melee Hendrix succeeded in knocking Newam down but was un­
able to follow up his advantage. Beyond question had it not been 
for the timely arrival of Jeff Hightower aud M M. Scott, Mr. Hen 
drix would have been murdered.

Newnm was arrested on a charge of premeditated assault 
with intent to commit murder. His preliminary examination was 
held Friday and he was bound over to await the action of the 
grand jury, bis bond being tixed at 12,500. in default of which he 
was taken to jail

Tbe wounded man walked to Dr. Bryan’s office where his in­
juries were dressed. Although the wounds are painful they are 
not necessarily langerous and Mr. Hendrix will, probably be out 
in a couple of weeks.

The only motive for the crime is the fact that Mr. Heudrix is 
conducting the defense in a law suit for the recovery of a board 
bill in which B. F. Newam is one of the plaintiffs.

Mr. Hendrix is a peaceable, law abiding citizen, liked and re­
spected by. all; he is the one man in Portales least likely to pro­
voke an assault, and tbe citizens of 1‘ortalea are justly indignant 
over tbe murderous and unprovoked assault.
