Getting Bigger

Texas farms and ranches con-
tinue to grow in size, value, and
preducts sold, according to Tom
E. Prater, Extension farm man-
agement specialist at Texas A&M
University.

FARM and ranch value (build-
ings and land) reached $79,625 per
farm or ranch in 194, compared |
with $51,787 per unit in 1959. The |
value of buildings and land has in-
creased from $82.11 per acre in
1959 to $114.20 per acre in 1964

Prater said the 1964 US Census
showed investment per farm or|
ranch in buildings and land alone |
exceeded $100,000 in 117 Texas
counties. An investment of $200 -
000 was exceeded by 46 counties,
and 14 counties exceeded an in-
vestment of $300,000 per farm or
ranch for land and buildings.

The average size of the Texas
farm or ranch increased 60 acres,

Pheasant Crop
Appears Good
Despite Hail

Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment personnel remain opti-
mistic about the fall ring-necked
pheasant crop in the Panhandle,
despite severe weather setbacks
in some areas, according to Wild-
life Biologist Phil Evans.

DESPITE weather losses, pro-
duction of young has continued
with above average regularity,
Evans said,

Evans reported numernus broods
of very young pheasant chicks
along roadsides in irrigated areas
north of Dalhart and Dumas in
early June. Heavy bhail swept
across the northern Panhandle in
late June, killing many of the
birds.

One landowner, north of Here
ford, reported 15, adult ringnecks
killed by golf-ba'l sized hail.
Much larger hail was reported in
eastern Panhand'!e areas.

Severe summer storms are an
integral part of the High Plains
weather but usually are not wide-
spread. Therefare, wildlife loss-
es from storms are generally low,
according to Evans.

West Texan at Expo

Inside the Pavilions

By JASPER SANDER
(Fourth of six articles.)

It is hard to convey the vast-
ness and variety of Expo 67.

ACCORDING to the Montreal
Gazette, Expo played host to 215-
460 people yesterday, a week day.
The record day was Sunday,
April 30, when 569,500 visitors at-
tended.

Despite the mammoth crowds,
the lines move quickly and there
is little waiting. The total attend-
ance figures were aready nearly
12 million by June 14.

Perhaps we are painting too
rosy a picture of things here, but
it is a memorable, rewarding ex-
perience. After a year's rest we
may be ready to tackle the Hem-
isfair at San Antonio.

A FEW DAYS before we arrived
ed there was a bomb scare at the
Cuban pavilion. A small device
exploded but did not damage.
The Cuban pavilion was one of the
few in which we could find few
redeeming features. It seemed
to be about 99 percent propagan-
da.

The interior of the Chinese pav-
ilicn was heavily damaged by fire
of undetermined origin a few days
ago also. Workmen are busily
repairing it.

KUWAIT, a small country on
the shores of the Arabian Gulf
where people depended on pearl
fishing and seafaring until a few
short years ago, is now the
world's second largest exporter of
cil. Because of the war situa-
ticn, Kuwait has clcsed up shop
and gone home.

There are socme 250 attractive
hestesses and guides at Expo to
welcome, direct and escort visi-
tors. In addition, 30 male guides
are on duty. More than 9,000
students are employed on the
grounds in various jobs. Maybe
we'll just leave our son Dave up
here when we head back to Tex-
as. The minium wage is $1.60
and David is looking for a sum-
mer job (when he isn’t looking
at the Canadian girls).

THIS IS A risky business, but
[ believe I will try to evaluate
scme of the exhibits and pavilions
as they appeared to us. It is
well to remember that there is
something for everyone at Expo
67. The six members of our family

were often not in agreement over |,

what was excellent, good or medi-
ocre.

The environment of the fair is
excellent, situated on two islands
and a bit of mainland. Fresh
breezes blow in from the sur-
rounding St. Lawrence River. The
grounds are paved and clean. The
colorful throngs of people are con-
tinually faced with the pleasant
problem of which interseting
thing to see or do mext.

AFRICA PLACE in Expo has
special tourist appeal, for there
is no part of the world with more
glamor and color.

Fourteen nations are housed
in this complex with each having
a separate entrance. I could
have spent days here observing
the mixture of old and new, pa-
gan and Christian superstition
and progress that was an integral
part of all these exhibits. Some
I especially remember are Ken-
ya, Uganda, Togo, and Tanzania.
Many of these people were in na-
tive dress and graciously posed
for pictures with visitors.

The wood carvings and other
art forms of the Africans are often
of high quality. Of course, pic-
tures and stuffed figures of
snakes and big game were much
in evidence. I examined the skin
of a boa constrictor that was
about 30 feet in length.

