New Mexico Crop Reports.

The United States Weather Bureau in,
its crop bulletin for New Mexico is-
sued tonight says: “The temperature
conditions are averaging slightly
above normal; beneficial local show-
ers occurred in nearly all parts of
the territory and the water supply is
still ample for all needs. The warm
showery weather has been exception-
ally favorable and the grass on the
ranges and crops are doing very well
Wheat threshing is about over and
the results are better than antici-
pated. Sando’ county reports a
good yileld and the San Juan grain
is selling at gou. values In local mar-
kets. Corn is in silk and ears are
hardening in earlier fields, even the
late flelds are coming forward rapidly.

Gardens and truck patches are
generally excellent, and the outlook
for late vegetables Is good. Corn,
pease and beans are very promising
in Taos county. QGardens are in a
flourishing condition in the Eatnnﬂn'
valley. Potatoes are maturing nicely
in Grant. Native haying continues
and much hay of good quality is be-
ing stacked. Grass on the ranges
continues fine and is generally get-
ting into good condition for winter
pasture. The third crop of alfalfa
is growing rapidly In northen coun-
ties and the fourth crop in southern.
Stock throughout the territory is do-
in well.

Tent Cottages at Sunmount

The proprietors of the Sunmount
Tent City have decided to change the
style of the tent, which has her@tofore
been constructed entirely of canvas,
above the floor and three foot wains-
scotting. The Improved design will be
a regular cottage, wood frame with hip
roof, matched floor, three-foot beaded
wainscotting and heavy canvas ex-
tending from the woodwork to the
eaves of the cottage. The roof will be
the same as any wood structure will
be covered with California red shing-
gles and will extend eighteen inches
over the canvas, thereby preventing
any moisture coming in contact with
the material above the wainscotting
even In case of severe rain storms.
Tne wsides will be provided with
swinging windows, and during such
times as the occupants desire they
may have perfect circulation of alir
through the cottage.

Wool, S8heep and Cat.ie.

William Mecintosn, one of the larg
est sheep raisers in the territory, with
headguarters at Chillili, but whose
range will be to a great extent in the
county of Torrance after January 1st,
has sold about 200,000 pounds of wool
from his sheep herds the Adams
company of Boston, assachusetts.
This wool is of superior grade, as the
Mcintosh flocks of sheep are highly
fmproved, The Adams company has
purchased about a million pounds of
wool iu all from sheep raisers in east-
tern Bernalillo and Valencia counties.
Most of this wool was shipped from
Estancia, on the Santa Fe Central
raflway.

Charles F. Hunt, stock commission
merchant at El Paso, was in Estancia
a few days ago and shipped 7,000
sheep which he had purchased in that
section to the British authorities in
South Africa. It is reported that Mr.
Hunt has contracted to furnish 175,
000 of the fleecy animals to the Brit-
ish government for distribution to
farmers and settlers in South Africa,
which sheep will be purchased in New
Mexico, principally in eastern Valencia
county, where the sheep owners will
furnish him with about 7,000 per
month,

Mr. Hunt has also undertakem to
sell to the South African authorities
75,000 head of cattle, which will be
purchased by him in southern and
eastern New Mexico, and will be |
shipped to Galveston for transporta- |
tion to the Cape of Good hope as soon
as purchased.—Albuquerque Journal.

Further, he says he
will take 200 armed deputied out on
the grant to destroy fences and)|
ditches and to make resistance to any
attempt of the trustees or court to en-
force their rule.

There is no question but that the
mayor is acting in direct contempt of
the District Court, and while serious
trouble may come there is no doubt
but that the title to the grant has
been settled.

COUNTRY IN DANGER.'

CONCENTRATION OF WEALTH A
GRAVE MENACE.

Banks of the Country Rapidly Being
Merged Into One Great Trust—Re-
publican Administration Owned by
the Financial Interests,

The concentration of wealth in few
hands is obvious to everyone. The
enormous and fast increasing wealth
of the Rockefellers, Morgans, Vander-
bilts, Goulds, and others, is a con-
stant exhibition of it. But few, how-
ever, appreciate the extraordinary ten-
dency -towurds the concentration of
the banks of the country in few hands,
which is the most stiiking feature of
the financial situation gnd shows the
enormous power that two interests
possess over the money of the country.
The most important of these interests
is the Rockefeller, or Standard Oil,
group; and the other,) the so-called
Morgan-Life Insurance group. This
combination of financlers virtually
controlled by two men, has command
of one-half of all the banking busi-
ness included in the report of the as-
soclate banks.

The Rockefeller interest owns the
National City bank, with deposits of
$201,822,000 and cash on hand of $69,
428,800; also the Hanover bank with
deposits of $63,401,200 and cash in its
vaults of $16,697,300. The loans of

000.

The Morgan-Life Insurance group
controls the First National, the First
National, the Bank of Commerce and
the Chase National banks, with depos-
its aggregating $33,632,000, with cash

$314,811,000.

The National Park bank is not in-
cluded in either of these groups, but

count far over 60 per cent of the loans,
65 per cent of the deposits and 60 per

the New York clearing house. These
bunks also account, according to the
last statement made, for 70 per cent
of the entire surplus of all the asso-

These great financiers are not con-
tent with the control of the New York

of banks in the other large cities of
the United BStates. Through their
power to loan momney to the stock
brokers, their vast holdings of bonds
aud stocks of raflroads and the indus-
trial trusts, they have power to influ-
ence the stock market and can often
make or break at will those who deal
in stocks.

The ramifications of these financiers
with their allled corporations extend
into every state and city and almost
into every county, in the United
States, through their attorneys and
agents,

This vast money power is part of
tke Republiean political machine, for
both (e groups above mentioned are
arrayed against the Democrats. How
great this political influence is may
be judged when the total mileage of
the Morgan group of railroads is 47.-
206 miles and the Rockefeller group
hns 28,157 miles. These ra’ ex
tend into every doabtful siaic and
huve attorneys and agents at rearly
every county seat watehing thelr
financial and political Interests.

This concentration of power in the
hands of a few men is one of the
great dangers to popular government,
and the defeat of the Republican ma-
chine would go a great way toward
ayresting the further development of
such combinations. The Republican
alministration has taken no real steps
to arrest this concentration, though
there are laws on the statute book and
the common law is ample to prevent
it, i rigidly enforced. The so-called

General Knox instituted, is worthless
unless followed by more drastic meas-
ures, and the fact that J. P. Morgan
has declared for President Roosevelt
and the New York 8ium, which he con-
trols, Is now advocating his election,
though formerly denouncing him,
shows that the merger interests do
not fear further legal prosecations by
Mr. Roosevelt if he is elected. Any
voters who have been led to belleve
that Mr. Roosevelt is fighting the
trusts, especially the railroad and
financial combinations, should remem-
ber that he is directly under obliga-
tions to the great rallroad corpora-
tions for thousands of miles of travel
Iu special trains, and that the Repub-
lican campaign fund is largely fur
nished by the same interests.

Eise the reciproeity reso- |
lution of the national Republican con- |
vention would not have been, eonld;
not have been adopted. To the gen |
eral body of the Republican party
reciprocity in competitive products |
with Canada is just as hateful, just
as objectionable, as reciprocity in
competitive products with France or
Germany would be. In either case the |
principle of protection is violated, the
faith of the party of protection is
broken.”
