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 NEW MEXICO NEWS SUMMARY

WRECK NEAR ALBUQUERQUE.

Believed to Have Been the Work of
Criminal Gang.

The Albuquerque Journal of Septem-
ber 28th says:

“One of the luckiest wrecks in the
history of the Santa Fe railway took

place at about 2 o'clock this morning
when passenger train No. 7, for the
west, went into the ditch about three
miles below this city, Spreading rails
caused two baggage cars and a malil
ar and a tourist sleeper. to leave the
track and pile up along the embank-
ment. The engine remained half omn
the track, and the four cars In the
rear of the train did not leave the
rails.

“The only loss of life was the death
of a negro tramp who was riding be-
tween the first two baggage cars. He
was caught between the ends of the
cars as they came together and his
body mashed to a pulp. It was fm-
possible to secure his name this morn-
ing, and it was only after much work
that his body was extricated from be-
tween the cars.

“The derailed cars were badly
smashed up, the baggage and malil cars
especially being splintered and torn.

“The most miraculous part of the
whole aecident is the fact that the
crews of the engine, baggage cars and
the mall car escaped almost without a
berateh. They did not have time to
jump, as the accident came entirely
without warning and the cars were
bowled over down the embankment
hefore the men kaew that anything
wWas Wrong.

The Journal of the 29th says.

“The officials of the Santa Fe Com-
pany in this city made the statement
yesterday that they are certain that
the disastrous wreck of passenger
train No. 7 yesterday morning early
was the result of the work of crimin-
als who removed splkes and joints
from the track at the place where the
big train was dit .

The company has accordingly of-
fered a handsome reward for the ap-
prehension of the guiity parties. The
following notice was issued:

“‘Five Hundred Dollars Reward—
The Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe
Rallway Company hereby offers a re-
ward of $500 for the arrest and con-
viction, or information leading to the
arrest and conviction, of each and ev-
ery person who tampered with or re
moved spikes and bolts from the com-
pany's track on the night of September
27, 1904, near Abajo, New Mexico,
(about four miles south of the city of
Albuquerque), by reason of which pas-
senger train No. 7 was derailed and
wrecked about 1:40 a. m.. September
28, 1904.—Atchison, Topeka & Santa
Fe Rallway Company; by A. G. Wells,
General Manager.'

“The escapes of Postal Clerk W. L.
Wade of this city and M. 8. Harris, the

Wells Fargo messenger, were most re- |

markable Wade saved himself by
banging on to the metal rack on the
side of the car. Harris was knocked
Around in a mix-up of trunks and boxes
but was only slightly bruised. Both

foors. The porter of the Filipino
sleeper was also busy helping liberate

“The WFilipino soldiers were mem-
bers of the first battalion of native

They were a bunch of bright, ag-
le little fellows who seemed to relish

the excitement of the wreck and they |

swarmed in and out of the windows of
the derailed sleeper llke 80 many
monkeys. None of them were injured,
though they were thrown around
pretty forcibly in the berths

Flood at Roswell.

A Roswell dispateh of the 3d Inst  to
the Denver Republican says: “Roswell
1s a scene of desolation. The flood
that started Thursday night has re-
ceded. The damage will be over $100,.
000. For three days It was Impossible
getting telegraphic communication
with outside points. The electric light
plant was flooded and the city was in
darkness. Water was three feéet deep
in the main part of the c¢ity and ran in
streams through residences and busi-
ness houses. So far as known no lives
were lost. The banks suspended busi-
ness.

It was reported Saturday night that
a wall of water tem feet high would
reach the city at midnight and hun-
dreds of people fled to the hills south
and north of town. The report proved
false. The Roswell opera house fell
Saturday night at 11 o'clock. About
fifteen business and residence houses
collapsed.

The dyke that was erected by the
city was washed out in ten minutes
after the flood struck it. The Hondu
reservoir, which will be erected by the
government at a cost of $240,000, will
save the city from any more floods.
This was the worst flood In the history
of the city.

There have been no trains either
north or south since Thursday. The
railroad bridges over the Pecos have
been washed away.

