New Mexico Cotton Crop.

The Carlsbad correspondent off the
buquerque Journal says: The warm,
weather of the past few weeks has
used the cottom crop of the valley
mature and the bolls to open 8o rap-
ly that it has taxed the gin to its ut-
pst capacity to handle the cotton as
t as it came in.
The Ramsey company has been com-
lled to run from twelve to sixteen
purs per day, In order to accommo-
te the growers and to permit them
gather and haul the crop.
The flelds in the lower valley are
arming with pickers and if the fa-
prable weather will continue for a
eek or two longer, the majority of
e flelds will produce two and some
hree more pickings.
A comstant string of wagons, with
xtra high sidebeards, piled with cot-
pn, waiting for their turn, is a dally
ght In the cotton yards at the gin.
S many as twemty-five wagons may
seen lined up at one time walting
b be unloaded.
On account of the strain of business
aused by the cotton maturing so rap-
dly, the management of the gin has
pund it necessary to enlarge thelr
lant by erecting a seed house which
separate from the main bullding.
Mr. Ramsey predicts for next yeat o
uch larger acreage and also a much
rger yleld per acre. The experience
the past two years has been most
aluable to the growers and by mext
ason he says the cotton crop in the
Pecos valley will be recognized as one

New Mexico's game laws are pub
ished

Synopsis of game and fish laws of
1he territory of New Mexico, passed
by the Legislature on March 12, 1903
‘Open Season for Game

Deer with ‘horns—with gun only-—
November and December, each year.
1imit, one deer

Elk, antelope and mountain sheep,
killing absolutely prohibited

Wild turkey and mountaln grouse—
with gun only—October, November
and December. Chapter 26, laws of
1891.

Quall—with gun only—October, No-
vember, December, January and Feb
ruary, each year. Chapter 26, laws of
1901,

Pheasants (every species) killing ab-
=olutely prohibited.

Open Season for Fish:

Mountain trout (every species) with
rod, hook and line only—May 156th to
October 16th. Size limit, not less than
six Inches. Weight limit, 15 poupnds
per day.

Bass (large and small mouth species)
May 156th to October 15(h—with rod,
hook and line omly. Weight Mmit,
twenty-five pounds per day.

Game or fish killed or caught within
the territory of New Mexico must not
be sold at any time,

Where water is takem by ditch for
irrigation or other purposes from
streams wherein are living fish, as
mentioned in the act, wire screens
‘must be placed at the intake of such
ditches,

It is unlawful for any rallway, ‘ex.
press company or any of their agents
or employes, to receive or have in pos-
session for transpertation any of the
above mentioned game or fish,

Use of dynamite, drugs, sawdust,
ete, is a felomy.

Shot by Bretherin-Law,

A Roswell dispatoh of December 8th
says: With a kalfe clutched tightly
in bis right hand, the coroper's jury to-
day viewed the co of James Hin-
ton, who wis shot and kifled by Nis
brother-in-law, Willls Large, at Por-
tales,  The wverdict, of the jury was
that the deceased came to his death
from the effects of a pistol shot fired
by Willis Large.

Hinton went home drunk and was
beating his wife when young Large at-
tempted to protect her.  Hinton ad-
vanced upon him with a knife and the
young man fired, the ball entering Hin-
ton's left eye and passing out at the
base of the brain. Death was in-
stantaneous.

The dead man was a desperate char-
acter and killed five or six men. Two
of his victims were Lawrence Marion
of Stomewall county, Texas, and Henry
Sapp of Fisher county, Texas. He
had threatened the lives of the entire
Large family, which was in mortal
dread of him when he was drinking.

Hinton fs survived by a widow and
five children. Willls Large 15 a young
man and I8 respected In the neighbor-
hood. He acted In the defense of the
life of his sister and himself.

According to Mr. Kennedy the Ind{
abs belleve that they can find grants
from the old soverelgns of Spain giv-
ing them absolute possession of some
of the richest lands In the soathern
United States. The Pueblos have se-
cured the best of legal advice, says the
New Mexican, and have been infofmed
that If they can produce the documpents
they can dispossess the whites

Should the delegation of Pueblos
now on its way to the Cilty of Mexico
secure the documents sought, suits of
ouster will shortly be started fm the
federal courts of New Mexico

Consoled by a Pow Wow.

An Albuquergue dispatch of Decem
ber 1st says A Navajo boy sttend-
ing school at the government Iadian
institute at this place has received a
letter from his mother on the reserva
tion, but dated from PFort Wingate,
telling him that his little sister Is
dead The mother says that a Navajo
boy threw a rock at the little girl and
struck her on the head, fracturing her
skull. The mother says she com-
plained to the pareaits of the Navajo
boy about the crime and the parents
will give a big pow-wow in six days,
which means a feast and dance, and
pay for the killing in sheep, goats,
horses and dogs.

The “bereaved”™ mother says that on
account of the killing of her little
daughter she expects to be very rich
after the pow-wow, although the little
girl’s grandmother cries all the time
since the killing. = The pow-wow, ac
corfiing t0 the date om the letter,
should take place at the tepee of Guam
to-morrow.

She was
twice indicted by the grand jury ot!
Cuyahoga county and her old-time
friend, Irl Reynolds, took the stand in
court and made evident his intention
to shield and protect her no longer. '

The aged wsecretary of the Wade
Park Bank presemted a pathetic ple- .
ture as he answeéred questions which |
brought out his ifaplicit faith in the
woman whose fluancial transactions |
have well nigh rulned him in fortune I
and caused him such fnfinite trouble.
He gave evidence, too, that he still
belleves his trust was justified.

Only one query he attempted to
evade. This was when he was asked
bow much of his. personal estate had
passed Into the possession of Mrs.
Chadwick. His eyes filled, and he re-
quested that he be excused from an-
{swering. The question was ‘not
pushed.

The formal indictments voted
against Mrs. Chadwick yesterday after-
noon are based, one upon the Carnegile
note for $260,000, which was made pay-
able at the office of Andrew Carnegie
in New York City, and the other on
| the Carnegle note for $600,000, which
| was payable at the National Bank of
Commerce In New York.

Washington, Dec. 8.—An official
statement was given out by the Inter
for Department to-day announcing the
government's purpose (o prosecute
every guilty man In the pyblic land
frauds to the full extent the law
and regardiess of position in life. The
statement follows:

Erom the natural rainfall. and often without
adequate tillage, paying crops of Indian corn,
Kaffir corn, milo maise, sorghum, millet, sweet
potatoes, pumpking, cotton, beans, peas and
all varieties of melons have been produced
Exhibits of all these products that would be a
eredit to any conntry are now being made, both
at the Territorial Fair at Albuguerque and at
the Louisiana Purchase Exposition st Saint
Louis.

Artesian Water.

In an experimental well upon the public
square in the town of Portales, a eonsiderable
flow of artesian water was optained at a depth
of 30 feet. Arrangements are now complete
for Arilling to a depth of 1000 feet, if a suffi-
ciently strong flow is not obtained at a shal-
lower depth. Should a sufficient flow be
obtained, its utilization, with the natural soil
and sunshine, would make the “Inlan® Yalley™
a veritable garden; and even should it not be
obtained, the shallow water of the valley may
yet be utilized through pumping. for gardening
and orcharding.
