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Parents question absence rule

But if an entire day is
missed, it counts against each
subject or period. In the lower
grades, subject areas will be
counted rather than periods, since
designated subjects are studied at
about the same time each day.

Reception
set Saturday
for Doggett

State Sen. Lloyd Doggett of
Austin, Democratic nominee for
the US Senate, will be in Dimmitt
Saturday.

He'll be the guest at an informal
reception at 1:30 p.m. at K-Bob's
Steak House. The reception is
open to the public, according to
local Democratic Party officials.

Sen. Doggett outpolled Con-
gressman Kent Hance by slightly
more than 1,300 votes statewide
for the Democratic nomination in
one of the closest races in recent
Texas election history. Congress-
man Hance has endorsed Doggett
in his race against Congressman
Phil Gramm, the Republican can-
didate.

“In the State Senate, Doggett
supported the farmers in legisla-
tion on natural gas deregulation,
agricultural commodity programs
and agricultural research, among
other things, " said a local planner
for Saturday’'s reception.

Ben Ray Holcomb, 21, of Dimmitt was killed instantly and
four other persons were injured in a four-vehicle pile-up south
of Dimmitt late Friday night.

The series of three accidents occurred in a seven-minute
span from 10:55 to 11:02 p.m. on US 385, 12 miles south of
Dimmitt, Dept. of Public Safety officers said.

Holcomb was killed when his pickup smashed into a steel
combine trailer that had jackknifed across the roadway.

State troopers said Holcomb was driving south in his 1982
Chevrolet pickup and George L. Vancampen, 25, of Hooker,
Okla., was driving north in a 1981 Chevrolet flatbed truck that
was towing the combine trailer.

Vancampen told officers that he ‘‘let off on the gas and
tapped the brakes’’ after Holcomb flashed his bright lights at
him, and that the brakes locked down.

Vancampen lost control and the truck veered across the
highway and into the bar ditch on the west side, at a
90-degree angle to the roadway, officers said. The

& jackknifing action swung the trailer into the path of

Holcomb’s oncoming pickup.

The pickup was in the northbound lane when it smashed
into the side of the steel trailer, DPS troopers reported.

The impact crushed the front end and cab of the pickup,
killing Holcomb instantly and pinning his body inside.

Dimmitt volunteer firemen later used their Jaws of Life
equipment to cut the top off of the pickup and get Holcomb's
body out.

Vancampen told officers he jumped out of his truck and .
tried to flag down oncoming traffic. But the drivers of two
cars approaching from Dimmitt would not see the wreckage in
time to avoid hitting it.

-The third vehicle in the series of accidents was a yellow
1974 Ford sedan driven by Joseph Rubio, 37, of San Benito,
with his wife Jamie, 31, in the back seat and their 14-year-old
son, Joe III, in the right front seat.

““Mr. Rubio said that when he saw Vancampen trying to
wave him down he wondered what he was wanting, and the
next thing he knew he saw the trailer, and it was too late to
avoid hitting it,”” DPS Trooper Ron Morgan said.

- Rubio and his son both received neck and back injuries and
bruises, and the boy also had abrasions, Morgan said. Mrs.
Rubio apparently escaped serious injury.

After their accident, the Rubios got out of their car and also
tried to flag down oncoming vehicles.

Ricky and Carla Nutt, both 19, didn’t see the wreckage on
the highway in time to avoid hitting it, either. Both
reportedly received back and neck injuries and abrasions
when their 1973 bronze-and-white M ercury sedan struck both
the Rubios’ car and the trailer.

A passing motorist drove from the accident scene to the
Sheriff’s Office to notify authorities. Morgan and Trooper

Ricky Bentley arrived at the scene at 11:17 p.m., and radioed
for an ambulance, the Dimmitt Fire Dept. rescue unit, a

wrecker, and Justice of the Peace Marshall Young.

Young pronounced Holcomb dead at the scene. All the
injured were taken by ambulance to Plains Memorial Hospital
where they received emergency treatment, then all four —
Rubio and his son and Mr. and Mrs. Nutt — were transferred
to Northwest Texas Hospital in Amarillo. All have since been
released.

Wrecker service operator Don Elliott worked until
approximately 3:30 a.m. to clear the wreckage off the
highway, while firemen hosed fuel off the pavement, Morgan
said.

Officers reported that Holcomb’s pickup was demolished;
the Rubios’ and Nutts’ cars were both heavily damaged and
presumed to be total losses; and Vancampen'’s truck received
only minor damage.

