INSTITUTE IN SESSION

Fifty Teachers From This and Surrounding Counties At­
tending the First Two Weeks Session Here

ONE HUNDRED TEACHERS EXPECTED FOR LAST TWO WEEKS
The Present Session Is Proving To Be the most Inter­

esting in the History of the Normal School

T'he Roosevelt County Insti 
tute o|>ened Monday morning 
with the same splendid enthus­
iasm that has always character­
ized the institutes of this county. 
Judge Washington K. Lindsey 
made an eloquent addressof*wel 
come to the teachers, to which 
Supt. V. L. Griffin of Clovis fit 
tingly replied. Quite a number 
ot the leading citizens of I*ortalea 
were present, among whom were: 
Dr. J. 8 Pearce, of the Hoard of 
Education; Dr. Dunaway, with 
Rev. Kirkpatrick, of the M. X  
church; Revs. Stout and Smith, 
of the local Baptist and Presby 
terian churches. A number of 
representative ladies were pres­
ent to lend special interest to the 
occasion.

Addresses were made by Prof. 
Kelly, the instructor in mathe 
matics, and Mr. Zingg, the ape 
cialist in manual training and in 
dustrial arts. Rev, Shepard of 
the Christian church, conducted 
the devotional exercises.

The enrollment of fifty two the 
first day has steadily increased 
to sixty at the close of the third 
day and County Superintendent 
Culberson freely predicts an 
enrollment of more than one • 
hundred before the close of the 
session. A number of the young 
men and young ladies of the city 
have enrolled and others are ex 
pected in Monday. Supt. Griffin 
who is in charge until* the arriv­
al of Dean Carroon., says that 
classes, that will be of special 
interest to these young people, 
will be organised next week if 
such are desired.

The people of Portales have 
opened up their homes and the 
teachers are all very conveiently 
located Mrs. Culberson Is work 
ing over time, and true to her 
predictions, the instiiute is being 
made to “ hum” .

A more extended account of 
the workings of the Institute 
will be given in next week’s 
issue.

This will 
continue the period of two months 
beginning with the week ending 
August 9th, and ending with the 
week ending October 4th.

If such 
were to prove to be the case it 
would be a great tiling for the 
farmers- Naturally the home 

am erj cobid pay a better 
price per pound for the cream 
than foreign Creamery to which 
cream Is now being shipped by 
express. This date may result 
in a Creamery being located in 
our midst, but whether It does 
or oot it will surely result in 
giving to the citizens of one part 
of the county a full knoledge of 
the extent of the business in 
other parts, and will give to the 
prospective investors information 
that will prove to be an eye opener 
It will be equal to the morning’s 
morning usually taken by some 
of our drowsy frlends--it will 
wake ns up to the opportunities 
that are before us.

A copy of the report which is 
being sent out appears in this 
issue. Will every farmer who 
ships cream please see the man­
ager of the station procures from 
him the data desired, and assist 
him in every way to report to us 
the data of his station correctly? 
The Herald ia very desirous that 
compilation of data be correctly 
and accurately done, and If so 
every one must assist. It will 
prove an interesting game. Just 
watch the business grow from 
week to week when the publica­
tion of the data begins: They 
will all get busy.

Some Statements Are Blade Below By An Outaider That 
Blay Give Thoae Interested A Few Points

BETTER  COWSAHD MORE OF TH EM  IS OUR ORE M O TTO
Our Natural Advantages Necessarily Call For This To 

Be The Greatest Dairy County In The State

The matter of a creamery has 
been discussed a great deal 
lately, and especially in the 
Chamber of Commerce; so on my 
recent trip away I looked into 
the matter with greatest interest. 
The necessity for a creamery at 
Artesia is a fact—whether its 
agitation at this time is a good 
thing is something to think over.

The matter of getting better 
returns from the cows, however, 
is one that must instantly be 
answered In the affirmative. And 
it Is on this question that I de 
sire to write.

Rlida ships more cream than 
any place in New Mexico—ships 
it to creameries at Albuquerque 
and Topeka. They receive an 
average of 24 cents; and, in fact, 
this is the average throughout 
the section covered by this 
branch of the 8anta Fe. Ship­
ments are usually made through 
merchants, who handle the 
cream in bulk, but the cream 
checks are distributed by the 
merchants or come direct to the 
farmer. At Klida the cream 
busineas la bringing them $4,000 
per month - spot cash—outside 
money every cent—no trading 
about with John and Tom and 
Henry in order to get a few dol­
lars to pay Bill. Not a farmer 
in the Ellda country who is 
shipping cream owes a dollar to 
a store; each one is paying on 
the principal they borrowed 
from the bank, if they did bor­
row—and each one is living bet­
ter, buying better cow*, and 
each one is preparing to go into 
the dairy business even deeper

A man at Portales milked 17 
cows last year, and his cream 
check* totaled $1,216 56 for the 
year. It coat him $85 for feed 
He sold last year $1,000 of calves 
and hogs—these raised abso 
lately without expense, as they 
were fed the skim milk and 
stuff from the field.

Mr. Farnham, living 7 miles 
from Portales clears $H per 
week milking 16 cows—and the

entire wages of a man is charged 
against this, when in fact more 
than half that man’s time ia in 
general farm work.

Mr. Hunter at Tcxloo had 
four cows, but they were only 
affording him some milk and 
cream and butter for the home 
—and the rest of it was thrown 
away or given to neighbors. 
Somebody advised him to sell 
his cream to a creamery com 
pany. He began doing this the 
first of this yeLr—and since that' 
time cream checks have paid 
every cent of the expenses of 
the Hunter home. I could name 
50 such cases. The cashier of 
the First National Bank of 
Ellda told me that not a single 
farmer who had taken up dairy­
ing had made a failure and there 
are more than 100 of thoae 
farmers in thia business. It 
takes constant effort and hard 
work to operate a dairy—that 
la, the work moat be dooa 
promptly and at about the name 
time each day. and there moat 
be no loafing aboat deliveries. 
If, however, one will put effort 
Into the work and do it properly 
he cannot but make money. 
Many of these Ellda and Portales 
and Clovis and Tex loo people 
are milking just ordinary stock 
cows, though they are stocking 
up better all the time. They 
have demonstrated, though, that 
it ia possible to start with just 
the cows you already have; and 
that there is no necessity for 
mortgaging things and raising 
funds for stock and all that. It 
will not be long until EUda has a 
creamery, for the people are be­
ginning to thoroughly under 
stand dairying. Now, it seems 
to me that here is a big thing for 
Artesia. The Arteeia farmers 
might as well get$15to$35 for 
their hay by feeding It to their 
dairy cows as to sell the hay for 
other dairy cows to eat and 
make their owners big money.
