All the New Mexico Companies Met at Las Vegas, New
Mexico, and United in Military Maneuvers

WAS FURNISHED PRIVATE CARS BY THE GOVERNMENT

Company M Received Highest Compliments from all the
Officers That Were in Command

Pursuyant to the orders issued
out of the office of the Secretary
of War and transmitted through
Adjutant General Brooks of the
New Mexico Nstional Guards,
Company M, first infantry, en-
trained st Portales on the morn-
ing of the 15th of July and pro-
ceeded 0 Las Vegas to the
state encampment. Company M
mustered forty-three officers and
enlisted men, though two of
them were later excused at Las
Vegas sad allowed to come home
on account of serious iliness in
their families. Each company
from Eastern New Mexico was
furnished with a special Pull
man car together with a section
of the baggage car for their
equipment, While the majority
of the company are business
men of the town of Portales and
vicinity, snd also while this en-
campment seriously couflicted
with very important business
matters of sheir pwn, yet every
man, wheti he realized that the
orders for the maneuvers at the
state camp were imperative and
from which there was no appeal,
they, t0 & man reported at the
armory in & cheerful and pa
triotic spirit, donned their uni-
forms, fell into line and marched
to the train.

Arrived at the stale camp
ground, Company M at once at
tracted the attention of soldiers,
officers and visitors, alike. As
s matter of fact, Portales fur-
pished the very flower of the
state constabulary. They were
as fine & body of men as ever as-
sembled on shy maneuvering
ground and were highly compli-

mented by those in command.
Farthermore, their conduct at
the camp was above reproach in
every particalar; not a member
of Company M saw the inside of
the guard house or received a
reprimand from any officer.

As marksmen, they further
distinguished themselves, being
succassful in placing three of
their men on the team which will
represent New Mexico at the
national meet at Camp Perry,
Ohio. When it s remembered
that this team is composed of
only fifteen men and that there
are ten companies in the state,
all of them older and more ex-
perienced than ours, this per
formance appears alinost mi-
raculous. * The three qualifyng
were J. A. Baylor, with fourth
place; Joe Beasley, with sixth
and Louis Kohl with seventh.

Many amusing incidents oe-
carred during the encampment
which tended more than.  any
other one thing to demonstrate
the quality of which company M
is composed, however, each one
promised faithfully mnever to di-
vulge these jokes.

Taken as & whole, this was the
most successful meet that has
ever been held in the state and
there was not a company present
that had anything on the Portales
bunch, either in ability, appear-
ance or gentlemanly conduct,

The company arrived home
Sunday at noon on the 27th,
'feeling fine and some remarked
that it would have been delight-
ful if they could only have re-
mained at Camp McDonald all
sumimer.
