A. A. Rogers Says These

Two Industries Are Within

Reach of the Dry and Irrigation Farmers

WOULD MEAN MUCR FOR THIS SECTION OF COUNTRY

Concerted Action Is Needed, a Bona-fide Proposition,
Farmers Invited to Discuss Matter Here

The success of ;uy'dlstric'. or
territory in a countrygis largely
depend=nt upon that district pre-
viding for and of itself all of the
necessities required in itg sus-
tenance. The more nearly the
community can supply iteelf
with everything it requires, the
more prosperous that commaun-
ity will becomse upon exporting
their surplus. If Roosevelt coun-
ty only grows enough produce
for export and does not grow
enough for home consum ption.
the results will be that the outgo
of money will exceed the influx
of money and the people and the
community et poor.On the other
hand if every farmer in the com-
munity is ralsing everytheing
they need and are selling their
surplus outside, then the farmer
and the community get rich and
become presperous.

There are two things whichare
needed in this community and
which we can have this winter if
it is desired. They, are, First,a
creamery and Second, a canning
factory. We understand there
are at the present time in the
neighborhood of thirteen hun-
dred milk cows within driving
distance of the town of Portales.
We want to find out definitely
just how many milk cows there
are and how many would be pur-
chased and milked provided a
creamery would be located at
Portales. We have a man now
who will build & creamery bere
at Portales provided we can de-
monstrate that we can deliver
sufficient cream for the operation
of a plant of sufficient sise to war-
rant the investment. We there-
fore want the citizens of the Por-
tales Valley and Roosevelt connty
within driving distance of Por-
tales to come in to a meeting to
be held at the office of the Por-
tales Power & Irrigation com-
pany and ad journed from there to
sufficient quarters provided
there is more than fifty farmers
in attendance. This is a bona-fide
business proposition, no hot air
about what we are going to do. It
is an actual finding out of the
case. We have also provided ina
tentative way for the purchase of
one car Joad or two car loads of
wmilk cows in case there are far
mers who would want to go into
the dairy business who have sat-
sfactory collateral which they
can pus up to cover the purchase
of such cows. There are un-
doubtedly many of the dry far-
mers and many irrigation far-
mers who would go into the dairy
business provided they knew
that a creamery would be estab-
lished upon & proper financial
basis. It will be the purpose of
this meeting to discuss the ques-
tion of the number of cows which
would be milked and also the
question of discussing the amount
of stock, if any, that the fsrmers
themselves would want to take in
such a creamery. The organiss-
tion of the creamery would be on
strict,conservative business lines

without any water or promotion
stock. KEvery dollar would be
represented by actual stock own-
ership. Thereis one advantage
in a farmer having stock in the
creamery and shat is, that in ad-
dition to the profit on his cream,
he also takes the profit on the fio-
ished product.

With reference to the caaning
factory, we also want to ascertain
how many farmers would raise
tomatoes, green beans, sweet
potatoes, etc., and what would be
a falr price to the farmer at Por-
tales for such products. ln other
words, we want to ascertain def-
initely what a farmer can afford
10 raise these crops and contract
in the winter time to deliver
them the following fall, with the
understanding that he receives
cash against such delivery at the
canuning factory. Such a factory
will take the over sised snd un-
der sized sweet potatoes and en-
lable the farmer t0 Frade his po-
tatoes for the market upon »
standard sized potato. This will
mean that the potatoes will bring
& better price on the market and
establish a reputation for packing
which will make the marketing
of sweet potatoes a permanent
proposition. Last year there was
an opportunity to sell 100,000
cans of sweet potatoes 0 one con-
cern. The entire canning facili-
ties of the State of New Mexico
does not as yet take care of one-
third of the home comsumption.
There is no competition to be
met with in the canning industry
between Eastern New Mexico and
California. So that a caaning
factory at Portales will only have
to find competition from the can-
ning factory at Lakewood, and
we are certain that this competi-

Superintendent of County Bchools, snd
also J. 8. Long, Superintendent of the
Portales High Bchool, and we find
from & carefu] investigation that the
compulsory schcol law is being dili
gently enforced throunghout Roosevelt
county. We are particularly gratified
to learn that the various boards of
school directorg are performing their
duty with reference to the enforce-
ment of this law,

This jury as a body has investigated
the general condition of the county af-
fairs and find such conditions to be
good. We found the county jall in a
very sanitary condition, notwithstand.
ing the faet that the accommodations
there are not what they should be, and
great credit for the cleanliness of the
jail is due the sheriff of the county.
We find that the prisoners are all well
fed and properly cared for. We would
recommend that a grating be put In
the jall just at the head of the stair
way so that the prisoners may be giv-
