Another bunch of Kansas folks
came in on the excursion train
run by the the Portales Power
and Irrigation company ' Wednes-
day. These excursions are run
every two weeks, and on every
excursion day, or virtually so, a
goodly number of good Kansas
people come in to inspect this
»inning valley, and numbers of
..+em buy our lands. This is not
surprising, Kansans know s good
proposition when they see it.
Sixteen real live wires came in
Wednesday of this week and have
been ‘‘seeing’’ the valley.

We know of no state in thef
United States from whence we
had rather see people come to
this valley than from Kansas.
Some how Kansas and Kansans
have a warm place in our heart.
They are a folk who do things.
We welcome them here, Glad to
see them build homes and pros-
per as we know they will in this
valley.

The Kansan who comes here
now is not coming among strang-
ers by any means. Many from
that saate have already moved
here, bought farms aad builded
homes. On every excursion
day there is a greeting and hear-
ty handshake of old friends when
the train rolls into Portales.

Kansasans, we welcome you,
because of the splendid govern-
ment you have established in
your great state and bécause of
yonr honesty, uprightoess,integ-
rity and industry.

Governor McDonald will
present and will address the cit
zenship of Portales. This is the
first time the Governor has visi-
ted our city since his induction
into office, and his first official
visit to the military company of
Portales of which he is command-
er in chief,

In conversation with Captain
Molinari we learn that as yet no
definite program has been ar-
ranged for the day, buta military
ball will be given in the evening
and the officers and members of
Company M. will put forth every
effort to make the Governors
stay in Portales pleasant and. be-
fitting.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEET

Board of Directors of Por-
tales Utilities Company
Hold Session Here

ARE PLEASED WITH DEVELOPHENT

Men Big in the World of
Finance Investing in
the Portales Valley

——t

The regular meeting of the
board of directors of the Portal-
es Utilities company for the close
of the 1913 season was held at
Portales, on Monday, December
1. Those present were as fol-
lows: Wm. J. Moore, Chicago,
Illinois,president American Bond
and Mortgage company; T. W.
Siemon, Pittsburgh, Pennsylvan-
ia, treasurer Westinghouse Elec-
tric and Manufacturing company;
T. L. Brown, Pittsburgh, Penn-
gylvania, treasurer Westinghouse
Machine company; J. J.Jackson,
Pittsburgh, Pennsylvaoia, Gen-
eral Attorney Westinghouse com-
panies; A. A. Rogers, president
Portales Utilities company. Por-
tales.

A careful review of last sea
son’s operations was made and
progress noted. All directors
expressed themselves as extrem-
ly well pleased at the develop-
ment made in the Valley during
the past twelve months. They
were particularly well pleased
and surprised at the actual pro-
duction of crops. It was appar-
ent to those of the board who
had been here previously that
very large benefits were accruing
to the company from the actual
settlers now coming in and tak-
ing up the lands in the valley.
They endorsed the policy being
followed by this company of very
carefully scrutinizing the pur-
chasers of land with the view of
getting only bona-fidle farmers
with ample funds to properly fi-
nance themselve, to take up the
land in the valley.

Among other results of this
meeting of this board of direc-
tors which will particularly bene-
fit the valley of Portales may be
mentioned th following; The large
central power plant will be gone
over thoroughly and placed in
complete first class shape for
next season’'s operation. Work
on this is proceeding now. Prpo-
vision has been made for the ex-
tensien of the lines of the com-
pany, there being at the present
time seventy five miles of these
lines up. Arrangements have
been made for approximately
thirty miles of new line which
will be up between now and the
first of March, 1914. Twenty-
five new wells serving a total of
1340 acres of land are now as-
sured. This means 2500 hours of
continuous drilling or 100 days.
over three months, actual con-
tinuous work night and day for
one drill rig.

The selling campaign now in
progress will be extended and
augmented. Buyers are now
coming in by the car load every
two weeks and it is expected
that ‘an increased number will
come in from now on throughout
the winter and spring months.

A careful analysis of the buy-
ing already done shows that the
great majority of farmers pur-
chasing land are buyipg 40 acre
tracts. This means intensive
farming and is one of the larg-
est factors looking to the quick
development of this valley.

The two thousand acres of
mwing alfalfa and the crop
this season of better than twelye
thousand tons was particularly
gratifying to this Board. The
sweet potato storage house with
$22,000 worth of sweet potatoes
now in storage looks good.

ors in this valley during the ]ast
two years Was presented by Mr.
Rogers and is particularly inter.

In addition to the holdings of
the Portales Utilities company
and the Portales Power and Irri.

is possibly lower than they have
actually invested, :

Atchison, Topeka and Santa
Fe railway has invested approxi-
mately $30,000 in new station,
railroad yards and terminal facil-
ities, Everyone knows that the
Santa Fe does not invest money
unless they can see returns in
sight, justifying such an inves-
ment.

L. S. Skelton and R. H, Bailey
have invested in irrigated lands
by purchase and loans $80,000,
Both of these gentlemen are keen
progressive and successful bus-
iness men. William Battenfield
has invested over $40,000 in the
development of a section of land.
R. D. Yoakum, brother of B. F.
Yoakum former president of the
Frisco system has invested ap-
proximately $30,000 in the de-
velopment of a large irrigated
farm. Messrs. Wilson and Love
representing as they do among
other things the largest onion
growers of the state of Texas,
have invested in the development
of an irrigated farm in the neigh-
borhood of $32000. Johnson
Brothers developing a quarter
section of irrigated land have in-
vested over $18,000. Buchannan
Brothers have inv:sted over
$12,000. Livingston Brothers
and associates have invested in
developing and other investments
in the neighborhodd of from$40,-
000 to $50,000. Mary Nicholson
has invested about $18,000. A.B.
Curtin about $30.000.

The above investments repre-
sents a total of $310,000, all of
which is being spent in the dev-
elopment and improvement of
irrigated farms in the Portales
Valley. This only briefly states
some of the more important and
some of the larger individual in-
vestors in the Valley. Among
the aboved cited men are four
millinaires. Men of keen busi-
ness judgment, men who make
money wherever they invest. The
fact that taey have invested in
the Portales Valley and are all
developing irrigated land means
very much more than can be es-
timated on the surface. It means
that the entire resources of these
gentlemen are developing the
Portales Nalley. These lacts ta-
ken in conjunction with the tre-
mendous investment made by
the Portales Utilities company
assures the Valley df a great and
prosperous future.
