How fitting it is that he should
be laid to reat in the vyery spot
where he had selected as the
burial place of others.

Mr. Wilson was a consistens
Christian, agood neighbor, and
in every way an excellent citizen
Hjs last years were spent in an
honest effort to assist in the up-
building of Taiban and commun
ity.

The funeral services were con-
ducted at the First Baptist
church in Talban on May 7th,
1914, at 2:15 o'clock p. m. Rev.
T. Y. Atwood assisted by Rev’
N. H. Prince conducted the ser
vices. ' The text was: “If & man
die, shall he live again?”’ Mrs. W.
H. Thurmond, assisted by the
choir, furnished excellent music
for the occasion, ‘

Immediately after the nrvlen
at the church the Woodmen of
the World took charge of the re-
mains and conducted the cere-
monies &t the grave. The Wood-
men furnished pall bearers to
convey the body to the church,

The Taiban ban, led Ry Mr,
Alex Ballantyne,furnished music
at the grave. They also played a
beautiful march in going  from
the church to the grave.

The Taiban school dismissed
for the funeral and bhurial ser-
vices. The school marched from
the school house to the church,
and also to the grave.
