European War, That Has Dislocated
Commerce and Industry, Makes
the Step in the Highest De-
gree Advisable.

World-wide war, dislocating com-
merce and industry, reduced linance
and credit to chaos and made a jest
of economics. The new tariff has
failed as a revenue producer solely
for the reason that the conditions to
which it was adjusted have been shot

It was the expectation of the Wil

AS TO “SPECIFIC GRAVITY”

| Archimedes Was Central Figure in the
| Earliest Record of Its De-

termination.
>~

Parents who may be asked to ex-
plain what is meant by ‘“specific
gravity” might do worse than tellthe
classical tale of the earliest record of
its determination, in connection: with
a king’'s crown. You will recall bow

the Christian era—Hlero, king of
Syracuse, commissioned a goldsmith
to make him a new crown out of a
certain weight of pure gold. He was
a rogue of a smith, but not cunning
enough to bamboozle the greatest of
the Greek mathematicians.

For when the finished product ar-
rived the king expressed to Archi
medes a fear that it might contain an
admixture of base metal. To test the
matter, Archimedes put the crown

nto a vessel brimful of water. Into
2 similar vessel he put an egual
~veight of pure gold The latter

‘aused a smaller overflow of water
than did the crown, and the correct
conclusion was drawn that the crown
contained some baser (and lighter)
metal. The smith saw the gravity of
the matter in more ways than one.
