city, writing of these to the New York
Times, says:

“It seems that to one group of stu-
dents a good dinner was given with-
out alcoholic accompaniment, and ia
their case, a couple of hours later,
normal digestion was found well ad-
vanced. To the other group of stu-
dents the same dinner was given, pre-
ceded in each case by an ‘appetizer,’
such as cocktail, gin fizz, etc. After
the same lnterval the digestive proc-
esses of this second group were found
on examination to be lmperfect. Cer-
tain chemical elements in the food
taken showed that the digestive -juices
had falled to act upon them, owing to
the presence of alcohol in combination
with these elements.

“Serious and permanent interference
with normal digestion was clearly
proved by these experiments in every
instance. Had the investigations been
carried further, so as to include the
efficiency of meéntal action and nerve
reaction, as well as efficlency of &t
gestive faculties, there is no doubt
that precisely similar results would
have been obtained

“The appetizer, so called, is not in
reality an appetizer at all, but is a
devitalizer, pure and simple, déstruc-
tive of the normal processes of the
digestive apparatus and of the men-
tal powers in direct proportion to the
frequency with which it is taken.”

Washington.—Whether the Wage con
troversy between the rallways and
their engineers, conductors, firemean
uwod N‘ll-htobonetu.dm
ably or by a strike now seems to de
Pend largely em what action congrees
will take em the proposal to refer the
question to the interstate commesce
commission.

The anatiomal cenference committes
of the rallways at the recent comfer
eace ln New York with the train serv-
ice brotherhoods proposed settiomaent
either by submission to the interstate
Commerce commission or by arbitra
tion under the provisions of the New-
lands law, '

The brotherhood leaders promptly
rejected beth proposals, not omly ob
Jecting to the interstate commerce
commissidn as an arbitrator, but ex-
pressing their determined opposition te
the plan of arbitratiomprovided by the
law which thay bad helped to get e
acted

To meet the objection that the inter
State commerce commission now has
Bo jurisdiction over rallway wages the
committee representing the rallways
proposed “that we jolntly request con
gress to take such actiou as may be
Decessary to enable the commission te
consider and promptly dispose of the
questions lnvelved.”

Upon the fallure of the companies
and the labor erganizations to reach an
agreement the question was put up te
cougreas in another form. iu a resclo-
tion which was introduced by Senator
Newlands on June 22 providing for an
investigation by the commission of the
whole subject of rallway wages and
thelir relation te raliway earnings.

This resolution was proposed by the
chamber of commerce of the United
Elates aftar having been approved by
a practicdlly uvaspimous referendum
volte of nearly 1,000 commercinl organ-
izations throughout the country. The
Newlands reselution differs from the
proposal of the mallways. The latter
refers only to the guestions presented
by the demands of the IR per cent of
rmilway employees cugaged in tralm
service and asks the comminsion to set.
tle the controversy by a decislon. The
Newlands reselution s much brosder
and, without contempiating a final set.
tiement by the commission, directs it
to lnvestigate and report on “the minl
wmum maximum and average wage
paid, with hours of service, to each
ciass of rallroad employees In the Unit.
od Btates,” not merely the “big fouwr™
brotherboods of traln employees. The
commission would also he directed to
report on the hours and wages In oth
er industries, the relation of wages
to raliroad revenues, the guestion of
whether milread revenves based on
existing mates for transportation will
admit of equally favorable terms to all
classes of rallway employees and “aay
other matter in this connection that
the commission may deem relevant”

The brotherboods oliject strenuvously
to any idea of a federsn| tribunal Axing
wages and declare that an investiga-
tion by the commission would oaly
serve to delay matters. The only pro-
posal they have made Is that their de
mands be granted in full with the
alternative of a pation wide strike
They insist that the raliroads will be
more inclined to yield to their de
mands when confronted with a strike
