permission from this office.

In spite of the fact that this
rule has been effective since De-
cember 19, 1917, frequent reports
have come to me where dealers
have sold and people have bought
in quantities to last from two to
six months. This is a direct
violation of rules and regulations
which reads as follows:

““No dealer shall sell or deliver
flour or sugar to any person,

thereof in excess of his reason-
able requirements for use by him
or her during the period of thirty
days.”’

Any violation of above rule will
come under the food law of
August 10, 1917, as follows.

““That any person who willfully
hoards any necessaries shall upon
conviction thereof be fined not ex-
ceeding $5000.00 or imprisoned
for not more than two years, or
both."’!

It is the duty of every con-
sumer who unknowingly has pur-
chased an excessive supply of
sugar or flour, or any other com-
modity, to return all of said com-

modity over and above his re-
quirements of thirty days to the
dealer from whom the purchase
was made.

“In consequence of this the inhab-
itants will be deported by order and
removed Into the country. Persons
deported will be sent to the interior
of the occupled territory in France, far
behind the front, where they will be
employed In agricultural labor, and
not on any mlilitary work whatever,
By this measure they will be given
the opportunity of providing better
for their sabsistence.

“In case of necessity, provisions cap
be obtained through the German de-
pots. Every person deported will be
allowed to take with him 30 kilo-
grams of baggage (household utensils,
clothes, etc.), which It will be well to
make ready at once.

“l therefore order that no one, un-

til further orders, shall change his

residence from 9 p. m. to 6 a. m. (Ger-
man time), unless he I8 In possession
of a permit in due form.

Belgian Address to French President.

“To Monsieur Raymond Poineare,
President of the French Republle,
Paris.

“Sir: We have the honor to ex-
pre<s again our most sincere grati-
tude to you for your most kind recep-
tion, a few days ago, of the deputa-
tion which went with feelings of legit-
Imate emotion to Inform you of the
deportation of lads and girls, which
the German authorities have just car
ried out In the Invaded districts.

“We have collected some details on
the suhject from the lips of an honor
nble and trustworthy person, who suc-
coeled in leaving Tourcolng about ten

days ago; we think it our duty to
bring these detalls to your notice by
reproducing textually the declarations
which have been made to us:

““These deportations began towards
Easter. The Germans announced that
the inhabltants of Roudaix, Tourcolng,
Lille, etc., were going to be transport-
ed into French districts where their
provisioning would be easier.

“ ‘At night, at about two o'clock In
the morning, a whole district of the
town was invested by the troops of oc-
cupation. To each house was distrib-
uted a printed notice, of which we give
herein an exact reproduction, preserv-
ing the style and spelling.’ ¢See docu-
ment, above.)

““The inhabitants so warned were to
hold themselves ready to depart an
hour and a half after the distribution
of the proclamation.’

“‘Each family, drawn up outside the
house, was examined by an officer, who
pointed out haphazard the persons who
were to go. No words can express the
barbarity of this proceeding nor de-
scribe the heartrending scenes which
occurred; young men and girls took
hasty farewell of their parents—a fare-
well hurried by the Germap soldlers
who were executing the iafumous task
—rejoined the group of those who were
going, and found themselves in the
middle of the street, surrounded by
other soldiers with fixed bayonets.’

“*‘Tears of despalr on'the part of
parents and children so ruthlessly
separated did not soften the hearts of
the brutal Germans.
ever, a more kind-hearted officer yield-
ed to too great despair and did not
choose all the persons whom he should
—by the terms of his instructions—
have separated.’

Herded Like Cattle.

“‘These girls and lads were taken
in street cars to factories, where they
were numbered and labeled like cattle
and grouped to form convoys.

*“‘In all about 30,000 persons are sald
to have been carried off up to the pres-
ent.

“*The reason given by the German

authorities is a humanitarian (?) one. |

They have put forward the followlng
pretexts: provisioning 1Is going to
break down In the large towns In the
north and thelr suburbs, whereas in
the Ardennes the feeding 1s easy and
cheap.’

“‘It s known from the young men
and girls, since sent back to their
families for reasons of health, that in
the department of the Ardennes the
victims are lodged In a terrible man-
ner, In disgraceful promliscuity; they

are compelled to work in the flelds. It |

is unnecessary to say that the Inhabi-
tants of our towns are not tralned to
such work. The Germans pay them
1.60 m. But there are complaints of
Iinsufficlent food.’

“Barbarity of Slave Drivers.”

“*“They were very badly recelved In
the Ardennes. The Germans had told
the Ardennais that these were “volun-
teers’’ who were coming to work, and
the Ardennals proceeded to recelve
them with many Insults, which only
ceased when the forcible deportation
of which they were the victimns became
known.'

“‘'Feeling ran especlally high In our
towns. Never has so
measure been carried out.
mans have shown all the barbarity of
slave drivers.’

““The famllies so scattered are in
despair and the morale of the whole
population is gravely affected. Boys
of fourteen, schoolboys In knicker-
bockers, young girls of fifteen to six-
ten have been carried off, and the de-
spairing protests of their parents falled
to touch the hearts of the German offi-
cers, or rather executioners.’

