I have always been a bellever In
home bullding as a potent factor in
making good citizens, and 1 admire
the man who Is willing to deny him-
self a little of the ready spending
money as he goes along and puts It
Into a permanent home for himself
and his loved ones.

The home is the greatest of Ameri-
can institutions and the one on which
rll the rest are bullded.

By home I do not mean necessarily
an expensive, elaborate dwelling. The
humble cottage Is just as truly a
home, and represents just as r’nuch

pitched roofs. The horizontal clear
ance sbove the top of the roof should

‘| be at léast 12 feet. If these sugges-

tions sre observed the danger of fire
from «falling sparks will be greatly
refuced and an increased draft will
be obtained.

The constructiop of a separate flue
for each fire will lessen the lability
of a conflagration. Terra cotta linings
of one-inch thickness may be used if
the lining is started a foot below the
lowest thimble. It is suggested that
a good shoulder be provided for the
first section of the tile to rest upon.
In cases where there are two thimbles
in a single flue, a metal flue stop
should be provided for one.

A chimney should not be offset at
the roofline or on any fjpor to make it
come out at the end of the roof or to
conceal it in any closet. An over-
hanging projection in a chimney
causes cracks in the roof at the mest
favorable spot for a fire to gain a
good headway.

The walls of chimneys should be six
or eight inches thick and should be
constructed of cement mortar through-
out. It is essential that the capstones
correspond In size to the flues, else
the draft will be poor. If there is any
doubt in the owner’s mind about the
risk of fire from his chimney, the ad-
vice of an architect should be followed.
This procedure may save the owner
expense in the futtre and reduce the
possibllity of fire to a minimum.

The accompanying six-room cottage
is most substantially built, and is es-
pecially safe In regard to both fire
hazards and the penetration of cold
and wind. Concrete blocks with rough
stone face are used for the front porch,
foundation walls, and chimneys, giv-
ing an appearance of solidity that is
very satisfying.

This is a very sensible bungalow de-
sign. There Is nothing about It to

»
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courage aund devotion on the part of
himn who planned its building and car-
ried the payments through to final
possession.

The point I want to make Is this,
that even the small dwelling, the cot-
tage, should be well and substantially
bullt if it I1s to be the source of sat-
Isfaction that rosy dreams had pic-
tured.

When bulilding, don't put up a
shoddy makeshift that the winds will
whistle through ; nor a carelessly bullt
firetrap that will easily burn down
and perhaps catch the family within
its smoldering ruins.

One of the most common causes of
fires in dwelling houses is defective
chimneys. In putting up a new Louse,
see that the chimneys are right; or
in buying a house already bullt, ex-
amine closely all the chimney flues.
If the chimney is not constructed
properly it would pay the owner to
build a new chimney rather than run
the risk of having the house destroyed.
Thousands of dollars are lost by fire
each year which could be saved If

and connecting parts.

FOOD VALUE OF CHOCOLATE

Important Fact to Which It- Would
Seem Too Little Attention Has
Hitherto Been Given,

In the recommendation for food con-
servation at home one article has been
considerably ignored. This fact is the
more surprising because of the article’s
recognized value as a campaign and
outdoor food. Frederic C. Fenger, in
the account of his cruise, “Alone in
the Caribbean,” gives an Interesting
quotation from Pere Labat, the old
French missionary to Martinique at the
end of the seventeenth century: “As
for me, 1 stand by the advice of the
Spanish doctors who agree that there
Is more nourishment in one ounce of
chocolate than in half a pound of beef.”
As Labat was a g ne Parisian, his
opinion of food is to be trusted. It
may be noted, also, that the chocolate
was sweetened with “brown sirupy su-
gar.”  During the Boer war it was
Queen Victorla who made chocolate
famous, so to speak, by sending to the
British troops quantities of the sweet-

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DRINKING WATER FOR FOWLS

| Bufficient Supply, Frequently Renewed,

is as Necessary as Proper
Amount of Food.

(Prepared by thé United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

If your flock of poultry has not been
doing as well as you think it ought to,
perhaps it is because you have not
been providing the chickens with a
supply of fresh, pure drinking water.
Of course, lack of thrift and low egg
ylelds may be due to a number of other
certaln causes, such as poor stock, poor
feed (both quality and quantity), bad
housing conditions, diseases, presence
of lice and mites, and lack of care.
But for some reason many poultry
raisers who give attention to" these
items sometimes neglect the water
supply. A supply of pure drinking wa-
ter frequently renewed is as necessary
for poultry as sufficlent amounts of
food. - ,

There are two different types of
drinking vessels for poultry in com-
mon use: Open vessels—palls, pans,
crocks and the like ; and drinking foun-
tains so constructed that dust and dirt
cannot get into the water except by
way of a very small exposed surface.

