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State Farm Bureau

The New Mexico t}rm and
Livestock bureau was launched
last week at statc college when
fifteen of the eighteen county
farm and livestock bureaus of the
state had delegates present to
consider plans and outline defi-
nite work for such an organiza-
tion.

The objects of this organiza-
tion are clearly set forth in the
constitution adopted by the dele-
gates present, which shall be to
correlate and strengthen the
county farm and livestock bureau
and other farmers’ organizations
by means of a state federation
to promote, protect, and repre-
sent the business, economic, se-
cial and educational interests of
the farmers and stockmen of the
state.

The coastltutlon further pro-
vides that the objects of this or-
ganization shall be effected thru
the adoption and promotion of
definite state projects. These
projects shall be based on the re-
sults of a careful study of the
county farm bureau; as woll as
those initi by thedirectors.
They sha]l be formulated and di-
rected by the executive commit-
tee ef this bureau in co-operation
with the director of extension of
the New Mexico College of Agri-
calture, or such person or persons
as may be designed by him.

R. C. Reid of Ohaves county
was chosen as president of the
organization, Mrs. C. W. Fisher-
dick of San Juan county as vice-
president, and S. G. Galisch of
Qu 'y county as secretary-trea-
surer, The executive committee
is made up of seven members,
each member being assigned a
definite part of the program of
work. Members of the executive
committee and their assignments
were as follows;

Chairman, R. C. Reid, Chaves
eounty, S. G. Galisch, Quay
county, livestock improvement:
F,I. McKamy, Dona Ana county,
marketing, irrigation and drain
age; Will H. Pattison, Curry
cousty, crop improvement; Carl
Mueller of Roosevelt county,farm
bureau organization; A. C* Pa-
checo, Taos county, farm labor,
taxat'on and legislation; Chas
Beasley, Otero county. home and
orchard improvement.

The by-laws of the organization
provide that each eounty farm
bureau must pay dues into the
state federation at the rate of

twenly cents for each county
farm bureau member, with a
minimum of $20.00 for each
county.

MOVE TO REVISE CALENDAR

Advocates of Change Will Bring the
Matter to Attention of League
of Nations,

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WINTER GREENS FOR FOWLS

Cabbages, Turnips, Beets, Potatoes
Etc., Are Suitable Feeds for
Cold Weather.

(Prepared by the United States Departe
_ ment of Agriculture.)

If the best results are to be obtained
with poultry they must be furnished
with a plentiful supply of green feed.
Where fowls have unlimited range on
a farm they wii secure green feed
during the spring, but during the win-
ter it must be supplied for them. The
question of how to supply the best
feed at the least cost is one that each
Doultry keeper must decide largely for
himself. It will probably make but
little difference what kind of green
feed Is supplied, provided it is relished
by the fowls. Cabbages, turnips,
beets, potatoes, etc., are suitable for
this purpose. The larger roots and
the cabbages may be suspended by
means of a wire or string, or they
may be placed on the floor, in which

case it would be well to split the tur
nips or beets lengthwise with a large
knife. Potatoes and turnips should be
fed cooked. The mangel is an excel-
lent root for feeding raw. C€Cut clover
soaked In bolling water fed alone or
with the mash is good. Clover meal
and ground alfalfa make very good
feeds for this purpose. Where the
fowls are yarded and not enough
green feed is furnished by the yard
a small patch of clover, alfalfa or rape
may be sown. Any one of these, If
frequently mowed, will furnish a great

quantity of green feed Iin a form
which Is relished by the fowls. Can-|
ada fleld peas may also be sown fori
this purpose, and when fed in a ten-
der, crisp condition are eaten readily. |
Rye is a good crop for late fall and |
early spring, for it will germinate and
grow in very cold weather and will
live through the winter.

MILK AIDS EGG PRODUCTION

Value as Part of Poultry Ration Strik-
ingly Demonstrated at Purdue
University.

——

That milk has a value as a part of
the poultry ration was strikingly dem-
onstrated by the results obtalned on
one.of the poultry demonstration farms
which are established and conducted
by Purdue university.

One farmer who had been feeding
milk to his flock discontinued doing
80 with the arrival of the summer
months thinking that the fowls would
pick up enough insects to make up for
the food value that was furnished by
the milk. Almost Immediately, how?
ever, his dally egg production began
falling off until, in one month, it had
dropped off to one-half what it had
been for the month previous. When
milk was again made a part of the
ration, the daily egg production grad-
uvally Increased. As a result of the
milk fed, the production the following
month was as good as in the spring
months and the éxtra profit made
more than paid for the milk fed.

Where Are the 75-Mile Guns?

If we remember rightly, among the
terms of the armistice was one de-
manding that the Germans hand over
to the allies the 75-mile guns with
which they bombarded Paris.

So far as the public records go none
of these pieces has, as yet, been deliv-
ered, ahd we are Inclined to think
that they shared the fate of the cap-
tured German flags, which, with char-
acteristic want of good faith, were
publicly burned by German officers on
the Unter den Linden, Berlin. The so-
called “Big Berthas,” the dismantled
foundations of which were found by
our troops during the German debacle,
are not these weapons, but were pleces
of 15 or 16-Inch caliber of considerably
less range.—Scientific American.

Carefully turn In the mixture and =et
away on ice to become firm. When
serving garnish with frosted grapes.
Wash the grapes then dip In egg
white, then In granulated sugar. Ar-
range on grape follage with the cream
in the center of a large chop plate.

EAST INDIAN CURRIED DISHES.

In spite of its high seasoning, people
who have acquired the taste for curry
enjoy it at any season.
Although curry powder
is not expensive when
purchased, one may pre-
pare it at home and be
sure of Its purity.

Take one ounce each
of turmeric, corlander
seed, white ginger, nut-
meg, mace and cayenne.
Pound all together In a mortar and
sift through a fine sleve; bottle and
cork well.

To prepare curry, a rabbit, chicken
or other delicately flavored meat is re-
quired. For chicken curry cover the
chicken with boiling water, adding two
large onions and a bouquet ef herbs.
Simmer gently for an hour and a quar
ter or until the chicken is tender, re-
moving all fat as It rises. Add two
tablespoonfuls of flour to the same
amount of fat, mix until well blended
and stir into the chicken broth. Add
a teaspoonful, or more If partial to the
taste, of curry powder. This should
be mixed with the flour and fat. Beat
the yolks of three eggs, stir into the
gravy carefully, add salt together with
the juice of half a lemon. Heat but do
not boll. Pour over the chicken and
arrange around It a border of rice,

Curry of Mutton,—Fry one large
onion chopped fine In two tablespoon-
fuls of butter. Mix one tablespoonful
of curry powder, one teaspoonful of
salt, one tablespoonful of flour and stir
into the butter and onfon. Add grad-
nally one pint of stock. Cut two
pounds of lean mutton Into small
pleces and browm them in hot fat;
add them to the sauce and simmer
until tender. Place the meat on a hot
dish and arrange a border of rice
around the meat.

Curried Egge.—Cook six eggs until
hard, remove the shells and cut In
halves, Fry a teaspoonful of onion In
a tablespoonful of butter, add one
tablespoonful of cornstarch or two of
flour, mixed with half a tablespoonful
of curry powder. Pour over slowly
one and one-bhalf cupfuls of stock,
cream or milk; add salt. Simmer ti
the onlons are soft, then add the eggs
Simmer until hot. Serve In a shallow
dish or arrange on toast,
