DEMOCRATS HOPEFUL IN STATE
Returns Show Victory for H an n a - 

Party Leaders Anxiously Await 
Official Returrs

The returns from the election 
are insufficient to give full re­
turns in this issue. In the county 
it is conceded that the Demo­
cratic ticket carried by a s ife ma­
jority, there being very little com­
petition except in the sheriff’s, 
county superintendent and pro 
bate judges race. In the 1'or 
tales box the above were close, 
but as the returns came in from 
Elida giving an old fashioned ma­
jority for the Democratic candi 
dates the victory, for the ticket 
was assured.

In that precinct Jess McCor­
mick ran ten votes ahead of t i e  
Democratic ticket, though there 
was very little scratching done 
at this box, as both dominent 
parties seemed to have adopted 
the slogan "put an x in the circL 
at the head o f the ticket and 
fhen go stone blind.”

In the Valley View precinct 
the Democratic ticket received a 
majority, although the Republi­
cans polled a good vote anc there 
were a number c f farrp labor 
votes cast.

The returns are slow in con i 
in from the rural boxes, but it is 
no thought that they will change 
the result o f the election.

In the state it is conceded that 
Hanna is elected governor, and 
there is a good outlook for the 
success o f the entire state ticket.

It will be [impossible to give 
authentic election news on the 
Ftate vote this week, owing to 
the slowness o f counting and rs- 
porting the returns.

In this box Calvin R. Lanpstcn 
led the ticket receiving 526 Demo 
cratic votes against Republican 
candidate for county commis­
sioner, William B Hensley’s 164.

In the Sheriffs race Jess Mc­
Cormick, Democratic nominee 
received 361, against Geo. P. 
Smith, Republican, 344.

For county superintendent, R. 
A. Palm, Democrat, 416. Mrs. 
Katie Kennady, Republican, 286.

The balance oF the ticket ran 
from three to four Democratic to 
one Republican.

In the Ingram precinct the Re­
publicans were in the majority, 
there being only nine votes polled 
out of 41 registered.

Five and a half million dollars. That 
la the amount o f savings and increased 
profits estimated to have been secured 
by producers through the assistance of 
the United States bureau of markets' 
field representatives in marketing, 
working in co-operation with state 
marketing agencies lp 11 states during 
the year ended June 30, 1920. This fig­
ure is made up of bundreds o f individ­
ual items of savings and additional 
profits estimated by growers, shippers 
and marketing agencies concerned and 
reported to the United 8tates bureau 
o f markets.

State co-operative work in market­
ing is carried on by the United States 
department of agriculture In 81 states, 
but information regarding the total 
savings effected in all of them is not 
yet available.

Improvement In methods of market­
ing and distributing farm products is 
the object o f this marketing work. In­
vestigations of grading, packing, load­
ing, ehipplng'and marketing are made 
and visual demonstrations given pro­
ducers to familiarize them with the 
best marketing methods. Thus, some 
200 demonstrations of approved prac­
tices of preparing farm products for 
market and over 700 talks relative to 
packing, grading, handling, storing 
sod selling farm products and the for­
mation of associations for co-operative 
activity were given. In ooe state alone 
two co-operative llve-eeaok shipping 
associations with a membership of 8,- 
080 shippers were formed, and an es­
timated saving of 373,348 secured 
through the co-operative shipping of 
833 cars o f cattle, bogs and sheep 
from 89 counties.

Aid Marketing Organizations.
While complete figures are not 

available, those at hand show that the 
field men were Instrumental In the for­
mation of 183 marketing organiza­
tions. Including 00 live-stock shipping 
associations and 07 fruit or vegetable 
associations. They also assisted in 
the organization of 12 credit unions 
and 19 federations of existing associ­
ations. roost of which are statewide in 
scope. One hundred and sixty-six 
wool pools handling over 10.000,000 
pounds of wool were given assistance 
In organization and grading. In a 
number of states the field men, 
through state agencies, secured the 
adoption of federal standards for farm 
products and containers. One hun­
dred and thirty-eight groups of pro­
ducers were assisted In making co­
operative sales. One sale Included 
417 head of cattle, which sold for 32,- 
508.97 above the prices quoted by lo­
cal buyers on the day of sale.

