Practical Eeucation in Roose-
velt County, New Mexico

at Less than Half of the
Iowa Cost

A few days ago the Journal ed-
itor was reading an article on
Iowa’s consolidated school sys-
tem, and the cost of same. This
led us to make a few inquiries,
which resulted in the following
surprising infermation;

ln Iowa it costs from 38 to 40
mills to' run its consolidated
scliools.

In New Mexico the maximum
provided by law cannot exceed
18 mills. In Roosevelt county it
is 113 mills.

In Iowa, they brag about the
size of their consolidated dis-
tricts, some of which contain an
area of 40 square miles.

In Roosevelt county there are
successfully operated consolida-
ted schools containing an area of
72 to 268 square miles. In the
county there are 2520 school chil-
dren, 1311 boys and 1209 girls.
618 of these are enumerated in
the Portales independent dis-
trict, 145 in the "Elida indepen-
dent district, and 1028 in the
consolidated districts of the
county. There are 729 in the
one room rural schools of the
county

There are 94 teachers employed
in the count¥; 18 of which are
employed in the Portales schools,
seven in the Elida schools, 38 in
the consolidated districts and 31
in the one-room rural schools.
Of this number 11 hold second
grade certificates, and 83 first
grade and higher. ’

There are two indecpendent
districts in the oounty, 14 con-
solidated districts and 32 one-
room rural schools, all of which
are in operation excep'ing dis-
trict 97. To provide for trans-
portation in the consolidated dis-
tricts, there are 10 county owned
motor trucks, two private owned
trucks and 7 touring cars in op-
eration.

It is our intention to gather
data to show the cost per eapita
of operating the rural schools
and the consolidated schools,
which will appear in an early
issue.

In Iowa land is selling for $200
to $500 per acre. In Roosevelt
county farming land is selling
srom $10 to $150 per acre, and
the returns from the Roosevelt
county lands are showing a
greater yield by far, per dollar
invested, than the Iowa farms.
Some of the farmers in Portales
Valley showing returns per acre
equal to the famous Imperial
Valley of California. One straw-
berry grower, Geo. Chavers, re-
porting over $1000.00 from less
than one acre the past season.
We will have some interesting
data on this subject for an early
issue.

The bulletin Is a response to fn un-
usual demand by menibers of boys’ and
girls’ clubs for specific Information on
the principles and practices of raising
well-bred calves, preparing them for
show or sale, and disposing of them
to advantage. Desirable and undesir-
able types of calves are discussed and
illustrated.

There mve. chapters on equipment
needed, Xeeping the calf healthy, feed-
Ing, and the importance of changing
the ration as the anlhinal develops, also
methods of preventing purasites and
disease. The bulletin describes clear-

FALLS EXPLOSION

FIVE ARE BURNED TO CRISP
LIKE RATS IN A
TRAP

SIX MORE DIE AT THE HOSPITAL

The Explosion and Fire Was Caused
When a Newly Installed Trans-
former Which Was Being
Tested Out.

North Tonawanda, N. Y.—Eleven
men weredsilled by an explosion and
fire caused by the overheating of a
transformer in the power tower main-
tatined by the Niagara Falls Power
company. Five of the men were burn-
ed to death while six were so ba&ly
burned that their deaths followed
shortly.

Generator Box Sizzles.

The men were engaged in the work
of connecting the cables of the Ni-
agara Power company with the gen-
erators of the electric plant and the
work completed and power turned on.
The test had been made and the pow-
er was 'on for about siven minutes
when a sizzling noize was heard in the
generator box.

Orders were given to shut off the
power but before the switch was
reached there was a terrific explosion.
The oill used for cooling the trans
fcrmer was instantly ignited and the
room in which the men were working
was fillled with gas and flames. Five
of the men were caught like rats in
A trap and burned almost to a crisp.
The other men dashed for an opening
leading from the tower into the local
company’s station. Some *vere over-
come and feil in the doorway while
the clothing of the men who escaped
from the room was in flames.

8ix Die At Hospital.

Persons in the street heard the ex-
plosion and seeinfl flames issuing
from the building sent in an alarm of
fire. Ambulances and physicians were
summoned and six of the men were
taken to the hospital, where they died.

| Gibson, J. P. Davis’ cotton gin together

with ten bales of cotton and a quan-
tity of cottonseed, a grist mill, sever
al barns and negro tenant houses in
Montgomery county near the city.

Sam Wadkins and Bim Lee were
shot apd killed by a sheriff’'s possee |
shortly after midnight, after they had |
fired upon and riddled with bullets an |
automobile containing Sheriff J. L. |
Scoggin and three deputies. Ten ne-
groes are in the Montgomery county
jail charged with arson. Other arrests
are expected.

The fires broke out simultaneously |

and a reign of terror ensued among
the families of the white farmers, who |

began telephoning the sheriff's office
Responding promptly, |

for assistance.
Sheriff Scoggins, with four deputies

set out for the scent in an automobile, |

which was fired upon by the roadside
as it approached the locality.
The sheriff’s posse had narrow es

capes from death and only saved

themselves by jumping from the car on
the opposite side of the road from
whonce the shots came and falling on
their knees. Using the nutomobﬂe as
a shield they killed two of the negroes

and effected the capture of ten others.

