CONVENIENT FEED RACK.

On* Which Will Pr*v*nt Watt* of th* 
Coar** F**d.

A substantial fed rack Is a good In­
vestment on any farm where a con­
siderable amount of stock Is kept. By 
using a rack of this kind much coarse 
feed can be utilized that would other­
wise be wasted and at the same time 
this coarse feed Is made to go as far 
as possible. We illustrate herewith a 
rack we have found serviceable, says 
The Farmer. This rack will cost In 
<he neighborhood of |1S. The stock 
Always spends a considerable share of 
the winter days In the yards, even the 
dairy cows, and racks of this kind give 
an opportunity for the stock to eat 
their roughage while they are getting

their exercise. Where the straw and 
waste hay and fodder was formerly 
strewn around the yard and tramped 
In the mud there Is now no such waste. 
The yards can be kept clean and all 
the roughage used. The racks are also 
helpful to a certain extent as protec­
tion from the weather.

How difficult It Is to change the 
opinions and the customs of men in 
anything! There Is perhaps no harder 
task than to change the methods by 
which farmers keep their cows. The 
old stanchion la everywhere present 
except In the southern part o f the 
country where cows are not tied up 
much. In the cold parts of the coun­
try the old rigid stanchion la the most 
convenient method for fastening cows, 
and It la used. It Is convenient for 
the owner of the cows, but not for the 
cows.

A good many people have been 
working on the problem of obtaining 
a method of fastening cows that would 
be all strong parts and no weak parts. 
Such a method has not been discov­
ered aad will not be. Every plan has 
Its drawbacks. The first thing to be 
cdnalflered Is the comfort of the cows, 
for It Is evident that any plan that 
does not look to the comfort of the 
Cows falls In the first essential.

We have now a great many patent 
stalls appearing on the market, and 
In different parts of the country many 
kinds of stalls that are not patented 
bear a close resemblance to those 
that are. At most of our dairy shows 
new Ideas In cow stalls are brought 
out to the public view, and most of 
them have In them much merit.

We notice, that nearly all of theso 
plans contemplate the partial free­
dom of the cow, nt least so far as her 
head and neck are concerned, says 
the Farmers' Review. Another point 
that all provide for Is that the cow be 
kept clean at all times, so that the 
least possible amount of cleaning may 
be required. The third point that la 
made much of Is the security of the 
cow, appliances being such that the 
cow cannot get loose In the night and 
Injure other cows. This is a matter 
of • great deal of Importance, and this 
was one of the chief virtues of the 
old rigid stanchion. It might make

ANCHORING FENCE POETE.

How Cement Can B* Effectively Used 
to Make Them EolM.

My method of anchoring fence poet^ 
writes a correspondent of Farm Lif*, 
is as follows; I use three-fourth* inch
gas pipe for drill stem with detach 
able bit; also auger for cleaning out 
hole. Drill hole where you want an­
chor, not less than four feet in com*
mon clay ground.

Discharge one-fourth of a stick of 40 
per cent, dynamite In the bottom of

hole, after first throwing In two or 
three double handfuls of dirt. The 
dynamite will make a nice round basin 
in the bottom of the hole. You ard 
now ready for the anchor rod and 
Portland cement made soft enough to 
run In the hole.

It Is not sufficient to have a certain 
number of cows. They should be 
adapted to the work—dairy cons, not 
beef animals, that can only produce 
sufficient milk to raise a veal calf 
Such cows are not the most profitable, 
ones to keep. Aim to raise your own 
cows, then through selection and 
breeding the producing capacity of 
your herd can be Increased.

If you do not feel equal to the ex 
pense. cooperate with your neighbor 
and purchase a good dairy sire The 
Influence of a good sire towards im­
proving the quality of stock, especial­
ly where grades are kept, is very 
marked.

Lay your plans for a silo at just as 
early a date as possible. The silo has 
come to be recognized as one of the 
most Important buildings on the dairy 
farm.

Care should be taken not to feed 
cows food capable of imparting ob­
jectionable odors or flavors to cream 
Turnips and other strong flavored 
foods can only be ted Immediately 
after milking, but It is better not to 
feed such foods to dairy cows It Is 
not necessary and It is too risky.

They Practically Have th* Earns Feed­
ing Value Pound for Pound.

The weight of oats per bushel variM
from 30 pounds to 60 and even 66 
pounds In some of the western Irrigat­
ed states. The office of experlaent 
stations notes an experiment on three 
pair of Percheron horses which were 
fed light and heavy oats.

The practical results of this experi­
ment seem to Indicate that pound for 
pound, the light oats have nearly the 
same feeding value as the heavy oata. 
Although the heavy oats contain 
higher percentage of protein, and 
bohydrates and a less percentage It 
fiber than the light oats, it seems prob­
able that the relative proportions 
these .constituents are such that thff 
are more easily and thoroughly 46 
gested.

It should be rejnembered that 
though the two grades are practlMHy 
equal, pound for pound, they are act 
equal, quart for quart, and that In lead­
ing by measure, as Is usual, allowance 
should be made for heavy oats aad a 
less itortlon given.

Since oats are bought and sold by 
weight Instead of measure, there 
seems to be no gain made In buying 
the heavy oata at an advanced price 
over the light oata.

Valuable Relics.

The New Mexico Historical -Society 
si Santa Fe has recently obtained a 
very Interesting addition to that 
branch of Ita collection* which Illus­
trates the Spanish settlement and oc­
cupation by securing a number of nic­
tates and the accompanying "mano ' 
stones used In grinding torn, from the 
first Spanish settlement made under 
(mate in July, 159*

This was at the place on the west 
bank of the Rio Grande Just shove the 
mouth of the Chain* river, called by 
the Indians Yunque and < hrlstened by 
the Spaniards. San Gabriel, and which 
was the capital until the removal to 
Santa Ke about six years later It *  
close to the present Chamlta station 
on the Denver and Klo Grande rail 
road, directly opposite the Indian pu 
eblo of San Juan. The metates are 
massive affairs of hard stone but the 
mano stones have been broken during 
the lapse of time.

