Tuesday’s Election Most Gratifying—Water, Light and Sewer

System Will Be Installed at Once—Much Building Projected

Tuesday, May the eighteenth,
was & time of crisis with Portales
but it was a time when fortune
turned upon the pivot to the side
of prosperity and future growth
and greatness. The board of
trustees of the town had ordered
an election for that date at which
time the people were to vote on
a seventy-five thousand dollar
bond issue for the purpose of in-
stalling water, light and sewer
systems. To the most of our
citisens the question was en
tirely new and had to be studied
through and through, but at the
culminstion of a well regulated
campaign. public sentiment was
almost a unit and only six votes
were cast against the measure.
The sale of the bonds had been
practically arranged before the
election, contingent only upon
the result of the vote. It will
now be possible to pressthe con-
struction of these systems as
rapidly as the numerous details
can be arranged and contracts
let.

The great satisfaction felt in
Portales over this election is not
simply from the fact that the is-

sue was elected but that the re-
sult shows clearly that we have
a united people who are ready
to stand together and boost for
agreater Portales. It is one
thing to win out on an issue but
it is another thing to get the
whole people behind it and make
it a success. In this case we
have not only secured a majority
but almost a unanimous vote
and that fact augurs well for the
future. There will be no knock-
ers club in Portales. The ham-
mers will be turned over to the
carpenters, who can build bet
ter with them and we will do bet.
ter without them.

And now that these public im-
provements are certainties, it
would be well to study theu-
value to the town.

The sewer svstem will mean
better sanitation and hence bet-
ter public health, one of the
most valuablé assets of any com-
munity. There will be fewer
cases of fever and less opportu-
nity for imfection of other kinds.
Besides rendering the public far
less liable to the encroachments
of disease, it will invite a very

Electric lights
are a public improvement abso-
lutely necessary for the building
of a town. To build without
them in our generation is out of
the question. They mean ocom-
fort and economy in the home,
safety on the public thorough-
fares, a general saving in insur-
ance and a great advantage' in
showing up a town. Water
works is a public economy and
particularily to Portales will it
be a safe guard to public health,
the deep water being substi-
tuted for the shallow stratum
used now by most families.

The amount contributed dur-
ing the past year for foreign
missionsamounted to$461,197.42,
which is a gain of more than

$50,000 over last year.

Another featuré of the work
presented was the report of
home missions, which was as
follows:

Secretary Gray of the South-
ern Baptist convention, in his re-
port of the home mission board,
showed 5,917 churches organised
and 188, 003 persons baptized.
The report says: "“Our work in
Cuba and the SBouthwest is yield-
ing large returns and the proba-
bility of our entering New Mex-
ico will make our trans-Missis-
sippi territory greater. The
amount expended by the home
mission board during the year
included the following: Arksn-
sas, $5800; Louisiana, $11,498;
Mluiuiepi, $3,250; O
$18,975; Texas, $15,536; and in
addition all SBouthern States on
their own initiative expended in
the same work a total of $238,006.

Perhaps, the next to home mis-
sions in importance is the Sun-
day school work of Southern
Baptists, as presented by Dr.
Frost, which may be gathered
from the following report:

In presenting the report of the
Sunday school board; Dr.J. M.
Frost of Nashville, Teénn., secre-
tary of the orgsnlnt.ton, said
that collections by the board dur-
ing the year just closed amount-
ed to $205,000, an increase of
826,000 over last year. He told
of the purpose of the board to
establish a chair of Sunday
school pedagogy in the Southern
Baptist Theological seminary, to
be supported by a permanent
endowment fund of $60,000, and

enthusiasm.

Besides these phases of work,
the question of endowment for
the Southern Baptist Theological*
seminary, located at uisville,
was raised, and the dsome
sum of $115,000 was contributed.

bushels of grain threshed and
shelled in Roosevelt county, and
they are still at work threshing
and shelling, this doesn’t include
the feed that they have stacked
to feed on during the winter
end spring while making another
crop. This included only the
feed that farmers expect to sell.
I have grown myself five suc-
cessful crops in four miles of
Portales. Everything that I have
planted has grown and matured,
yeilding as large an average
amount of products per acre as
any state would yeild.

We were also talking to J. A.
Maxwell who lives twenty miles
south of this place and he told
us this spring was a year ago
that he sold about 875 dollar’'s
worth of irish potatoes off of
four acres of ground, and this
year he has a great deal more to
sell than he did last year but is
unsble to say just what his sale
will amount to.

Also his neighbor Mr. Hamby

This is something new and we
are naturally anxious to know
more of it. In what part of the
oity can this market be found
and who are the dealers that ac-
tually buy grain? On the 8th of
this month I was in Portales and
had a few hundred pounds of
maize to dispose of. Ten of the
so-called dealers were ‘“over-
stocked,’’ the eleventh had eight
car loads, but in order to ac-
commodate me and show that
he was a good fellow offered $1.08
per hundred, the twelth paid me
$1.10, stated that it was the
best that he had seen and asked
me not to tell that he had “‘paid
so much.” On the 12th Elida
paid $1.80 per hundred for corn
and $1.22 for maize. I have
been informed that Elida has
paid from .05 to .15 on the hun-
dred more than Portales for
some time.

On last Wednesday nlght
there was a large crowd gathered
at the Minco Hall, five an& one-
half miles south of Carter, The
purpose of the meeting was to oby
ganize a Farmers Track Grow-
ing Association in the southern
part of Roosevelt county. There
were upwards of“one hupdred
people present who were well
entertained by E. G. Goldsmith
from north of Carter, formerly
from Ensley, Alabama, where he
had been engaged for some time
in the wholesale produce and
grocery business. Mr. Gold-

smith’s talk was practically on
potato and onion growing.

The people of this vicinity as p

well as other places in the south
part of the county are very much
enthused over the prospect of
this becoming one of the most
successful potato and onion
growing sections in the United
States. There was quite a nur-
ber of people that planted a few
acres of potatoes in this part of
thecountry last year, all of whom
were carried away with their
success, receiving a yield of over
100 bushels per acre. There
was also some few onions grown
here last year and did extreme-
ly well. One great ad vantage we
will have here on our produce is
that we can put it on the market
in September, October and No-
vember, at the time the warket
will not be over run from other
places. There is no doubt but
there will be upward of one
thousand acres of onions planted
this year between Portales and
Minco and possibly from 5 to 10
thousand acres of potatoes.
Some of the farmers already
have seed bought to plant 20
acres of onions and 150 acres of
potatoes.
