Your mes-
sage might mean many dollars
to you in a bu:iness way, but
your house must burn down,
your child die, your property
be destroyed, your business suf-
fer, just because some person
carelessly, wilfully or malicious-
ly breaks a telephone line. If
some object must be moved un-
der a line of wire and the tele-
phone company is asked to assist,
every facility will be furnished
that can possibly be arranged,
and at aslittle expense to the
party needing to get under the
wire, and often the company can
assist at no expense to the party
asking help to get under.

The telephone company ap-
pends below the Territorial
Statute covering such cases of
destruction of line or wires, and
a liberal reward will be given by
the telephone company for such
information leading to the arrest
and conviction of any person or
persons causing the destruction
of a line.

Trusting that the public will
realize that our zeal is for their
service, and that we will never
have need to cause the arrest of
any party

Hog Cholera Serum

Kansas City, August 21. —That
hogs, after being inoculated with
the serum discovered by Dr. M.
Dorsett, a government specialist,
are immune from cholera, has
been demonstrat >d to the federal
government officials who have
been conducting a test at the
Kansas City stockyards, Dr. I.
R. Baker, chief of the inspection
department of the government in
Kansas City, who conducted the
tests, assisted by Dr. J. D.
Cooper, inspector in charge, and
W. B. Niles of the governmental
experimental station at Ames,
Texas, will at once make a re-
port to the secretary of agricul-
ture. showing the complete suc-
cess of the test.

Historical Sketch

As early as 1899, the Portales Common School may

be said to have begun.

The first school was not at all

pretentious, but it served its purpose. The first build-
ing was nothing more than an old railroad shop and
was located not far from the present depot, Since then
various arrangements as to buildings have been made.
Until 1907, a small frame building located near the pres-
ent building was used. As the school became more
crowded other houses in the neighborhood were com-
pelled to be used to accommodate the ever increasing

attendance.

Beginning with 1908, the new school build-

ing, erected at a cost of $16,000, was available, and al-

though it was sufficiently

large at the time built, Por-

tales has grown so fast that even now the problem of a
new building to accommodate either the Common School
or the High School is before us.
