Wi liam Joseph Mills was born at Yazoo City, Miss., January 
11, 1H40. His father was William Mills of Virginia, and his mother 
was Harriet Beale of Philadelphia. His father died when lie was 
but a child and he moved with his mother to Connecticut, where 
his mother later remarried.

Previous to graduation at Yale, Justice Mills attended private 
schools and graduated at Norwich Free Academy. After leaving 
Yale he practiced law at New Haven, Conn., and later in New Mex­
ico, hia appointment as chief justice of the New Mexico supreme 
court coming from President McKinley. His first commission 
was dated January .‘11, 1HU8.

Twice reappointed by President Roosevelt, his present term 
will expire January !M), 1010.

One of tlie unique feats of 
Presicent Taft's 14.000 miles 
swing around the country was 
his opening of the flood gates of 
the Gunnison tunnel, st Mont 
rose, Colorado, which carries 
1,200 cubic feet of water per see 
ond and which is to irrigate 147, 
000 acres of land. The Uncom 
pahgre Valley, in Western Colo­
rado, has long been noied for the 
fertility of its soil and the splen 
did flavor, size and. coloring and 
form of tike fruit grown there by 
irrigation from the small stream 
found there. It was also known 
that only a few miles away, on 
the opposite side of a high moun 

| tain ridge, the abundant waters 
l of tike Gunnison River were run 
tung to waste. How to get to the 
thirsty valley beyond the moun 
tain ridge Everybody’s Maga 
ane for October thus describes 
the work of tunnelling this 
mountain ridge

Against a precipitous wall hung 
men and steam drills in mid air. 
The tremor and rumble of dyna 
mite charges, followed by tlie 
clatter of tons of rock crashing 
into the abyss, drowned out the 
drone of tlie treacherous stream 
Foot by foot, a wagon road, 
winding steeply upon itself, was 
hewn out of the solid rock. 
Where not even a g<»at could have 
found foothold, power houses, 
machine shops, and quarters for 
men were stuck like liornets 
nests against the side of the cliff

“ West from the River FWtal, 
and east from th»* Uncom |*hg re 
end, the gnawing of the tunnel 
was begun. Through solid rock 
the}- bored, through quiciutami* 
that :-ad to he timbered fsot by 
foot In tlie west end of the 
tunnel, the men tapjied an un 
derground stream charged with 
carbonic arid gas, w hich doused 
them with a UK> gallon a fliinutc 
soda fountain and drove all hands 
Ikelter skelter toward daylight.

"For ten years, working in 
three shifts, day and night, tlie 
engineers drove the gigantic 
bore, averaging a progress of 
250 feet a month and removing 
more than 5,000,000 two horse 
wagon loads of material Then 
caine a day when the men in tlie 
eastern heading could make out 
the imundingof the drills of the 
men in the western heading, and 
two weeks later came the final 
charge that rip|w*d through the 
seiiarating wall of rock, while 
men leai**d joyously from one 
heading into the other; for the 
long, dangerous, tedious woi k at 
last was done."

It is noticeable that the cut 
ting of this tunnel, which was 
but six miles in length, cost ten 
yearn of incessant toil, not to 
sq>eak of the $3,<KK1,0(K> And 
yet it is estimated by the govern 
ment that the increased valua 
tion of this 147,IKK) acres of land 
is at least $100 an acre, which 
would mean that this three mil 
Tlon do lars has brought about a 
net gain of over eleven millions 
of dollars.
