T h t "Dairying Business.
A h the Herald has often said 

before, there is nothin# of more 
imjjortance to Portales Valley 
than the development of the 
dairying business and kindred 
industries, for on its develop­
ment depends the dense and 
prositerous settlement of our 
country with happy and beauti 
ful homes. Outside of the pres­
ent irrigated area, as well as 
within the district now provided 
with means of irrigation, each 
holder of a farm should nave a 
windmill or gasoline plant with a 
small reservoir to irrigate from 
live to ten acres each about two 
acres in alfalfa to give early and 
late pasturage to the calves, pigs, 
colts and |>oultry; about one 
acre to grow plenty of vegeta 
bles for farm use, etc.; a small 
orchard, some beautiful (lowers 
and nice shrubbery and some or 
namental trees. They should 
combine with dairying, horse 
and mule breeding and develop 
ing, hog growing, sheep raising 
and poultry producing. This 
would give them a weekly in 
come by selling butter fat, which 
is now commanding 2Hc per 
pound It gives them some 
calves to sell, hogs to sell, i>oul 
try and eggs to sell as well as to 
eat, including milk and vegeta 
bles on the farm, and would give 
them skim milk on which to feed 
their pigs and chickens success 
fully. These are never failing 
crops. Then by scientific dry 
farming in a practical way, they 
could raise plenty of milo maize, 
Kaffl r corn and sorghum for 
their stock and thrash and sell 
their mllo maize and K&fttr corn 
the same as they would wheat.

We have the most desirable 
country for the aforesaid indus 
tries because of our altitude and 
being above the tick fever line 
and this character of climate and 
these industries are naturally at 
tractive to a high class of citizen 
ship. This combination of in 
dustries and citizenship have 
made the Central Western 
States of the United States 
great Come to Portales Valley

in the sand hills country but 
contains many fertile valleys. 
Several big ranchers, among 
them Yeast and his associates, 
heretofore depended on this val­
ley land for their hay for winter 
feeding and the settling of the 
homesteaders was resented.

The indictments charge that a 
band of about thirty persons, 
headed by Yeast, went to the 
homes of many of these home 
steaders and by intimidation and 
threats of taking their lives and 
those of their families, forced 
them to leave their claims.

The specific case of Davasher 
is mentioned in detail. It is 
charged that Yeast and the oth 
er defendants, accompanied by a 
band of cowboys, visited Dav 
asher’s.home and, after threat 
ening himself and family with 
death if they did not leave the 
country, destroyed his home, 
broke up his m a c h i n e r y ,  
cut his harness to pieces and 
in other ways mistreated him 
Later, according to the indict 
ment, Yeast conspired with 
members of the county insanity 
board and secured Davasher’s 
incarceration in the asylum 
This latter act, according to the 
indictment, was committed in a 
high handed manner. The in 
sanity commissioners, it is al 
leged, went through a mock ex 
animation, declared Davasher in 
sane and issued a warrant for 
his arrest. This was served on 
the spot and within an hour he 
was rushed off to the asylum 
without being permitted to have 
the advice of counsel.

Davasher’s case was brought 
to the attention of the superin 
tendent of the institution, who 
conducted an examination into 
the case. He at once decided 
Davisher was not insane and the 
latter was released by habeas 
corpus proceedings.

According to an official of the 
nterior department, the pres 

ent indictments cover one of the 
most remarkable attempts at 
land grabbing which has recent­
ly been brought to the attention 
of the department. A letter 
written by one of the victims to 
President Taft Is said to have 
caused the investigation which 
resulted in the indictments. A 
pecial grand jury was sum 

moned to consider the evidence.

L a n d -G ra b b e rs  Ind icted .
A case of unusual interest is 

being aired in Nebraska, which 
shows that other western states 
than New Mexico is enduring 
the passing of the range with 
the blood and thunder methods. 
This is a case where the cattle 
kings of the western half of the 
state are charged with resorting 
to high handed methods to re 
tain pastures, it being alleged 
the homesteaders of the section 
have been driven from their 
claims by banus of armed cow 
boys. The federal grand jury of 
that state has taken a hand in 
the matter, returning indict 
ments against nine ranchmen 
who are said to have driven the 
homesteaders away from their 
claims at the point of guns Ac 
cording to the charges made in 
the indictments, the ranchmen 
have carried their efforts so far 
as to secure the incarceration in 
the insane asylum at Hastings, 
Neb. of one of their alleged vie 
tims, a homesteader who had ta 
ken up some of the semi arid 
land under the Kinkaid home 
stead law in the disputed sec 
tion.

