water, and had beets now in the

were in town with the pFoposi- 
tion and to announce the meet 
ing for Wednesday afternoon, a 
motion tvas then made to adjourn.

ence of the many farmers who 
were in town Saturday shop­
ping, the boosters about the 
town having the interest of the 
beet sugar proposition in mind, 
called a meeting at the court 
bouse in the afternoon to discuss 
the matter, with the result that 
a full house responded to the 
call. The Portales Concert 
Band made its first appearance 
that afternoon in order to assem­
ble the crowd, which had the de­
sired effect. The boys rendered 
two splendid selections which 
were cheered v e r y  heartily.

The meeting was called to or­
der by J odge T. E. Meara and a 
temporary organisation per­
fected with this gentleman in 
the chair, and Graham Bryant as 
secretary. Mr. Mears read the 
features of the proposition as it 
api>eared in last week’s Herald, 
and made some very timely re 
.marks anent the matter as well 
.as rendering in clear terms the 
jirovisions of the instrument.

Hr. Bryant then responded to 
-the wall far a speech and sus 
itamed his reputation as a silver 
.tongue by declaring in enthusi 
astio terms in favor of the plan 
• The meeting was further ad 
•djwssed by J. L. Fernandes, who 
has lived in a beet sugar section 
In California, and this gentleman 
was able to give information 
first hand from the knowledge 
gathered by the workings of the 
pJaa In that state. T. J. Moll 
asrt and Judge O b Heese were 
also drafted into service and 
made some very lucid remarks 
in favor of the plans as proposed 
by the sugar people. These two 
gentlemen weie rather humor­
ous in their line of remarks and 
elicited much applause. Judge 
Reese handled the subject from 
g  legal point of view, and in 
.speaking of the mortgage fea 
•,tupv of the proposition very apt- 
,ly ru^iarked that this would be 
mo impairment of a free use and 
♦title to ^he land so long as one 
smmplied with the terms as to 
preducing beets, and that if s 
farmer ,could accomplish what 
the sugar people claimed, with a 
mortgage on hLe,l#nd, there was 
oo telling what eeqUd be done af 
ter the mortgage was released. 
That if the land would produce 
the wealth of sugar beets which 
was claimed by these gentlemen, 
with the mortgage appended, 
it was more than the land had 
ever done without a mortgage, 
hence the mortgage would be no 
barrier in the least. The audi 
ence was in an easy frame of 
mind and received both of these 
addresses with much pleasure. 
-Inhere was some question raised 
.iB .the meeting as to how well 
.sugar beets were adapted to this 
section and this |x>int brought 
forth some experiences, which, 
,lt related as they were told, 
.might result in some one saying 
.that they should be received 
with a grain of salt. But no one 
will doubt the veracity of F. T. 
McDonald who said that he had 
grown sugar beets in his garden 
which tipped the scales at 9 lbs. 
ea<-b, especially in view of the 
fact tfiat a real estate dealer cor­
roborated the statement by aay- 
ing that he had weighed these 
sjiecimens himself and found 
some of them weighing as much 
as 11 jKiunds.

So in the msuth of two wit­
nesses to the same transaction, 
every word may be established. 
Mr. McDonald, being a plain 
clothes stockman and farmer, 
was willing to allow good mows 
ure and pressed down in the 
weight of beets, while the realty 
dealer was naturally expected to 
reach the limit, though, of 
course, to keep within the 
bounds of exact truth. That 
propensity of mankind to go his 
fellow just a little better was de 
veloped In the meeting after Mr 
McDonald recited bia experi­
ence, this time in the person of 
an old gray haired gentleman

VEDIESDAT’S AFTERIOOI MEETIII.
Wednesday afternoon brought 

together one of the largest mass 
meetings in the history of the 
town. Sugar beets, a beet sug 
ar factors and the installation of 
private pumping plants to cover 
82,000 acres of Portales Valley 
land, these were the things 
which gripped and held the In­
terest of the great audience.

This was the third mass meet 
|ng on the sugar beet proposi 
tion which has been held at the 
court house within the i>ast fort­
night, this one being presided 
over by Attorney G. L. Reese. 
It was onq of the largest and 
moat Intense gatherings ever as 
at)in bled in the town of Portales. 
Few of the farmers and business 
men assembled had grasped the 
full import of the proposition 
submitted to them a few days 
since, but there was no mistak 
ing the evident interest, or the 
compelling attention which they 
yielded the main speaker of the 
meeting, Mr. I. G. Briner, from 
the first to the last word. All 
alike were bent upon understand 
Ing what the proposition ia, and 
bo the task of expounding and 
making it perfectly clear, the 
speaker gave htrnself In a splwn 
did effort for nearly an hour. In 
substance, his explanation may 
be summarized as follows:

