LOOK OUT FOR THE CARS!

Portales and the county have 
been submitted a railroad propo­
sition within the past week 
which looks mighty good to the 
people of this section who pay 
the freight. The proimeal comes 
from M r. J. W . Cooper and as so 
dates, of Croasville, Tenn., men 
of unquestioned integrity and 
ability, according to advices re­
ceived here from reliable source a 
in their hative state, where they 
are now projecting some railway 
building. The proposition in its 
essential features consists of a 
proposal to construct an east and 
west liae through the oounty 
with terminals at Torrance on 
the west and PL Worth or Dal­
las, Texas on the east, which, 
when completed will be about 
BOO miles long.

A t a mass meeting held at the 
Commercial Club rooms Friday 
night of last week, and Tuesday 
at 1.-00 o’clock p. m. of this week, 
M r. Cooper made known the 
terms o f hie prepeeitiew, wHuHt 
as they relate to Portales and 
Roosevelt oounty, are as follows: 

1. That connection will ba giv­
en this place with some Texas 
point by an independent and 
competing line of railway within 
eighteen months, and that the

'steel will be laid to either PL 
Worth or Dallas, Texas, from  
Portales within two and one-half 
years.

2. That the location of the 
shops, offices, etc., for a division 
point of such road will be at For- 
tales.

8. That the above considera­
tions are contingent upon For- 
tales raising $50,000 bonus, said 
bonus to be paid only upon the 
completion of the road from this 
place to PL Worth or Dallas, 
Texas, as specified above.

It can readily be seen that this 
proposition is somewhat out of 
the ordinary from those usually 
subuiitted by promoters to this 
western country, inasmuch as 
the bonus is not to be paid be­
fore the road is completed, but 
ie to be made altogether subject 
to the completion of a definite 
line of track within a specified 
length of time. Moat promoters 
expect a town to pay out Its bo­
nus as work progresses, which 
in many cases only smounts to a 
town getting a road-bed minus 
the track and rolling stock. This 
is one of the reasons why the 
promotion of railways has some­
what fallen into disrepute in this 
couittry o f meagre railway faoil 
itles, and the fact that M r. Coop­
er and his associates agree to 
construct the road before the bo­
nus is available, at once places 
the proposition beyond the realm 
of-the crooked and devious ways

The Portalee Valley now has 

two strings to its bow. It is on 
ly necessary to say that one Is 
the gigantic sugar beet project 
which has been under process of 
negotiation for the past two 
months, and the other an east 
and west line of railway from 
Portales with terminals at Tor­
rance and Ft. Worth or Dallas, 
Texas, to convey a very definite 
idea as to the lively tune which 
is being played upon these two 
strings at the present time.

The railroad proposition, while 
only submitted to the people of 
this county last week, has never­
theless been in process of incu­
bation for more than a year, 
though it may be said here that 
Portales only came to be a very 
important factor in shaping the 
destiny of the pro(X)sed road as 
far as the town is concerned, 
through the launching and the 
practical assurance of the great 
sugar beet Industry in the Val 
ley. Thus it is seen that the for 
ward step which Portales has 
taken within the past two years 
has hsd a regular and orderly ca 
dence, the Initial enterprise of 
course being the magnificent 10.- 
000 acre irrigation system, then 
in Its wake the sugar beet pro­
ject which will mean the develop­
ment of some 82,000 acres of 
shallow water land, and later and 
as a natural consequence, the 
proposal of reliable promoters to 
construct a line of railway 500 
miles in length to put Portales 
In touch with the coal fields on 
the west and a market to the 
east for its products, which may 
now be calculated to be enormous 
with the development of some 
thing like 50,000 acres of good 
land under Irrigation. If these 
two enterprises are carried to 
successful operation there is no 
prophet among us who can even 
surmise t h e  exalted position 
which this section will attain 
within a very few months.

J1 r halt? A backward step at 

this time will not only place Pbr- 
tetea at a disadvantage with its 
enterprising competitors, b a t  
will pat It oat of line with the 
beet tendencies of the times—a 
laggard in the march o f progress.

