Artistic Wave Sweeping Civilization
to More Beautiful Reallzation
in City Bullding.

An exhibition at the Royal Acad
emy, London, {illustrates concretely
and impressively the universal atten-
tion that is being givem to the matter
of planning the growth of cities and
towns upon both scieatific and artis
tic principles. Not alone in what are
regarded as the more progressive
countries of Europe is there being
manifested a purpose to lay out the
suburban growth of citles upon care
fully devised and supervised plans,
but even Turkey and Persia have
caught something of the artistic wave
that is sweeping civilization to a bet:
ter and more beautifel realization in
city bullding

An idealization—that is, in showing
on paper what the ideal city should be
-the drawings of a few American
architects which are on display at the
Royal Academy are concededly in ad-
vance of any similar exhibit by any
of the European architects or city
planners. These American plans,
however, which have been drawn with
reference to certain American cities
are dreams merely—dreams that may
never come true, because In the
realization they would emtall a tear-
ing down and building over on a scale
of magnitude that is apparently Im-
practicable. While the United States
makes the most impressive showing
in the history of city bullding It is
Germany that shows the best mate
rialization of artistic snd scientifie
ideals

While we are talking on this side
of the Atlantic about a glorifed Bal
timore or a paradisical Chicago, the
Germans are doing some real glorify-
ing In shaping not only suburban
growth of their impertant eities, but
in rearranging the central business
areas and the older residential seo
tions. The German exhibit at the
Royal Academy (llustrative of modern
city bullding oocupies seven galleries,
and what has been accomplished In
scores of German towns and cities is
set forth by maps, drawings and in
genious models. During the past
forty years German cities that had
been previously for two or three cen-
turies at a standstill stage of popu
lation growth have doubled, and In
some Iinstances increased threefold In

population. Im such cities there are
new town and ol town section, bdut
in many instances the older ncuoui
have been so vastly reformed that |

Willlam A. Gardner, who 38 years
struggled with the Morse code in s little rallw
telegraph office at Lemont, Ill., the other night
rode out of the Chicago and Northwestern sts-
tion on the president’s special to imspect the
12,000 miles of tracks which sprawl over the
northwest as far as the Wyoming mountains.
hours befcre that the directors of the road
made him president to succeed Marvin Hughitt,
who was given the newly created position of
chairman of the board of directors,

The story of Mr. Gardner’s rise to the place
as chief executive of the Chicago and Northwest
ern is the consummation in reality of ome of the
business romances of which every youthful teleg-
rapher dreams.

All the money which Mr. Gardner could con
trol 38 years ago was contalned In a pay envelope which the present-day
union telegraphers would scorn to accept. Now he exercises control over the
$63,000,000 annual expenditure for the operation of the Northwestern lines.

W. A. Gardner's “rallroading” began with his work for the Chicago and
Alton in 1872 at Lemont, where he learned to use the telegrapher's key. He
was then In his teens, having been born at Gardner, Ill, November 8, 1889.
He began his first work for the Chicago #nd Northwestern in 1878 and added
to his duties as telegrapher those of division superintendent’'s clerk. Fromy
this place he rose to the position of tralnmaster at Boone, lowa, and remained
there until 1583, when he went to a similar place with the Atchison, Topeks
and SBanta Fe.

The next promotion that came his way made him assistant superintendent
of the Wisconsin division of the Chicago and Northwestern in 1885. Five
years later he became superintendent of this division and then rose succes
sively to assistant general sanperintendent, general manager, and, in 1896, to
the place as vice-president of the Northwestern lines. Mr. Gardner has &
wife and four daughters.

In many respects bis rise to the position of president of the road s
similar to that of his predecessor, Marvin Hughitt, who also began his career
a8 a telegraph operator. When he became chairman of the board of directors
Mr. Hughitt had realized the ambition of his life as a raliroad man. This was

NOW ACTING CHIEF JUSTICE

The most conspicuous figure on the bench of
the United States Supreme court and one of the
most distinguished men i{n the nation is Justice
John Marshall Harlan, now acting chief justice. He
holds the record for length of service, bhaving
been appointed In November, 1877. He s now
seventy seven years of age. Many men of half
his age might well envy him his massive physique
and the alertness and vigor of his mind. He Is
an ardent golfer and ascribes his wonderful health
to this game and his Iife In the open alr.

