Outlook for Starehood.

The joint resolution to admit
New Mexico and Arizona to im-
mediate statehood, but withhold:
ing the approval of the constitu-
tion of both alike until the peo-
ple have voted on proposed
amendments, has passed the
house of representatives and
has been read twice in the sen-
ate and referred to its committee
on térritories. The resolution
in its present form requires New
Mexico to vote on an amendment
making the constitution of this
state more easily amendable,
and requires the people of Ari.
zona to vote on an amendment
removing the recall provisions as
it applies to judges. Whether
they are approved or rejected by
the proposed referendum, the
constitutions of the new states
will stand finally approved whea
the respective votes have been
taken.

It is impossible to forecast the
action of the semate on this reso-
lution at the present time. It
appears that the senate has
made up its mind that Arizona
has attempted to confer upon its
people more power than is good
for them, and it is going to res-
cue the Arizonans from their
predicament if the republicans
in that body can prevail upon a
couple or 80 of democrats to join
them in the work of salvation.
Itis a little different with New
Mexico. In this would-be state,
the republicans made the conatd
tutipn and did it wp brovn‘ -
ranging matters so that the peo-
ple will have light work to do in
the government and the demo-
crats will scarcely be bothered
at all in the matter of office-hold-
ing and policy-shaping. This is
considered by the senate major-
ity as it should be, and New
Mexico was welcomed at the
senatorial threshold with a glad
hand, even one or two so-called
“"democarts’’ greeting it with
demonstrations of great affection
All of which is highly educative,
It would seem frem the attitude
of the senate that any territory
that may aspire to statehood
must realize that to succeed it
must fix up an organic law that
will be agreeable to senators
who doubt the ability of the
masses to govern themselves.

But the Herald hopes that this
resolution will pass this high
tribunal in the form in which it
was presented for reading. This
leads us to make brief comment
on the part which the committee
of democrats took in their ap
pearance before the house com-
mittee and to whom credit must
be ascribed, in large part, for
the resolution as it appears in
its present form. This commit-
tee of democrats who appeared
before the house committee on
territories was composed of
Messrs. Ferguson, Jones, Hand
and our indomitable McGill, who
urged that the people of New
Mexico be entitled to voh upon
an amendment making its con
stitution more easily amendable,
such referendum to be taken at
the same time that the first
state election is to be held. 8o
much for the placing of the cred
it for what has been accom
plished in the matter up to the
present as far as New Mexico is
concerned. Of course the re

Itisa fact well '
the majority of those who voted
for the constitution January 21,
1911, that they did not so vote
because they considered it a
meritorious document, but dis-
tinctly because they considered
its passage inits then !onst.he
almost necessary thing to do in
order to attain statehood speed-
fly. Inother words, they were
not voting upon the merit of the
document which was presented
for their approval or rejection,
but voted solely for statehood.
A knowledge of this fact inspires
the Herald to remark, then, that
if the people are given an oppor-
tunity to grasp statehood and at
the same time secure an amend-
ment which will enable them to
eut out the rotten features of
their enabling act, there is not a
shadow of adoubt but that such
an amendment would be hailed
with glad acclaim.

It is further a matter of opin-
fon with us that the work of this
committee of democrats consti-
tutes the boldest and most patri-
otic piece of statesmanship
which has yet been recordad in
the making of statehood history
for New Mexico, and the faithful
in this county certainly have
cause for congratulation that our
own McGill was one of the cour-

ageous instruments which has
wrought mightily in the desire
to at least turn the torch-light of
investigation into the methods
by which the document in its
present form was drafted and
declared passed by the people.
It will be a matter of uine
pleasure to these miring
friends to have McGill visit Por-

litical bondage.
