Grand Cersmony in Presence of 145,
& 000 People. Too Cold for
Comfort.

e e e

8t. Louls, Mo, May 1.—~The bulld-
ings of the Louisiana Purchase exposi-
tion yesterday were dedicated with all
possible pomp and ceremony. In every
way the exercises were & success,” but
the weather was bad. The wind blew
fiercely from the west, sending great
clouds of dust whirling into the faces
0! the troops as they marched past
the president, and at times so nearly
blinded the president it was well nigh
impossible for him to fee across the
street In whigh the troops were march-
ing.

Added to the discomfort of the wind
and dust was a temperature which
sought for the marrow and geperally
1eached it. The women, who, on the
strength of the warm weather of the
past few days, came in summer dresses
to the reviewing stand, suffered keen-
1y, although the officers commanding
the guard around the reviewing stand
provided them with blankets. Both
President Roosevelt and former Presi-
dent Cleveland remained in the re-
viewing stand, eyposed to the icy wind
until the end of the parade, although
their faces were blue and their limbs
were stiffened by the cold. Conditions
i the Liberal Arts building, where
the dedication ceremonies proper were
held, were little better. There was no
wind, but there were manifold drafts.

The effect of the cold was manifest
in all the speeches, as the speakers,
commencing their speeches in clear
tones, were without exception, given
over to catarrhal infection as they fin.

however, the ceremonies were splen-
didly handled, and the program was
carried out to the letter.

Percolation of Soil Water.

We have all along belleved that per
| colatfon of water was most rapid
through sandy soil. Until recently a
test had not been made to determine
this definitely. It is, therefore, with
a good deal of Interest and surprise
that we read of the resylts of the per-
! colation tests carried on in California.
| Sandy soil, loam and adobe solls were
placed in tubes, and the water al-
lowed to percolate through from one
end of each tube to the other. The
experimenters corfczlly  expected
to see the water in the tube contain-
ing sandy soil complete its journey

through the soil much more quickly |

than either of the others. Imagine
the surprise of the experimenters
when the percolation through the
sandy soil was slowest of all. It re
quired 62 hours longer for the moist-
ure to permeate this tube (40 inches)
than it did the adobe. THhe only ex-
planation is that capillarity acted less
in the dandy soil because of the small-

caplllary surface. The finer the soll
| the greater the amount of space in it
| that can carry moisture and the great-
er the expanse of the water film that
covers the minute particles.
