IRRIGATION STATISTICS FOR NEW 

MEXICO

T h e  United Htate* Census B u reau  has 
given out the  following preliminary 
statem ent concerning irr igation  in the 
te rr i to ry  of New M exico in 1902:

New M exico  occupies the  slopes of 
the g re a t  continental  divide, and in* 
eludes parts of th e  southern portion of 
the Rocky and th e  northern portion of 
th e  Mierra Mad re  mountain ranges. It 
exteuds from the thirty-seventh paral­
lel on the  north to  M exico and T e x a s  
on the south, aud its  general elevation, 
with th e  exception of small areas In the 
R io  Grande aud Peooe V alleys  in the 
e x tre m e  southern part is 4,000 feet or 
more above the sea. W ith in  the terrl-  

■ lory the mountains lose the  ch a ra c ter­
ist ics  of th e  Continental Divide and be­
come a series of detached masses, 
which sink into w il in g  formations and 
spread out in sloping mesas and ta b le ­
lands. T h e  mountains constitute an 
Intel iiartng feature, dividing the region 
into various areas  or  cham bers  dissimi­
lar  in c l im a te  and rainfall.

T h e  territory  is naturally divided by 
the crests  of the Rocky and S ierra  
Mad re mountains into three  well-de­
fined regiene, an eastern, centra l  and 
western.

T h e  eastern division belongs to the 
(>reat Plains. I t s  northern portion is 
traversed by numerous streams trlbu 
tary to the  Canadian, Cimarron aud 
Pecos  rivers, and the southern includes 
a "action of the  valley of the Pecos and 
the  western half of L lauo Estacado, a 
stream  less tableland.

T h e  cen tra l  division comprises the 
valley of i h s  Ulo Grande, and has so 
average  elevation of about 6000 feet. 
Aside from the narrow valleys along 
th e  rivers, it is very mountainous and 
rough.

T he  westsrn division em braces ihs  
J i lgh  sod  broken plateau extending 
westward from ihs  crest of the S ie rra  
Msdre Mountains, which attain an e le ­
vation of 10,000 feet or more In the 
Diidwestern part. T h e  head-waters of 
th e  Gila , L i t t le  Colorado and San Ju s n  
rivers  drain this portion of New 
Mas loo.

T h e  methods of Irrigation are almost 
identical with those -followed in the 
ewrly <lay« of Spanish rule T h e  ditches 
are simple and Inexpensive, and the 
crop-yields are light iiecaus# of imper­
fect t i llage

rite contrast betw een the modem 
systems recently installed in o ther |tarts 
of the te rr i to ry  and th e  primitive Mex­
ican ditch**,  whose origin wa» in the 
day* of Nj>anl»h rule, u  very marked. 
T h e  old New .Mexican farms couaist of 
long, narrow strips of land extending 
ov er  foothills to the river*  and crossed 
by Uitcbea. T h e y  are  measured, usual­
ly, by varms or yards fronting on the 
d itch , and the result It much iuoonveu- 
i r a c e  in cu ltivating  and a lack of econ­
omy in irr ig a t in g . In the older nettled 
valley* large portions of these bottom 
land* have become a lkaline , and in 
xuany localities drainage is almoat an 
accessary  as irrigation.

W ith  * be Influx of be w s e t t le r*  and 
the  use of modern systems and method , 
g re a t  j>rogre«* in im g s t iu t i  has been 
made ta  the te rr i to ry  in the j>a*t few 
years. A t  th e  present time most of the 
normal water supply is appropriated 
aud the question of water storage is of 
paramount im portance to the further 
devekqwisacit of Ihe agricultural re ­
sources.

WATER R U T L Y
Over moat of the plateau which 

<vnnprises so large a portion of ihe sur­
face , th e  rainfall  Is deficient. The 
average  annual precipiiatiou is hut 15 
inches. T h is  is sufficient, howevor. to 
produce e xce lle n t  native grasses on the I 
plains and mesas. Cattle  aud sheep I 
raising, therefore, has been the prinoi-1 
|m>1 mdnatry. and th e  irrigation that ia 
practiced outside of the small, 
favored valleys is largely auxiliary  to 
th is  industry.

T h e  atreaius of New Mexico in most 
cases are dry duriug a portion of each J 
yvar. T h e  upper tributaries , being 
aupplietl largely from melting snow, 
are  fairly persistent, but the  altitude

ARTESIAN W ELLS 
In Chaves county, near Roswell, there 

is a distr ict  about 40 miles long by 10 
wide in which many flowing wells exist.  
Some of these wells a re  reported as ir ­
rigating  from 35 to 100 acres, yet many 
of them are  only used for domestic pur­
poses or for watering lawns and small 
gardens. Flowing wells are  reported 
in o th er  sections, but few are  used for 
irrigation purpose*.

, GENERAL, S T A T I S T I C S  
Iu 1902 the w a te r  supply was g en era l­

ly very short and the number of acres 
reported as irr igated  probably includes 
a considerable area  th a t  was only i r r i ­
gated once. In the northern portion 
most of the grains and forage crops, 
vegetables aud fru its  do ^pll. The 
southern and centra l  portions are  es­
pecially adapted to fru it  culture..

T h e  following statis tics  are  for the  
crop year 1002 and re la te  to the  dlff^r' 
ent sources of w ater supply in the  te r ­
ritory aud in its  principal drainage 
basins:

In th is  year th ere  were in New M exi­
co 254,945 Acres irrigated  from all 
sources. T h e  number of farm s re p re ­
sented was 9,285, and  the average  cost 
per irrigated acre, #16.87. T h e  1,246 
Irrigation systems cost, in itia lly , for 
main canals and d itches  and the neces­
sary head-gates, reservoirs, dams, 
pumping plants, etc . ,  84,301,915. The  
entire  length of main canals and d itch­
es was 2,840 miles, an average length 
per system of nearly 2.3 miles.

Since  1899 the Irrigated area ha* in­
creased 51,952 acre*, or 25 per cent, 
while the Increase for the decade 1889- 
99 was 122.2 per cent. T h e  number pf 
farms on which irrigation was reported 
in 1902 was 17.8 j»er cent g re a te r  than 
in 1800.

T h e re  were 1,128 stream-systems
constructed at an initia l  cost of #4,192,- 
611 which irrigated 249.701 acres at an 
average cost [*»r acre of $16.79. Forty- 
seven system* representing  a const ruc­
tion outlay of $18,165, were supplied 
from srpings and irrigated  3,072 acres 
at an average cost j>er acre of $6.91 
T h e  71 well systems cost #91,139, and 
2,112 acres were Irrigated therefrom at 
an average cost per acre  of #43.45.
