The Water Problem.
While we afre making steady 

but slow progress with our arte­
sian well project and are now be­
tween 500 and GOO feet deep and 
in a solid rock; it might be in 
place to direct the attention of 
our citixens to the recent method 
adopted by persons not in the ar­
tesian belt in Roswell vicinity. 
We interviewed several, but one 
many of you know, Dr. Frank N. 
Brown, dentist, who has visited 
Portales. He has a farm two 
miles from Roswell, not in arte­
sian belt. He purchased a Samp­
son windmills 20 loot wheel with 
a 12-inch cylinder, which throws 
from 150 to 200 gallons per min­
ute, which is very satisfactory.

Now the thing for the farmer 
to do is to consider— the artesian 
well, even if successful, is very 
expensive, then the casing comes 
high. This Sampson mill as de­
scribed above, cost Dr. Brown but 
$320.00 put up and in order. One 
is uncertain, the cost likewise; the 
other a certainty, satisfactory 
and within the reach of the farm­
er. If Seth Morrsion’s offer of 
$2,000 for a well that would furn­
ish 200 gallons per minute was 
worth it to him, would not 150 to 
200 gallons gotten this way be of 
a like value at one-fourth of the 
cost? We know w « have an inex­
haustible eupply of surface water 
at from ten to fifty feet almost 
anywhere in the county. We be­
lieve it worthy o f serious consid­
eration and strict investigation. 
We have the wind and the water, 
now get the mill and “ gct-rich- 
quick.”

African Pigmies at Fair.
St. Lonis, Mo., Aug. 5. One 

of the most remarkable trips in 
connection with the exploitation 
of the World’s Fair was com­
pleted, when Rev. S. I*. Verner, 
the Presbyterian missionary, 
who brought eight pigmies out 
of the African jungle, arrived in 
St. Louis. His journey included 
26,000 miles, 800 miles of which 
was traversed on foot through 
the wilds and deserts of Central 
Africa. The trip lasted eight 
months. Mr. Verner was report­
ed killed several times. He con­
tracted a tropical fever, from the 
effects of which he has been in ill 
health in New Orleans for sev­
eral weeks.

Verdict of a New York Writer Who Spent a Week at the
Exposition at S t  Louis in July.

Port Arthur boos" at 4 o cleock this 
morning. Whether Port Arthur stands 
or falls, K will coot tho Japanese enor­
mously. It to estimated that they will 
loess >0400 man if they take the 
fortress, but H they do not take It It 
will bo serious for the Russian army, 
as It will rssult In releasing a majority 
of tho Japanese southern force for an 
advance on llao Vang.

Chefoo: The Associated Press cor­
respondent nt Tslng Chou wires that 
the Russian battleship Czarevitch of 
tho Port Arthur squadron received 
terrible puatohment In tbs fight off 
Shantung Promontory on August 10 
tost, from noon until evening. The 
Czarevitch bore the brunt of the fight­
ing until 4 o'clock In the afternoon, 
when Admiral Wit hog was kit by n 
rhell, which blew his body to pieces, 
only one of his togs being found after 
the explosion Four officers standing 
near him were also killed. Altogether, 
the Csarevltch lost fifteen men killed 
an.I forty-five wounded. At 4 o'clock 
in the afternoon of August 11 s Rus­
sian torpedo boat destroyer, badly 
damaged, steamed i lowly Into Tslng 
Chou, rod half an hour later the pro­
tected cruiser Novik. s'ightly injured, 
entered ihe poit. No dead were on 
board cither vessel.

The battleship Czarevitch arrived nt 
Tslng Cbou on the night of August 11, 
steaming nt the rate of four knots an 
hour and burning Immense quantities 
of coal to make even that rate of 
speed. Her rudder shaft was broken, 
one gun was disabled, lifeboats had 
been lost, her masts were badly bent, 
her funnels were riddled end her 
bridge had been twisted out of posi­
tion. The projectile h^Jes above the 
water line were covered with make 
■hlft stoppers of wood.

The same night, August 11, the 
cruiser Askold, with five of her crew 
deed and twelve wounded, and one 
torped). boat destroyer, attempted to 
enter v *lng Cbou. but were kept out 
by a Japanese cruiser, whereupon they 
proceeded to Woosung.

At last accounts the Port Arthur 
squadron was scattered as follows.

At Prrt Arthur—Battleships Retv!- 
zan, Pcbleda, Peresvlet, Poltava. Se­
vastopol; cruiser Diana. All of these 
battleships but one are reported by 
Togo to be seriously damaged.

At Klau Cbau — Battleship Czare 
vltch damaged so a* to be unsea 
worthy; cruiser Psllada; rbree d* 
stroyer*.

At Shanghai—Cruiser Askold, badly 
damaged; destroyed Qrosovl, declared 
In need of repai.s by Its officers; both 
ordered to leave within twenty-four 
hours of arrival.

London, Aug. 16, 6 a. m.—Under this 
date The Dallas News says: Port 
Arthur's day of doom has come, in 
the opinion of military experts, and 
news of the fall of the fortress Is ex­
pected almost at any moment. The 
Japanese have begun what Is believed 
to be their final assolt, and after sev­
eral days of continued fighting they 
nr* raining shot and shell upon the 
place from a commanding position on

Aiding the murderous fire from 
lAing Mountain, the Japanese are re­
ported to have heavy siege guns 
planted on the Lfautl Hills and Vt 
Sushiyen. These two batteries ar? 
less than three miles north of the 
fortress.
