Measure English Sunshine.
Sunshine Is so rare In England that 

the government takes great care to 
measure it. The official summing up 
for 1903 as regards sunshine shovra 
that all districts In the British Isles, 
with one exception, fell short o f the 
average. The exception was Ragland 
northwest, Including Manchester, that 
curiously had an excess of fifty-seven 
sunny hours In Scotland north, west 
and east the deficit was eighty one 
hoars, forty-eight hours and 183 hotira. 
England northeast and east were 
short by 107 hours and 139 hours, 
while in England south and southwest 
the deficit was sixty-eight hours and 
115 hoars The Islands were behind 
by nlnery-elght hour* In Ireland 
north and south the shortage was 
elghty-one hours and 113 hours. Com­
monly the Islands In the English chan­
nel have a large share of sunshine, 
but last year they were 125 sunny 
hours short.

Tokio, Sept. 16.—It 1* held here by 
the best authorities that Japan, by oc­
cupying Liao Yang, has virtually be­
come mistress of Manchuria from a 
strategetlcal point of view. Russia 
has lost all means of obtaining food 
for Its army for the time being. It 
was for this end that Oyama hasten 
ed the attack on Liao Yang, which 
despite Its drawbacks, was really un­
avoidable, as It wns of the utmost Im­
portance to prevent the Russians 
from carrying ofT their valuable stores 
of provisions.

I do not say 
that tho acquisition of a fortune or a 
competence is difficult, doubtful or 
Impossible; I say that such a mis 
erable existence as would disgust a 
Digger Indian would he hardly ob­
tainable by one man in 10,000 of such 
as are thinking of coming here. It 
may he that there are places in Bra­
zil where colonists might do well, per­
haps, but I do not know of sny such 
places.” The rubber trees. Mr. Ayme 
says, are widely separated and they 
can only he reached by forcing One's 
way through a thick-matted, almost 
impenetrable swamp forest which pro­
duces very little food for human 
beings.

Example of Incredulity Mat With ky 
Explorers.

Referring to the Incredulity and 
bitter attacks which Henry m . Stan 
ley and other explorers had to meet, 
A. J. Mounteney-Jephson writes In 
Beribner’a Magazine: T remember 
one evening In Africu when we were 
talking together over the camp fire, 
hts telling me, laughingly, about a 
certain prominent personage who waa 
well known for his pomposity and self- 
importance. He said: ‘When I re­
turned from finding Livingstone Mr. X. 
distrusted me and only offered me one 
finger of hla hand to shake. After my 
return from my second expedition, 
when I sailed down the Kongo, he 
gave me two fingers. When 1 had 
founded the Kongo Free State for the 
king o f the Belgians and returned to 
England I got three fingers; but it 
took me years before 1 got his whole 
hand.’ This seems to me typically 
British, and I merely quote this little 
story to vindicate the grudging recog­
nition which has been given to most 
ol the great explorers by those 'arm 
chair geographers' ^fho stay at home. 
Livingstone suffered from this same 
attitude of Incredulity and returned to 
the Interior of Africa, where he met 
his death, because he could rot bear 
to face the unbelievers in,London un­
til he had solved the mystery of the 
great Lualaba river."
