VOTE TO UNITR

Presbyterians Vote to Unite the Two
Main Branches.

Winona Lake, Ind., May 23 -—Amid
& storm of applause, without debate
or a dissenting voice, the general as
sembly of the Presbyterian Church
voted yesterday to reunite with the
Cumberlani Phesbyterian body, which
withdrew from the original denomina-
tion February 4, 1810, thereby, in ef-
fect, bringing together the two largest
branches of the Presbyterian falth.

By the adoption in its entirety of the
report of the special canvassing com-
mittee the assembly ordered that the
question as & now stands be referred
to the commitiee on co-operation, the
membership of which was increased
to twenty-one, with the provision that
it have privilege to confer with a
committee from the Cumberiand body,
to the end that details may be worked
out In a report to the next general
sssembly. The committee will con-
sider the corporate and legal rights
of both bodies, keeping the consolida-
tion within the legal Ilimits, thereby
avolding civil suits and injunctions.

The special committee In its report
cn the juestion of consolidation can-
vassed the country by presbyteries,
showing 144 ayes and 39 noes. Two
presbyteries took no action, one gave
conditional assent and five made no
report.

Another well has been commenced
at South Bosque, and the first car of
oll will probably be shipped from there
this week or next, to Corsicana. Two
or three other wells are to be sunk at
once The promotors omnly eclaim =
good pumping proposition, of the high-
est grade yet found in Texas.

New Route to Chicago.

To make this new
route possible it was necessary to con-
Struct a new bridge across the river,
This structure has just been complet-
ed and will be opened for traffic with
elaborate ceremonies on Thursday.

To Open Presidio Coal Fields.

Austin: It is reported that the coal
fields in the lower edge~of Presidio
County are to be opened again and
worked upon the rebuilding of the
rallroad to same from Chispa, a dis-
tance of about fifty miles. Some dozen
years ago a party of Pittsburg, Pa.,
capitalists opened the fields and bulilt
the road, but the lead of coal was lost
or was found only in pockets, which
caused a loss and a complete aban-
donment of the enterprise.

Lexington, Ky.: Rev. Ben Biggstaff,
formerly chplain of the Confederate
home at Peewee Valley, Ky., died here
of apoplexy, aged sixty-flve years.

nival committee to fill the part of act-
ors in the Mardl Gras festivities. The
honor of being ahGille is so great,
however, and carries such prestige
with the local damsels, that the young
men chosen are only too pleased to
make the financial sacrifice demanded
of them.

In the afternoon of Mardi Gras the
Gilles, in full uniform, 200 strong, pre-
ceded by the local brass band and
musical clubs, appear in procession
and march toward the Grande place.
The Gilles proceed by dancing to the
tune of the band.

At every few steps they stop, bend
and unbend, to heighten the effect of
the ringing from the bells worn at
their belts. Their streamers float to
and fro, and envelop them In a rain-
bow Of ribbon. At the same time the
simultaneous ringing of bells and
thumping of wooden sabots on the
cobblestones sound like the echo of
a cavalry charge.

The Gilles each have a straw bas-
ket hanging to one side from the belt,
and filled with oranges. With these
they bombard the spectators as they
dance along. As soon as emptied, the
baskets are filled again by men from
behind, appointed for this duty. A
general battle of oranges then takes
place between the Gilles and the car-
nival merrymakers.

Finally the procession reaches the
town hall, in front of which, seated
on a platform, is the mayor, surround-
ed by the municipal officials. The
Gilles then terminate the day's festiv-
fties by a general war dance, giving
a prolonged exhibition of their capa-
bilities.

The public likewise joins in the fun,
and soon some 5000 persons—men,
women and children—may be seen
gayly waltzing around the Grande
place. The sight of 4n entire popula-
tion, dressed In carnival costume, and
masked, dancing in the open air to
the music of the Gilles brass band, is
one not easily forgotten.

The dancing continues until the late
evening, when the sport is brought to
an end by the mayor, who formally
awards a gold medal to the Gille who
has proved himself the most expert
dancer.—New York Tribune.

Tooth Brushes.

| er grades, Including all German and
| Japanese brushes, are made in the
[ huts of the peasants, where cattle,
| dogs, swine, fowls and humans are
| herded in common. The bristles and
| bcne are given out by the dealer and
[ taken into the country, where they are
{nwrted by the aged and young chil-
| dren and diseased persons; the strong-
| er members of the family working at
| more remunerative employment.
These cheap brushes are often in

All
the high officlals and members of the
Russian Soclety here also were pres
ent. The governor general had recent-
ly been threatened with a bomb at-
tack, .particularly since the May Day
disturbances. The police accordingly
exercise the greatest vigilence when-
ever he leaves the castle,

After the officials had entered the
cathedral the detectives observed a
poorly dressed man loitering on Miod-
owa street, When the man saw the
detectives he ran toward the entrance
of a confectioner’'s shop, when he
either tripped or threw the bomb back-
ward at the detectives. The explos-
lon gecurred on ly a minute before the
perople commenced to pour out of the
cathedral. Three minutes later the gov-
ernor general would have passed the
spot. Cossacks, who were hastily
summoned, soon cleared the street and
the governor general drove by another
route to the castle.

In all nine persons were wounded.

That Weevil Eating Bug.

Dallas: Dr. A. W. Morrill, one of
the agriculturists at the United States
Boll Weevil Experimeunt Station, says
that he had received from a farmer
near Gurley a specimen of the bug
which It is claimed destroys the boll
He says that the bug had not
been classified yet, but enough had
been learned to justify the statement
that It belonged to the family of bugs
that live on other Insects. He declar-
ed that it did not eat the boll weevil
especially, but was a general feeder
on other Insects. “l have seen the
specimen a number of +times, and
while I am satisfied t will eat the
weevlil, It will not prove to be a solu-
tion of the evil,” he sald. “Its rate of
multiplication is so much slower than
that of the boll weevil that it would be
Impossible for It to annihilate the
weevil."”

Considerable interest has been
aroused by the statement that many,
If not all, of the county bridges across
the river in this part of the State will
have to be raised or replaced with
drawbridges in order to permit of the
passage of boats. Even the small
steam-propelled craft now in use by
the Government are unable to reach
Dallas when the river is at all high,
because of these bridges.

Maps have been received here from
Washington, which give a pretty clear
idea of the Government's plans for im-
proving the waterway. Many cross
sections of the river are shown. and
ou each the character of the soil is
noted. The banks are generally of
clay, though now and then there is a
clift of rock. The height ranged from
twenty-five to sixty feet, the measure-
ments being from the bottom of the
channel. The soil shows no signs of
erosion and this fact was the basis of
one of the strongest arguments made
in favor of the project. It supported
the contention that the Trinity River
is a natural canal.

Efforts by the citizens are now at
an end, after having lasted for about
fifteen years. The project is now In
the exclusive charge of the Federal
Government.

Plans are being formulated here to
build boats for service on the river
just as soon as everything is ready.
It is stated that had it not been for
the low bridges it would have been
possible for goodsized boats to ply
regularly up and down the river for
the last four or five months.
