Dear Mr. Secretary: 

In 1947 wheat acreage for Cas-
tro county was 287,000 and has 
decreqed to the alloted acreage 
of 134,000 with the advent of ir-
rigation, and the necessity for 
finding a more intensively farm-
ed crop. As a result of this chang-
ing economic situation, cotton ac-
reage has increased from 46 
acres in 1947 to 105,000 acres 
in 1953. In view of these facts 
we believe that farmers of this 
county are being unduly penal-
ized. 

Therefore we the undersigned 
farmers and businessmen of Cas-
tro, county, Texas, a relatively 
new cotton producing area, do 
hereby petition the Secretary of 
Agriculture, that in order to 
reach a more equitable basis for 
determining cotton acreage al-
lotments and in as much as wheat 
has been set approximately on 
this basis, to direct the Produc-
tion and Marketing Administra-
tion to issue cotton acreage 
allotments, national, state, county 
and on individual farms using a 
three year average, 1951, 1952 and 
1953 rather than the present five 
year base.

Thousands of dollars in cotton 
burrs go up in smoke each year 
in Castro and other Panhandle-
Plains counties, according to Jay 
Moore, organic soil culture dis-
tributor from Lubbock. 

Moore points out that every 
time a load of cotton burrs are 
burned it costs the farmer mon-
ey. On the other hand, he ex-
plains, cotton burrs, when corn-
posted with 'bacteria, are one of 
the most valuable sources of fer-
tilizer. 

Moore, who was in Castro coun-
ty this week, talked with several 
ginners and reached an agree-
ment whereby his company will 
offer this composting process to 
farmers through the various gins 
in the county. He pointed out that 
a ginner can compost the cotton 
burrs with bacteria and have 
them put back on the soil at the 
end of the ginning season without 
any effort on the part of the

complicated about composting, al-
though for best results it should 
be done properly. Basically it is 
simply the piling of waste mater-
ials, in this case cotton burrs and

Castro county walked off with 
top honors for county booths dis- 
playing agricultural products at 
the Tri-State' Fair in Amarillo 
this week, according to County 
Agent Chares Hudson and Cham-
ber of Commerce Manager Bill 
Davis, who were instrumental in 
erecting the county booth and ar-
ranging exhibits. 

Castro captured 20 blue rib-
bons, ten second place red rib- 
bons, six third place white rib- 
bons and, four fourth place pink 
ribbons, for its fine array of pro- 
ducts. The county topped all oth- 
er booths by winning a total of 
40 ribbons out of a possible 55. 
Swisher county was a close sec-
ond with a total of 19 blue rib-
bons. 

Leo Witowski of the Wheat-
land Farm in the northeast-
ern part of the county also 
made a fine showing with 
some of his prize cattle. Wit-
kowski showed the reserve 
champion bull in the Milking 
Shorthorn division. The same 
animal placed first in 1952 
at the South Plains Fair, sec-
ond in the Louisiana State Fair 
and third in the Dallas Fair. 
The grand champion female in 
the Shorthorn division was al-
so displayed by Witkowski. 
This animal, too, has won top 
prize money at a number of 
other fairs.

other gin waste, either in a pit 
or in a confined area on the sur-
face, and keeping the pile suf-
ficiently moist to faciliate decom-
position and to control heat. 

"For more rapid decomposition, 
and for adding more life to the 
soil, experiences of several of 
those engaged in composting have 
found that applying soil culture 
very materially increases efficen-
cy and value of ,the material. 

Another writer says, "In West 
Texas nearly 200,000 tons of 
burrs have been burned in the 
last three years in Lubbock coun-
ty alone, If composting is not the 
answer there, then a practical 
and economical method of haul-
ing them back to the farm ought 
to be worked out. This would 
eliminate the objectionable smoke 
hazard and improve the land."

In 1951 Dr. Mary T. Martin 
Sloop, a woman who had spent 
over forty of her seventy-eight 
years in the isolated mountains of 
North Carolina, was honored with 
the coveted award of American 
Mother of the year. "Miracle in 
the Hills" is the story of this 
amazing woman's unique crusade 
in the hill country of North Caro-
lina. Told in her own words, it is 
an amusing, heart-warming ac-
count of a one-woman revolution. 

Dr. Sloop and her husband, al-
so a doctor, began their lifelong 
dedication to the mountain people 
when they rode horseback into 
the remote hill region in 1909. 
The conditions they encountered 
were shockingly primitive. The 
people had neither doctors nor 
schools and were suspicious of 
both medicine and "laming"', 
Electricity and running water 
were unheard of, roads were 
rough mountain paths, diet con-
sisted of "hog meat, greens and 
grease."

They cru-
saded against ignorance and su-
perstitution. Mrs. Sloop coerced 
and beguiled the town into be-
coming education - conscious—
she once even carried a pistol to 
a meeting to stress her point—
and in the end she spear-headed 
a movement which resulted in a 
modern twenty-five room building 
school. 

She declared a personal war on 
moonshiners, tracking down hid-
den stills with a reluctant sheriff 
in tow. She fought against child 
marriages in a region where girls 
often married at the age of four-
teen. With the help of the moun-
tain people, she reinvigorated the 
weaving trade, built a church and 
a modern, well-equipped hospital. 
When faced by enormous obsta- 
cles and seemingly 	insoluable 
problems, Dr. Sloop did every-
thing within her power—and 
then called upon the aid of God. 

Her story is told in the rich, 
anecdotal Vernacular of the 
Southern mountains. She knows 
and loves. She spins yarns not 
only of her work but of moun-
tain characters, square dances 
and bear hunts. Her wry wit, 
her steadfast faith and her af-
fection for the mountain people 
make her tale one to amuse and 
inspire the reader.

"which is prudent, not exceeding 
10 miles per hour, and with due 
caution for the safety of such 
children."
