Since the Rangers escaped unhart
and fell onto a most important clew,
the very first thing on approaching the
scene of the trouble before they had
gotten into It, is consldered most for-
tunate. It is possible that jnteresting
revelations will be forthcoming from
the captured Mexicans and those
wounded. They might prove highly
sensational. The Rangers will have

Melrose Loses Division Point.
Santa Fe New Mexican,

Mélrose, N. M., Nov. 10.--The super-
intendent of gonstruction work on the
eighteen stall round house and $20,000
depot in course ol construction here
has been wired to discontinue all work
at that plage. This means a most -im-
portant, and to Melrose, expensive
change in the plans of the Eastern
Railway of New Mexioo, as to the loca-
tion of its diyision point and shops.
