Says It 's  a  Splendid S ta c k  Country
Mr. A. Cunningham, o f Fort 

Worth, Texas, representing the 
Lee Live Stock Commission com­
pany, o f that place, was in Por­
tales Saturday and called at the 
News office. Mr. Cunningham 
stated that this was his first visit 
to Roosevelt county, that it was, 
in fact, the first visit o f any 
representative o f his house to 
this portion of the state. He fur­
ther said, that in all probability, 
he would not have come at this 
time had it not been for the two 
cars xif hogs that were shipped by 
Mr. J. B. Priddy some three or 
four weeks ago. These hogs 
were not shipped to the Lee com­
pany but Mr. Cunningham saw 
them, inquired about hog raising 
in the Portales Valley, and he 
became so enthused over the 
proposition that he took the mat­
ter up with his people, with the 
result that he visited Portales at 
the earliest possible moment In 
speaking about the Portales Val­
ley, he said that he had visited 
all the hog and cattle districts of 
Texas and some other states and 
that he had the first locality to 
find yet that had anything on this 
country as an ideal stock raising 
proposition. He appeared to be 
highly interested and impressed 
with our irrigation system.' He 
said that with our alfalfa fields, 
our cheap feed and our abundance 
o f pure water, we had the world 
beaten for the raising of good 
hogs. He also told many inter­
esting stories of other localities 
that had been induced to,£o into 
the hog raising business. Many 
of these districts had been given 
their first start by commercial 
clubs, which had shipped in a 
car of good brood sows and put 
them out among the farmers, one 
or two in a place, and how, in 
every instance, the experiment 
had been a success. He appeared 
to think that the banking insti­
tutions of the county had exer­
cised splendid. judgment in en­
couraging, in every way, the pur­
chase of high grade cattle and 
hogs, and was not backward in 
his praise of their enterprise for 
not waiting for action by com­
mercial bodies, as was done in 
many places. Mr. Cunningham 
says that the farmers of the Por­
tales Valley have started right 
and that it will not be long until 
this will he one of the greatest 
cattle and hog shipping districts 
in the southwest Also, he would 
be much pleased to have our far­
mers remember his company 
when making shipments. A trial 
consignment will soon, he thinks, 
convince them that their business 
will be in the best of hands. Mr. 
Cunningham is an expert in the 
hog business and commendation 
from him means much to our 
growing industries.

currence of the aeaeonal rains If In 
July and August plant then; If in 
September and October, plant at that 
time. If the earlier date can be taken 
advantage of so much the better.

In the prairie region west of the 
Mississippi, spring planting gives best 
results.

In the middle Atlantic states the 
work le divided between spring and 
August planting with the balance in 
favor of the latter in some localities.

In New England the work la chiefly 
confined to the spring months, al­
though there are enthusiastic advo­
cates of fall planting, especially 
among those who combine straw Berry 
growing with the trucking business 
on expensive lands near the large 
dttes.

In the Atlantic Coast states south of 
New York, August and September 
planting la extensively practiced, par­
ticularly upon the more retentive 
soils.

In the trucking region on the Islands 
about Charleston. 8. C., the spring 
planting Is extensively practiced, as it 
results In a paying crop the following 
year, while only a small crop can be 
harvested from fall set plants.

On the heavier eolls of South Caro­
lina, however, fall planting with the 
paying crop one year from The fol­
lowing spring, is the most profitable 
method.

Hoops In filngle Row—Trellis for Tom atoes

(By K  If. EDQEBTON.)
The tomato Is essentially a seedbed 

plant. To secure a long period of 
ripening, the eeed must be sown In 
forcing beds several weeks In advance 
of the time when It may safely he set 
In the open field. Our rule la from 
eight to ten weeks.

To secure profitable crops In the 
northern latitudes, it Is essential that 
large, stalky plants be naed, and that 
they be set In a well prepared, fertile 
soil, the transplanting being done hi 
such a manner aa to Insure the mtat- 
knum check in growth.

Two or three transplanting! while 
tn plantbeda are essentia] to secure 
abort, strong, stalky plants, with a 
compact, flbroua root system.

In transplanting we move a chunk 
of earth about four Inches square 
with each plant. We make rowa three 
and a half or four feet apart, and 
apace the plants sixteen to eighteen 
Inches hi the row.

Bach plant is confined to a single 
branch, and trained to a stake. Strong 
twine is used to secure the plant to 
the stake, one such support being used 
Juat below each cAster.

