T WAS my good fortune to spend 
the first part of the year 1915 ui>on 
the llttleknown Island of Mar­
garita. lying off the north coast 

of Venezuela, In the Interest* of the 
Museum of the American Indian of 
New York city, which Institution sent 
me to this region to make an archeo­
logical survey, writes Theodoor de 
Booy In the Bulletin of the Pan-Amer­
ican Union Tho various handbooks 
on South America give but scant In­
formation about this Island, and, 
strange to say. one finds a great deal 
more mention made of Margarita 
Island In the early historians of the 
sixteenth century, such as I.as Casas, 
Herrera, Oviedo et al. than one does 
In modern works Without going ex­
tensively into the early history of the 
Island since Its discovery fn 1498, I 
might mention that pearl fisheries In 
the waters surrounding Margarita 
and Coche were of prime Importance 
during the first 30 years after thely 
existence had been discovered Tho 
fisheries, however, were exhausted by 
the careless management of the early 
Hpantsh settlers, and AJargarlta Island 
became lost to public memory and re­
mains lost to this day

Margarita was occupied by the 
Oualquerl Indians at the time of Its 
discovery. This fierce race of people 
was not readily subjugated by the 
Spanish colonists Thanks to the war­
like qualities of this race, a large per­
centage of pure Oualquerl blood re­
mains on the Island today, more espe­
cially on the north coast In the vil­
lages of Juan Grlego snd Paraguarhl. 
It is In these villages that the locally 
renowned Margarita hammocks are 
made from the native cotton, and 
these hammocks command a ready 
aale on the north coast of the main­
land and are even exported to the 
Rrttiah Island of Trinidad. One sees 
the Oualquerl women making the 
thread for these hammocks from the 
native cotton by the ancient spindle- 
whorl method, and cannot but admire 
the Industry of a race that will walk 
from 15 to 20 miles along mountain

zuelan national steamers, this service 
Is liable to change in its itineraries 
and cannot be relied upon. There Is 
but little commerce In Pampatar. and 
the town Is fast falling into a decline. 
The population of Pampatar is about 
1,500 souls. Nearby can be found ex­
tensive salt deposits belonging to the 
government.

Asuncion, the third town of impor­
tance on the island, is losing the Im­
portance which the ruins of large 
buildings and houses Indicate that It 
possessed In times gone by It has 
today a population of but 3,000 souls, 
where In former days the population 
must have been far larger

Hat a Salubrious Climate.
The climate of Margarita island has 

been renowned for centuries, and the 
Island In times gone by and evjn now­
adays Is a favorite health resort for 
sufferers from all kinds of fevers. 
This fact Is mentioned In a number 
of the early histories of the Island. 
Neither the anopheles nor the steg- 
omyla mosquito are found on Mar­
garita. which would explain that yel­
low fever patients and those suffering 
from malarial fevers can come to the 
Island without endangering the health 
of the residents. The Island Is espe­
cially preferred as a recuperating re- 
aort by the Inhabitants of Ciudad 
Bolivar on the Orinoco river There 
sre, however, but poor accommoda­
tions In the Margarita towns for 
transients, and the uncertain steamer 
connections prevent the Island from 
becoming the national sanitarium for 
the sick of the Venezuelan republic.

Margarita Island has an area of 444 
square miles, and In reality consists 
of two separate mountain ranges con­
nected by a low, sandy Isthmus, about 
10 miles long and from 70 to 180 
yards wide. When seen from a short 
distance to the northward or south­
ward It will appear as two Islands. 
The eastern portion of the Island Is 
18 miles long and about 14 miles wide. 
The western portion, known as Ma- 
ranao. which Is practically uninhab­
ited. Is about 12 miles long, east and 
west, and 7 miles wide. The lagoon 
dividing the two parts of the Island, 
known as the "Laguna Grande,” or 
the "Laguna Arestlgna." Is some 10 
miles wide and 2 miles broad.

The explanation of the lack of pros­
perity of Margarita Island lies In the 
fact that the rainfall on the island Is 
so extr’emely scant as to be almost 
negligible In some districts

Pearling the Chief Industry.
The most Important Industry of the 

Island Is the pearl fishing Although 
lately the pearling grounds have again 
begun to show signs of exhaustion, 

i due to excessive fishing hy destruc­
tive methods, a large number of men 
are still employed in this work and 
the Margarita pearls rank In quality 
with the highest grades of pearls from 

