The Roosevelt County cream­
ery has gone upon a cash basis. 
Hereafter when you take your 
cream to the creamery, you not 
only get the very highest price, 
but you get the spot cash just 
as soon as the test has been 
made and the cream weighed 
The average output now is nine 
thousand pounds per week and 
the demand is far exceeding the 
supply. The poultry department 
has proved a big success and the 
farmers may now rest assured 
that they will get the full value 
for their poultry and eggs This 
department was not put in with 
t h e  expectation o f  making 
any money out of it, but for the 
purpose of guaranteeing the 
farmers fair prices for their 
stuff. The creamery has been 
making good from the first day 
of the operating, and the farm­
ers are beginning to realize that 
it will and does mean much to 
them. The element of risk has 
all been taken out of the dairy 
business and there is 
any doubt but that when the 
butler fat is produced there is a 
cash market waiting for it.

The farm er* of AtntTlra recently 
faced a crlal*, from which they were 
delivered by prom pt action by the 
Prealdent of the United S tate*— the 
th re a t of the nation-w ide railw ay 
strike. The railw ay m anager* and 
the rep resen ts tlvea of the 44 AM Ml men 
employed In tra in  service. were dead- 
lucked over houfa of latm r and wage 
schedule*. P residen t W ilson volun­
teered  to act aa m ediator, but had 
no power to force a rb itra tio n . An 
Uupaxsc waa reached.

T he B rotherhood Issued a s trike  
o rder effective ou Latnir I»ny. Septem 
ber 4. T he ra lln iad  m anagem ent* 
•how ed th a t they re<-ognlzed the tin 
tuluence of the  strike. Em bargo or- 
der* were Issued fAi freight shipm ents. 
Supplies and s trik e  breaker* were mo 
blitzed. The country  w aited, b rea th ­
lessly, for the storm  to brenk. It wa* 
ap p aren t th a t ne ither aide wns bluf 1 
flng.

T he P residen t saw a national calam 
lty lm|>ending. He calh-d leader* of 
hi* party  Into conference w ith him 
and with them  w rote the bill p resen t­
ed to  Congress w ith the Bpeoinl mes­
sage of the  P realdent next day. Nei­
th e r tha ra ilroads nor tha railw ay 
bro therhoods w ere consulted. N either 
aide knew w hat tha bill contained; 
n e ither m ade any dem and, or had the 
sligh test Influence In the fram ing of 
tha bill.

T h a t portion of the bill providing nn 
eight-hour day for em ployes engaged 
In the operation  o f vtra in s  became a 
law. It w as accepted by th e  B ro ther­
hood*. the  s trik e  o rd e r was cancelled, 
the calam ity  wa* averted .

No class stood to  lose so much from  
th is e trika as tha  farm er. A single 
week of Inactivity  In fre igh t and ex­
press service would have paralyzed 
hie m arket for a m onth or more. Com­
ing a t tha  tim e of m arketing  of perish­
able products, his lose from  th is  
course alone would have run  into mil­
lions. v

There I t a D ifference
There is a wide difference in the conduct of the Re­

publican candidates for attorney general and for lieuten­
ant governor. Both are Progressives and both are vio­
lently opposed to the candidacy of II.0. Bursum and Frank 
Hubbell. It is true that Mr. Clancy accepted the nomina­
tion of the stand pat Republican party on the same ticket 
with Hubbell and Bursum, but right there his affiliation 
with the party has ceased. He has not made a speech 
during the campaign, neither has he appeared in public 
nor on the platform with them. He has not retracted 
anything he has ever said about them. He knows that 
they are the same today as they were when he had official 
dealings with them. He knows that their election would 
be a calamity to the state and, very properly, he has re­
fused to have anything to do with furthering their aspira­
tions along these lines. Mr. Lindsey, the stand pat Re­
publican candidate for lieutenant governor, has made an 
extremely bitter fight against Bursum and Hubbell. He 
made this fight four years ago, and he has continued it up 
to the very day of the convening of the state stand pat 
Republican convention and the time when the nomination 
was given to him. The News believes that he was consci­
entious in that fight; that he believed that every charge 
made against Bursum and Hubbell was true then; that he 
believes that they are true today, in fact, he has not said 
anything that could possibly lead anyone to believe other­
wise. It is, also, generally believed that he would have 
continued the good fight had not that convention clipped 
his claws by nominating him for one of the minor places 
on the state ticket. 1 he office of lieutenant governor is 
but a minor position in the affairs of the state, yet it is one 
of the most dangerous. There are possibilities connected 
with this office that make it more than ordinarily hazard­
ous to choose blindly or carelessly. As president of the 
senate, the lieutenant governor wields a power that may 
prove of inestimable value if wielded on the side of right 
and honestly and, likewise, a power for evil if used wrong­
fully or weakly. He could be of material assistance in 
cases like those that prevailed during.the closing days of 
the last legislature. The people of New Mexico will recall 
that both branches of the legislature held beyond their 
constitutional limit for the express purpose of passing some 
unusually vicious legislation over the veto of Governor 
McDonald, and that the record was falsified in order that 
these measures might not be held void in the courts. It 
so happened that H. C. De Baca, present Democratic nom­
inee for governor, was president of the senate, and his 
firmness and high sense of honor compiled the Republi­
can highbinders to again violate the provisions of the con­
stitution, and unseat him, and put one of their own min­
ions, who was subservient to their wishes, in his stead, 
what would have been the result had the Republicans had 
one of their own number for lieutenant governor? Is it 
not more than probable that they would have continued 
that unlawful session for a longer time and until all their 
evil acts were accomplished? Do the voters of Roosevelt 
county believe that Mr. Lindsey would have stood out 
against his party and fought for the right in the face of 
their opposition? Does his relinquishment of the fight on 
Bursum indicate that he would have stood by his convic­
tions, or would he have permitted them to have worked 
their will in all matters? He could havefollqwed the line of 
Mr. Clancy’s conduct and not have so seriously compro­
mised his conscience, instead,,he brought Bursum into his 
home town and introduced him to the people whom he had 
told he was unfit for office. In going upon the ticket with 
Bursum and Hubbell, and in going upon the stump and 
in working in their behalf and his own, he occupies a 
position not enviable. If he really possessed the high 
ideals he has previously advocated, he must have known 
that he could not elevate these men to those ideals, conse­
quently, it must follow that the reverse happened. If this 
be true, then it would be just as great a calamity to elect 
Mr. Lindsey to office as it would Bursum or Hubbell.
