8heer Sheep Early,
T have practiced shearing sheep early 

for a number of yrnrs ami I would not 
care to resume the practice of leaving 
I lie wool on the sheep until late, writes | 
a correspondent o f the Farm and Fire 
side. I figure that I cannot afford to 
cause the tlock n month s or six weeks' 
discomfort for the sake o f  an ounce or 
two of weight or an extru one eighth 
Inch In the length of xvool Early shorn 
sheep are no more subject to colds than 
If the wool Is on. The reason for | 
spring colds Is usually exposure to 
cold spring rains, and sheep should !>e 
kept out o f  such rains, whether shorn 
or not.

Asparagus Doesn't Need Salt.
Wlille common salt has long been re 

gnrded as o f  value for the asparagus 
bed. experience has shown that the 
practice is unprofitable, says C. W. j 
Uapp of the Oklahoma Agricultural | 
college. The salt adds nothing that 1" 1 
necessary, nnd as n fertilizer its value j 
is almost negligible.

Warm Chiliad Lambs.

All Milters show Inti 
these symptoms should lie discarded 
st planting time Infected tuliers In 
storage produce a dry rot. and the 
stem euil frequently becomes shrlv 
eled

Throw away nil seed that ahows 
black discolorations when cut. Use 
only clean, uninfected seed from a re 
liable source Treat the seed as for 
scab l»efore planting, except that one 
and one half hours time In the soli* 
tlon Is lietter.

Blackleg disease of potato Is a bac­
terial disease. The plants thus affect­
ed are smaller than normal ones, the 
leaves are a pale color and tend to 
curl upward. It causes the sei*d tuber, 
to rot early, thereby producing a weak 
plant The rot spreads from the dls 
eased seed to the potato stems which 
In turn blacken anil rot, IMsoaaed 
plants generally die without ever form 
Ing tuliers. Tills disease Is responsible 
for a good many missing bill* in tho 
potato field. If appenrs as If tills di* 
ease 1* worse In heavy, moist aolls. 
When a tidier Is Infected with the 
Idackleg disease It rots at tbe stem end 
and [icnetrates the tuber sometime* a* 
far a* the center, while the outside of 
the potato may hx>k quite normal.

Blossom end rot o f  tomatoes cannot 

lie controlled by spraying, but It can be 
almost entirely controlled by keeping ! 
the soil moist all the time the planta 
are growing Irrigation la the Ideal 
way of keeping the anil moist, but thla 
met 1*4*1 la not practicable In some 
cases. The next beat method la by 
mulching. Thla may be done by cover­
ing tbe ground with at raw, leaven, hay.

DAIRYING AND 
SOIL CULTURE
AN APPEAL TO FARMERS.

