Thou shalt not sell a soldier’s
property beéause of his failure to
pay the taxes —national, state or
local.

Thou shalt not settle a lawsuit
against a soldier during his ab-
sence.

If a soldier sue, the courts shall
postpone’action until he attend to
it.

If a soldier have a mine, or
timber or farm claim, assess-
ments on which are overdue, it
shall be held for him.

:Germans Open Great Attack on
the British Front North of
St. Quentin.

MAY BE THE SPRING DRIVE

Allled Commanders Confident Their
Lines Cannot Be Broken Seriously
—Teutonic Penetration of
| Russia Continues—Ship-

ping Question Most
Serious — Dutch
| Vessels Are
Seized.

By E. W. PICKARD.

“We are at the decisive moment of
the war and one of the greatest mo- |
ments in German history,” telegraphed :
the kaiser to the Rhenish provincial |
council, and thereupon, Thursday |
morning, his forces began a tremen-
dous bombardment of a wide stretch
of the British front north of St. Quen-
tin. This was followed by attacks by
large masses of infantry which were
hurled against the British front in
desperate efforts to break through.
The assaults were extremely costly
to the enemy and up to the time of
writing had been of little avail, for
though at some points the British ad-
vanced lines had been penetrated,
Field Marshal Halg reported that on
no part of the long front of attack
had the Germans attained their objec-
tive.

Apparently Von Hindenburg was try-
ing to drive in a wedge on each side
of the Cambral sallent, and at the same
time his troops made vicious assaults
on the French northeast of Verdun
and near Reims, though these were con-
sidered as diversions rather than parts
of the main attack. The lines held
by the Americans in the Lorraine and
Toul sectors had not been assailed.

The British were in no way sur-
prised by the attack of Thursday, and
their commanders met it with supreme
confidence. In every possible way they |
were prepared to meet the assault, of
whieh they had had ample warning.
Whether this smash was really the
opening of the threatened great spring
drive of the kalser -~ not was uncer-
tain, but American mllitary experts
doubted it. If it were, sald they, it
was the most hopeful sign of the war
so far, for its defeat was certain. And
such a defeat, they felt, would bring
much closer the ultimate triumph of
the cause of the allics.

Intense acrial activity characterized
the operations all along the west front
1ast week. There were numerous com-
bats, In which the allies generally had
the best of it, and the British and
French aviators made many ralds on
towns and military establishments
back of the German lines. Mannheim
especially was hard hit by the Hritish

daring.

These developments lend backing to |
the statement of one war correspond =
ent that land fighting In France is tem- |

porarily in abeyance and that the allies
expect to win the war there in the air,
having already undoubted supremacy
fn that element.

must be made blindly, and the allles
will promptly send thelr fimmense
navies of the alr across and destroy
the Hun's lines of communications, de-
,pots and factories and hk. entire or
ganization of supplies and re-enforce
ments. If this Is the plan, there Is the
greater need for the United States to
speed up its lagging production of bat-
tieplanes. The Providence Journal,
heretofore remarkably well Informed,
asserts that in this respect the Anreri-
can alrcraft program for 1918 is an ab-
solute fallure.

While the knlwr-dvln_rml his big at-
tack on the west front, the world has
walted In considerable suspense to
know what the plan of the allies
may be. This rests with the supreme
gouncil ut Versallles—in which Amer

fea is still unrepresented—and there)
is reason to believe that it will decide
to take the offensive without waiting
for the Germans to strike, as was inti-
mated in these columns some weeks
ago. Itis believed that the council has
at its disposal an immense army made
up of reserves of the various allled
forces, and some wise observers think
the first great attack will be made in
Italy, though there will be enough do-
ing in France and Belgium to keep the
Germans busy and uncertain. Intense
activity by both the Germans and
French in the Verdun region, and cer-
tain movements in the American sec-
tion toward Metz indicate coming op-
erations of magnitude on those parts
of the line. The French made some re-
markably swift and successful ralds,
destroying enemy blockhouses and
shelters that had taken three years to
construct.

On the Toul front the Americuns
were subjected to continuous shelling
and the enemy also sent over airplanes
that dropped large rubber balls filled
with liquified mustard. gas—a new
form of attack. The American artll-

| lery maintained Its record for accurate
several |

fire, driving the enemy from
strong positions and at times attacking
the Germans heavily with gas shells.
Secretary Baker in the cougse of his
visit to General Pershing's fOrces was
under fire in the front line trenches,
and one big shell exploded close to his
automobile, but he escaped injury.

