Carried on the Bnidngs and 
Centontx—Notfcteg Was Saved 
Freni the Buddings.

With the exception of the 
hardware, garage and grist mill, 
the town of Emzy was burned to 
the ground early Monday morn­
ing. There were seven buildings 
destroyed, including two practi­
cally new two-story frame build­
ings. and five smaller one-story 
buildings. The loss, according 
to Mr. Roberts, was at least 
$15,000.00. He carried insurance 
for only $6,375. No goods were 
saved from the general store, 
postoffice, hotel or restaurant.

The fire was discovered about 
3 o’clock. When Mr. Roberts 
got to the fire the buildings, cov­
ering nearly a half block, were 
afire in a half dozen places.

It so happened that no one was 
sleeping in the hotel when the 
fire broke out. The only man 
sleeping in the town was George 
Pruitt. He was in the hardware 
and had to £e awakened when 
the fire was discovered.

ing out in to  No M an’s Land. I t  wiih 
nervous work fo r me, hu t the o th e r fel 
low seem ed to tak e  It an p a r t of the 
n igh t's  routine.

Then som ething shot past m y face. 
My h e a rt s to p p ed  heating, nnd 1 ducked 
my head below th e  p arap e t. A aoft 
chuckle from  my m ate brought me to 
my senses, and I feebly asked, “For 
heaven’s sake, w hat w as th a t? ”

He answ ered. “Only a ra t tak ing  n 
prom enade along the  sandbags.” J 
te lt very sheepish.

About every tw enty  m inutes th e  sen­
try  In the  next trav e rse  would fire a 
s ta r  shell from  his flare pistol. The 
“plop" would give ine a s ta r t  of frigh t 
I never got used to  th is  noise during 
my service In the trenches.

I would w atch  th e  a rc  described  l<> 
the  s ta r  shell, and then  s ta re  Into No, 
M an's Land w nltlng fo r It to hurst. In 
Its lurid  light th e  harhed w ire nnd 
•tak es  would he s ilhoue tted  ag a in st Its 
light like a la tticed  window. T hen 
darkness.

Once, out In fro n t of o u r w tre, 1 
fceard n noise nnd saw  d ark  form s 
moving. My rifle w as lying across the 
utndhagged p arap e t. I reached fd r It, 
in d  w as tak ing  aim  to  fire, w hen my 
mate grasped  my arm , and w hispered. 
‘Don’t fire.” H e challenged In n low] 
rolce. The reply cam e hack In stan tly  
Tom the  dark  fo rm s:

“ Shut your b link in ' m outh, you 
doom in ' Id io t; do you w an t ua to  click 
t  from  th e  Roches?"

L a te r  we learned th a t th e  w ord, “No 
rhallengtug o r firing, w iring p a r ty  out 
n fron t,"  h a d  been given to the  sep try  
*n onr right, but he had  foiled to  pass 
t down the  trench . A d officer had  over•- 
lean t our challenge and  the  reply, nnd 
m m edlntely put the  offending sentrv , 
toiler a rre s t. T h e  Sentry clicked  j

20," hu t, n t th e  tlintj. itg_ slgtrtCcance 
did no t s tr ik e  me. N ext m erp in g  I 
asked  th e  se rg ean t m a jo r  wl»at It 1 
m eant. H e noncha lan tly  arts w aged: j .

I helped him  ranho 
the  fire, ca rry  w a te r from  an  old well, i 
and  fry  the bacon. L ids of dixie* n ro  
used  to  cook th e  bacon in . A fte r 
b reak fast w as cooked, I ca rried  n dlxlo 
of ho t t**a nnd  th e  lid full of bacon to  
our sqption, an d  told th e  corpora l th a t 
b r e a k fa s t  w as rea d y .  Ho looked a t  ma 
In con tem pt,  nnd  then s h o u te d ,  "B re ak -  
f a r t  up, com e a n d  get i t ! ” I  im m ed i­
a te ly  got w ise to  th e  t r e n c ^  parlance, 
and  n e v e r  ag a in  In fo rm ed  th a t  “B r e a k ­
fa s t  w as se rv e d ."
