1 Marshal Foch’s strategy, 
which imposed on the Germans 
the necessity of falling baek in 
Flanders, Artois and Picardy, is 
compelling the enemy to with­
draw from the Vesle between 
Soissons and Rheims, northward 
ward the Aisne.

I Outflanked on all -defensive 
works along the western part of 
the battle line and in great dan­
ger of a turning movement east­
ward from the regions of Noyon 
and Soissons, the German h’gh 
command has been forced to be­
gin the retrograde movement in 
the Soissons-Rheims sector. Mil­
itary experts long predicted this 
wou’d he necessitated by the al 
lied successes.

Written by a Prussian Officer 
Who Participated in the 
Ravaging and Pillaging 

of Belgium
(Continued from page 3)

The pressure^became greater us Uie 
thousands still on the other side tried 
to get back. ►

The message over the wire became 
more and more Insistent. Finally tha 
officer sprang up, rushed by the pio­
neer standing at the apparatus and a 
second luter there wus a terrible deto­
nation—bridge and men were thrown 
into the air hundreds of meters. Just 
as a river at high tide races along, 
taking with It all manner of debris, so 
the surface of the Marne was covered 
with wood, men," torn uniforms and 
horses. Efforts to swim were futile, 
yet soldiers continued to Jump Into tha 
river.

On tlie other side the French began 
to disarm such German soldiers as 
stood there with raised hands. Thou­
sands of prisoners, Innumerable horses 
and machine guns f#ll into the hands 
of the enemy. Several of uur company 
were Just about to retire with the 
electric apparatus when something de­
veloped which certain of our number 
had suspected. An ercor had been 
made and It was too late to rectify it.

The upper bridge, which had not 
been used to nny great extent by the 
Germans, should have been left stand­
ing!

It had been the purpose of the staff 
In command to leave this bridge so 
that the enemy might continue Its pur­
suit of our troops until a certain num­
ber of Frenchmen hnd crossed the 
river. The plan wus to permit enough 
Frenchmen to pass so ;hnt they could 
be taken prisoner, yet, not too large 
n force, lest It might [trove a menace 
to the German nrms.

After these hostile troops had 
crossed, the [dan was to destroy tha 
bridge to prevent their being re­
enforced. That was why the sergeant 
manning this switch bad been kept 
waiting for the order to blow up the 
bridge. But the sergeant In the ex­
citement and confusion (bought that 
the cable to which his phone was con­
nected hail been disconnected and blew 
up the bridge on Ills own Initiative 
while It was crowded by Frenchmen 
and long before the enemy could have 
had an opportunity to cut that cable.

At the same time the officer at the

switch connected with the explosives 
under the second bridge received his 
orders. ITe afterwards said tliHt the 
Older he received was hnrd to mnke 
out and that he had lost his proscuce 
of mind and threw Irv the switch, 
thereby killing tho\ -anils on the bridge 
and leaving ninny other thousands to 
the mercy of the enemy.

Before there was time for more Im­
pressions our entire unit was ordered 
to Vltry to be assembled in front of 
the cathedral. With a sigh of relief 
we hurried away, for the French ar­
tillery began once more to send shells 
with much nccurncy over the entire 
countryside Wounded men from other 
detachments whom we passed on the 
road to'd ns that the French hnd al­
ready crossed the Marne In several 
different planes. Everyone nnn-af us 
voiced the same opinion. We had al­
ready sustained great losses on Bel­
gian soil and each day brought new 
sacrifices Otir lines became thinner 
and thinner. Many companies were 
entirely destroyed and nil units suf 
fered heavily These companies w hose 
forces hnd been reduced to a minimum 
and with the survivors half starved 
were opposed by an nriny well 
equipped with supplies and arn\« The 
Vnemy constantly brought tip fre«h 
troops while mir forces became fewer 
from hour to hour We realized Hint 
It wns Impossible t" make a stand 
here. W e were constantly learning 
from soldiers of other contingent* that 
their losses In men a- <1 materials were 
enormous.