WE VISITED the State of Maine
pavilion, colonial in appearance,
and not too big. A mountain
stream operates the water wheel
of a grist mill and then cascades
down waterfalls through the cen-

ter of the pavilion.
Revolving islands in each o[l
three pools show animated illus-
frations of the recreation that
Maine offers — hunting, fishing,
camping, and beach fun, Solid
entertainment was our verdict.

Last mcnth the Senate unani-
mously passed scme aricndments
to the GI Bill, thereby ex;‘:r?am'*
benefits to Vietnam veterans and
a'so increasing a wide range of
benefits to velerans of carlier
wars.

The biil in its final form was
actually a combination of two
bills introduced in January—both
cf which I co-sponsored.

THE FIRST bill — called the
Veterans Pension and Readjust-
ment Act cf 1967 — extended war-
time benefits to veterans who
serve during the “Vietnam era'
— that pericd beginning Aug. 5,
1964, the date of the Gu'f of Tonkin
incicent, and ending cn a fulure
date to be determined by Presi-
dential proclamation.

It insured that men and women
serving their country during this
“het” wartime period would re-
ceive, among othcr benefits, full
ccmpensation fer any service con-
nected injuries or illness, pensions
fcr ncn-service ccnnected disabil-
ities and death, a $250 burial
allcwance and — if severely dis-
ab'ed — a $1,600 automobile al-
lowance.

THEN, ON tke Senate flcer, oth-
er prcvisions to improve and ex-
tend the GI Bi'l were acdded by
amendment to this original
“Viemam Veterans' bill. The
resulting legislation will:

—Define Vietnam Veterans as
those serving after Aug. 5, 1964,

—Extend Sma'l Business Ad-
ministration and Federal Home
Loans to World War 1I veterans
thrcugh Ju'y, 1970.

—Increase the limit on vete-
ran's hcme loans to $30,000
where cost levels so require.

—RAISE mcnthly educational al-
'lowances to $130 for a single vet-
eran, $155 for a veteran with one
dependent, $175 for two dependn-
ents and an extra $10 for each
additiona! dependent.

—Permit veterans to use educa-
ticnal allowances for full-time on-
farm ftraining.

—Change the fcrmula for com-
puting entitlement to allowances
from one mcnth's benefits for one
menth's service to one and one
half months benefits for one
month's service,

—Permit veterans to use edu-
cational al'owances for full-time
apprenticeship and on-the-job
training programs.

—PERMIT veterans to enroll In
flight training with 75 percent of
the charges to be paid by the

New Gl Bill
Benefits Given

—Authorize the Veterans Ad-
ministraticn to pay $1 per month
for enrcl'ed veteran to schools to
defray the administrative costs of
repcrts and certifications.

PERMIT weterans to recelve
educatioral assistdlice-allowances
while pursuing high school train-
ing needed to qualify for higher
education. .Time spent in high
school would Tot be charged
against the basic entitlement for
higher education.

THE TOTAL cost of the bill
through 1972 is estimated at $3.7
billion — $1.4 billion more than
the five-year cost of the present
legis'ation.

The new legislation serves an
important two-fold purpose. It
equates the present pensions be-
ing allotted to our older and dis-
abled veterans and-their depend-
ents, with the current cost of living
expense.  Further, it acknow-
ledges the fact that those men who
are ncw defending South Vietnam
from Communist aggression are
indeed invclved in a conflict no
!ess impertant than our other
struggles against tyranny.

It is inccnceivable to me that
the brave men who search out the
enemy in the deltas of South
Vietnam, cr who face death each
second in a battle like the recent
incident at Hill 881, might not be
ackncwledged as full-fledged re-
presentatives of this nation. We
have been faced with draft card
burners and despoilers of the flag
cf the United States here at
home.

IN CONTRAST, patriotic young
men carry on a battle which fulfills
our commitments to free people
throughout the world, and in tumn,
assures our nation that no such
communistic aggression will at-
tack our shores,

We can do much to assure that
tkese men are recognized for the
outstanding valor and devotion
they are exhibiting each day we
wage this war against the invad-
ers from the north. One way in
which we can fulfill our duty is
to provide them benefits which
every veteran since World War
II has received. This legislation
takes a major step toward that
goal.

We can never repay them for
their sacrificess. We can never
give them anything for, in real-
ity, whatever we provide in the
way of benefits is but a pay-
ment on the debt which we owe
the veterans of Texas and the

Veterans Administration.