Word reached the city to-night from
Carlsbad, New Mexico, that the rall-
road bridge over the Pecos river there
was swept away last night. Two road
bridges were washed away. The head-
gates on the Six Mile dam burst and in
less than ten minutes there was &
sheet of water in the Pecos river
twelve feet high.

The cotton gin mill and electric
light plant were swept down the Pecos
by the flood.

The immense McMillan dam was not
damaged and the town of Carlsbad suf-
fered littie Joss.

Report of Flood Damage.

An Albuquerque dispatch of October
34 gives further particulars of the
damages by flood;

“The dyke at Alameda which last
June a year ago saved the city from a
disastrous flood, withstood the waters
without a break, but the smsiler towns
of Barelas, Los Cerrillos, Alameda,
Peralta and Tome caught the force of
the big rice and hundreds of adobe
housés crumbled to the ground.

“Above the city as far north as Las
Vegas the Santa Fe has an army of
men at work repalring the breaks and
it will be several days, probably an-
other week, before any trains will
reach this city direct from the East.
Several big bridges, besides half a
dozen smaller bridges, have gone out
between here and Lamy Junction, At
this place a pasénger train of several
hundred passengers is held and food is
reported running scarce.

“Several pasengers stranded at
Lamy drove overland to this city, a dis-
tance of nearly sixty miles, and they
report the country for many miles off
the rallroad and far from the streams,
completely covered with water, show-
ing that the rain must have come down
in torrents north of here last Friday
and Sunday.

“Yardmaster Teneyck, who had a
gang of men at work at the Alameda
washout, came in to-day and reports a
sad case. One of his workmen, R}
cardo Arias; fell to the ground in a
faint and when he was lifted up to be
carried out of the water he was found
to be dead.”

In the three months that the Pu-
eblos have been at the World's Falr
Pedro Cajeto has saved $130 from the
sales of pottery and bows and arrowe
Other members of the tribe Lave
saved from $90 to $120, after paying
their way Into various places of
amusement at the Fair, purchasing
keepsakes and sending money to their
kinsmen to pay for their winter sup-
plies and labor around their farme.

The Navajos, practicing their art of
silversmithing, have averaged from §3
to §7 per day from the sale of their
wares, the grester portion of which
they have saved. Mr. McCowan, who
is their banker, receives almost every
day a portion of their earnings which
he is instructed to keep for them un-
til their return.—Albuquerque Journal.

3 Rallway Wreck Near Albugquerque.

An Albuquerque dispatch of Septem-
ber 28th says: This morning at 3
o'clock, south of this city, Santa Fe
passenger train No. 7, bound for Cali-
fornia, was ditched. The spreading of
rails caused the engine, mall car, com-
bination baggage and express car, ex-
tra baggage car and a tourist sleeper
to jump the track and roll down a ten-
foot embankment.

Mail Clerk W. L. Wade of this city
and Express Messenger S. M. Harris of
Los Angeles were both slightly in-
Jured.

The first battalion of Philippine
scouts in command of Second Lieuten-
ant McCue, occupied the tourist
sleeper, which went over the embank-
ment, and several of the scouts re
ceived scalp wounds and bruises, but
none serious injury. All the scouts
were thrown from thelir berths.

The mutilated body of an unknown
white tramp was dug from under the
wreckage this afternoon. At first it
was thought to be a negro, so black
and dirty were the face and hands, but
investigation proved him to be a white
man. A negro tramp was with him at
the time of the crash, but escaped In-
Jury.

The track, which was badly torn up,
was cleared of wreckage and repaired
late this afternoon, when five delayed
trains here proceeded. It is presumed
heavy rains in the past few days are
responsible for the accident.

Bt. Petersburg, Oct. 4.—An official
report from General Stcessel, dated
September 23d, reached Che Foo to
day, confirming a previous report of
the repulse of the Japanese attack on
Port Arthur, which began September
19th and ended September 22d. The
fighting was of an extremely severe
character. The Japanese having re-
tired, General Stoessel issued the fol-
lowing proclamation:

Thanks to our vallant volunteers who
routed the enemy from the trenches,
destroying them. God has permitted
a.od to repulse the enemy.