It was the third fatal traffic accident in Castro County this
year, officers said.

Funeral services for Holcomb, a lifetime Dimmitt resident,
were held Sunday afternoon in the First Baptist Church.

Drivers need caution
for Labor Day holiday

Major V. J. Cawthon, comman-
der of the Texas Dept. of Public
Safety stated, ‘‘Labor Day is the
last holiday of the summer, so
many people will be taking their
last vacation time before they
settle down to school days and
routine work. Some will take their
last vacation ever; because of
carelessness such as speeding,
drinking and driving and not
wearing seat belts, many will lose
their lives during the holiday."’

At least 52 lives were lost
during last year's Labor Day
Holiday and 56% of those were
killed in one-vehicle accidents,’’
Maj. Cawthon stated. Almost
always these one-vehicle accidents
are caused by the drinking driver

or by speeding or a combination of
both, he added.

““We had 3,823 people killed in
traffic accidents in Texas last year
and 97.8% of these were not
wearing any type of restraining
device. If people would only use
their seat belts, at least 25% of
these deaths and possibly as much
as 80% of the injuries, could be
prevented,’’ Maj. Cawthon stated.

The drinking driver accounts for
55% of all fatal accidents in our
nation, so this is another way the
motoring public could prevent
accidents. Major Cawthon stated,
“‘If motorists would slow down and
not drink and drive, more people
wo:ixld enjoy the Labor Day Week-
end."’

Drivers are reminded
about school bus laws

It's that time of year again when
vacations end and back-to-school
studies begin. ‘‘Unfortunately this
also means an increase in traffic
accidents involving school buses
and school children,’’ says Major
Vernon Cawthon, Regional Com-
mander of the Texas Dept. of
Public Safety.

‘*“Most of these accidents are
caused by drivers who fail to follow
safe operating procedures and
ignore laws pertaining to passing a
stopped school bus,'"' Maj. Caw-
thon stated.

State law requires drivers on the
same roadway as a school bus that
has stopped to load or unload
school children to stop and remain
stopped until one of three things
happen: The bus driver signals
you to go on by; the flashing red
lights are turned off; or the bus
itself goes into motion.

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This law applies whether you a
are meeting the bus or whether
you are going in the same direction
as the bus. It also applies inside
the city limits as well as outside the
city limits. The only exception to
the law is that drivers on the other
side of a divided highway (road-
ways separated by a physical
median) are not required to stop.

Motorists who fail to stop for a
school bus could be fined up to
$200.

“"We, as drivers, should realize
the dangers involved and do
everything possible to prevent
needless deaths and injuries invol-
ving our school children,'” Maj.
Cawthon said.

DPS predicts
54 fatalities

The Department of Public Safety
is estimating that as many as 54
deaths will result from traffic
accidents during the Labor Day
holiday. DPS Director Jim Adams
said the estimate is based upon
previous holiday experience.

““During the last Labor Day
period, we had 52 deaths reported
in both urban and rural accidents.
The inclusion of subsequent
deaths due to traffic-related in-
juries which occurred during the
period brought the final count to
55,"" Adams said.

“*Obviously, we would be
pleased to have no fatal accidents
during this 78-hour holiday, but
our statistics show that is not
probable. We know that some
drivers will insist upon driving
while intoxicated, others will de-
liberately exceed the speed limits
and still others will drive in a
careless or reckless manner,’’ he
said. ''Unfortunately, fatal ac-
cidents can be expected."’

“'DWI and speeding are always
the biggest contributing factors to
our traffic deaths, but the failure to
use seat belts is another reason we
have so many fatalities. If more
drivers would simply stay sober,
drive within the speed limits and
wear seat belts, fatalities would
decline still further,”’ said Adams.

DPS statistics for the year to
date reveal a two percent decrease
in fatalities statewide. Adams says
the decrease in total deaths may
indicate more people are using the
seat belts.

““While the decline in fatalities
is not as substantial as we'd like to
see, we do feel that seat belt use is
increasing and may be a factor in
this decrease. It is an obvious
lifesaving device that is available
in the vast majority of our vehi-
cles,”’ noted Adams.

DPS will conduct two major
programs during the Labor Day
period. Operation Motorcide will
provide updated numbers of traffic
deaths to the news media as the
accidents occur. Operation Holi-
day stations troopers at locations
where high volumes of traffic are
anticipated or where violations are
expected.

The
filing is to change only the method
of collecting the annual revenue
amounts presently approved by the
Public Utility Commission.
The proposed changes in the

cards, .