“One last detail: ‘The persons so
deported are allowed to write home
once a month; that I8 to say, even less
often than military prisoners.’

“We do not wish here to enter Into
the question of provisioning in the in-
vaded districts; others, better quali-
fied than ourselves, give you, as we
know, frequent Information. It |s
enough for us to describe In n few
words the situation from this aspect:

Entire Population in Misery.

“The provisioning Is very difficult; |

food, apart from that supplied by the
Spanish-American committee, Is very
scarce and terribly dear. . . . People
are hungry and the provisioning is In-
adequate by at least a half; our popu-
Iation 18 suffering constant privations
and is growing noticeably weaker. The
deanth rate, too, has increased consid-
erably.

“With all confidence in the sympathy
of the government we venture to ad-
dress a new and pressing appeal to
your generous kindness and far-reach-
ing influence in the name of those who
are suffering on behalf of the whole
country.”

MUST YOU PAY TAX
ON YOUR INCOME?

Matter That Every American Is
Called On to Determine
Without Delay. '

MARCH 1 LIMIT FOR RETURNS

Faillure to Flle Them Involves Severe
Penalties—Taxpayers Will Be As-
sisted by Treasury Officials in
Every County.

Washington.—The time has arrived
for every American subject to the In-
come tax division of the war revenue
act to figure up his income and file
his return. If he is unmarried and
has a net income of $1,000 or more, or
1f he Is married or the head of a fam-
‘ily and his net income is $2,000 or
Imore, he must pay the tax. His re-
| turn must be in the hands of the col-
'lector of Internal revenue in the dis-
| trict in which the taxpayer lives or
! has his principal place of business be-
| tore March 1, 1918,
| The man who thinks to evade this
tax I1s making a serious error. Revenue
officials will be in every county to
check returns. Fallure to make a cor-
}rect return within the time specified
| involves heavy penalties.

i “Net Income” means gross income
4 less certain deductions provided for by
|
|

the act. The law defines income as
profit, gain, wages, salary, commis-
sions, money or its equivalent from
professions, vocations, commerce,
trade, rents, sales and dealings in prop-
erty, real and personal, and Interest
| from investments except interest from
government bonds, or state, municipal
township or county bonds. Incomes
from service as gpardian, trustee or
executor; from dividends, pengions,
royalties, or patents, or oll and gas
{ wells, coal land, etc., are taxable.

Normal Rate |Is 2 Per Cent.

The normal rate of tax Is 2 per cent
on net incomes above the amount of
exemptions, which 1s $2,000 {n the case
of a married person or head of a fam-
ily and $1,000 in the case of a single
person. A married person or head of
a family is allowed an additional ex-
emption of $200 for each dependant

| child if under elghteen years of age
or Incapable of self-support because
defective. The taxpayer Is considered
to be the head of a family if be Is
actually supporting one or more per-
sons closely connected with him by
blood relationship or relationship by
marriage, or If his duty to support
such person Is based on some moral
or legal obligation.

|  Debts ascertalned to be worthless
and charged off within the year and
taxes pald except Income taxes and
those assessed against local benefits
are deductible. These and other points
of the Income tax section of the war
revenue act will be fully explained by
| revenue officers who wlill visit every
county in the United States between
January 2 and March 1 to assist tax-
‘pnyvrs in making out thelr returns.

Officers to Visit Every Locality.

| Notice of their arrival In each local-
ity will be given In advance through
the press, banks and post offices. They
will be supplled with Income tax forms
coples of which may be obtained also
| from collectors of Internal revenue.

l The bureau of Internal revenue Is
seeking to impress upon persons sub-
| Ject to the tax the {act that fallure to
see this officlal In no way relieves
| them of the duty imposed by law to
file their returns within the time specl-
| fled.

|  The penalty for fallure to make the
| return on time 18 a fine of not less
than $20 nor more than $£1.000, and
in addition 50 per cent of the amount
of the tax due. For manking a false
or fraudulent return, the penalty is
a fine not to exceed £2.000 or not ex-
ceeding one year's Imprisonment, or
both, In the discretion of the court, and
in addition 100 per cent of the tax
evaded.

As to the Farmers.

The number of farmers who will pay
fncome taxes has not been estimated
by the government officlals, but It is
certain they will form a large percen-
tage of the 6,000,000 persons assessed
who never before have pald nn Income
tax. The average farmer does not
keep books but If he avails himself of
the services of government experts
who will be sent to ald him, It will not
be difficult for him to ascertain the
amount of his net Income.

The farmer I8 making out his return
may deduct depreciation Iin the value
of property and machinery used in the
eonduct of his farm, and loss by fire,
storm or other casualty, or by theft If
not covered by Insurance. Expenses
actually incurred in farm operation
may be deducted, but not family or ly-
Ing expense. Produce ralsed on the
farm and traded for groceries, wearing
appnrel, etc., I1s counted as living ex-
penditures and cannot be deducted.