These quite opposite types of drink-
ing vessels are about equally popular
with poultry keepers. Open vessels
catch more dirt and dust, but are more
easily cleaned. Closed fountains may
be used much longer without cleaning,
but if allowed to become foul are hard-
er to clean thoroughly.

Placing open drinking vessels on a
shelf a foot or more above the floor
prevents the hens from scratching
coarse litter into them, but does not
keep out the dust which floats In the
alr and settles in the water.

Thoroughly rinsing open vessels once

]| & day and scalding drinking fountalins

once or twice a week will usually keep
them as clean as necessary.

He be-
comes overfat while the hens do not
get their share, and the consequence
is poor fertility. The nature of every
male bird should be studied.

liberty If they are not Prussian
in their sympatuies,they are not,
to say the least, good citizens of
this republic. There has bcen
too much dallying with enemy
sympathisers and half-hearted

n decency. You cannot
be libeled neither can you be told
the truth about yourself. The
English language provides no
means to properly convey the
supreme contempt in which you
are and should be held. The
Journal wishes to convey to the
officers of the 'ocal Red Cross the
fact that it is with them toa fin-
ish, that they cannot make the
campaign too warm nor the pen-
alties too drastic. Those who
cannot fight at the front have a
good fight to make at home and
their Americanism will be mea-
sured by their ardor in that con-
flict.

The time has arrived when
every able bodied man should be
employed in some necessary oc-
cupation. The time has also ar-
rived when the laws relative to
vagranoy should be drastically
enforced. With the nation at
war and every all American citi-
zen doing the ‘‘Hoov®rizing'’ .act
to his or her limit, those who do
not toil should not eat. Every
piece of bread aud every piece of
meat consumed by idlers and
human parasites, is just somuch
that is being wrongfully with-
held from the soldiers that are
waging this war.

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The largest shoe factories in Italy
have started manufacturing the nation-
al standawi shoes, using leather sup-
plied by the mihlstry of Industry, com-
merce, and labor. The standard types
were established by the central shoe
committee in Rome, but every factory
Is making little modifications, accord-

ing to its means and system of manu- |

facturing.

The government is organizing sys-

tems of sale of shoes to the publiec.
They provide for the opening of stores
in the principal Italian cities, to be
engaged exclusively in the sale of na-
tional shoes and to be controlled by
the government authprities. It Is like-
ly that buyers will have to obtaln
cards,

The private shoe stores will be sup-
plled with an adequate number of
shoes and will be granted a reason-
nble commission.

The army and navy commission on
tralning camp activities, In addition to
the work being done In army camps
and cantonments, now has its repre-
sentatives In every training station of
the navy and at every place where en-
listed men are preparing for sea serv-
Ice.

There are 88 clubs for sallors at
camps and in adjacent cities. There
are reading and writing rooms, assem-
bly halls, and some of the cities have
arrangements for athletics, swimming
pools, and gymnasiums. In the 18
camps there are given each week 92
entertalnments ranging from profes-
sional performances, lectures, and ex-
hibitions, to club nights and weekly
dances.

More than 60,000 books have bheen
furnished ships and statioms by the
American Library assoclation. The Y.
M. C. A. has 42 buildings and tents in
the various camps.

According to the bureau of labor sta-
tisties of the department of labor, In
the year from November 15, 1018, to
November 15, 1917, prices of food as a
whole advanced 23 [or cent. Potatoes
is the only article that shows a decline
in price. Cornmeal advanced 87 per
cent ; bacon, 82 per cent; pork chops,
48 per cent; beans, 89 per cent; sal-
mon, 88 per cent; mlilk, 33 per cent;
and lard, 27 per cent.

Food as a whole was 48 per cent
higher on November 15, 1917, than on
November. 15, 1918, and 46 per cent
higher than on November 185, 1914
During this four-year period cornmeéal
Advanced 127 per cent; flour, 100 per
cent ; lard, 104 per cent; bacon, 77 per
cent ; sugar, 76 per cent;