Instruction in the marketing of 
sweet potatoes was given producers 
and shippers In the Southern states. 
In one state plans and specifications 
for 39 sweet-pots to storage houses 
were furnished and In another state 
08 storage booses constructed from 
plans furnished by the United States 
bureau of markets. A sweet-potato 
exhibit car was arranged and mo rad

-A* t ' #
1,100 miles over four railroads touch­
ing 81 points In the sweet-potato pro­
ducing sections. The exhibit included 
a miniature model storage house, 
working plans, and specifications for 
storage houses, pictures, charts, and 
slides showing approved methods o f 
productloln, harvesting, storing, grad­
ing and packing.

Demonstrates Approved Methods.
Exhibits illustrating approved mar­

keting pactlces were conducted In six 
states. In roost Instances these ex­
hibit? were in connection with state 
or district fairs or at expositions of 
more than state importance. Colora­
do's potato shipments run from 9,000 
to 13,300 cars a year. O f this quan­
tity, 40 per cent is moved during the 
winter months when there Is greet 
danger o f frost damage in transit To 
stimulate Interest among Colorado po­
tato growers and shippers in better 
marketing conditions, an exhibit of a 
fuli-elzed freight car was produced In 
the Denver Auditorium at the Western 
potato show this year to show by ac­
tual demonstration proper methods of 
lining and loading cars o f potatoes to 
prevent loss from freezing in transit, 
and of sewing sacks to prevent loss of 
potatoes slipping through the tops of 
sacks. Borne 3,000 people attended the 
exhibit, and It Ig confidently believed 
that a greater number o f cars will be 
loaded properly. 1

Twenty-five shun instruction courSsa 
relative to various phases of market­
ing were given In six states. In one 
state a course of lectures covering 12 
weeks was given In a school of com­
merce. Co-operative enterprises In 
three states were given assistance in 
accounting problems. The collection 
and dissemination of'lnformatlon rela­
tive to quantity, quality and price of 
local produce offered for sale was ar­
ranged for at 11 potnta In four state*.

Tiie United States bureau of mar­
kets' report of the work of Its field 
agents to marketing shows that the 
accomplishments were greater in num­
ber and of more value to producers 
and consumers during the year ended 
June 30, 1920, than In any previous 
year. It Is felt that work of this 
character should make possible the 
development of a consistent national 
policy in improving marketing meth­
ods.

EXCELLENT EMERGENCY CROP

8oy Beans When Cut and Cured Prop­
erly Compare Favorably With 

Alfalfa for 8tock.

Soy beans make an excellent emer­
gency hay crop when cut and cured 
properly and the bay compares very 
favorably with alfalfa bay for sheep 
and cattle. It Is rich In digestible pro­
tein, averaging shoot 12 per cent, 
while alfalfa averages 11 per ceot and 
timothy 3 per cent The yields of sir- 
dried hay on the co-operative test 
fields last year varied from 1,739 to 
8,000 pounds per acre.

A wash of pure cement is often need 
to fill the pores of the silo walls. Prof. 
J. B. Fitch, bead of the dairy depart­
ment of the Kansas State Agricultural 
college, statee that he prefers to use 
warm tar or hot paraffine to coat the 
Inside of concrete silos. He says: “If 
you can keep the tar warm and put 
It on when thin It will make a good 
inside coat The same Is true of 
melted paraffine. I have had good re­
sults from using both of these.”

As soon as pc stares begin to dry 
op feed the milk cows some additional 
grata.

Mixture of Commeal, Ground Oats and 
Bran Has Proven Good for Sows 

and Pigs.

When the pigs come they shoold be 
given every possible chance. As soon 
ns they are a few days old, they will 
begin to eat with the sow. The feed 
the sow gets should be such as to In­
duce a milk flew. The same feed can 
be used for the pigs: Equal parts com­
meal. ground oats, and bran, with an 
addition of five or six pounds of oil- 
meal to every 100 pounds of grain. 
This mixture has proven • very good 
combination for sows and pigs.