Revolutionary Methods in Ag-
riculture Solve the Farm
Labor Problem

the ‘‘Power Forming’’ we feel
that it is a live issue in which all
are or should be interested. Land]
is advancing in price all over the
country and farm labor is scarce
and high, but whenever an emer-
gency arises science has always
met it. In our opinion this
country is ideal for the power
farming proposition, it having
been snccessfully tried out in the
Panhandle of Texas and this year
in a number localities in Curry
county.

Program for Public Health and
Community Welfare Is Now
Well Under Way. i

Rural communities and towns of less

than 8,000 population benefit in a very
large part by the public health and
ccmmunity welfare work of the Amerl-

can Red Cross. Almost all of the
3,600 Red Cross chapters have some
rural sectlions In the!ll territory. There-
fore the RRed Cross Rural Service.

Briefly, the purpose of Rural Berv-
Ice Is to assist people to get out of life
more health, wealth and happiness. In
this purpose public heatth Instruction
and general educational progress of
both children and adults play a big
part.

Recreation 1s found to be one of the

biggest needs In rural life. There is
lack of sufficient play-life for the chil-
dren and soclial life for the adults.
Picnics, pageants, debating clubs,
baseball leagues, community singing
and other social events which bring
the people of surrounding communities

together have been organized and car-
ried on under the guidance of Red
Cross rural workers to great advan-
tage. In many instances solving rec-
reational problems and getting people
together proves to be the awakening
of the community to other conditions
which may be improved by united
action,

As a resuit of community organiza-
tlon, townships In which there had
been neither plans nor Interest In
community progress have been organ-
Ized to work together with the unified
purpose of bringing their .commaunity
up to the most enlightened standards.
Lecture and musical entertainment
courses have been started as a result
of community meetings, as well as cir-
culating Iibraries, Red Cross schools of
instruetion in Home Nursing, Care of
the Sick and First Ald. In the larger
towns the need for restrooms and pub-
llc comfort stations i{s being met. Play-
grounds for the children have been
established and recreational activities
worked out for the year.

In order that there may be concerted

effort In carrying on the programs of !

the various welfare agencles in the
rural districts, Red Cross Rural Serv-
ice helps the organizations Niready on
the ground. The main object of the
service I8 to lend a hand everywhere
and take the lead only where neces-
sary.

FLEA EMBALMED I[N HONEY

Little Insect Pest Found Which Met
Its Fate In Egypt Many Thou-
sands ?f Years Ago.

It Is believed that the earliest food
store lald aside for his wanis by man,
and which is still In existence, I8 a Jar
of honey found in an Egyptian tomb,
and probably placed there for the sus-
tenance of the dead during the jour-
fey across the Stygian river, says the
American Forestry Magazine. When
found, the honey had changed Into a
very dry candy and It had lost Its
sweetness, though It could still be
(dentified as honey.

In the bottom of the jar, well cov-
sred with honey, was a dead flea of
precisely the same sort as those which
plague Egypt to this day. Apparently,
the insect had hopped Into the jar
while the last rites over the dead were
being observed, and when the jar was
corked, the little fellow was shut up
within, and, like the true patriot, he
probably could have declared that
death was sweet.

For those who like rich pastry or
cake the following will he a treat:

Scotch 3hort

Bread.—Beat one

cupful of butter

to a cream, add

one-half cupful

of light brown

sugar, then work

in four cupfus

of pastry flour.
If the flour I8 slightly warm It will
work in more easily. Form the mix-
ture into two flat cakes seven inches
in dlameter. Decorate the edge with
a fork or by crimping with the thumb
and finger. Sprinkle the top with

chopped cherrles, ¢arnway candles or |

preserved citron. Buake In a slow
oven.

Tapioca, Pineapple Sponge —Scald
two (‘llpf\.lls of grated pineapple and
half a cupful of bholling wuater in a
double boller, add one-fourth of a cup-
ful of minute taploca and one-fourth
of £ teaspoonfu: of =alt. Stir occa-
sionally and let cook ahbout half an
heour, then add the juice of half a
lemon and one-fourth of a cupful of
sugar. Fold In the whiter of two eggs
beaten stiff and cook until the egg is
set. Serve hot or cold In glass cups
with whipped creanm ns a gnrnish,

Marshmallow Cream.—Soften one
teaspoonful of gelatin in two or three
tahlespoonfuls of cold milk, then dis-
solve by setting the dish In bolling wa-
ter. Add half a cupful >f sugar and
one cupful of double cream and bent
until firm. Beat the white of a small
egr, then fold it Into the cream with
half a tenspoonful of vanilla, hifif of a
quarter-pound box of marshmallows
cut In quarters, half a cupful of
gkinned and seeded white grupes cut
in halves, one banana cut In cubes,
and mixed with a tablespoonful of
lemon Jjulce to keep the pleces from
discoloring. Dispose In glass cups
with a cherry here and there. Garnish
the top with a quarter of a marshmal-
low, sprinkle with fine-chopped nuts
and chill before serving.