The > >clety has also obtained a re 
markable and entirely unique speci­
men of Indian tarvlng on a stone 
which has long been one of the treas 
ured antiquities of the pueblo of San 
dla This Is In the form of a human 
fare very delicately carved In low re­
lief and beating the marks of the wear 
of ages

are drawn to the owners of the plant
In some other city, generally AValT

litstreet. New York. Thus is built up 
a system that draws the money earned 
In the community to some other place. 
It Is the same with street-car sys­
tems. electric and ga* lighting plants 
and all other semi-public and public 
utilities under private ownership, and 
In which outside capital Is chiefly In­
vested.

Hhould these utilities be owned by 
home capital, all the earnings would 
be retained In the community, to seek 
Investment In other Improvements and 
the people would receive a general 
benefit. There Is no argument that 
can prove that foreign ownership of 
any enterprise Is good for a contmu 
nlty. Any system. It matters not 
whether In a commercial line, financial 
or other branch, that takes from a 
community the earnings of the people 
and uses them for the enrichment of 
other sections. Is a wrong system

Ixff business men of every town get 
these facta fixed Indelibly In their 
head* Let commercial club enthusi­
ast* settle down to the fact that when 
through their work any enterprise Is 
built up that means continual drain 
on the resources of the plaee, It Is 
better there be no commercial club. 
If there are any enterprising citizens 
enough In a place to Invest In their own 
town In this wav. the town should 
have no difficulty In stimulating a 
municipal ownership sentiment and 
hare th-- good work carried on. Com­

» f  the blood of the country, the 
mediums that take from communities 
where It Is earned the money that 
should be retained by the people for 
the development and enrichment of 
their own communities Herein Is the 
mall order house evil On these 
grounds all wise people will do what­
ever lb* In their power to head off 
the greater growth of the system. Any 
system should be retained within Its 
limits for the greater development of 
Its resource* and general enrichment. 
Is a had system anil should be decried 
ll I* not sufficient that the consumers 
retain the profits that should go to the 
tradesmen of tho place By this there 
Is little development of Industry The 
towns ami cities lose the business that 
Is necessary lo employ the people, 
while the wealth to an extent may be 
retained.

of labor In the manufacture. There la 
much to he gained ihrough the pat­
ronage of every home institution, 
whether It be a manufacturing enter­
prise or a mercantile roncern The 
community I* made wealthier by 
keeping in It all the dollars that are 
the result of the labor of the people.

True Principle In Advertising.
According to the most careful esti­

mates. the volume of business done by 
the mail order house* In the United 
States amounts to more than one bil­
lion of dollars annually. When It Is 
considered that 20 years ago there 
were no mall order system* of busi­
ness as now known, and that sina° 
then the plan has been developed. It 
becomes evident to the thinker that 
there Is magic In advertising, for It Is 
by advertising alone that the mall 
order business has been built up. It 
would perhaps be fatal for the Rmall 
merchant In the agricultural cities and 
towns to follow the plans, the distort­
ed and exaggerated advertising meth­
ods of the department stores and tho 
mall Order houses Yet there is a prin­
ciple In advertising that ever hold* 
good. This principle Is aa sound for 
the little merchant, the dealer In any 
kind of wares, a* It Is for the biggest 
concern on esrth in fact, the great 
business houses generally had a small 
beginning, and by publicity pushed up 
to the front, writes D. M. Carr.

Did people of agricultural sections 
fully realize how the millions taken 
to the large cities by the mall order 
system cause* them a direct Injury. 
It would not be long before these con­
cerns would be out of btialneea.

The Nsw King on Annam’a Ancient 
Throne.

prince of the kingdom, by the French, 
j help in crystallize the aggressive spirit 
| of the yellow race and hasten that 
I conflict In the far east which many 

profess lo see coming? Such questions 
tire being asked since the recent po­
litical upheaval In the little kingdom 
of Annam.

When the comat. or council, of the 
kingdom, which was once great In the 
far east, and aent resplendent embas­
sies to Louis XIV . although tevday it 
only furnishes dancing girls to the 
treaty ports which open their hosplta 
able doors to the mariner from Slbeta 
to the Spire Islands, at the very ford 
ble suggestion of M Beau, the govern­
or general of the French eastern pos­
sessions. ordered the removal of the 
stubborn Than-Tal and the elevation of 
the obscure fifth prince to the dan­
gerous honors of the throne, there was 
weeping throughout the low lying rice 
field* which border the great Mekong 
and the Indescribably beautiful Hue 
river.

How the little boy of eight, the fifth 
prince, came to the throne under the 
om name, as Is (he eastern custom, of

Duy Tan, or he "who Is attached to 
reforms," Is a tale as moving as the 
manner In which the unfortunate 
Than-Tal departed from the throne of 
his fathers. The new king Is of the 
royal line, but born of an extremely 
lowly mother She was not even a sec­
ondary wife, but simply a peasant girl 
who had entered the service of the pal­
ace concubines The king loved her. 
however, and she bore him the son 
who is now called to reign as a puppet 
where his father ruled as master.

To the eyes of the Annamltes the 
ceremony was marked by at least one 
Innovation of great significance. The 
palace swarmed with French soldiers, 
and when the ceremonies of the coro­
nation were concluded they were not 
withdrawn. Hitherto, even In days of 
open revolution and of civil wars, 
which have been so frequent In An­
nam. the sacred precincts of the palace 
have been respected by the invader.