When the Kinkaid homestead 
law was passed, many persons 
went to Banner, Grant, Garden, 
Cherry and other western Ne 
braska counties and took up 
quarter sections. The land is

tIUOtt MCBILL II TIE CONSTITUTIM
Judge Wm. K. McGill of I a  

lAnde was a visitor in the town 
Saturday and Sunday and in dis 
cussing the features of the new 
proposed constitution he very 
emphatically placed himself on 
record as being against the doc 
ument, defining his objections 
along the lines which Democrats 
throughout the territory are tak 
ing issue The Judge said that 
evidently the six men who wrote 
the constitution (or dictated its 
terms, which means the same 
thing) take unto themselves all 
the knowledge of the new state 
for 25 years to come, as they 
fixed it so amendments woulc 
come few and far between in 
that time. That the constitution 
does not contain the initiative 
a referendum worthy the name 
direct primary,an efficient corpo 
ation commission, an election law 
for honesty, or any other meas 
ure for the people, and none of 
the evils of taxation now com 
plained of are cured The 
Judge said we had as well trust 
to the referendum now in force 
under territorial government as 
to trust to the measure as pro 
vided for in the document, as it 
was practically inoperative.

Judge McGill said that those 
who had taken the time already 
to study the different provision 
of the constitution seem to have 
found a very serious objection to 
it in the salary list and the judic 
iary provisions, claiming that 
under the constitution as it 
written, their tax burdens will 
be largely increased and no ade 
quate return given them for this 
increase of taxes to be (mid. 
Many of them insist that even if 
a return could be shown, that 
the tax burden is now all they

can carry.
The constitution provides for 

$5,000.00 salary for the governor 
and it is [>ointed out that Ne­
braska, rich and jwpulous far 
beyond New Mexico, pays but 
$2500. and there is no movement 
to raise it Texas, with its mil 
lions of i>eople and billions of 
taxable property, immense area 
and diversified interests, pays 
but $4,000 and its public men 
are satisfied.

The constitution provides oth 
er salaries in proixirtion, and 
there is much objection to the 
large salaries to be paid the su­
preme and district judges; three 
supreme judges at $0,000 a year 
each; eight district judges at 
$1 ,500 a year each, and all the 
other costs of clerks, court ex 
I>enses, etc., looks rather too 
much. This same work is now 
being done by seven men work­
ing part of the time, in addition 
to which the government will 
provide a federal judge to take 
even [>art of the worn now being 
done.

But to make it worse, the con­
stitution provides that the legis­
lature may increase the number 
of judges

Besides the high state salaries 
and the judicial snaps, tile con 
stitution provides for three cor 
poration commissioners, at 
113,000 a year each, a clerk for 
their court, and other exj>en8es, 
and then fails to give them pow­
ers under which they can hojie 
to make any return to the people 
for the expense. In addition to 
these, there will be a mine in 
pector and all the minor state 

and county officials now estab- 
shed,and probably others.
It is understood that the only 

plan suggested for raising the 
additional revenue (and no other 
plan is provided other than this) 
s to simply increase all kinds of 
property (except railroads, ex 
press, sleeping car and other 
carrying corporations which are 
protected by the board of equali 
zation clause) until the required 
amount is raised, and this vary 
suggestion is raising a storm of 
protest in almost every county.

Furthermore the Judge says 
t will be infinitely better for the 
people to reject the handiwork 
of these six men and reassem­
ble the convention according to 
the provisions for same in case 
of rejection, and he thinks this 
action would have some elements 
of hope for a better organic act. 
That if the people resort to this 
method of protecting themselves 
against the vicious provisions of 
the document as it stands, that 
we will get statehood just as 
soon as if we were to go ahead 
and swallow the first dose and 
that certainly the second effort 
would be an improvement over 
the first.