“ The proposition Is this: We 
want you farmers to have an in 
terest in the factory we propose 
to build here, and on this condl 
tion only will we undertake to 
build the plant. Because we 
have ascertained by some well 
earned experience, that the ques 
tion of labor—labor to produce 
the beets and labor in the factory 
to convert the raw product Into 
sug&i— lies the crux of the whole 
question. On the problem of la 
bor, therefore, the success or 
failure of the whole beet sugar 
industry hinges And to tie on 
the farmers to our industry, we 
propose to give the farmers stock 
iu the plant and to take a mort 
gage on his land, in the same 
amount, the mortgage bearing 6 
per cent interest and the stock 
earning 6 per cent dividends, the 
latter cancelling the former so 
that the interest on the mort­
gages is never paid Not only 
so,, but at the end of 20 years we 
propose to retire these mort 
gng< s and give every farmer a 
release of mortgage, without one

cent.
“ In addition, we propose that 

if each farmer in the shallow wa­
ter belt will dig his pit down to 
the first stratum of water, we 
will sink his well, and we will in­
stall for him a private pumping 
plant which will, if the water is

Sufficient, irrigate 160 acres of 
ind; the farmer to operate his 

own plant in his own way and to 
pay for same in 20 equal annual

ray ments, amounting to perhaps 
125 to $150 each year, without 
interest, we holding your stock 

in the sugar plant as our secur­
ity that you will pay for this 
pumping plant. Where the farm­
ers owe something on their lands 
we wiil lend them money to take 
over this indebtedness.

“ We, on the other hand, expect 
and demand that each farmer go­
ing into this proposition, will 
plant, cultivate and market, un­
der the direction of our own su­
perintendent, whose services are 
free to the farmers, at least 30 
acres of beets every year out of 
every 160 acres, and that the 
ground on which these beets are 
planted shall be rotated once ev­
ery four years ”

Ql’ENTlONS ANSWERED 
Following the speakersaddress 

he was flooded with questions, 
going into every detail of the 
proposition; and, for fear that

some who were not there will be 
perplexed with the same prob 
lems, we here set down the main 
questions together with the an­
swers given to the same;

“What are the net returns, up­
on the average, from an acre of 
sugar beets?”

"I think you should realize $45 
per acre net from sugar beets as 
may be seen by reckoning your 
average crop to be 15 tons per 
acre, which at $5 per ton would 
be $75 an acre, and the cost pe r 
acre for the raising of sugar 
beets under normal conditions is 
about $80 an acre.”

“What size plant do you pro 
pope installing here?”

“We propose to install a plant 
to handle at least 1000 tons of 
beets per day, and we would be 
very glad to install a plant large 
enough to handle 8CXX) tons per 
day. But the former size plant 
will coat $1,500,000, will employ 
some 400 men whom it will pay 
from $2 to $6 per day for 200 
days in the year."

“Explain your plan of market 
ing the beets, gathering them 
and getting them to the factory.” 

‘‘We will have a beet dump ev­
ery live milea up and down this 
Valley, and to this the farmers 
will haul their beeta any time be 
tween the first of October and 
the first of April. We propose

of railway up and down the Val­
ley which will haul these beets to 
the plant, and the tonnage guar 
an teed by a large acreage of su 
gar beeta will insure this line of 
railroad, if we have to build it 
ourselves; and we pay the freight 
from the dumping stations Into 
the factory.”

“What becomes of the by pro 
ducts of the beet crop?”

“The tops are given to the far­
mers, and at least one-half of the 
pulp is given back to him.”

“Is the stock in this proposed 
plant negotiable?"

“Only as the land goes with 
the stork, as we propose to tie 
on every dollar’s worth of stock 
to the land, absolutely.”

“When do you think that your 
company can install this plant 
and have it ready for operation?"

I believe, though I do not as­
sume to say definitely, that we 
can bnild it this coming year In 
Urns to taka oars of the beeta 
raised the ootnlng season.”

“What do you guarantee to 
give per ton for the sugar beets?” 

This depends upon the am’t 
of saccahrlne matter contained In 
the beets. Where the beets teat 
out from Ui%  to 14% sugar we 
can give only $4 per ton; but 
where they test odt from 15% 
and upward of thia we can give 
$5 per ton. As exoess of water 
on the beets just before they are 
ready for market, like watering 
cattle before weighing them, in 
creases the gross weight of the 
beeta per acre of oourse, but It 
lessens perosptibly the per oent 
of ssccahrine matter, so that It 
Is about stand-off, and there la no 
chancs for the farmer to “skin” 
us on this score.”

“What farm labor will be re­
quired to handle thirty sores in 
teitfi”

“Two men can handle 80 acres 
in beets, except in the thinning 
season, when more help Is re­
quired.”

“How long Is required to grow 
scropof sugar beets?” “Ordi­
narily about 00 to 110 Is suffi­
cient.”

(JUESTIONS NOT ANSWERED.
Borne wanted to know what 

provisions could be made to 
bring in the fellows who as yet 
had not received title to their 
lands. The speaker did not 
know; but C. N. Joyner, answer 
Ing upon some information fur­
nished him from an author its 
tlve source, informed the audi­
ence that if the farmers who 
have not yet made proof on their 
lands would give bond that they 
would not relinquish to any one 
and would go and perfect title 
according to law, that they could 
mortgage their lands for reclaim 
ing their lands under any kind of 
Irrigation system. Mr. Briner in 
slated, -however, that some look 
into this point more fully. Then 
some one or more wanted to 
know bow deep one could afford 
to pump water for sugar beets.