The citizens of Portales mast, 
therefore, be awakened to the 
importance of giving the very 
best thought they are capable of 
to the determination of the mat­
ter. Whatever the decision, it 
ought to reflect not only the best 
judgment and mature conviction 
of the people, but also the nu­
merical preponderance of those 
interested. It will not do to de 
fault on our civic duties and then 
blame our institutions if things 
go wrong. It is a matter of bus­
iness as well as a matter of civic 
well being that concerns every 
man in Portales. it is as much 
a matter o! his business as any 
that is brought to him in his 
store, his office or his shop.

There is 
nooooasion whatever for the con 
slderation of i>ersonal prejudices, 
passions, animosities or fancied 
class distinctions I lis a n o c c a  
sion when every man should act 
an individual, a distinct entity, as 
stockholder in a corporation up 
on whose pros]>erity he and those 
dependent u|»on him are largely 
dependent.

The Herald urges that during

The promoters of the Portales, 

Torrance & Ft. Worth railway 
offers to put Portales on the 
road map for a $80,000 
It can and will be rslsod. 
then be up to the promoters to 
make good their agreemaat or 
not one red cent is touched of 
this bonus.

The road must be completed 
to either Ft. Worth or Dallas, 
Texas within two and one-half 
years before the promoters can 
avail themselves of the $50,000 
bonus.

Within less than two weeks the 

citizens of Portales will be called 
on to see whom they want to ad 
minister their municipal affairs 
for the next twelve months.

Why should Alboquerque not

have a Spring Clean-Uy Day?
The need of a general and 

thorough spring house cleaning 
on the streets and In the yards 
and alleys of this city has al­
ready been made plainly evident. 
A grand clean up day or the 
Block Day plan ought to be a 
practical and feasible scheme.

If we don’t clean up publicly 
and officially and altogether, we 
are letting other southwestern 
towns give us the worst of it. 
The mayor of Roswell has Issued 
a proclamation designating Fri 
day, March 81, as “ Clean Up 
Day’ ’ and elaborate plans are be 
ing laid to make the clean up a 
thorough one. Phoenix has just 
hsd a radical clean up under the 
direction of a woman's organiza 
tion there. The Civic Improve 
ment association here ought to 
take up the matter with the city 
council at once and any plan de 
cided upon will (hare the enthusi­
astic co operation of the citlsens. 
"Every citizen is expected to do 
his duty,”  says Mayor Veal of 
Boswell in his proclamation. 
There is no doubt that they 
would do it here if we can make 
the thing spectacular enough to 
get everyone waked up.

Silver City has felt the Infec 
tion. The Independent of that 
city has the following good ad 
vice for the people:

Now is the time for the prop­
erty owners and householders to 
inaugurate a campaign of clean­
ing up. Rubbish, ashes, tin 
cans, etc., have been allowed to 
accumulate during the winter, 
and now that springtime has ap­
proximately arrived, the season 
is at hand when there is need of 
a widespread, thorough and en­
thusiastic campaign on the part 
of the people of Silver City to 
clean up and beautify the town. 
Do not wait for the sanitary offi­
cer to make trouble for you—do 
it yourself. The sewer system 
is in successful operation, and 
there 4s absolutely no excuse for 
anything like nutsanoes being 
maintained within the city limits. 
The proposition is up to the in­
dividual citizen.”

Within the next year it la high­
ly probable that at least 200 
pumping plante will be in op 
erattoo in the Portalee valley of 
eastern New Mexico, lifting wa­
ter from the inexhaustible sub­
terranean flow to the surface of 
the land to m a k e  it bloom 
with orchards and become ver­
dant with alfalfa and gardens. 
Thousands of acres are already 
being irrigated by pumping 
plante operated from a central 
station at Portales; many thou 
more will be nnder successful 
and profitable cultivation in the 
next twelve months; and Por­
tales’ limit is something which 
may be only guessed at.