Justice Harlan Is a Kentuckian and begmn
practising law when he was only twenty years
of age. During the civll war he saw service for
three years as colonel of the Tenth Kentucky
regiment. President Hayes made him a justice
of the Supreme court and President Cleveland ap-
pointed him a member of the commission which settled the long-standing dis-
pute between the United States and (ireat Britaln over the Bering sea Im-
broglio

In 1895 the Supreme court was divided on the gquestion of the constitn-
tionality of an income tax. The tax was pronounced unconstitutional by the
close vote of five to four, thus reversing a previous decision of the court.
Justice Harlan was one of the four dissenting members and when he gave his
opinton he did 1t with a vivacity of manner and a pungency of phrase which
rather startled the dignified tribunal. In spite of his advanced age, he has
no idea of retiring from the bench and those who know his mental and phys
feal vigor can discover no good reason why he should

A nation-wide resumption of
hostilities :against the house fly
has started with ‘Swat the fly”
gs its slogan. An all-summer
campaign has begun which will
give the invading hosts a tug of
war such as they never before
encountered. Last year’s cam-
paign was successful enough to
demonstrate just what may be
expected when the country be-
comes aroused, and if this sum-
mer’'s work does not awaken the
90,000,000 people of the United
States, thenall signs fail. Schools
churches, Women's clubs, civie
organizations, health associa-
tions, picture shows, boy scouts,
municipalities, newspapers—sa
thousand agencies of every kind
and description will be enlisted
under the banner of the fly-fight-
ing army, and from every house-
top the tocsin of war will be

tillery of the crusading army.
The American Civic association
and the bureau of entomology
furnish all the ammunition the
press desires, and this ammuni
tion is of as fine a quality as the
art of war affords.

Then there will' be one branch
of the army which will consist of
young people. Their lives are
yet ahead of them and their
chances to escape the fly peril
are fewer. The enthusiasm of
the boy scouts of the country
will be used as a sortof a nucieus
around which to rally a band of
youthful crusaders who will con-
tribute much time and energy to
the movement. They can keep a
watch oo the breeding places in
their neighborhoods, destroying
what they can and reporting to
others what they are not able to
destray themselves.

The school children will also be
drafted into service in the fly

sounded calling all men to srms
to resist the invading host.

And well it may be. For gen-
erations man has given the fly a
home, only shooting him away
when he became to pestiferous,
and only using a ly brush when
he insisted on eating at the first
table. During all these years
the fly requited the shelter of
mankind by secretly dragging in
all manner of flith and disease
and placing it where his benefac-
tors must eat it. He has been
the advance agent of pestilance
and the drummer of disease and
#s one bright crusader recently
put it; “‘He has six legs and a
half a dozen hairy grips in which
to carry samples, and these he
distributes with a lavish hand.”
These samples he gets from the
stable, from carrion—from any
place where disgusting things
and deadly disease germs are to
be found. In short, the fly is a
professional poisoner. Instead
of slipping a little arsenic into
one's food, he secrets typhoid
germs in milk, consumption
germs in butter, or other equally
deadly though invisible germs in
the meat and vegetables. Men
hang the occasional human poison-
er, but every day they let this in-
sect poisoner go scot free.

Science has at last succeeded
in exposing the fly and the mos-
quito in their true colors and has
proved that these two little pests
have destroyed more human
lives through their arts as poison-
ers than all of the wars, famines
and wild animals of history com-
bined. It has proved that the
doctrine of re-incarnation holds
good in the case of the fly.

With these facts befure them
the crusaders are going into the
campaign in deadly earnest this
spring. They are going to anni-
hilate the advance guard before
the innumerable re-inforcements
arrive, thereby hoping to avoid
unnecessary warfare. There
will be many new phases to the
campaign this year. Newspapers
everywhere, daily and weekly,
are joining in the crusade, and all