The string Is first made secure ta 
tha stake, a single knot will uafiklly 
answer, and than the stalk enclosed, a 
double knot being aeoessary in this 
case. Ample allowance should be 
made for subsequent growth df stalks

A lateral will appear at each leaf- 
joint. and these must be removed at 
once In order that the satire strength 
ef the plant be directed Into tha grow­
ing of the single tU lk, aad the devel­
opment of the fruit cluster thereon.

In our earn experience .we have 
found that tbla method of culture had

decided advantages over other meth­
ods. First a gala ta made In securing 
early maturity of fruits, second, tbu 
fruit Is larger and finer In quality.

While there are not so many Indi­
vidual fruits aa where permitted to 
branch freely, there Is a gala In else, 
and a vary decided gain in the num­
ber of perfect specimens.

Tha fruit betas held suspended, the 
influence of the sun'a rays reaches ev­
ery portion of its surface, resulting la 
higher and more perfect coloring than 
la over secured when the fruit comes 
tn contact with the ground, or Its 
mulched surface.

Furthermore, air and sunlight hare 
free access to every portion of leaf 
surface, promoting activity in cellular 
tissues, end health In these tissues aa 
w ell Wa find that grown by tbla 
method there is scarcely any Inclina­
tion toward rotting In the fruit.

To secure the greatest benefit from 
this method through earlier maturing 
fruit, it la essential that the plants be 
extra large and strong.

I  have transplanted, with scarcely 
any check In growth, plants that wars 
eighteen inches In height, and one 
elector eet with fru it A ball of earth 
la removed with each plant, however, 
front four to six Inches square.

It Is essential, too, that the noli 
moisture be conserved by sufficient 
maintenance tillage, and that the 
ground be well fertilised In order that 
there be no hitch In the process that 
makes for the maximum growth both 
In foliage and fruit.

While this method Is certainly tha 
ono for ns under our conditions of son 
and climate. It may not give same 
results under other conditions „ ____

on. All of the commoner woodpeck- 
er*  *rs likely to be Included, as are 
several of the small ogls and wrens, 
and a few of the wild ducks, as the 
golden-eye. The wood duck Is already 
known to use nesting boxes. Houses 
■«t close to streams In the western 
mountains will probably be occupied 
by ousels or dippers. Florida gracklee 
sometimes breed in flicker holes and 
may be expected to occupy houses 
now and then. In every locality har­
ing trees there Is a group of birds 
ready to appropriate houses when 
they hare the opportunity.
(House birds differ decidedly In their 
requirements.

O E r a a m D S  may be gathered 
K a U  about us In all seasons
1 8  Ik  4 9  of the year with ease and
f f i l  m  1 1  certainty merely by of- 

ferlng what they desire. 
In winter they are often 

pasbed for food, and if we supply this 
need they will report dally st the 
lunch counter and help to relieve the 
tedium oi  oar Indoor life. In sum­
mer they care less for food provided 
by their human friends, and other 
means must be sought to attract them 
about, the home. They appreciate 
fresh water tor bathing and drinking. 
A shallow pool of varying depth. If 
only a foot across, becomes on hot 

a center of attraction for all 
the birds tn the vicinity, and It may 
be made with little effort and mate­
rial; only a small amount of cement la 
required, or, if that be lacking, a pan 
with atones in it set In the ground 
will be equally serviceable. Trees, 
shtubs and vines bearing fruit rel­
ished by birds are great attractions In 
their season.

Birds are desirable about premises 
not only on account of their beauty 
and song, but because of the economic 
value. There Is. therefore, a double 
purpose tn offering them special 
nesting facilities. If mud Is available, 
swallows, robins and phoebes will find 
and waH their nests with It. If we 
put out feathers, bits of wool, or 
twjne, a dozen different kinds of birds 
will make use of them. If we furnish 
safe retreats In which they can rear 
their young comfortably, most of 
them will be occupied In fact no 
attraction for aummer birds is more

For those which usu­
ally excavate homes for themselves, 
the diameter for the entrance and the 
depth and diameter of the cavity 
must be in accord with their specific 
standards. Some birds are satisfied 
with almost any sort of a lodging. 
Bluebirds and wrens, for example, are 
content to build In tomato cans, al­
though chickadees and nuthatches 
disdain them. Wood Is a better build­
ing material than metal or earthen­
ware. Entrance holes should be coun­
tersunk from the outside to exclude 
rain. Heads of nails and screws 
should be set rather deeply and cov­
ered with putty. All bouses should 
be easy to open for cleaning. A 
perch at the entrance Is unnecessary 
and may even be an objection, as It 
Is frequently used by English span 
rows while they twitter exasperating- 
ly to more desirable occupants. To 
provide tor proper ventilation a row 
of small holes Is sometimes bored 
Just beneath the eaves, but there 
should never be a ventilating hole 
lower than the entrance, and joints 
should be made tight, as drafts of air 
are dangerous. In case there is dan­
ger that rain may be driven in through 
the door, a small drainage hole, which 
will be covered by the nest, may be 
hiade In the middle of the floor.