, the Orient.
| The usual method pursued to gather 
I the pearl mollusks is with rakes that 
aro dragged over the ocean bottom: 
the shells are then opened by hand 
and the pearl's removed. A number 
of diving suits are also used In these 
waters for the collecting of shells 

| from the bottom of the sea, but as 
the owners of the boats using rakes 
have to pay a far smaller license fee 
to the government than those using 
the scaphander method, and as divers 
familiar with the use of the dlvfiig 
suits command high prices, owing to 
the risks that they take with the usu­
ally defective outfits and the Ignor­
ance of the men who work the pumps 
that provide the diver with air. the 
raking outfit is the one In general use. 
The pearls are generally bought by 
the Turkish and Syrian dealers resid­
ing on the Island and are shipped by 
them to Paris, tha clearing house for 
pearls from all parts of the world It 
is strange to note that a large num­
ber of the pearling boats used In these 
parts are rigged with lateen sails— 
a rig which Is not seen In the other 
West India Islands and which was 
probably Introduced In Margarita by 
the Syrian pearl dealers

There Is a closed season for pearl­
ing from May 15 to September 1, dur­
ing which time the fishing Is absolute­
ly prohibited. This Is tjeme to allow 
the pearl mollnaks to spawn, and 
does a great deal toward preserving 
the fisheries. Nevertheless, due to 
the enormous amount of fishing that 
has been going ad In the last 20 
years on grounds that have but a lim­
ited area. It Is said that the pearling 
grounds are becoming more and mors 
depleted, and that In years to corns 
the industry will once again, aa It 
did after the early Spanish occupation, 
atoms tics Hy ooms to a standstill.

The factor of profitable fanning 

which ha* probably heretofore re­
ceived more attention than nny other 
haa been what might be termed effi­
ciency, that la, the crop yield aud 
production per animal. Aa a rule, crop 
yields for a community are consider­
ably below what would be the moat 
profitable, and production per animal 
Is decidedly below whnt haa been 
shown to be the moat profitable. In 
the caae of crop ylelrla, however, In­
vestigations have shown thnt the big­
gest yield Is not, by any means, al­
ways the most profitable yield. Aa a 
rule, the most profitable yield of crops 
for a community ranges from IS to 30 
per cent above the avernge yields pro­
duced by the good fanner* of that 
commnnlty. I f  the yield rises much 
above this figure, the profits of the 
fa.tner'* business are usually found 
to decrease. It Is possible to suffer 
In getting too big crop yields. Quite 
a few American fanners have reached 
this point The optimum yield for 
greatest profit of course, varies wide­
ly with different soils and economic 
conditions.

Studies of one large group of Penn­
sylvania farms showed, when the yield 
of crops reached a point about 35 per 
cent above the average for the region, 
thnt there was a sharp decrease In 
profits. The price of products as re­
lated to the relative costs of yields of 
different magnitudes seems to be the 
governing factor In determining the 
mort profitable yield. Surrey studies 
Indicate thnt very few farmers are 
producing as large crop yields as ex­
isting economic conditions warrant 
Karra practice. In the ngsregnte, al­
ways responds to changed prices of 
commodities, but this response by the 
Individual farmer, In the majority of 
cases. Is made far more slowly thaft 
the greatest profit would Indicate.

To Illustrate bow the yield Is deter­
mined by prevailing price of a product 
the case of corn In North Carolina 
may be cited. In the decade previous 
to the lust, the average price per 
bushel of corn In that state was about

55 cent*. The yield per acre was 
around 13 bushels. During the pu*t 
decade the price has rnnged around K5 
cent* a bushel, and the yield ha* In­
creased to about 20 bushels per acre. 
Ttie explanation of this probably lie* 
In the fact that under the higher pre­
vailing price It become profitable to 
use more fertilizer and legumes aud 
give better tillage to the crop than un­
der the low scale of prices.

Survey stu lies have never disclosed, 
however, a group of farms on which 
the yield per cow had reached a point 
above which profit decreased. There 
does seem to be a point In yield per 
cow above which Increased yield la 
not accompanied ty  much further 
economy of feed. Recent *tudie* of 
feed cost ns related to nllk yield, 
made on four farm* located respective­
ly In Michigan, Wisconsin, Pennsyl­
vania, and North Carolina, running for 
five years and Involving careful, cum- 
f.lete yearly records of 443 cow years, 
Indicate that this point Is reached at a 
yield of between 6,000 snd 7,000 
pounds of milk.