Use Good Judgment
With the cry going up on every hand advising us to 

produce foodstuffs and telling the great necessity for rais­
ing something to feed the people, there is great danger 
that the people upon whom we depend for this production 
will become unduly alarmed concerning the food situation 
and not use sound judgment in their planting of crops. 
And along this line it might be said here that the present 
exceedingly high prices of almost everything we eat is due 
at least as much to the scare produced in the minds of the 
people simply by reports going out that there was danger 
of a food shortage, as it is to the actual law of demand 
and supply. This is certainly a time when everyone should 
employ his best efforts to produce food for the nation but 
it is also the time when we should think well and use our 
best judgment in deciding what is the proper thing to 
plant. There may be danger of a food shortage but any­
one who will take time to consider the matter will realize 
that the states bordering on Mexico and the Gulf of Mex­
ico can, from now until the last of this crop season, pro­
duce enough of everything adapted to the climates of these 
states to supply the entire United States and her possess- 
isns for the next two years, if properly conserved and dis­
tributed. And therein lies the work in hand the greatest 
problem of feeding our people. The work of government 
agents and farm demonstrators should be primarily to ad­
vise the farmers on what crops are most essential and 
successfully to be raised and marketed in each locality and 
also how best to handle and market these crops, and sec­
ondarily to give advice as to the actual work of producing 
these crops; for why should not a farmer, who has spent 
his life and made his living tilling the soil, know uu well 
how to farm as a young man who has spent four years in 
college, even if he does not understand all the modern 
methods? County demonstrating agents are a necessity 
for maximum production and now, if ever, are indispensi- 
ble, hut as far as their instruction on cultivation can ben­
efit is to show the farmers new tricks that have been 
learned or made possible by modern development and 
methods that the farmers have not learned. It is assumed 
by many, apparently by all the newspapers that continue 
to cry ‘raise something,’ that there will be a ready market 
for any and all things that can bo produced. And there 
may be, but it is unreasonable to suppose that Roosevelt 
county, located as she is, can dispose of all the ordinary 
garden truck she can raise. There has, for several years 
past, been a ready market for these vegetables, hut now, 
with everyone trying to produce, if you have anything 
like a large amount you will have to go into outside mar­
kets and from Portales this kind of stuff is not in market­
able sha|>e by the time it reaches any market where it 
is needed if shipped fresh. If you are not prepared to can 
and preserve what you raise of this kind, raise only a little 
more than you will eat yourselves or supply to your neigh­
bors, and plant all spare ground in beans, grain or any­
thing that is easily saved for future use. Let the county 
demonstrators tell the farmers what to plant, and if he 
can install a canning factory here and get cans and other 
material, let us raise tomatoes and other vegetables, hut 
unless this is done, stick to the New Mexico bean and kafir 
com and you will not be disappointed when your year’s 
work is done.

A Canning Factory
What will you raise to feed the people? This is the 

most important question at this time. It is understood 
that Dr. Bailey, manager of the Roosevelt County Cream­
ery, is going to put up a canning factory and be prepared 
to can this year’s crops of vegetables and fruits. You who 
have prepared to raise anything in this line would do well 
to consult with Dr. Bailey at once and learn just what it 
is most advisable to grow to be canned here. Have an 
understanding so that this canning factory will know what* 
to expect when the canning season begins and can be pre­
pared to handle the vegetables as they arrive, otherwise 
he will not know what to prepare for and when you bring1 
in your truck he may not have on hand the proper mater­
ial to handle it, and you know this kind of stuff must be 
taken care of when harvested or you lose it. Cooperate in ! 
this matter now, when there is no doubt about the demand 
for your stuff and you will have no room to complain that 
you raised a fine crop but could not market it.

development of their communities.

First. — In bu.ving a bull, get as good 
a one as you can afford. The sire I f  a 
good pure bred. Is more than half the 
herd.

Second.—|f possible buy from s 
breeder whom you know.

Third —lie sure you get stock from 
disease free herds.

Fourth.- Do not expect to buy good 
cows cheap. The pooreat cows are 
those that are for sale In most herds.

Fifth.—Your liest Investment Is to 
get heifers which have not freshened, 
but which have been bred to a regis­
tered sire o f tho same breed.

Sixth.- Huy as near home as possible. 
You save expenses, and If animals are 
not antlsfnctory your chances for re­
dress are much better.

planting corn at the ( dilo experiment 
slntlon at Wooster. Yields have been 
greater from corn planted In this pe 
rlod than from plantings mnile either 
earlier or later. The ears o f the late 
planted corn have generally been amall 
and Immature

D. F. Houston, secretary o f agrlcul 
tura, In a recent statement said In part

It la obvloua that the greatest and 
moat Important service that La required 
o f our agriculture under existing con 
dltlona la an enlarged production of 
th# staple food crops Because o f tit* 
shortage of auch crop* practically 
throughout th* world Iher* la no risk 
In th* near future of excessive produc 
tlon auch a* sometimes has resulted In 
uuremuneratlve prices to producer*.

Thlp la particularly true of the 
cereal* and of peas, beans, cow pea a 
aoy bean* and buckwheat In view of 
th* world acardty of food there La 
hardly a possibility that th* production 
» f  these crops by tb* farmers o f the 
United Btatea can ba too great thla 
year, and there la abundant reason to 
expect geueroua price returns for all 
available surplus.