On Tuesday General Pershing ap-

proved the awarding of the first of the |

new American military crosses for
bravery, the recipients being Lieut.
Jolm O. Green and Sergts. William
Norton and Patrick Walsh. All of
them previously had been decorated
with the French war cross.

LESSON FOR APRIL 7.
JESUS SETS MEN FREE.

LESSON TEXT--Mark 7:1-87.

GOLDEN TEXT-If the son therefore
shall make you free, ye shall be free in-
deed.—~John 8:36

DEVOTIONAL READING-Psa. 72:1-17.

PRIMARY AND JUNIOR TOPIC—Je-
sus and the deaf man.

MEMORY VERSE—-He hath done all
things well, he maketh even the deaf to
hear and the dumb to speak.—Mark 7:37.

SENIOR AND ADULT TOPIC~Chris-

This lesson deals with the last of
those four events which mark the
crisis in the life of our Lord at Caper-
naum. It occurred just before the third
period of his Gallelean ministry and
the time of his final departure for Jeru-
salem. We have seen what the attl-
tude of Jesus was toward the law of
his nation. In this lesson we see his
attitude toward the rabbinical tradi-
tions of the people which were the
opinions of men and not the law of
God. Just so many today look upon
the forms and ceremonlies of the
church as being verily the law of God.
Moreover, these traditions were made
a pretext wherebhy men evaded the
law. 8o today we find men very relig-
fous and punctilious in their churchly
duties, who fail miserably In thelr ap- |
plication of the moral code to conduct.
The analysis falls into four general
divisions: One, the accusation, (vv.
1-5.; two, the answer, (vv. 6-13) ; three,
the application, (vv. 14-23)., and four,
the (llustration, (vv, 24-37).

1. The Accusation. (vv. 1-5). The
growing hatred of the Pharisees, led
them to make long journeys from Jeru-
salem that they might spy on Jesus
and find a pretext for accusation.
While they were studying him, they re-
venled their ideas of the kingdom of

the disciples of Jesus ate without
washing their hands. We must not un-
derstand this to mean so much the re-
moval of defllement, as the neglect of
a ceremonial observance over which
the Pharisees were punctilious, (vv. 3,
4). Verses three and four illuminate
certain traditions to which the Jews
ndhered tenaciously. Thus exempll-
fled we can see that their Ideas of
man's relation to God were largely a
matter of external ceremony. Purity
to them was an outward matter largely
governed by the traditions of mem, (v.
4).

Il. The Answer (v. 6-13). The an-
swer of Jesus reveals the very oppo-
site Ideal. He begins by calling the
Pharisees hypocrites. A hypocrite Is a
play actor—one who hides behind a
mask, Applying the prophecy of
Isalah, Jesus plainly tells the Pharisees
that they are hiding their true charac
ter behind the mask of ceremonlal

heart. We must beware lest we hide
behind such a mask.

ALMOST $35,000,000,

Copnar Most Valuable and Shows Blg
Increase—Zinc, Gold and Siiver
Decrease.

Santa Fe.—The metal ore produec-
tion of New Mexico the past year
reached almost $35,000,000 or about
one-half the value of the agricultural
production of the state. The United
States geological survey gave out the
figures as reported by Special Agent
Charles W. Henderson. The gold pro-
duction amounted to $1,010,000; silver
1,268,000 ounces; lead, 8,340,000
pounds; copper, 104,500,000 pounds;
zine, 27,900,000 recoverable pounds,
valued in all at $33,700,000, the pro-
duction of other minerals easily mak-
ing It a total of $35,000,000. This is as
compared with $1,382,480 in gold in
1916, when the silver production was
1,766,274 ounces; copper, 92,747,289
pounds; lead, 8.214,189 pounds; zinc,
36,570,649 pounds. This shows a de-
crease in gold production of $372,480,
of 498,274 ounces in silver, and of
$130,056 in value of silver and of near
ly 9,000,000 pounds and $2,400,000 in
value of zinc; but an increase of 11 -
800,000 pounds in quantity and 55,600,
000 in value of copper, and of 126,000
pounds fn quantity and $200,000 in the
value of lead.

U. 8. Highway Projects Approved.

Santa Fé -— The State Highway
Commission has approved federal aid
projects for state road construction
totalling $293,000. These include the
Tesuque project, Santa Fé, ten miles,
approximately $50,000; Armijo-Valle
jos project, Valencia county, twenty

elght miles, $81,000; Alamogordo-Val
mont project, Otero county, ten
miles, $23.300; concrete road twelve

miles south from Las Cruces, $139.000,
with pledge of further assistance as
practicable on the remainder of this
road, twenty-two miles of which it is
desired to build at a cost of $277,700.