I thought of the God of the Ger­
mans. Hnd he forsaken them?

I thought It so loud that the others 
could hear

"V ps," said another, “ whom the 
Ixird wishes to punish is first stricken 
with blindness Probably he thought 
of Belgium. Donchery, Sommepy and 
Stilppes, and still many other plnnes 
anil let us run Into this perdition like 
fly Ing fiends."

We renchnd Vltry. Here the misery 
seemed to he still greater than ever 
(before, for In the entire town there 
(was not n single house thnt was not 
(overcrowded with wounded. In the 
midst iff nil thi s misery- ruhhery flour­
ished. All residences had been emp­
tied of their furnishings and every­
thing was thrown Into the streets to 
make room for the wounded.
I The sanitary squads went over the 
town and took everything of nny value. 
The munition and railroad columns 
followed the same practice. They hnd 
plenty of room for plunder. This was 
amply proVen hv numerous seizures 
Afterward of parcels put In the mall, 
which contained gold rings, watches, 
precious stones etc. The business of 
the marauders flourished herf In Tltry. 
The soldiers In the supply columns en­
counter*^ yerv little actual dnnger; 
they had an easy time ns compared 
with so idler* flfhtlnffat t lie front.

had defended" Tifs fatherland a f i  safe 
distance and here In the city, freshly 
•haved and In Immaculate attire he 
looked very presentable.

The contrast was vivid as he steod 
before us who were torn, dirty and cov­
ered with blood, with unkempt hair, 
with beards grown and caked with 
mud and dirt. '

We w«#e obliged to wntt so we sat 
down and looked around us. The 
church was full of wounded; many 
died under the hands of the doctors. 
They were carried out to make room 
for others. The dead were carried to 
one side, where whole rows of corpses 
lay. We counted more than sixty.

On our way to Vltry we had begged 
some bread, hut we were still hungry 
and our field kitchens were nowhere In 
sight. The crews of our field kitchens 
as well na our forage officers and non­
commissioned officers prefer to defend 
their fatherland many kilometers be­
hind the battle fronts. They did not 
care about us'as long as they were 
not obliged to go within range of the 
artillery Are. Comradeship has Its 
limitations with them.

Other field kitchens were near by. 
They hnd prepared more food than 
their companies needed. Many for 
whom they hnd cooked will never eat 
again. We were Invited to come and 
get whatever we wanted.

We had scarcely finished eating 
when we had to mnrch on. Presently 
we were Joined by more members of 
our company. Our captain appeared. 
One of our officers reported to him the 
number missing. He stepped In front 
of the company and said cheerfully, 
“Good morning, men,” although It was 
seven o’clock In the evening. A growd 
was the only response. We were then 
ordered to go to the wagons standing 
at the north side of the town, where 
each man was to supply himself with 
cartridges and three hand grenades. 
We gathered at the wagons at 9:80 
o'clock and each man took 500 car­
tridges, his three grenades and matches 
to light them. On the way to the wag­
ons we saw everywhere formations be­
ing hastily organised from stray sol­
diers and we received the Impression 
of some great activity In preparation.

The rain had begun to fall In tor­
rents. As we took our [daces we saw 
the streets filled with troops wenrlng 
special uniforms to protect them 
against the weather These uniforms 
consisted of a suit of weatherproof 
clothing, a cap such haggnge as must 
he taken on a mnrch, a tent cloth, tent 
sticks, (fishes and, with the pioneers, 
trench tools. Thus equipped, we stood 
In the "Vain and waited. Ignorant of 
what lay before us.

We were ordered to tnke the breech 
locks out of the guns and put them 
In our bread bags The guns now 
were no good for shooting We now 
began to understand what lay before 
ns. A night attack wns planned with 
bayonet* and htutd grenades, and tha 
meaaures which had been taken ware

town toll. Mere tile captain told us 
that because of, difficulty lp the terrain 
otsr ttoops had to vsoete their posi­
tions and retire to nearby heights and 
oeeupy new defenses.