Now In lts 20th Year

Dear Fellow Texan:

The Hill-Burton Federal Aid to
Hospitals programs keeps quietly
purring along, like a smoothly
running engine. Now, 20 years
after its first passage, it is a
popular program for communities
large and small. In every one of
the fifty states, the Hill-Burton
program has proved a blessing
hundreds of times over.

SENATOR Lister Hill of Ala-
bama and Harold Burton of Ohio
fought for this system in the 19
40s. They believed that the fed-
eral government had an obliga-
tion to assure the American
people adequate medical protect-
jon. They introduced a bill that
would make federal funds avail-
able to the states on a matching
basis for constructing and improv-
ing hospital facilities, clinics and
treatment centers.

That bill became the Hill-Bur-
ton Act. It provides federal mon-
ey to. be administered by the
states to build both public and
voluntary non-profit, private gen-
eral hospitals. By successive
later amendments, it now helps
in the building of mental hospi-
tals and tuberculosis and chronic
disease clinics,
vital in the expansion of public
health facilities and nursing
homes in Texas and throughout
the nation.

In July, the Hill-Burton Act
marks its 20th anniversary — 20
years of providing federal funds
to help relieve the suffering of
the afflicted and to provide the
best medical care in the world
for Texans and for all Americans.
It would be impossible to estimate
how many thousands of lives have
been affected, but the impact in
Texas alone from Hill-Burton has
been tremendous.

MORE THAN 400 Texas hospl-
tals and research centers, includ-
ing Plains . Memorial Hospital,
have received federal Hill-Burton
money over those 20 years for
projects totalling more than $500
million. Hill-Burton money, com-
bined with local or state revenue
or private investments, has added
25,000 in-patient beds in Texas
hospitals and nursing homes in
that period of time.
¢ Nationally, Hill-Burton funds
have gone toward some $9 billion
in hospitals and nursing homes
— about 9,000 different projects
Providing a total of 400,000 beds in
hospitals and nursing homes.
About half of these projects were
publicly supported, while the oth-
ers were private non-profit institu-
tions with matching private funds.

I HAVE vigorously supported
the Hill-Burton program in my 10
years in the Senate both as a
member of the Senate Health Sub-
commifttee for the past 8 years
and on the floor of the Senate, I
helped fight for an expansion of
the bill in 1961 to provide more
funds for nursing homes, and in
1964 T helped pass a broad revis-
ion and extension amendment,

tended, but it expires June 30, 19-
69. I am confident it will be ex-

Prize Contests

“COUNT THE DOTS AND
WIN A COLOR TV!"

So said the poster in a furniture
store window. In case of a tie, du-
plicate prizes were to be awarded.

Sure enough, two contestants—
a man and a woman—Iturned in
answers that were exactly right.
After due deliberation, the store
named the woman as the winner
on grounds of “neatness and legi-
bility." The man was offered a
small radio as a consolation prize.

But when the man filed suit, the
court held that he too was entitled
to a television set. The court said
the store had no right to make new
rules after the contestants, by sub-
mitting their entries. had already
accepted the original offer,

For the contract created
prize contest is just as binding, in
the eyes of the law, as any other
kind of contract. A winning con-
testant can enforce his rights in
court,

But suppose the rules say:

“The decision of the contest
judges shall be final.”

Even then, if the judges tamper
with the rules or use other trickery
to foil a winner, the law will still
uphold his claim to whatever he
has legitimately won.

What if the contest is an illegal
lottery? Then, even if you do win,
you should not expect a court to
enforce your claim. As a general
rule, the courts will not lend their
aid to carry out an illegal contract.

The Supreme Court has given
the reason:

“No court of justice can be
made the bhandmaid of iniquity.
There can be no legal remedy for
that which is itself illegal.”

THE OFFICE will held bi-week-
ly immunization clinics in Hart
every other Monday and in Dim-
mitt every other Friday. Clinics

The program here was funded,
June 1 with a $39977 federal
grant for hospitalization and doc-
tor bills for migrant workers,
Mrs. Lineweaver said. This is
part of the office’'s §76,000 budget
granted to carry through Decem-
ber of 1968.

SINCE ITS opening the first
week in February, the office has
held immunization clinics weekly
and has freated about 15 fami-
lies, Mrs. Lineweaver said. A
tuberculosis control check was
conducted for the whole county
in February.

Mrs. Lineweaver said that 800
people were X-rayed in doctors’
offices here and by the mobile
chest X-ray unit wrom Lubbock.
Not a single case of TB was found,
she said.

In addition to Mrs. Lineweaver,
the office employs a sanitarian,
Jerry Cockreham; a clerk, Mrs.
Martha Dannevik; and a health
assistant.