Washington, Oct. §-—Henry C.
Payne, postmaster general of the
United States, a member of the na-
tional Republican committee, a stal-
wart of his party, with the history of
which, both ia his home state and na
tionally he had been identified for
many years, died at his apartments at
the Arlington hotel at 6:10 o'clock
last night, aged sixty years.

The death and its cause was an-
nounced in the following official bulle-
lin issued by the attending physicians:

“The postmaster general died at
8:10 p. m. He died peacefully, with-
out a struggle. Cause of death, dis.
ease of mitral valve and dilation of
the heart.”

Mr. Payne had been in poor health
for the last two years but his last {l)-

In 1893 Mr. Payne was elected presi-
dent of the American Street Rallway
Association. He was president of the
Milwaukee hlectric Rallway and Light
Company, director of the Wisconsin
Telephone Company.

Mr. Payne was selected for postmas-
ter general by President MeKivley In
the summer of 1901 and assumed the
office January 8, 1802 _ under appoint-
ment from President HBosevelt. During

Report of Disaster,

RoswgLL, N. M., Sept. 80, 1904,
Roswell is taking uwo enf holl-
ddy today, Business all town
Is practically suspended, and with
Llocks Of business nouses and resi-

dences surrounded by water and the

streets running rivers, her people
are doing nothing today butdriving
through the waters in all kinds of
vehicles and on every dry foot of
ground crowding together to look
at the ruin and waste that the
waters are making. Theflood pre-
dicted Iu the Record of yesterday
has come and not since Roswell has
been a town or city has its ke been
known, It has already far broken
the reeord of the flood of November
1at, 1908, and there Is llttle data to
compare it with the floods Lefore
that date. Bauflice It to say that the
little mountain stream with only a
few hours warning has become a
raging stream many miles wide, and
Roswell last night and today has
received such a baptism of water as
It never before has experienced.

The first intimation that a flnod
was coming was brought to Roswell
yesterday about noon, when James
Butherland drove down from the
“Diamond A” ranch, twenty miles
or more up the Hondo, with the in-
formation that when he left the
ranch house the water was higher
in the Hondo than ever before
known, extending more than a mile
in width, and had reached a much
higher point than in 1901. In the
wigdings of the little stream belore
it reaches Roswell it travels proba.
bly a hundred miles, and not until
nightfall yesterdey did the stream
at Roswell begin to assume o
threatening aspect. Yesterday al-
ternoon the Record warned the peo-
ple that the flood was coming, but
many citizens thought that the dike
the city hulilt along the Hondo after
the flood of 1901 would save the city
from any damage by the high
waters. But with such force did the
waters come and they reached to
such & bheight, that the dike proved
of little avall in protecting the city.

There was little sicep In Roswell
last night. Those whos houses were
located In low places realized that
before morning they would probably
have to move. Merchants were busy
the greater part of the night sealing
in thelr doors. and n-movlnfx goods
from the floor that they might es-
cape possible injury from the water.

It wak about 8:30 last evening
when the water broke over the
Hondo on south Main street. There
were probably a thousand people
gathered In the vicinity looking for
the overflow of water which was
certain to come. And come it did,
and those who gathered to watch
came north on Maln In front of the
water. As the hours went by the
water came higher and higher and
spread over block after block. In
the greater number of stores the
water spread over the floors. In
the Joyce, Prult Co. establishment
the employes commenced work early
in the evening, and by piling sacks
of flour in front of the door and In
other ways sealing them, kept the
water ont of the rooms. Several of
the merchants whose floors were
below the water level took the same
precaution, and saved their stores a
drenching. At about seven o,clock
this morning the water reached its
highest point; since then there has
been a slight?all. The Record office,
In the Pioneer block, had three inches
of water init this morning. There
being no current from the eclectric
light plant, and the gasoline tanks
which run the engine being sub-
merged, it is impossible today to
run the linotype machine, so the
paper has been issued under great
difficulties.