Irrigation Rate are as follows:

The facilities charge of $7,50 per
installed horsepower per year
which is billed in twelve (12) equal
installments will remain unchang-
ed.

The present demand charge of
$5.00 per operating horsepower for
April through September is pro-
posed to be changed to be $22.80
per installed horsepower during
the on-peak season, which shall be
billed in six (6) equal installments
from April through September
billing months. Customers shall
have the option of requesting that
the electric meter be disconnected
for the entire on-peak season, in
which case the customer will not be
assessed the demand charge, pro-
vided that a written request is
received by the Cooperative prior
to the end of the customer’'s March
billing month. The Cooperative
will reconnect the customer’s
meter after the end of the on-peak

season, if so requested by the
customer, at no charge to the
customer.

The present demand charge of
$2.00 per operating horsepower for
October through March is pro-
posed to be changed to read ‘‘no
demand charge for installed horse-
power for the off-peak period from
the October through March billing
months.”’

The present energy charge of
$0.04234 per kWH per month is
proposed to be changed to
$0.04247 per kWH per month. It is
proposed to eliminate the present
energy charge of $0.0719 per kWH
for non-irrigation usage.

It is further proposed to deter-
mine the installed horsepower to
be the manufacturer’'s motor
nameplate rating, but for billing
purposes this shall not be less than
five (5) H.P. for the three-phase
service, and not less than three (3)
H.P. for single-phase service.

The proposed changes in the
Cotton Gin Rate are as follows:

For the Ginning Season (Octo-
ber-March)

Customer charge of $75.00 per
month unchanged.

The present demand charge of
$3.00 per kW of billing demand per
month is proposed to be changed
to no billing demand per month.

The present energy charge of

‘Horns face big challenge

“If we had had any kind of luck
besides bad luck last year, we
would have had a pretty good
season,”’ Hart High School Coach
Mark Stroebel said. “We're
planning to do better this year.”’

Last year's Longhorns lost half
of their starters to injuries during
the year and ended with a dismal
1-9 record as Stroebel had to bring
junior varsity players up to finish
the season.

But still, only five points kept
the Longhorns out of the District
3-AA race. They lost to Kress and
Springlake-Earth by a point, and to
Olton by three points.

“*Our defense ended the season
second in the region, despite the
1-9 record,”’ Stroebel recalled.

Eleven starters return this
year to fill seven offensive and
eight defensive slots, and a lot of
those junior varsity players who
had to fill in last year are starting
the new season with varsity experi-
ence under their belts.

surface water reservoirs will barely
be sufficient to meet water de-
mands during critical droughts, a
fact reflected in our current water
rationing programs in many of our
cities and shortages in our troubled
agricultural areas.

As industrialization and popula-
tion continue to increase, our water
requirements and water protection
needs will continue to multiply.

That is why I implore you, my
fellow citizens, to become more
aware of the severity and magni-
tude of this problem. It will take
your efforts and the efforts of your
Legislature combined to find a
solution to the problem of our
water conservation and develop-
ment needs that will benefit all
Texans.

New insecticide available
against peach tree borers

By Allen Knutson, EA-Entomology

A new insecticide has recently
been approved for homeowner use
in the battle against the peach tree
borer. A single mid-August appli-
cation of chlorpyrifos (Lorsban® )
has provided good control of this
destructive peach pest.

The peach tree borer is a small
black moth with a 1-1%2 inch wing
span. Orange or yellow stripes on
the body distinguish males from
females. Adults are active in
August and September when eggs
are laid on peach tree bark near the
soil. Newly hatched larvae tunnel
under the bark where they feed in
the cambium for 10-14 months.
Mature larvae migrate from the
tree out into the soil where the

Borer feeding reduces tree vigor
and can kill a tree if allowed to
continue for several years.

Finding Solutions to Our Water Problem

ometimes it seems like our

water problem is like our
weather: Everyone talks about it
but no one does anything. How-
ever, the truth is there are many
fine people working on the prob-
lem; they just need more help.

People are finding solutions
at the High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District, the
U.S.D.A. Dcpartment of Soil
Conservation, the Plant and Wa-
ter Stress Center and the Water
Research Center at Texas Tech
University, just to name a few.
This week I'd like to share with
you some of the things they're
working on.