SIFT WAS $10,000
Sworn Statements Filed By Three An 

litieal Parties 8how Amounts 
Received— Socialists Show 

Funds Not Exhausted.

Contributions to the various cam­
paign funda aggregated about 33,325,- 
900, the republican national committee 
reporting a total of 32,466,019.64, demo­
cratic national committee 3677,934.87 
and the socialist party 151,028.24. The 
democratic congressional committee 
received 313,475.76 and the similar re­
publican organization 3116,700.

Socialists Have Surplus.
The socialist party’s committee re­

port also showed a surplus of receipts 
over expenditures.

The republican report made a vol­
ume of more than 2,500 pages with 
each individual contribution lfsted to 
give the full name and address of tha 
donor. According to the national com­
mittee more than 34,000 names were 
so listed. No effort was made to group 
oontrlbutions by states or to assemble 
them according to the size of the 
gifts.

Both republican and democratic re­
ports showed hundreds of 31.000 dona­
tions while larger items were few. It 
★ as stated there were but sixteen of 
these larger contributions in the re  
publican list and not more than twen­
ty-four in the democratic.

RETURN SAVES BILLIONS

Breater Efficiency Shown In Private  

Control, Folton Say*.

Minneapolis— The government’s ac­
tion In returning the railroads to pri­
vate control in March saved the peo­
ple a large amount of money, declar­
ed M. Felton, president of the Chicago 
Oreat Western railroad. In an address 
before the chamber of commeroe. If 
government operation had been con­
tinued, h# added. the deficit which the 
government would have bad to pay 
would have been far larger than the 
estimated 3600,000,000 deficit It wUl 
have to pay for the six months of pri­
vate operation, March 1 to September 
1.

Since return or the roads, be de­
clared, “great Increases in efficiency 
have been secured,” adding: “The av­
erage number of miles each car was 
moved daily in July 1919, was 24.1 
miles, while In July 1920, it was 26.1 
miles. This had the same effect as in­
creasing the available supply of oars 
by 200.000.”

JAPAN SPURNS RACE VOTE

Declares League Not Sufficiently O* 
ganized to Aot On Question.

Toklo.—The Japanese foreign of­
fice and the cabinet are not disposed 
to submit the racial equality question 
t« the League of Nations. In the first 
place, the time Is considered Inoppor­
tune on account of the California com­
plications. In the second place It de­
clares Japan desires to maintain the 
theory that the League of Nations Is 
not yet strong enough to settle inter- 
national disputes, and thus to for*tall 
any attempt by the league to settle 
the Shantung question.

The American Red Cross Is carrying 
on a wide program of service for the 
disabled World War veterans receiving 
treatment In United States Public 
Health hospitals, and those being train­
ed through agencies of the Federal 
Board for Vocational Education.

In each of the Public Health Service 
hospitals Red Cross workers devote 
their time to the general welfare of 
the service men from the day they 
enter the receiving ward until they 
are discharged. After the soldier’s dis­
charge the Red Cross continues Its 
friendly service through the Home 
Service Section In his own community.

The Red Cross maintains a convales­
cent house at all of the hospitals, 
where patients can amuse themselves 
after they are well enough to be up 
and around. Parties and picture shows 
In the wards are also furnished, with 

! occasional excursions when convales­
cence comes.

Great service has been rendered by 
the Jted Cross In mental cases In Iden­
tifying those who have appeared In 
state hospitals for the Insane, and help­
ing them secure compensation due froth 
the Bureau of War Bisk Insurance.

In the Federal Board’s various dis­
trict offices the Red Cross worker, act­
ing with the Home Service Section, 
makes necessary loans to the men, ar­
ranges suitable living conditions, helps 
collect evidence and supply facts to the 
Board, assists In "appealing cases" and 
settles various personal difficulties for 
the men. The workers also follow up 
and aid all men who discontinue train­
ing.

The Red Cross agents find men "lost” 
to the Board, help clear up delayed 
cases and aid the college counselors In 
their friendly work with the men. 
Many Red Cross chapters have set up 
recreation facilities, and In some In­
stances living clubs, so these victim*
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of war may have attractive surround­
ings and the fun which must go with 
effective school work.