MR BRINER MAKES STATEMENT.

I have been told after the meet­
ing held In the oourt boose of 
Portales In the afternoon of Dec. 
21st, that two features of the 
Beet Company’s oontract were 
not made sufficiently clear to the 
general public.

The first one is regarding the 
preferred stock, the second re­
garding the scope of the note 
and mortgage. The Impression 
seemed to be that at the end of 
twenty years when the mort­
gage was released that the mort­
gage bolder had to surrender 
hie preferred stock. This la not 
the case, we do not propose that 
the 8ugar Factory shall be with­
out beets to manufacture Into 
sugar at the end of twenty years. 
In order to prevent such a thing, 
we tie the preferred stock and 
the land together for all time so 
that at the end of twenty years 
the six per cent dividend ia paid 
directly to the land bolder.

The second, the land owners 
note and mortgage with a copy 
of the contract and the beet 
growers contract are all filed to­
gether In the office of the record­
er of deeds and each will recite 
the non deficiency judgement 
clause, this means that the indi­
vidual holdings aside from the 
land so mortgaged cannot be 
touched, and there will be no 
personal liability on the part of 
the land owner except to the ex­
tent of the land mortgaged.

At the end of twenty years It 
la optional with the land owner 
whether he raise sugar beets or 
not We believe thst the land 
owner will be sufficiently Inter­
ested with his holdings in the 
factory bearing 6% dividend and 
the revenue be receives from the 
sale of his beets to guarantee his 
continuation In the beet raising 
industry.

You do not 
assume that these burdens in 
resjiect to statehood amount to 
anything—only give us statehood 
and everything else is heaven 
beyond ’ ’

The avidity with which the 

jieople of Portales Valley are go 
ing after the sugar beet propo 
sition is but another illustration 
tiiat the people of this growing 
section know a good thing when 
they see it. The projiosition as 
submitted in its broad outlines 
by the sugar jveojile fills a long 
felt want in the area of develoji 
ment which is possessing the 
pioneer builders of this region, 
and is but an incident in the for­
ward movement which has 
turned its back to the j>ast and 
its way of doing things. Strange 
to say, the Herald has not heard 
a single knocker to the jYrojvosi- 
tion, which is sufficient justifica­
tion to some to believe that there 
is something wrong with the 
thing. Hut the idea is advanced 
by some of the boosters that the 
crisis through which this com­
munity has been passing, very 
materially thinned the ranks of 
this class of undesirables, and 
that the residue who have had 
the temerity to brave the storm 
are the genuine l*  karat lioos 
ters without alloy.

In 
other words, that by this pro 
jxisod plan, a farmer will have 
the same opjxirtunity to go 
ahead and build a home for him­
self and family as his brother in 
the town would have under the 
many building and loan jilans 
which mean so much in the de- 
velojiment of a hamlet city ward.

There is hardly a doubt but 
that the requirements necessary 
to get this industry will be ae 
cejited by the farmers, which is 
but another way of expressing 
confidence in the intelligence 
and business acumen of these 
tillers of the sok. Portales Val 
ley is fortunate in possessing a 
citizenship which can rise to any 
and all calls of progress, as has 
been evidenced in the installation 
of the gigantic enterprises of 
the past year, and w hich are but 
stepjiing stones to the accom­
plishments which the future 
holds in store. Come to Por 
tales Valley.

Whereas, the Constitutional 
Convention which convened in 
the city of Santa Fe, Territory 
of New Mexico, the third day of 
October, A. D. 1010, in accord­
ance with the Act of Congress 
entitled, “An act to enable the 
people of New Mexioo to form a 
constitutional and state govern­
ment and be admitted into the 
Union on an equal footing with 
the original statesand

Whereas, the Constitutional 
Convention requested the Gov­
ernor of the Territory of New 
Mexioo to issue a Proclamation 
ordering an election to be held on 
the twenty-first day of January, 
A. D. 1911 to determine whether 
or not the constitution so framed 
should be ratified and adopted an 
the fundamental law of the pro­
posed state of New Mexico,

Now, therefore, we the board 
of county commissioners of 
Roosevelt county. New Mexico, 
by authority vested in us by 
William J. Mills, Governor of the 
Territory of New Mexico, do 
hereby order an election to be 
held on the twenty-first day of 
January, A. D. 1911 in the dif­
ferent precincts of and including 
the whole of said Roosevelt coun­
ty, New Mexioo, to either ratify 
or reject the said proposed con­
stitution, and at said election, 
all citisens who are legal quali­
fied voters of the Territory of 
New Mexico, shall be entitled to 
vote. Those voting in favor of 
the ratification of the said con­
stitution shall vote in either 
Kngliah or Spanish “For the 
Constitution,'' and those op­
posed to the ratification of the 
said constitution shall vote in 
either English or S p a n i s h  
“Against the Constitution.”