Yon can’t be pessimistic and 
read about what has been accom 
plished at Pbrtales. The people 
over there had courage enough 
and optimism enough to look be­
yond the abort grass plains and 
and see the desert blossoming. 
They Imd the energy and the 
persistence and the business 
sense to make the possibility an 
actuality. A few years ago such 
a proposition as that which has 
materialized in the Portales val­
ley was regarded as the roseate 
-Vision of the real estate booster. 
Today it is hard, common-sense 
fact. It is a fact because the 
people of Portales and her tribu­
tary territory worked together 
and were blest with the ability 
to see beyond their noses.

Elsewhere in this paper is an 
article which gives some ade­
quate idea of the scope of their 
plans and achievements over 
around Portales. It ought to 
hearten up the men of the Rio 
Grande valley wno have awak­
ened to the possibilities of irri­
gation by pumping. There is no 
need to worry about whether or 
not it will “ pay;” that has been 
amply demonstrated at Portales 
and at Doming. The only ques­
tion Is as to whether these towns 
have a llUle more prog-ess ive 
pees and courage than Albnquer 
qne.—The Journal.

The party was 
here in the interest of a public 
highway which will connect the 
two towns, the plan of which has 
received comment in the col 
umns of the Herald in previous 
issues. It was the purpose of 
the delegation to have the Terri­
torial engineer present at this 
meeting of the various commit­
tees connected with the enter­
prise, but through the rush of 
other engagements this |>eraon 
age was not able to attend.

At the club rooms the assem­
blage took the opportunity for a 
social hour in which si>oeches 
were made and the plans o f the 
venture discussed. It was the 
opinion of all present that a pub 
lie highway should be construct­
ed between Clovis and Portales 
at once, and committees were ap­
pointed to supplement the gen­
eral committees which hare been 
engaged in the plan thus far. 
Two routes are said to be feasi 
ble for the road and a |iarty on 
each of the two proposed routes 
was appointed to ascertain bow 
much assistance could be had on 
the part of those living along 
these two routes. This plan to 
gether with the assistance which 
is expected from the territory 
and the commissioners of each 
of the two counties will enable 
the promoters of the road to as­
certain how much Clovis and 
Portales will have to raise to as 
sure the construction of the 
highway.

Thus it is seen that the for­
ward step which Portales has 
taken within the past two years 
has had a regular and orderly ca 
donoe, the initial enterprise of 
course being the magnificent 10.- 
000 acre irrigation system, then 
in its wake the sugar beet pro 
ject which will mean the develop­
ment of some 82,000 acres of 
shallow water land, and later and 
as a natural consequence, the 
proposal of reliable promoters to 
constructs line of railway 500 
miles in length to put Portales 
in touch with the coal fields on 
the west and a market to the 
east for its products, which may 
now be calculated to be enormous 
with the development of some 
thing like 50,000 acres of gooc 
land under irrigation.

The citizens of Portales must, 
therefore, be awakened to the 
importance of giving the very 
beet thought they are capable of 
to the determination of the mat­
ter.

The need of a general and

The Independent of that 
eity has the following good ad 
vice for the people:

Now is the time for the prop­
erty owners and householders to 
inaugurate a campaign of clean­
ing up. Rubbish, ashes, tin 
cans, etc., have been allowed to 
accumulate during the winter, 
and now that springtime has ap­
proximately arrived, the season 
is at hand when there is need of 
a widespread, thorough and en­
thusiastic campaign on the part 
of the people of Silver City to 
cleanup and beautify the town. 
Do not wait for the sanitary offi­
cer to make trouble for yon—do 
it yourself. The sewer system 
is in successful operation, and 
there is absolutely no excuse for 
anything like nuisanoes being 
maintained within the city limits 
The proposition is up to the in­
dividual citizen.”

The people 
over there had courage enough 
and optimism enough to look be­
yond the short grass plains and 
snd see the desert blossoming. 
They had the energy and the 
persistence and the business 
sense to make the possibility an 
actuality. A few years ago each

'Vision of the real estate booster. 
Today it is hard, common-sense 
fact. It is a fact because the 
people of Portalea and her tribu­
tary territory worked together 
and were blest with the ability 
to see beyond their noses.