admit that they constitute the ar-

Sghting army. The teachers
will tell them how the fly is the
buzzard of the insect world, and
will instruct them in the manual
of arms and otherwise fit them to
be fully equipped soldiers for the
best essays on the house fly and
ita habits, on its dangerousness,
and in some cases moving pic-
ture shows will give free exhibi-
tions of the famous fly film.
Last year’'s crusade was greatly
aided by the moving picture bri-
gade, which did such effective
service in the advanceguard.
Every municipality in the coun-
try is asked toenact suchsanitary
ordinance as will enable the fly-
fighters to force the non-partica-
pants to become at least & pas
sive supporter of the movement,
It is .not much use for John
Smith to fight all summer long
against the fly if his neighbor,
Sam Jones allows it to use his
premises as its rallying ground.
And there will be some Sam
Joneses remaining in spite of all
the enthusiasm. A city ordi
nance will take care of these few
hopelessly indifferent citizens and
the American Civic aasociation,
with its headquarters in Wash-
ington is ready to send & model
ordinance to any one who wishes
to urge its adoption upon his mu-
niefpality.
The women's clubs which have
become militant crusaders, have
surprised themselves with the
possibilities of the effective work
they can do. So successful has
this element of the crusade been
that a special effort will be made
to interest every club in the coun-
try, and they will be supplied
with helpful literature at all

:o one dreads filth like women
aad their support to the fly cru-
sade is eousidered by the leaders
of; the mowstfient as one of the
greatest alds they can hope to
command.

Then there is opportunity for
the individual.

home. She had a supply of lit-
erature and was able to tell the
newspapers what she was doing
and her missionary work finally
spread until it reached whole
communities. When an individ-
val begins a campaign of swat-
ting the fly all he need do is to
tell the newspapers what he is do-
ing and that becomes a news
story, and the heavy artillery of
the papers is turned loose in sup-
port of the work.

One of the leaders of the “swat-
ting the fly” crusade thinks the
best time to begin fighting against
those which survive the cam-
paign against the ly egg and the
fly maggot, is when they first
take to wing. According to ob-
servations made in England last
year it has béen found that after
a female fly geta her wings she
takes a vacation varying from ten
to fourteen days, before she be-
gins her fight against race sul-
cide. He thinks that if iy traps
were moved from the house to
the stable and other breeding
places, the female flies might be
caught before they complete
their vacations.

It has been discovered that the
fly will breed only where fer-
mentation is taking place. While
horse manure constitutes one of
their favorite hatcheries, they
pass by horse manure from
grass-fed animals. They also
dislike cattle manure. But
sometimes they breed In sur-
prising places. An epidemic of
dysentery last summer swept
through a New Eagland inssne
assylum. Everything pointed to
the fact that it was fly-borne
since it began gradually instead
of suddenly as it would have
done if it had been the result of
bad food. Innumerable flies
were found around the place, but
careful investigation showed
that the stables were perfeetly
clean and that all possible per-
cautions had been taken to pre-
vent the multiplication of flies.
The authorities were nonplussed.
Finally someone thonght to ex-
amine a coating of spent barley
which had been secured from a

grounds as a fertilizer, -

of baby flies were found in if.
Other puzzling conditions some-

times arise. The town of Nor-

folk, Conu., has been waging's

war against flies and in spite” of

its hardest work they did not

seem to decrease the number.
Every sanitary precaution was
taken and the people were taken,
and the people were puzzled.
Then someone thought that per-
haps the flies they were fighting
were not house flies. 8o they
caught a box of them and sent
them to the American Civic asso-
ciation at Washington. They
were turned over to the burean
of entomology for examination—
and sure enough, Norfolk had
been using house fly methods to
combat with another kind of fly.

The people of the country will
probably be assured of a flyless
less summer buarding house du-
ring the coming summer. The
American Civic association is
thinking of preparing a “‘white
list” in which all summer resorts
and boaading places which can
produce satisfactory evidence
that they measure up to associa-
tion standard of freedom from
flies will be incorporated. There
will be no corresponding black
list, but all the summer boarder
need do when planning his vaca-
tion is to write to the Civic asso-
ciation at Washington, and he
will be furnished the list of good
places.

Wherever the fly crusade has
been carried to a proper degree
of completion it never has failed
to accomplish the predicted end.
A few years ago all stables in the
uptown business district of
Washington were ordered %o
keep their manure in covered
containers. The decrease in the
number of flies in the next sum-
mer was remarkable. Last year
the bureau of entomology under-
took to patrol the places where
flies might breed in the vicinity
of the department of agricul
ture. The result was a freedom
from the insects that was sur-
prising even to the most enthu-
siastic crusaders.—Frederick J.
Haskin in Kansas City Journal