The appearance and durability of 
houses are Improved by a coat of 
Paint A neutral shade of green or 
gray Is suitable for houses mounted 
In trees, while those on poles, being 
conspicuously placed, lend them­
selves harmoniously to the landscape 
when painted white.

Possibilities In the way of Impro- 
v Is In*-bird booses with vary little work 
are suggested In this article. Ordi­
nary tomato cans arrsnged as nests 
will quickly be tenantod by wrens and 
bluebirds. The cans ought always to 
be placed In shaded places, as the 
metal becomes very hot In the sun.

Bird houses in the southern states 
have long been made from gourds. 
The entrance ts In the tide and a 
drain hole In the bottom, aa shown In 
figure 4. A piece of wire through the 
neck for mounting It completes the 
house. A number of gourds thug pre­
pared and strung On a pole seems to 
make a satisfactory tenement bouse 
for a colony of martins.

P L A N T S  F O R  T H E  B O R D E R Many seeding plants found growing 
about the roots of old plants may b« 
lifted and potted, sinking the pot la 
the soil and keeping the young pl&nti 
growing until cool nights, when the* 
abould be brought Indoors, gradualtj 
accustoming them to the new cendl 
tlons until cold weather, when thej 
will give the finishing touches to th« 
cheer of the living room. The bualeal 
housewife may have a few plants, and 
there ia nothing more encouraging 
than a bit of thrifty greenery in thi 
house when the atorma are raging oa 
the outside^

In choosing plants for tha border, 
try to get those varieties which give 
•  succession of bloom. The majority 
of ornamental shrubs come Into bloom 
early In the season, but there are 
many which give fine effect during 
the summer and well along Into the 
autumn months. While some shrubs 
are a toot or leas tall, othars reach a 
height of ten or twelve feet, and this 
should be considered In determining 
looatlon.

never pleasing to the eye. Branches 
containing real woodpecker boles, 
when obtainable, are perhaps tbs 
best attraction that can be offered 
most bouse birds In th.< breeding sea­
son. By carefully fitting such a 
branch to a fruit or shade tree Its 
foreign origin will scarcely be noticed.

A good house may be made from 
a log or large branch, hollowed by de­
cay, if It Is fitted with a top and bot­
tom. The cover should be put on 
after the log Is fastened Into place.
Either the top or bottom should be 
removable. Another way of making 
a log bouse is to split a straight- 
grained log two feet or more in length 
through the middle and then to —t 
out n cavity with a gouga. The exca­
vations In the two halvas can be 
made to match exactly by means of a 
pattern or template having the slxs 
and shape desired for the proposed 
cavity through the plane of cleavage.
The top of this bouse should be cov­
ered with tin or xlnc to keep out 
moisture. Tbe halves should be fas­
tened together to be taken apart and 
cleaned. Phoebes like to nest about 
buildings, and a simple ebelf Under 
tbe roof of a porch or shed Is all they 
require.

A nest shelter designed to be 
placed In ahrubbery for catbirds, 
brown tbraahera and song sparrows 
requires little lumber or labor, and 
one may well be placed In every patch 
of weeds or brush frequented by thees 
birds Hastened to a large horizontal 
branch or In a crotch of a tree It Is 
likely to be used by robins.

Houses placed on poise are es­
pecially suitable for swallows. Blue-

A few years ago only four species 
were commonly regarded aa house 
birds— tbs bouse wren, tbe bluebird, 
the tree swallow, and tbe martin. 
Since tbe movement to protect birds 
and make neighbors of them began, 
bowaver. thelv natures and needs 
have become better understood, and U 
la now known that many other species 
will avail thsmaelvea of houses 
constructed for them by their human 
friends Tbs practice of erecting bird 
houses In this country, while now na­
tion-wide. Is not so common and 
uniformly distributed aa It should be, 
and more extended provlalons of this 
nature cannot fall to result In s 
largely Increased number of house 
birds

The hsblt of nesting tn bird bouses 
has been adopted by Individuals of 
many species which %ould not ordi­
narily be expected to make use of 
such homes, and this may be taken aa 
an Indication that It will become mors 
general from year to year as facilities 
are afforded and as the number of 
birds hatched in bouses Increases.