The cost of feed per 100 pounds of 
milk decrease* rapidly up to about
6.000 pound* yield, after which the de­
cline In cost 1* very slight. The les­
son from this *tu<Ly U that It la of 
much greater Importance to Increase 
the milk yield up to between 6,000 and
7.000 pounds than It la to attempt to 
get the yield nbove this figure, as far 
as the economy of the use of feed la 
concerned. It Is easier to Increase the 
quantity of milk when It is low than 
when It Is high. It Is also (•asler to 
better a low crop yield than It Is to 
Increase already high ones. Further­
more, In both cases Improving a low 
yield Is the most profitable thing to 
do. In dairying, a high standard of 
production per cow Is usually the key­
note of success. According to the re­
cent Pennsylvania study of 289 dairy 
farms, 48 of these farms showed a 
yield per cow of less than $50. The 
labor Income of these farms was 45 
per cent below the general average. 
Twenty-eight farmers of the group had 
incomes per cow of more than $120, 
and their labor Income was 75 per 
cent above the average.

Greatest Gains Made at Texas 
Station With Young Animal 

Fed on Skim Milk.

In Majority of Cases It Mean? 
Merely Readjustment of the 

Present System.

At the Texas station three C2-day- 
old pips were fed six months ns fol­
lows: IMg 1, In n dry lot on rnilo chop 
soaked in water; pig 2, In a dry lot on 
milo chop nnd skiin milk, the chop be­
ing soaked In the milk between feeds; 
pig 3, on pasture and mllo chop soaked 
In skim milk between feeds. These 
pigs made total gains for the period 
of 94.5. 250 nnd 305.5 pounds. Al­
though pig 1 was the largest nt the 
beginning, during the first month he 
gained only 8.5 pound*, while pig 2 
mnde more thnn four times ns much 
gain, and pig 3, more than five times 
as much In the snme length of time. 
Pig 1 mnde n consistently slow gain, 
but the other pigs mmle consistently 
rapid gnlns. It Is thought thnt pig 1 
was not able to supply his body with 
enough growing innterinl for proper 
development from mllo chop alone. It 
Is estimated that pig 3 mnde a profit 
of $11.62; pig 2. $0.39, nnd pig 1, a 
loss of 22 cents.

Is your farm returning less than 
hired man's wages? That Is to Tsny, 
after crediting the capital Invested 
with five per cent Interest, what Is 
your Inbor Income—what have you got 
at the end of the year to show for 
your work? There nre farms that do 
not pay more than hired man’s wnges 
to their owners. A reorganization of 
the farm business Is all that Is neces­
sary on many of these farms to make 
them profitable. This reorganization 
does not mean the Introduction of 
wholly new systems of farming. It 
would entail, In the majority of cases, 
merely readjustments In the present 
systems of management

No Reason Why They Should Not Ex­
cel Those of the Professional Ca­

terer—Soma Directions That 
Are Worth Heeding.

The clever home cook can master 
the making of fancy cakes without 
much difficulty. The tools she needs 
are few, and It only depends on her 
carefulness to muke the cakes quite 
the equal In appearance of cakes from 
the caterer's. If she be a good cake 
maker the home-made cake can ex­
cel the caterer’s cake In deliciousness 
of taste.

Layer cakes depend on the Icing 
for their elaborate appearance. So, 
make an ordinary layer cake and put 
It together with the desired filling. 
Then prepare a stilt boiled Icing and 
coat the cake thickly with It.

The plan of trimming mu^t be de­
cided on and the Ingredients need­
ed for It must he ready beforehand. 
Floral decorations are decidedly at­
tractive. They can he made with can- 
died rose or violet petals, ami with 
st« ins and leaves of angelica. Citron, 
too, can he used for foliage. For roses, 
arrange four or five rose petals In 
rose shape, making u border of the 
roses (perhaps eight or nine) around 
the top edge of the side of the cake, 
with stems going down the side. Or 
three or four roses can he arranged In 
a cluster on the top of the cuke. In 
the center.

Violets can he arranged In the same 
way, and sweet peas can be formed 
by a careful arrangement of rose 
pet n I s.

Icing decorations, too, can he made. 
For these, stiff Icing Is needed and nn 
Icing pipe or n cone of stiff brown 
paper are needed. Then there should 
be colored and white Iclyig. For yel­
low, use grated orange peel and or­
ange Juice; for pink, use cochineal or 
cranberry Juice; for green, use spin­
ach Juice. Force the stiff colored Icing 
through the Icing pipe and make the 
design on a cuke well covered with 
white Icing.

If you are clever enough, you can 
make cameos. Make a disk of the 
colored Icing, and then mnke a tlnv 
head. It Isn't especially difficult after 
you hnvo practiced n little to copy a 
real cameo with fair success.

Designs of various sorts can he 
made with the tiny disk sugar candid 
of assorted colors. These are espe­
cially good to mark birthday enkes, for 
name* and dntes and pleasant wlshei 
enn all tie made with them.

Colored frostlngs can work wonder* 
with small cakes. These enn he made 
In small tins, or else In a big sheet 
cut Into squares, dlutnouds and othei 
fancy shapes.