The moat effective atep that may be 
taken to Increase the production of 
these crops la to enlarge the acreage 
devoted to them In the regions where 
they are grown habitually Tbla e i  
pension of acreage abould be to the I 
limit permitted by available good aeed,| 
labor and equipment

Good 8»»d W h e a t  N ecessary .
The minimum quality of seed grain 

that should be relied upon under exist 
tng conditions la a very difficult point 
to decide. In general It la not wise to 
risk plautlug seed wheat showing leas 
than 75 or 80 per cent germination nor 
that weighing less than fifty pounds to 
the bushel I f  the land Is prepared 
thoroughly and otherwise la suitable 
the use of spring wheat weighing as 
low as forty five pounds per bushel 
If It shows good germination, may t>e 
advisable where better seed is lacking

T h e  Usefu lness  e f  O a ts  an d  B a r le y .
I f  land Intended for spring wheat 

cannot he put Into good condition ear 
ly enough for seeding, osta or barley 
can be substituted to good advantage 
In tbe sections where these crops are 
known to do well. Harley can be re 
lied on In tbe proved areas of Wls 
eonstn, Minnesota, Iowa, tbe Hakotas 
and Montana, while oats have a much 
wider range The ease with which 
barley may l>e substituted directly for 
wheat In human food and Its useful 
uesa to repla< a w heat milling byprod 
ucts as food In tbs production o f  tbe 
milk supply renders It* abundant pro 
ductlon lni[Kirtant Harley where It 
succeeds rleMs a larger weight of feed 
per acre than any other small grain 
crop. With an abuDdaDc* of oats and 
barley available much closer milling 
of wheat than at present could be 
practiced. If necessary, without endan 
gerlng tbe milk supply, which const! 
tutes so Important an element In the 
dietary o f consumers

B u c k w h e a t  F e r  L a te  P la n t in g .
Buck w heat may be planted later than 

any similar crop and often doea well 
on old meadow* or waste land that 
cbh t»e broken after the more exacting 
croi>a are planted In some ae tIon* 
where experience has demonstrated 
that the cereals, except rye. cannot 
be relied on. buckwheat la a crop of 
considerable Importance Tbe acreage 
could well tie Increased, especially In 
portions o f  New York, Pennsylvania 
and New England, where th* crop now 
la grown to a considerable extent.

E x p a n d  t h *  C o rn  Acreage.
Com la the leading food and feed 

(rop of tbe I nlted Stctes In geograpb- 
k* raDge o f production, acreage and 
quantity of product The vital tmpor 
tance o f a large acreage of this crop 
properly cared for therefore. Is obvl 
ons Because of the prices obtained 
for the last crop and the world demand 
for thla grain Its profitableness to Ihe 
American farmer during the approach 
Ing seaaon la clear Condition* now 
warrant th* planting o f the largest 
acreage o f  this crop which It Is possl 
hie to handle effectively

Although fall is the proper time for 
breaking sod for com, there are many 
unproductive and foul meadows and 
Indifferent pastures In Illinois, Indiana, j 
Ohio and the middle Atlantic and 
northeastern states that under existing 
conditions can be broken now to ad 
vantage and planted to com The re 
suiting reduction of hay and |>asture 
would l>e more than replaced by the 
com stover, ensilage and grain pro 
duced

P o tato es  and Vegetab les .
Heei potatoes should lx* conserved 

by planting on tbe best lands available 
for them and planning for thorough 
tillage and protection o f the crop 
against disease and Insect [vests. I ’ota 
toe* can lx* grown most advantageous 
ly near the center* of populatkm In 
the northern states, where transports 
tlon cost may be reduced to a mini 
mum Thla crop 1* capable of quick 
and large Increase o7 production when 
condition* are favorable.