Raton.—Two more recruits for the
New Mexico penitentiary from Colfax
county have been sentenced by Judge
T. D. Lelb. They are Joe Savant, who
pleaded gullty to manslaughter in the
second degree for the killing of a
boarding house keeper at Dawson sev-
eral weeks ago, and Mary Slatten,
colored, who was convicted at the re-
cent term of court of a charge of rob-
bery and afterwards confessed, impli-

12 to 18 months

Banta Fé—The friends of the late
Alford W. Cooley, who was on the Sp-
preme bench of New Mexico in the
Roosevelt adminlistration, will be In-
terested to learn that his widow, who
went to Boston from Silver City, was
married in New York city to Frederie
M. Stone.

Germans Cheer at U. 8. Flag Ralsing.

Santa Fe.—An impressive demons-
tration of patriotism by German-Amer-
icans was given at the German settle
ment at Optimo, Mora county, when
hundreds of persons—practically the
whole population of the community—
attended a flag raising, at which Gov-
ernor L.indsey and State School Super-
Intendent Wagner made addresses.
The executive was cheered when he
spoke of the war as 'a conflict be
tween autocracy and democracy. On
his return here the governor praised
highly the enthusiastic Americanism
of the people of Optimo. He also at-
tended a big Red Cross fair at Wagon
Mound, Mora county, to which farm-
ers came from a distance of thirty
miles.

WHEATLESS BISCUITS. .

. Parched cornmeal is the feature of
these excellent wheatless Dbiscuits
First, the cornmeal—one-half a cup—
As put In a -shallow pan placed In the
'oven and stirred frequently wuntil it
is a delicate brown. The other Ingre-
‘dients are a teaspoon of salt, a cup
of peanut butter and one and a half
'cups of water, Mix the peanut but-
ter, water and salt and heat. While
this mixture is hot stir in the meal
which should also be hot. Beat thor-
oughly. The dough should be of such
consistency that it can be dropped
from a spoon. Bake In small cakes
in an ungreased pan. This makes 16
biscuits, each of which contains one-
sixth of an ounce of protein.

Warring Ngtlono Have Depleted Live
8tock at Enormous Rate, Even
Klilling Dairy Cattie For Food.

American stock breeders are being
asked to conserve their flofks and
herds In order to meet Europe's tre-
mendous demands for meats during
the war and probably for many years
afterward.

The United States food adminls-
tration reports that American stock
raisers have shown a dlsposition to
co-operate with the government In In-
creasing the nation’s supply of live
stock.

Germany today 1is probably better
supplied with llve stock than any oth-
er European nation, When the Ger-
man armies made their big advance
into France and then retreated vir-
tually all the cattle In the Invaded
territory — approximately 1,800,000
head—were driven behind the German
lines. -

But In England—where 2,400,000
acres of pasture lands have been turn-
ed Into grain flelds—the cattle herds
are decreasing rapldly. One of the
reasons apparently Is the declining
maximum price scale adopted by the
English as follows: For September,
$17.76 per 100 pounds ; October, $17.28;
November and December, $16.08; Jan-
lary, $14.40. The effect of these prices
was to drive beef animals on the mar-
ket as soon as possible.

In France the number of cattle as
well as the quality have shown an
enormous decline during the war.
Where France had 14,807,000 head of
cattle In 1913, she now has only 12-
841,000, a decrease of 16.6 per cent.
And France Is today producing only
one gallon of milk compared to two
and one-half gallons before the war.

Denmark and Holland have been
forced to sacrifice dalry herds for beef
because of the lack of necessary feed.

Close study of the European meat
situation has convinced the Food Ad-
ministration that the future problem
of America lles largely In the produc-
tion of meat producing animals and
dalry products rather than in the pro-
duction of cereals for export when
the war wlill have ceased.

BRITISH GOVERNMENT
HELPS PAY FOR BREAD

There has been much misunder-
standing about the bread program |iL
England. It Is true that the KEnglish-
wan buys a loaf of bread for less than
an American can, but it s poorer
bread, and the British government is
paying $200,000,000 a year toward the
cost of It

All the grain grown In Great Brit-
aln Is taken over by the government
at an arbitrary price and the Imported
whenat rchased on the markets at
the prevalling market price. This 1is
turned over to the mills by the govern-
ment at a price that allows the adul-
terated war bread loaf of four pounds
to sell at 18 cents, the two pound loaf
at O cents and the one pound’loaf at 06
cents.

In France, under conditions some-
what simlilar, but with a larger ex-
traction, the four pound loaf sells for
16 cents.