We rea&dtf our destination about 
six o'clock la the morning. The dead 
lay around In heaps everywhere.* We 
were camping on a wooded height 
and could overlook the country for 
many kilometers In ell directions. Wa 
saw shrapnel bursting by the thou­
sands. Little could be seen of the 
men who were lighting despite the fact 
that many divisions were locked In a 
death struggle.

Presently we saw the AftoJog Hue. 
The Germans were about'two kilome­
ters behind the MaCne, which flowed 
by directly In front of us. German 
cavalry In great numbers was en­
camped along the hanks of the river. 
Two temporary bridges In a very dilap­
idated condition constructed of what­
ever materials were at hand wer* lo­
cated near us. Preparations had been 
made to blow them up with thousands 
of pounds of dynamite. The electric 
fuses had been strung to the point 
where we were located and It* was up 
to us to manipulate the switches. Con­
nected with the battle line by tele­
phone. we were In a position to destroy 
the bridges at a moment's notice.

The fighting became more lively. 
We saw the Trench rush to attack and 
retire again. The Are of musketry In­
creased sod the attacks bees me more 
frequent. This continued for more 
than two hours.

We saw the Trench continuing to 
re-enforcements constantly

We now tried to gather by com­

panies. Of our own company only 12
men remained. Preaently otbera strag­
gled In until there were 20 of ns as­
sembled. There Is eager questioning 
everywhere as each man attempts ta 
learn about hts comrade or acquaint­
ance. Few questions can be answered, 
however, as each man hud thought 
only of blmaelf In that flight.

Driven by banger we approached 
the village. The first thing we did 
was to hasten to the wells and drink. 
We drank as If we wanted to Oil our­
selves up with enough water to last us 
the rest of our lives. Only here and 
there were we able to find anything to 
eat. A few beets weiy left In the gar- 
dens and we ate them eagerly, without 
waiting to wash or clean them.

Where Is oor company? Nobody 
knows. We are the company, we 20 
men. And our officers, "Rome where 
surely.” said a soldier, “somewhere In 
a bomb-proof corner."

But what wers we to do? No one 
could decide. Presently a noncommis­
sioned officer of the field gendarmes 
approached on horseback. It la the 
duty of this particular class of defend 
era of the fatherland to round up 
slnckers behind the front

“You are pioneers," he called to u« 
roughly. “What are you doing here? 
Then he asked us Innumerable ques 
•Ions, which we answered as well a» 
we could.

• Where are the other*?*' he ssked.
••Over there.” eaid a young Berlin 

soldier, and pointed to the battlefield.
"The others see dead or perhaps

prisoner*. Several others hsve man­
aged to save themselves and are some­
where, perhaps."

“ Never mind,” the noncommissioned 
officer said roughly. The conversation 
bad become disagreeable to him. "Walt 
here, until I come back. Where are 
the officers?"

Agnln no one could answer. "What 
are their names? I shall find them. 
Perhaps they are In Vltry."

We told him the name* of our offi­
cer*. lie gave us Identification paper* 
so that « e  might he able to prove to 
others Inquiring why we were waiting 
where we were.

"I hope his horse fslls and he break* 
hi* n*-ck," said one of oor men.

We entered one of the houses which 
had heen rnbhed. a* were all the other*, 
threw ourselves down upon the mat­
tresses to sleep. Sleep, sleep. How 
long wo slept no one knew. We only 
knew that It wa* night and that some 
of our company had aroused us. Theae 
were newcomers who had been burning 
for us for a long time.

*Vome along. The eaptaln la ont- 
*1de and he la very angry. He he* 
gathered 17 of bis men together and I* 
cursing like the very devil because be 
could not locate you."

Sleepy, and entirely Indifferent to the 
future, we left the building. We knew 
that we yould he sent Into action 
again but no longer cared. I had never 
before seen among ■ body of soldier* 
such an atmosphere of absolute Indif­
ference.

We came upon the capfaln. He saw 
us approach minus our headgear, oar 
uniforms tom Into shreds and wltheflt 
guns and knapsacks.