Much of the research involves
finding ways to increase the re-
charge of the Ogallala Aquifer
Most of our rainfall evaporates
before it ever reaches the aqui-
fer, so experiments have been
conducted to route rainfall di-
rectly to the aquifer through a
series of holes drilled in the sur-
face. Unfortunately, in the past,
these holes soon became clogged
with debris. Recently, new filters
have been developed that can
eliminate this problem. It is esti-

mated that this technology could
extend the life of the aquifer by
ten percent.

A large amount of the re-
charge is through the many
playas that lie over the Ogallala.
And there's a new development
that could increase this flow.
Experiments are being done with
knot grass, a species that can
grow on the bottom of the
playas. Its roots make an excel-
lent conduit for recharge. These
experiments have also led to
what could be a significant side
benefit. Knot grass has a high
enough protein content to sup-
port one and a half animals per
acre. With 17,000 playas aver-
aging 22 acres each, this means
over a half a million more ani-
mals could be supported on the
High Plains.

Since almost half our rainfall
is in small increments (less than
25/100 inch) which evaporates
quickly, any method that can
reduce evaporation will have a
great impact on our water sup-
ply. An interesting experiment
uses discarded rubber tires. Re-
search has shown that if these

tires are broken into small chips
and properly distributed, evapo-
ration is greatly reduced. This
method also increases soil tem-
perature providing a longer
growing season and, for exam-
ple, longer staple cotton for;a
more profitable crop. :

Research is also being carried
out on drought resistant crops,
more effective brush control and
many other ways to conserve our
water. ‘

No single solution will solve
the problem and no one has all
the answers. We must constantly
try new methods. And if some-
thing works, keep it; if it doesn't,
try something new. To do this
we rely on the people whose job
it is to search for answers. And
they rely on our government’s
support. But far too often their
work is forgotten, neglected lor
tied up in bureaucratic red tape.
That’s why we must have a Rép-
resentative in Washington who
will continually apply the prés-
sure needed to maintain, and
increase, government support
for their work which is so critical
to our survival. ;

Dimmitt yolunteer firemen res-
ponded to three calls during the
week — a house fire, a fatal
accident and an arson-related truck
fire.

The house fire occurred at 6:20
p.m. last Thursday at the home of
Julian Acevedo, 411 SW Second
St. It was a minor blaze inside the
living room that burned ‘'some
curtains and caused smoke dam-
age, but there was no structural
damage. Fire Marshall Steve
Jameson said the blaze was believ-
ed to have been started by a child
playing with a cigarette lighter.

Firemen were called out late
Friday night to use their pumper,
rescue truck and Jaws of Life
equipment at the scene of a fatal
accident in which Ben Ray Hol-
comb, 21, of Dimmitt, was killed.
The firemen worked 15 minutes to
free Holcomb's body from the
smashed pickup cab, and also
washed oil, diesel and gasoline
from the pavement to prevent a
fire.

The cab of an ensilage truck was
destroyed by fire Saturday eve-
ning, apparently after it had been
burglarized and set afire by the
burglar.

The incident occurred seven
miles west of Dimmitt on State 86,
and involved an ensilage truck
owned by Juan Tijerina of Here-
ford.

each semester.

“‘We have already had a lot of
help in this area by the planners of
many events,”’ Ryan said, noting
that some stock shows, contests
and other events have been set
with later starting times or sched-
uled for Saturdays, in-service days
or holidays.

When a student is absent —
regardless of the reason — upon
returning to school, the student
must bring a signed note from a
parent or guardian stating the
reason for the absence. Without
the note, it will be classified as an
unexcused absence.

No make-up work is allowed for
an unexcused absence, but is
allowed for excused absences and
extracurricular activities. How-
ever, make-up work will not erase
any days taken under the 10-day
rule.

Eligibility for fall extracurricular
activities, such as football, will be
determined by whether a student
passed three of the six courses
taken the last semester of last
year, as well as passing on a con-
tinuing basis four of the seven
courses being taken this year.

However, as of Jan. 1, a student
must be passing all courses to
participate in any extracurricular
activity. If any course is failed in
the second six-weeks period, then
the student will be ineligible the
third six weeks, and so on.

Contrary to rumor, Ryan said,
the schools will continue to have
assembly programs and movies,
provided that the events address
the essential elements of any
subject area. Ryan said that more
programs may be held in the lower
grades because some of the allow-
ed 10 days could be taken, since
not many extracurricular activities
are available to students at those
levels.

Ryan noted that presently a
student must attend at least 20
days in a six-week period to receive
credit. He said that the school
board will consider this provision
at its Sept. 10 meeting, as well as
regulations concerning tardiness
and suspensions for disciplinary
reasons.