To the American Red Cross Institute 
for the Blind near Baltimore, Md., 
more than half of all the Americans 
blinded In the World War have come 
for training. The Institute, through 
the Red Cross, long ago conducted an 
exhaustive Industrial survey to deter­
mine the vocations for which blind 
men could be fitted. As a result It la 
putting forth well trained men equip­
ped to meet the social, civic and eco­
nomic requirements of their reapectlve 
communities.

Aid for Spanish Red Cross.
The Iberian chapter of the American 

Red Cross, confposed of Americans 
resident In Spain, has Just contributed 
$480 to a fund being raised by the 
Spanish Red Cross and the Teague of 
Red Cross Societies for the purpose of 
flghtlng malaria.

RED CROSS EXTENDS 
RELIEF TO  POLAND

More than $5,000,000 has been spent 
by the American Red Cross In aiding 
the stricken people o f Poland. The 
organization has nursed the sick, fed 
the starving, clothed the naked, shelter­
ed the homeless, schooled the children 
and cared for the orphans there. It has 
conducted a relentless fight against 
typhus, cholera apd other terrible dis­
eases. So today millions of men and 
women In that resurrected nation 
■peak In grateful appreciation of “The 
Greatest Mother In the World.”

Nearly 200 American Red Cro«a 
workers are now engaged In relief ac­
tivities in Poland. Four large relief 
bases are In oi>eratlon and eleven mo­
bile units are In the field. During the 
last twelve months this organization 
was largely instrumental In the re-es- 
tabllshment of a million refugees at a 
cost for general relief e f more than 
$1,000,000. Last winter one-half mil­
lion war orphans were aided material­
ly, and tince then a series of large or­
phanages have been established to give 
them permanent care.

But for American Red Cross aid. o f­
ficials of Poland declared recently, mil­
lions of people In that country would 
have perished of disease, exposure or 
starvation the last eighteen months. 
And the work there must be kept up 
fer another year.

Guatemala, Haiti, Hawaii, Honduras, 
Japan, Manchuria, Netherlands, Nica­
ragua, Paraguay, Peru, Philippines, 
Porto Rico, Siberia, Spain, Sweden, 
Switzerland, Syria, Turkey, Uruguay, 
Venezuela and Virgin Islands.

During the war these scattered 
members of the Ited Cross contrib­
uted millions In money, and millions 
of dollars' worth of necessary articles 
for the men In service, and sent many 
doctors and nur.sea to France. At the 
same time they carried on an excel­
lent Home Service In their respective 
communities for the families o f those 
who had gone to war, and In some re­
gions gave large sums of money and 
Immeasurable personal service to the 
relief of disaster and disease victims.

The division is now establishing 
service clubs In foreign ports for the 
benefit of sailors In the American Mer­
chant Marine, making plans to aid 
Americans In trouble in foreign lands 
and completing arrangements for giv­
ing Immediate adequate relief In case

to be of the value of not less than 
$2000.00, and

That ihe purchaser pay ten per 
cent cash at the time he pur­
chases the block or blocks and 
when the specified improvements 
shall be placed on the property 
purchased, the purchaser shall 
pay an additional ten per cent of 
the purchase price and the town 
shall thereon issue a deed to the 
purchaser, and take back mort­
gage deed giving a first mortgage 
upon the property to secure the 
balanee o f purchase price which 
shall be paid in 10 equal anual in­
stallments bearing 8 per cent in­
terest payable anually from date 
o f contract until paid, and

That the specific amount of im­
provements be piaced upon pro­
perty purchased within twelve 
months from date o f purchase;

MERCHANTS MUST 
BUILD “BACKFIRE"

Can Beat Mail Order Houses at 
Their Own Game If They 

Will Do It.

ADVERTISING ONLY WEAPON
Catalogue Concern* Spend Hundred* 

of Thousand* of D o llar* Annually  
to Create Dem and for Their 
—  Merchandise.