That western wren# and bluebirds 
should take gs naturally to artificial 
shalters as did their eastern relatives 
was to be expected. On the other 
band, tbe uss of houses by birds 
which until recently bed persistently 
Ignored them Is surprising and au k  
be considered a victory for those who 
have studiously attempted to enlarge 
their circle at feathered neighbors.

Woodpeckers, nuthatches, aad tit­
mice sacs vat# their own houses, 
usually new ones each year, leaving 
tbs old homes to lees capable archi­
tects. Builders of artificial houses 
generally go to the woodpecker for 
designs, and by varying stylas to suit 
the testes of different kinds of birds 
have been rewarded by such tenants 
as chickadees, tufted titmice, white 
breasted nuthatches, Berwick end Car­

commissioners to cover up any transactions they may have 
had. I f  this matter o f requiring bids for the publication 
o f this delinquent tax list was o f sufficient importance to 
omit it  from  the public records, then it was of sufficient 
importance to have it brought to the attention of the tax 
papers of the county. Heretofore, when the News has 
bid on^he county printing, the commissioners have taken 
some trouble to explain, in their minutes, why they turned 
its bid down and gave the work to the highest bidder.
Why didn't they do so in  this case? Why didn’t they give 
you some reason for giving this job to the h ighest bidder?
Why is there no record oj this transaction? Would the true

Tha Owner of These Calves Has Learned tha Art of Making Baby Beef.

Kansas station a lot of skim milk 
calves which ware placed In tbe teed 
lot at once and finished with alfalfa 
hay and corn made an average gain al 
440 pounds per bead, consuming 84 
bushels of corn during tbe second pe­
riod. Adding this to the averagi 
amount fed to the skim milk calves 
up to six months of age, the total 
Is 38 bushels of grain when tbs 
calves were sent to market weighing 
a little over 800 pounds.

Another lot of skim milk calves was 
placed in the feed lot and finished as 
baby beef on cut alfalfa and 85 bush­
els of grain per head. They wers 
sold when they weighed 740 pounds 
at 12 months. The calves in this ex­
periment. however, were of very low 
breeding and were well suited for the 
purpose. If they had been well-bred 
calves, Professor Wheeler states 
they might have been brought up 
about a 100 pounds of weight on the 
same amount of grain. These ars 
some of tbe things that the baby 
beef feeder must thoroughly under 
stand before he undertakes to start 
In the business.

Another thing to be figured In the 
cost of making baby beef Is the cost 
of feeding the dam whlla producing 
the baby beef for market If tbe cow 
has given no other return she Is cer­
tainly worth at least |15 per year, and 
this should be charged against tha 
calf when be la sent to market. Too 
many feeders fall to take this Impor­
tant Hem Into account, overlooking 
the fact that they must feed the cow 
while she is producing milk to give 
the youngster a start. If she has fur 
nished milk which has been sold or 
made Into butter or cheese then, of 
course, this Item may be very much 
reduced.

The calves should be allowed to 
suckle the dams as long as possible 
lu order to keep what la known as 
’’calf fat;”  that Is, tbe natural fat 
which is on their bodies when born, 
and they must be taught to eat grain 
as soon aa possible. This should be 
In tbe form of oats, and corn ground 
and If fed with one-half bran the 
ration is an excellent one.

It Is a mistake to feed very young 
calves cottonseed meal as It Is too 
strong for their digestive organs and 
la liable to upset tbem and prevent 
them from laying on fa t

D O A N ’S(By L. M IL L E R )
There Is good profit In making 

baby beef; that Is, In preparing ani­
mals for market when they are from 
twelve to eighteen months old, but not 
every man can make I t  Many things 
enter into the preparation of baby 
beef which very few farmers possess.

In the first place he must have on 
his farm an abundance of foods that 
are well adapted for tbe particular 
purpose of making growth and fat in 
the youngsters. He must not feed 
foods that are so coarse that they will 
not be suitable for young stock, if he 
does he will produce paunchy animals 
and fad to get on their ribs the nec­
essary fat and to make them profit­
able. Foods, especially fodder, which 
may be suitable for older animals are 
often entirely unfit for the production 
of baby beef. There is a tremendous 
waste In feeding young animals al­
though a pound of grain fed to the 
very young calf may produce a pound 
of gain, but with this there is more 
or less waste, mainly water, and the 
first thing to do is to start the fat 
going on the youngster.