AN AR KANSAS MAN T E S T IF IE S
Mr. J. T. Dunn, Charleston, Ark, 

Writes: “My wife was in very poor health, 
not able to do her housework and in bed 
part of the time.

‘ ‘Nothow cheap but how good”  
— printing done in the job de­
partment of the Portales Valley 
News.

On the 17th of October 1900, 
there died in the city o f Lexing­
ton a man who had made his 
mark in public life and left the 
impress o f his personality upon 
the records of his time. William 
L. Wilson was the idol of his par­
ty in West Virginia and a great 
and commanding figure in the 
arena of national life. The pgo- 
ple of his district delighted to do 
him honor, as successive elec­
tions to congress testified and 
President Cleveland rewarded 
the splendid fight he made for 
tariff reform by a seat in his cab­
inet, the position of postmaster 
general. When the body of this 
distinguished man was laid to 
rest at his home in Charles Town 
ex-President Cleveland paid him 
the distinguished honor of at­
tending in person the funeral 
ceremonies at his grave. A t the 
close of a most touching and im­
pressive address by the pastor, 
who dwelt upon his many engag­
ing personal qualities, his public 
and private virtue, the tears 
coursed down the cheeks of Mr. 
Cleveland, a deep and silent trib­
ute to the man he loved and 
whose loss he So greatly de­
plored.

William L. Wilson waa the 
father o f rural delivery, whose 
benefits no one can fully de­
scribe, for it is without question 
the most popular administrative 
measure of the government For 
years there had been a growing 
discontent among farmers and 
the people in the smaller towns 
at the postal advantages afforded 
the cities and the more populous 
communities. They felt them­
selves deprived of the opportu­
nities and benefits which others 
enjoyed, and the desire for rec­
ognition was outspoken and in­
sistent and could no longer be 
denied. On June 9, 1896, the 
sum of $40,000 was made avail­
able, and on October 1, 1896, the 
first experimental rural delivery 
was put into operation in Jeffer­
son county, West Virginia. Ser­
vice was established on three 
routes simultaneously, one from 
Charles Town, one from Uvilla, 
and one from Halltown. At the 
close of business June 30, 1915, 
there were in operation from 
18,813 post offices throughout the 
country 43,877 rural routes. Up 
to and including June 30, 1915, 
26,080 post offices were discontin­
ued on account of the establish­
ment of rural delivery,represent­
ing a saving to the postal service 
of $1,613,000 per annum and also 
a saving of $3,482,000 on account 
of the discontinuance of star- 
route service. The period of 
greatest activity in the rural ser­
vice was from 1900 to 1905, the 
appropriations running f r o m  
$450,000 in 1900 to $21,116,000 in 
1905.

This administration has recog­
nized the value of the postal ser­
vice to the people to a greater 
extent within the past three 
years than for any similar period 
during the last decade. Mail fa­
cilities have been established and 
extended on mail routes in more 
than ten thousand localities, g iv­
ing service t o approximately 
2,500,000 patrons heretofore de­
nied this benefit Six hundred 
fifty-eight t h o u s a n d  families 
were added to the list from 
April. 1913, to April, 1916. The 
elimination of useless ond waste­
ful methods have made it possi­
ble to do this and also pay out 
$4,000,000 more to employees at 
an actual increased cost of less 
than $1,500,000 ;er annum. For 
twenty years there had been no 
readjustment of a vast amount 
of rural service. It was allowed 
to remain exactly as experiment­
ally established. Consequently 
all sorts of special privilege had 
crept in and was found existing, 
such as double daily service to 
favored localities, unnecessary 
retraces to one family and not to 
all, duplication of travel by two

or more carriers over a single 
highway, only one of whom pet- 
formed service thereon, and 
many other similar forms of 
waste and extravagance. There 
was also neglect shown as to the 
value of the work performed by 
the carriers. They were paid 
solely upon the miles of road 
covered, regardless of the char­
acter thereof, t h e  equipment 
necessary, the amount of mail 
carried, or the hours of service 
rendered. This was as unjust 
and discriminatory in the pay­
ments made as it was in the dis­
tribution of mail facilities. Both 
needed remedy and the remedy 
was applied, and who shall say 
that injustice was done to any­
body?