The duty o f tbe Individual farmer at 
thla time la to Increase bla production, 
particularly o f  food crop* I f  be has 
control o f tillable land not In oa* or 
money lying Idle or labor unemployed

Exposure to dampness and cold, tin 
projver feeding, close confinement, lice, 
predatory animals and Inherent weak­
ness. the result of carelessness In se­
lection of |>arent stock

As soon ns the hatch Is completed and 
the i*mlt* begin to run around outside 
the nest the lien and brood nre ready 
lo Ik* removed to the coop provided for 
them The coop should be built to keep 
out mill It should be well ventilated, 
capable of easy movement and be sufil 
dently roomy fur h turkey lien lo stand 
erect and walk about There should 
be a separate coop for each hen and 
brood, and the coo]*« should lie scat 
tered about the farm In such places as 
are easily drain**! ami where natural 
feed, such ns tender, green vegetation 
igrn**. clover, alfalfa ami other green 
feed i, Hinl insects, |iartlcularly gl ass 
hoppers, can he found Hy moving the 
* is ip every day the ground will he kept 
clean and opportunity will be given the 
mother hen and poult* to pick up fresh 
green feist inside the coop.

Plenty o f exercise Is essential If the 
poults are to thrive At all times, 
when rain or dampness docs not pre­
vent. the poults should he allowed to 
mil In and out of the ci*>p at will. Too 
m u c h  stress cannot tie given to the nc 
eessity o f exerel***. and tin* only way 
to provide for this Is to allow the |*mlt* 
at every possible opportunity to range 
for feed outside the coop. Hy confining 
the mother lien to the ci*ip she w ill al 
wavs lie ready to hover the poults 
whenever they run to her, which they 
will do If they Ins'ome chilled The 
greatest care should he taken to kis*p 
ilie Interior o f the cisip dry. and for 
this reason It 1* advisable to choose a 
sandy *lo|*> where the water runs ofT 
quickly and where there I* also protec 
lion from heavy rains

T u r k e y  H e n  th e  Beet M o th e r .
I f  the weather I* warm and dry. as 

frequently happens when the poults 
are hatched late In the season, no slid 
ter I* required, as thev do better In the 
n|ien. Hut If Is advisable to keep them 
within s fenced Inclosure for the first 
three or four flays until they sre 
strong enough to follow the mother 
Weather conditions lielng favorable.

range after the third or fourth dmy,
hut care should lie taken to keep them 
out o f heavy dews and to protect them 
from ruin for the flrat two or three 
week*.

For poulta the turkey hen 1* the heat 
mother tlint can he found. She knows 
their need* and can talk to them lu a 
language that they soon learu to un 
derstand.

Faading th* Poults.
When, ou account o f  rainy weather 

or unfavorable range conditions, It U 
adwtaahle to raise the poults by the 
coop method more care must he given 
to their feeding. For the first twodaya 
after hatching poulta require no feed, 
the yolk o f  the egg which they absorb 
liefore breaking out o f  the aliell being 
sufficient to innlntuln them for that 
length o f time. Acceaa to clean drink­
ing water and a little coarse sand and 
green feed to pick are all that Is need­
ed until the third day. Beginning with 
the third day, the poulta should he fed 
according to the quantity o f natural 
feed they are able to pick up outside 
the coop. They should always he hun­
gry. T o  feed all they will clean up 
several time* a day removes the cause 
nf searching for feed, so thut little ex 
erctse 1* tuken. and Indigestion Is sure 
to result. When natural feed Is scarce 
nr when the poults have to he kept 
from ranging outside they should be 
fed lightly about five times a day I f  
allowed to run outside the coop, where 
they can find Insects, seeds and green 
feed, they need not he fed ofteuer 
than two or three times a day. 

Successful turkey raisers u*e many 
different kinds o f feed, some of the 
most eonitiion being as follow* :

Hard boiled egg chopped fine and 
corn bread crumbs for the first week 
Mini then whole wheat and hulled outs 

Stale bread soaked In milk and

apieexed dry for the first few days and
tlien common chick feed.

blubbered milk seasoned with aait 
and |* pi**r, cornbread crumbs.

F.quul parts ‘ ‘pinhead” oats, whoU 
wheat and cracked corn 

bracked wheat.
Forumeal hikI wheat bran mixed It 

the priqiortloli of three to one and 
haked Into bread.