"Why are you running around here?* 
he roared. That wss our reception.

Nobody answered Nobody cared. 
Nothing could he worse than what w# 
had been through, but although every 
one among us felt keenly the Injuatic* 
of the captain's attitude we all re- 
malned silent.

“ Where Is your equipment?—l.o*t— 
Ixist—. This has heen a nice business. 
The state equips you, you rebel. If all
were like you—”

He raved on for a while after thta
fashion. thl« brave fellow, who. without 
any action on his own part permitted 
the rebels to retreat while he defend­
ed his fatherland In Vltry. 4.26 klIo- 
nieters behind the battle line.

We selected guns from those lying 
around us In heap* and soon wer# 
ready to tight again.

We stood around half asleep, lean­
ing on our guns, and waited to he led 
->ncp more to the slaughter. A ahot 
fell In our midst. It struck a color 
sergeant and smashed his right hand. 
Me cried out from the pain. His hand 
«a s  quickly bandaged. He waa tha 
first.

An eyewitness told u* how this had 
happened. He had rested hla hand A  
the gun barrel In the same manner 
ns did nil the other* except that hla 
hand partly covered the mu tile. The 
orders provide that the gun he locked 
if loaded. Turning to the color ser­
geant, "ho was writhing with pain, 
the captain roared at him: “I ahall 
rei>ort you for punishment for your 
gross carelessness and for mutilating 
yourself In the field.”

The color sergeant, a noncommis­
sioned officer, realised that hla military 
career waa at an end. We all felt for 
him. During the month# preceding thla 
Incident he had always associated him­
self with the privates.

We never learned whether he waa 
brought before a court-martial. Pun­
ishment for self-mutllatlon waa a dally 
event and many severe sentence* wer* 
pronounced and then made known ta 
afl the other* to aerve aa a deterring 
example.

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which they struck was broken. Hel­
mets and knapsacks had been lost long 
since. In spite of the superiority of 
numbers, the Trench could not defeat 
thla little group of desperate men. We 
forgot everything around us and fought 
like bloodthirsty beasts, thinking of 
nothing else. I’art of our men pene­
trated the hostile ranks and fought to 
retake the lost cannon. The enemy 

i recognising the danger, retreated, and 
tried to hold the conquered guns with 
all his energy. We continued to stab, 
to club, man for man. hut the enemy 
held on to the batteries. Kvery can­
non was surrounded by corpses, and 
every minute new victims were cre­
ated. The artillerymen who were fight­
ing with us tried to remove the breech 
blocks of the guns.

Three Germans fought four Frenrh- 
, men at the third gun xvhlih was Just 

to my right. The J were all that was 
left around that piece. At another gun 
70 men lay dead or wounded. A pio­
neer went to the mouth of this gun and 
with astounding enlmuess pushed shell 
after shell Into the barrel, touched 
them off and ran. Friend and fi»e alike 
were tom by the terrible exploalon.

But there seemed no wav to relieve the 
hunger and thlrat which tortured us

Now. horses galloped up to remove 
Ihe gun* we had left, nnd at the same 
Instant the French artillery o|>eiied a 
tremendous fire from gun* of all call 
her*. The shells fell among the .K' 
teams comprising the column. Confu 
•loo reigned. Groups of six horses 
comprising each temn sprung Into the 
air, then ran In all directions, pulling 
ihelr carriages with the wheels up be­
hind them. Some of the terrified ani­
mals ran directly Into the heaxlekt fire, 
only to he torn to shreds with their 
drivers.

The enemy now trsnsferied hla firs 
to the battery position which w# occu­
pied For u* It "fiis only s question of 
advance or retreat. Retreat? No! The 
order came to retake the positions 
which we had lost at the opening of 
the battle and which Ihe Frenchmen 
presumably had made ready to with­
stand a new attack. By thla lima we 
had heen re-enforced with more can­
non fodder and the Insane fight could 
begin anew.