The forest ranger and the prairie 

farmer have learned that they must 
fight with fire. They know that when 
the all-consuming forest or prairie fire* 
are sweeping toward them their only 
hope of safety lies In the “back-fire.*' 
By kindling and carefully controlling 
a fire of their own they force the big 
ger fire to burn itaelf out, finding no 
further fuel on which to feed.

The merchants of the small dtle* 
and towns are learning that In waging 
their fight for existence they must 
adopt the tactics of the meo o f th« 
West. The great mall order house* 
of the cities are the consuming flame* 
which threaten to wipe out the retail 
merchants of the small towns unless 
the latter, realizing their danger, taka 
step* to remove the menace. The re­
tail merchants, as a whole, are begin* 
ning to realize that they must flghl 
•fire with fire and that to save them 
selves they must build a “back fire.”

Advertising la the weapon v.tL 
which the mall order houses conduct 
.their warfare on the retail merchant* 
o f the small cities and towns. The 
mall order houses do their advertising 
through their own catalog^* and 
through certain publications which are 
known aa mail order advertising me­
diums. A  big mall order house spend* 
hundreds of thousands o f dollars mere­
ly  on the preparation and publication 
o f Its bulkj catalogues.

Business Bu ilt Upon A d v e rtis in g .
The catalogue houses also spend 

thousands upon thousands of dollar* 
In advertising In the mail order publl 
cations which look for their eircula 
tlon to the people of the small town* 
and the rural districts. Advertising in 
some of these mediums costa as much 
as from $40 to $85 for a single Inch 
yet the mall order houses find It profit­
able to par these high rates. Theli 
business Is aullt upon advertising and 
if they were denied the use of the 
malls for their advertising for a single 
month their business would he do 
•troyed.

In advertising, the local merchant* 
find the only weapon with which they 
can beat the mall order houses at theli 
own game. This does not mean neces­
sarily, only newspaper advertising, al 
though that Is the big gun lu the bat­
tery employed by the successful mer­
chant in his battle for trade. Adver 
tlrtng is a big word and It covers a big 
field. There Is no longer to be found 
the mao who does not believe In ad­
vertising. Every merchant believes In 
advertising o f some sort. The placing 
of a display In a show window Is ad­
vertising. The only difference between
solicitation, hut printed mutter must 
always continue to be the chief reli­
ance of merchants in attracting cus­
tomers to their stores.

Advertising Begets Confidence.
' The buying public has learned that 
the store which takes the people Into 
Its confidence through its advertising 
Is the one In which It may expect to 
get the best bargains and the most sat­
isfactory treatment I t  knows that the 
store which advertises consistently and 
regularly has the best and most up-to- 
date stocks because this store sells Its 
goods more rapidly than the one which 
does not advertise and, therefore, Is 
not forced to carry over old stock from 
one season to another. , The publlo 
knows that the store which advertises 
can place lower prices on its goods be­
cause It turns over its stock oftener 
than the store which does not adver­
tise and therefore does not have Its 
capital tied up 1* slow-moving mer­
chandise.

The mall order house does not get 
Its business by merely letting the pub­
lic know that It has dry goods or hard­
ware or groceries or some other com­
modity to sell. It creates a demand 
for its goods by placing in Its catalogue

that kind o f advertising and advertis­
ing In a newspaper is that where the 
one reaches dozens the other reaches 
hundreds. Attractive window displays 
are, of course, an Important adjunct ol 
any retail store. They serve their pur­
pose but this purpose Is only to attract 
the attention o f those who may be 
passing by the store. There are other 
forms of advertising, such as personal

attractive pictures and detailed de­
scriptions of the articles which it has 
to sell. The lure of the mall erder 
catalogue lies in the fact that the 
merits, or alleged merits, of the mer» 
chandlse offered are placed before the 
prospective purchaser In the most 
graphic manner. The local retail mer­
chant hue the same opportunity to do 
this that the mall order house has and 
can do It much more effectively than 
the mall order bouse can. The retail 
merchant can talk to the people of his 
community through his home newspa­
per and that is something which the 
mall order houses as a rule cannot do, 
for the local newspapers through a 
sense of loyalty to their communities 
and their home merchants will not ac­
cept the advertising with which the 
mall order bouses would flood them if 
they had the opportunity.