If the calf Is allowed to become thin 
he can never again be properly fat­
tened. Itaby beef must be started 
from the moment the animal is able 
to take his first meal from bis mother 
and he must be first every moment 
from that time until he Is sent to 
market

Dry straw fattens calves particularly 
when they He on it and sleep a great 
deal. Young calves are much like 
young babies, they must be stuffed as 
much as they will tn peace and quiet

are almost as necessary as food be­
cause they help digestion wonderfully.

I have found that sore shoulders 
on hones at plowing snd cultivation 
time are due largely to a lack of 
humane thought snd to neglect on 
the part of the driver. We cannot be 
too careful about fitting tbe collars. 
The trouble lies there. The collar 
should be fitted to every horse with 
precision and pains. It ts cruel and a 
mistake to change harness from one 
team to another without carefully ad­
justing tbe collar each time, says a 
writer In Baltimore American. Tbe 
padding of the collar should be 
worked down with the hands until It 
conforms to the shape of the horse’s 
shoulder. The surface of the collar 
should be clean and free from grit.

When the collars are removed after 
working it takes but little time to 
bathe the shoulders In cold water, 
and It counts a great deal. It tough­
ens the shoulder and removes all 
sweat and dirt. Oalllng will never 
occur if the horse is not overheated 
beneath the collar. It takes some 
thought snd care to prevent this, espe­
cially on sultry, humid days.

Cultivation is very strennous snd 
hasting, snd upon sultry days the 
team should be rested often, the col­
lar being lifted from the shoulders to 
allow them to dry and cool.
* Many think galled shoulders a nec­

essary evil, but sore shoulder* can 
be prevented and are morn easily pre­
vented than cared. If I think i  
cannot avoid galling upon a hot, hu­
mid day, I prefer to put the team In 
the bam.

To thoroughly know a 
breed, and to get out of it all that is 
good It would require au ordinary life­
time.

Amateur fanciers will often buy 
culls from s breed well advertised and 
then advertise eggs for hatching from 
so-and-so's strain. The man ts a
worse enemy of the fancier than tbe 
man who breeds dunghill fowls.

A  wonderful interest has sprung up 
In poultry matters. Large sums of 
money are being Invest id, and poul­
try farms by the score are started.

These new farms Are on the lookout 
for utility stock. The man who can 
advertise big egg records generally 
gets the trade. They want carcasses 
and egg records—business poultry.

So the best advice to the beginner 
Is to join the utility ranks and raise 
poultry snd eggs for market.

Then In after years he can. If he 
feels so Inclined, gradually creep up 
into the fancier’s fold. It Is a step 
that cannot be taken hastily.

The seeding of spring wheat was 
pretty general this spring about 7th 
of April or about as early aa In Illinois 
and Iowa. Oats and barley followed. 
Information la to hand that on first 
of May all seeding was practically fin 
Ished. Farmers will now be busy at 
their breaking, and the land for sum­
mer fallow will be entered upon. Some 
who did not get their land prepared 
last fall, will be later than the others, 
but as the spring In Western Canada 
has been very open they will be only 
a few days later. At the time of 
writing rain Would be wefcome, but 
at seeding time, the ground contained 
a splendid lot of moisture aud the 
lack of rain at the present time will 
not be serious. The number of farm­
ers who have gone into the mslng of 
cattle haa been considerably In­
creased, and the preparation for ex­
tensive cultivated grass pastures Is 
In evidence everywhere. The culti­
vation of fodder corn Is being largely 
entered upon in Manitoba there be­
ing upwards of 26,00b acres In corn. 
In Saskatchewan there will be a 
large Increase In the area planted, and 
In Alberta many of the more progres­
sive farmers are taking hold of It. 
The yield varies according to the cul­
tivation It receives, and runs from 
five to nine tons per acre. In some 
portions of Manitoba where It haa 
been poor for some years, success has 
been achieved In ripening; and It la 
expected that a variety will soon be 
developed that will provide seed for 
the entire West, that will at an early 
date give to Western Canada a fame 
for the growing of a marketable corn 
equal to that it haa now for the 
growth of smaller cereals.