The introduction of any meas­
ure so nearly allied to the people 
and whose growth has been so 
surprisingly rapid must naturally 
be attended with more or less 
imperfection, which only practi­
cal inquiry into operation could 
fully disclose. I f  this practical 
inquiry, carefully made, devel­
oped irregularities which needed 
correction and the application of 
the just and equitable rules of 
proper administration, tempora­
rily inconvenienced some and 
perhaps gave rise to criticism in 
others, it was but an incident to 
all reformatory processes and 
could be expected to disappear 
when the wider benefits sought 
and the greater advantages to be 
obtained made the object and 
the purpose clear and justified 
the wisdom of the action taken. 
For instance, if, by the change 
of conveyance and the rear­
rangement of routes, more and 
better service could be given, 
should it not be done? When­
ever and wherever such changes 
have been made it has been 
found possible to extend service 
to additional patrons heretofore 
denied t h i s  accommodation — 
from 500 to 1000 in number. 
Surely the slight delay it might 
occasion to one or several pat­
rons should meet with little or 
no objection when it was shown 
that this had been the means of 
obliging many others with at 
least a single delivery who pre­
viously had none whatever. In 
the nature of things, the great 
desire of the people to obtain a 
benefit which its government 
could provide and thf willingness 
of the government to give it and 
give it rapidly, conditions would 
develop which demanded both 
attention and consideration. If, 
therefore, it became evident in 
operation that by careful inquiry f 
more could be accomplished than 
was being rendered, it was 
clearly the duty of those in con­
trol t o investigate conditions 
with a view to possible better­
ment. ‘ ‘The greatest good to 
the greatest number”  must ever 
lie the motto of wise and success- 

| ful administration, and officials 
can only hope to win public ap­
proval when such motto governs 
their administrative acts.

BRUSHING AWAY THE TACKS
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GARDENS AND CHILO WELFARE

Experiment Being Made in New Verb 
I la *f Interest to the Entire 

Country.

Of far more than ordinary Interest 
la an experiment conducted this spring 
In New York. There, under the di­
rection of the International Child Wel­
fare league, and with the eo-operatloQ 
of state and federal departments, a 
practical demonstration of the value 
of vacant-lot gardening for children la 
being made. At first It will be con­
fined to Westchester county, where It 
begun In February under the guidance 
of President Jarvis of the Connecticut 
School of Agriculture. Outlining the 
purposes of the experiment, an officer 
of the league says:

“ We believe that to abolish child 
labor we must do constructive work. 
It has been found by actual practice 
that where children have taken up 
gardening they can earn more In a 
summer In that work than they can 
during an entire year In a factory. The 
garden products of the children are 
used first for the family and the sur­
plus Is then marketed.

"When the parents find that the 
children enn make more money In 
this way they will be willing to allow 
them to remain longer tn school to 
prepare them for better positions. In 
the meantime the children have been 
building character aa well as building 
themselves up physically. Taking the 
children from the factories will lessen 
the number of the unemployed. There 
are now 1,500,000 children In the fac­
tories and there are 1 ,000,000 unem­
ployed. When we are able to take 
the children from the factories we 
will leave their positions for the adults 
who are now Idle."

OPEN CENTER A NECESSITY

For Appearance’e Sake Such j  Plan 
for Landscape Gardening Should 

Always Be Followed.

It seem* quite difficult to get the 
masses to observe the most ordinary 
rules of landscape gardening when 
planting amall places, though some of 
these rules are common to all styles of 
gardening and their observance so nec­
essary to order that "he who runs 
may rend.” The one great fundamen­
tal law which should govern all plan­
ning la the preservation of qpen lawn 
renters. Too many planters, having 
at their disposal but a small front 
lawn, usually bisected by a walk ta 
the front door, feel It Incumbent opoa 
them to plant one or two. or mors 
large objects, often, very often, two 
large palms. Having thus planted, it 
la quite Impossible to stand In tbs 
center of yonr landscape and view a 
fine variety of plants about you. aa 
you should be able to do. Those who 
have lived In the Eastern States will 
recall seeing little openings, or nat­
ural "clearings” In the woods, of one 
or many acres. Though In the mldat 
of forest trees, the floor of the open­
ing la Inviolate, not a tree upon 1C 
Grass snd low, flowering herbs cover 
the floor, bushes sbout the edges; 
next, small trees, and then the woods 
or forest, forming a perfect amphi­
theater. Thus Is the picture fittingly 
framed, and one may stand In the cen­
ter and see about him the varied won­
ders of local plant life.—Los Angeles 
Tiroes.

German Newspaper In Belgrade.
The old Serbian capital now haa a 

German newspaper, for the first time 
In Its history. The paper la a dally 
sheet of six pages, published under the 
title “ Belgrader Nachrichten.” In Its 
first Issue the new dally announced 
that Belgrade would remain under the 
Austro-Hungarian flag forever, even if 
Serbia should not disappear from the 
map entirely.