Itran or middlings one half cracked 
Egyptian corn, oue-quurter; wheat and 
hulled oats, one quarter 

In addition to the above, sktimnllli 
and buttermilk are quite often fed 
with excellent results A good plan b 
to keep the milk In front of the poultf 
during the morning and water during 
the afternoon I f  grit and green fee* 
(HHIiot he picked up outside the coot 
thev must he provided In s*sne otliei 
" a y  bhop|ied onion to|»«, lettuc* 
leaves, dandelion leave* and alfalfa 
make excellent green feed (irlt call b* 
furnished in the form of coarse sand.

While confined to the coop ttie tnothei 
hen should !>** fed twice a day on a tnli 
tut** iif grain, such a* equal jiarta corn 
wheat and oaf*, and green feed, whlli

R e a r i n g  t h »  Y o u n g  T u r k s y a .

When about six week* old the young 
turkeys are old enough to go to roost 
Fra tlcnlly all turkey raiser* allow the 
birds to roost In the o|>en tree* or on 
fences or other roosts esj>e< lally provld 
ed for them In se* (Iona where high 
w inds prevail It ls customary to build 
the roost* next to a barn or ahed. 
where there Is some protection When 
this Is done [Hist* are driven Into the 
ground and (wiles laid across them four 
or file  feet from the ground Hy driv 
Ing them to the roosting plate and 
fe.sllng them there every evening Just 
liefore dark young turkeys can t>e made 
to nsist wherever desired. For the

hubii the (smlla themselves, or at 
night a newly hatched poult can be 
slipped under en h turkey ben that Is 
to be given a brood of poults, and by 
morning they will take them. (

Nests for sitting turkey and chicken 
hens are be«t made on the ground by ! 
hollowing out a l i t t l o  earth, bo  that the 
center is deep enough to keep the eggs 
fr. mi rolling our o f the nest A thin 
i overing of clean straw or hay ran 
then be used to prevent the eggs from 
being dlreetly on tlu* ground, and a 
inrge roomy coop should bo plneedover 
tbe nest to keep the hen from being’ 
' l i s t  urbed.

When a hen becomes broody and 
shows thnt she Is in earnest by re 
mnlnlng on her nest for two or three 
nights she may safely he trusted xvitli 
the eggs, provided she Is allowed to sit 
In that nesp I f  she is to tie set In an 
other nest, ns is usually the case, then 
she slump) l>e removed to the new nest, 
preferably after dark, given a few  nest 
eggs and shot In to prevent her from 
returning to the old one. I f  she sits 
quietly on the nest eggs she should be 
taken off on the evening o f  the fob 
lowing duv and the eggs to be incubat- 
i-d placed in thp nest On being freed 
she will probably return to her old 
nest. I f  so she should be carried back 
ami set quietly on the eggs, when she 
will immediately feel them beneath her i 
and settle down to cover them.

Turkey hens do not ordinarily come j 
off for feed and water more than once 
every two or three days, but when 
confined they should be given an op 
portunlty to come off every day. Oocn 
slonnlly a turkey hen doea not conn* 
off at all, and In such case she should 
lie taken off once a day, as otherwise | 
she will die on the nest.

A dust bath Is greatly enjoyed by sit 
ting hens and helps to keep them free 
from vermin. Whole corn Is a good j 
food, and fresh wnter and grit should 
always be accessible.

Lice are a great annoyance to sitting 
hens and are one of the worst enemies 
o f young poults. To  prevent their get 
ting a foothold the lien should he dust 
ed thoroughly with some good Hoe pow 
der liefore she Is placed on the nest, 
and then both the hen and nest should 
be similarly treated once a week for 
the first three weeks o f the Incubation 
period. The nesting material should 
j>9 kept dean, and If  the egga beconto

dirty they should lie washed with a 
soft cloth dipped In lukewarm water 
Just before the poults are to hatch the 
old nesting material should be replaced 
with cleuii straw.

The incubation period of turkey eggs 
Is twenty eight days.

F o r  S ca ly  Lag.

gusllngs are h*t. except through a<•< 1- 
dent or exposure to hard gtorma whlla 
still very young.