We advanced over a wild field, cov­
erall by thousands u|*on thousands of 
torn human bodies. No shot fe l l ; tha 
only firing was the hostile nrtlllery 
continuing to shell onr battery posi­
tions. Neither the enemy’s artillery 
nor Infnntry was turned upon u*. Thla 
made ti* suspicions and our apprehen­
sion regnrdlng whnt was to i-ome In­
creased as we were permitted to ad­
vance unmolested.

Suddenly there was turned looae 
npon us the fire from a multitude of 
machine guns. We threw ouraelv^ on 
the ground and hunted cover. An In­
stant later we again sprang up and 
continued our march. Once more we 
encountered destruction. By this time 
we had lost almost a third of our men 
nnd, exhausted, we halted

Scarcely had we taken a (>nsitinn be­
fore we were attacked from the front 
and flnnk. We no longer had an ade­
quate force to successfully resist thla 
double blow, as the enemy. In greatly 
superior numbers, had practically 
crushed our force. The left wing was 
completely cut off and we saw our men 
throw np their hands anil surrender. 
We who were In the center were un­
able to come to their assistance; our 
ranks were being decimated from min­
ute to minute.

1.000 meter* and took a stand In onr 
former trenchea. The officer* told us 
wa would have to make a stand under 
any circumstance* and that the re an 
forcements would come soon

In a moment the machine guns were 
set np and soon we were sending a hall 
of ballet* Into the ranks of onr pur­
suing enemy. His advance atopped In­
stantly. Encouraged by this success 
we Bred harder, so that the French 
were compelled to seek cover.

The promised re-enforcement* failed 
to appear. About 000 meters to our 
rqar were at* German batteries In po 
sttlon, bat they maintained only a very 
weak fire. An artillery officer appeared 
before ua and asked the commander of 
oor detachment If It wonld not be well 
lo recommend that the batteries be 
taken back. He said ha had learned 
fly telephone that the German line waa 
wavering on It* entire length.

Before the commander could reply, 
mother attack en masse followed, 
which outnumbered ua by from five to 
seven times.

The French stopped their barrage

a lid confusion all tried si the same 
time to reach the bridges beyond 
which lay safety.

At this Instant the rsvslry which 
had taken cover along the river bank 
galloped to the bridge position. In a 
moment the bridge wa* covered with 
human bodies, all racing for the op­
posite bank. We coaid ace this tem­
porary structure trembling under thla 
enormous burden.

Our officer saw the situation and he 
nervously pressed the telephone re­
ceiver to hit left ear. HI* right hand 
waa on the switch. Breathlessly he 
stared at the fleeing masses. "If only 
the telephone connections had not been 
broken.” he muttered to himself. He 
knew^aa well as all the rest of us that 
he w it to act on the Instant that tha 
curt order came over tne wire.

It was not much that.he had to do. 
Merely make a movement of hla hands. 
Masses of troepa continued to ruth 
across the bridge until more than half 
wer* safely over. The bridge further 
above was not In such great demand, 
and with the lessened congestion al­
most all who crossed here were 
already ssf*.

The sergeant who manned the appa­
ratus at this bridge became restless 
waiting for orders, and finally on hla 
own Initiative blew Jt up.

At no 
point did the allies gain any great 
expanse of territory, but everywhere 
they struck they gained ground that 
was of vltnl Importance to the defen­
sive system of the Iluns. When the 
week closed It appeared likely that 
the enemy must withdraw front the 
entire Picardy salient nnd that he 
probably would be forced hack to the 
Chetnln des 1'ntnes before long. Mar­
shal Koch was not only "picking the 
pockets" of the Hun. hut he was turn­
ing them Inside out. More than that, 
he was forcing the Germans to tight 
where ami when he chose Instead of 
awaiting their attneks In sectors of 
their selection. Thus he made It nl- 
most Impossible for them to reorgan­
ize their hntlered divisions and pre­
pare for a counter stroke that might 
he effective. —  f c  —

The severest blow sustained by the 
enemy during the week was the cap­
ture of Imsslgny, one of the key points 
of hi* defensive line. The town, which 
has long been hut s mass of ruins.