Urges City Improvement.
The American City, a publication re­

viewing municipal work throughout 
I the country and promoting civic de­
velopment urges that cities in this 
country formulate a three-year lm- 

I provement program Immediately fol- 
! lowing the termination of the Euro­
pean war. It points out that auch a 
plan will serve greatly to diminish the 
111 effects of the sudden stoppage of 
the heavy operations of munitions and 
other factories tn the country and the 
consequent throwing of thousands of 
men out of employment for the UtBe 
being. The suggestion Is a good one, 
snd If generally adopted would, be­
sides accomplishing the effects above 
Indicated, result In many public im­
provements that nearly every munici­
pality needs and most have In tbe 
course of time It M hopes to be ease- 
bered among the “Uve weak"

It pays the farm­
er In dollars and 
centa to own an au­
tomobile and espe­
cially a light car, In 
the opinion of E. 
V. Collins, assis­

tant In ateam and gaa engines in tbe 
Kanaaa state agricultural college.

"In the busy seaaon of the year 
when time la worth money, and re­
pairs for machinery are needed, the 
farmer can take hla car and make the 
trip to town for the necessary re­
pairs without a great loaa of time," 
aald Mr. Colllna. “ Or when groceries 
and provisions are needed for the 
house, tbe trip can be made to town 
in the noon hour or In the evening 
without taking the time from the field 
work."

If the farmer haa a light car—a car 
that la cheap enough so that he feels 
like using it in good or bad weather- 
he will aara time and save hla horaes, 
according to Mr. Colllna. If some re­
pairs to thA fenca are to be made, the 
farmer ran throw his tools and a few 
fence posts Into the car, and go out 
and do the work in the time ordinarily 
required to hitch a team. It Is a waste 
to board horses for traveling purposes 
when they are needed In the field, 
and when an automobile will better 
meet that requirement.

Mr Colllna believes also that a 
farmer haa no business owning a btg 
heavy car unless he can also afford a 
amall car. If he ran afford a big car 
for pleasure, that la all right, but he 
should alao have a small car for gen­
eral work, as he cannot afford to take 
the big car out and run It around In 
the mud and In all kinds of weather.

DISAPPEARING AUTO TOP

It May Be Concealed Between Inner 
and Outer Walls of the 

Tonneau.

An automobile top which, when fold­
ed, ran be wholly concealed In the 
tonneau, has been patented, according 
to Popular Mechanics. Its framework 
consists of two main bows, one re- 
movably fastened either side of the 
front seat and the other slidably fas­
tened either side of the back seat to 
rods extending downward Into a cham­
ber formed between the Inner and out­
er walla of the tonneau. This cham­
ber extends from Immediately back of 
the rear doors to and across the rear 
end of tha car. At the rear It la not 
aa deep aa at the aldea. but wider. 
Tly means of a bracing bow, remov­
ably fastened high up on the forward 
main bow, the top Is extended out even 
with the windshield. Another bracing 
bow, extending diagonally backward 
from the rear main bow, holds np the 
back end of the top. All of this 
framework can be folded together 
much as an ordinary folding top. The 
entire device, when folded, may be 
laid back Into the chamber, the lower 
ends of the bows being allowed to 
slide down into the chamber, guided 
by tbe rods to which the main rear 
bow la fastened by eyelets.

PREACHER PAY8 TRIBUTE TO 
INFLUENCE OF MOTORING.

8sye It Increases Church Attendance 
and la Lessening the Uae of 

Strong Drink.

A few weeks ago a preacher aald 
that the automobile waa having the 
effect of Increasing church attendance 
In tho rural reglona. Now. the Fox 
Valley Efficiency League of Illinois 
asserts that the effect of tbe motor 
car la to lessen the drink habit that 
Its Influence on tbe operator la toward 
total abstinence, and that the rapid 
increase in the uae of automobiles Is 
to play an important part In decreas­
ing the consumption of alcoholic bev­
erages.

Motor Age says;
“With the Inherent capabilities for 

Injury possessed by a powerful, heavy 
motor car under tbe control of *>ne 
whose vision, quickness of action, and 
soundness of Judgment are temporari­
ly clouded, whether it be by excess 
in alcoholic stimulants or from other 
cauaea. It la certain that the present 
somewhat stringent regulation* aa re­
gards the operation of a motor car by 
an Intoxicated driver In time will be­
come even more strait laced.

"Within the past few yeara the au­
thorities have become anything but 
liberal In their views of accidents 
caused by drivers about whom there 
has been any suspicion of having beea 
under the Influence of liquor.

"Most motorists, realising that they 
are In danger of severe penalties 1b 
rase of an accident If they show signs 
of Intoxication, even though they may 
not admit that they are susceptible te 
Its effects, are leas prone to look upon 
the wine when It la red ”

W HERE GASOLINE HAS GONE

Europe's Enormous Demand for Motor 
Fuel Explain* Scarcity and 

High Prices.

At the present rat# of consumption 
the market demand for gasoline can 
hardly be aupplled for another twenty 
years. We are literally facing a mo­
tor car fuel famine, Waldemar 
Kaempffert writes tn McClure’s. It la 
any wonder that gasoline costa more 
than 35 centa In Canada? That we In 
the United States are paying nearly 
as much? That gasoline may toon be 
worth 40 cents a gallon?

At once you ask "Why not lift more 
oil from the earth and distill off the 
gasoline? Oil refiners would If they 
could. The truth Is that our oil fields 
are rapidly nearing exhaustion. New 
fields may be discovered. It la true, 
but the United States geological sur­
vey regards the moat likely reglona 
with no very optimistic eye. It may be 
that oil may be found In pocketa still 
to be tapped in undeveloped parts of 
the globe— In Africa and the far east, 
for example. But who would build In­
dustrial hopes on a mere chance? Be­
sides, Europe looks to us for much of 
Its oil, especially In this war of motor 
cart, aeroplanes and Zeppelins.

Before the war we produced morn 
than 65 per cent of the world's out­
put. We must be delivering morn 
than our normal share to Europe now. 
In 1915 we sent enough gasoline 
abroad to aupply 350,00 can, and near­
ly all of It was shipped to France and 
England. Russia haa her own pools 
Into which she can dip with a gener 
oils hand. And Germany—what of 
Germany?

We read of Von Hlndenburg shift­
ing whole army corps by means of 
motor cars In a bleak Russian country 
threaded by railroads too few In num­
ber f«r  his strategic purpose. Where 
did he obtain his gasoline? Partly 
from Roumanla (with pronounced Rus­
sian political affiliations) and partly 
from Galicia.

When beef tea la needed in a hurry 
broil a slice of roundsteak for a min­

ute on each Bide,
lay on a deep plate 
and acore very 
closely, c u t t i n g  
half way through. 
Turn and score on 
the other side at 
right angles, pour 
over hot water to 

half cover the meat and set In a warm 
place and turn the meat often, press 
in with a fork until It begins to look 
white. Squeeze the meat dry In a 
meat press and salt to taste. Serve 
either hot or cold. If reheated take 
great care not to coagulate the al­
bumen.

Bread Gruel.—Simmer a cupful of 
bread crumbs In a pint of water until 
all absorbed. Rub through a strain­
er, season lightly with salt and 
serve hot or cold. For variety 
brown the crumbs first, and flavor 
with beef essence or reduce the water 
to one cupful and add one-half a cup 
ful of cream.

Farina Porridge.—Take two table 
spoonfuls sf farina, one-fourth of a 
teaspoonful of salt, a cupful of boiling 
water and a cupful of milk Sift the 
farina Into the boiling, salted water 
and cook till It thickens; then add the 
milk, beating smooth, and cook In a 
double boiler 15 minutes.

Koumlsa.— Dissolve half a yeast 
cake In half a cupful of tepid water, 
mix It with a quart of milk, as fresh 
sls possible; add a tablcspoonful of 
sugar, and when well mixed put In bot 
ties and tie the corks In with stout 
cords. Let stand 12 hours at a tern 
perature of 75 degrees, then place on 
ice or turn the bottles upside down 
anti) wanted. A champagne tap Is 
convenient to draw the koumlsa, but 
if  care Is used when opening the bot 
tie, enough may be saved to refresh 
the patient after decorating the walls 
snd furniture, not to mention your 
self. Do not make more than enough 
to last C*o or three days.

— Cut small 
cooked sweetbreads Into dice and mix 
with twice the amount of Anely cut 
celery. Mix mayonnaise with whipped 
cream, add a little onkm Juice and 
plenty of red pepper and salt and 
serve on head lettuce with slices ol 
lemon for garnish.

Larded 8weetbreads.—Soak thre« 
heart sweetbreads In cold water with 
a bit of vinegar, drop them In boll 
Ing water for three minutes to blanch 
them, then plunge Into cold water, 
press them between two plates for a 
half hour. Lard with strips of bacon 
Put Into a saucepan one sliced carrot, 
one sliced turnip, a few sprigs ol 
parsley, and one sliced onion; lay on 
top the larded sweetbreads, and pour 
over them a cupful of stock, simmer 
slowly for thirty mlnutea. Melt a 
tablcspoonful of butter In a saucepan, 
add a tablespoonful of flour and when

Are minutes. Dish the sweetbreads 
and pour over them the sauce and

E C O N O M IC A L  M E A T  DISHES.

There are many cooks who do not 
appreciate the value of calf's hearts 

Two hearts carefully 
washed and all the waste 
removed, can be cooked 
In boiling water to cov, 
er, adding such season­
ing as Is enjoyed, then 
slice and serve hot or 
cold. Calf's liver larded 
with salt pork or bacon 
and baked Is another 
delicious dish, easy to 

prepare and leaving no waste.
Beef Tea.—Cut round steak In small 

cubes, put Into a mason Jar and stand 
the Jar on a trivet In a kettle and 
simmer for two or three hours, then 
season well; very carefully heat, as 
overheating will spoil the tea.

Braised Liver.— Make a dressing 
of one^half a cupful of Anely chopped 
auet, one cupful of bread crumbs, one 
teaspoonful of nweet herbs, a little 
grated lemon rind, and salt snd pep­
per to taste. Mix well and set aside 
while preparing the moat. Cut calfs 
liver In slices, not too thin, and roll 
each In flour, salt and pepper. Lay 
thin slices of salt pork In the bottom 
of a baking dish and put the liver on 
top of them with dressing Add wa­
ter or stock to moisten and cover 
the dish closely. Cook In the oven 
an hour. Serve In the dish In which 
tt was cooked.

Beefsteak Pie.*—Cut left-over broiled 
steak In onetnch pieces. Cover with 
stock made from beef extract, using a 
half a teaspoonful to s cupful of boil­
ing water. Add one small onion sliced, 
and cook slowly until the beef Is ten­
der. Remove the onion and make a 
sauce of the atralned liquid, eeasonlng 
with salt and pepper, add a table-

The response by the farmers of Can­
ada to the call for Inc. eased produc­
tion in 1915 was a total set output 
exceeding one billion dollars, an In­
crease over normal years of at least 
three hundred millions. The thre* 
Prairie Provinces contributed prob- 
ubly nearly one-half of the total prod­
uct.

The wheat crop wns worth $310,000,- 
000, and accounted for about 30 per 
cent of the total agricultural product. 
Other things counted also. Look at 
dairying. In Ontario the dairy pro­
duction wns Increased 20 per ceni, 
and prices were over 10 per ceat 
ahead of 1914. Other provinces shared 
In the Increase, especially Alberta, 
Saskatchewan, Quebec and Nova Sco­
tia. The dnlry cow was “on the Job” 
In 1915. So also were the beef cattle, 
the pigs and the hen*.

It Is not fair to the farmers of th* 
Prairies to call the wheat crop of 1915 
a "miracle" crop. The farmers culti­
vated more lund and gave attention 
to their seed. Providence gave them 
favorable weather. Then \hey tolled 
early and late In the harvesting and 
threshing. Good cultivation gave big­
ger yields than careless work, 45 bush­
els as against 25.

The wealth of Western Canada la 
by no means all In It* wheat crop. I f  
the country had no wheat at all It 
would still be famous as a land of suc­
cessful farmers on account of Its stock 
production. From on# shipping point 
(High River. Alberta) over $75,000.00 
worth of horses have been sold In tba 
Inst two months. The average price 
to the farmer hns been about $175.00 
per head. According to Government 
returns there are a million and a half 
borsea In Manitoba. Saskatchewan and 
Alberta, worth probably $150,000,0001 

The Investment* which farmers * f  
Western Canada are making In live­
stock and farm Improvement* are 
good evidence of the fact that th*jr 
have money for these purpose*. It I* 
apparent, however, that they are also 
spending aome of their profits on 
those things which will bring greater 
comfort and enjoyment to thcmselvs*. 
their wives and their fnmtllea. Th* 
automobile trade all through th* 
country Is particularly active, and 
farmers are the biggest buyers. A re­
cent report of the Saskatoon district 
shows that In two months a million 
dollars’ worth of automobiles hava 
been sold, largely to farmer*. Nor ar* 
all of these cars of the cheaper make*; 
some high priced machines are tn de­
mand.

Bank clearings throughout the West­
ern Provinces show greater commer­
cial activity thnn at the same season 
In 1915 or 191L the Increase for tb* 
last week of February being $8.0(10.000 
snd almost $9,000,000, respectively, 
for the first week of March $15,000.- 
000 over 1915 and $18,000,000 over 
1914. The same excellent story come* 
from Moose Jnw. Snsk.. where they 
showed from 40 to 100 per cent oveg 
the previous yet r. Calgary, Alt%. 
bank clearings continue to reflect th* 
greatly Improved business condition* 
ns eotnpured with a year ago. Cana­
da's hank clearings for the month off 
February, 1910, were the greatest foe 
any February In the country’s history. 
The totals amounted to $004,222,000.00, 
as compared with $487,290,000.00 for 
the same month a year ago. An In­
crease of $177,000,000.00 In bank clear­
ings for the month tells Its own story 
of the country’s prosperity.—Adver­
tisement.
