1 waa placed on a train for wonnoeu 
men. bound for Germany, and w*» 
taken to a hospital In Dnsaeidorf.

I  arrtred rft Duaaeldorf August 28. 
1015. My wound was not dangerous 
and they expected*1 would be cured In 
14 days. Yet It required three weeks.

During thla time I made up my mind 
firmly that I would not murder any 
more people at the order of and to 
further the Interests of Hohenzmlleru 
ism, that thla war would mean the end 
e f the Hoheoxollerfl* and of PrussUn 
militarism. I decided to desert to Hol­
land.

CHAPTER XVI.

The next day we received orders to 
march to an unknown destination. Wa 
aoon arrived at the depot of Apreinont 
where we were obliged to wait. The 
depot bad been destroyed. The next 
station was Chatel. Both of these 
places are about five kilometers behind 
the front.

The prison are were assembled la 
▲premont. Several of them had come
from that town. Their families were 
still In their homes and many prisoners 
asked permission to visit them. I had 
occasion to witness such a visit In Ap- 
rernont. Two reserves led one of the 
prisoners to the house, which he had 
pointed out as his. The prisoner’s 
young wife was In the kitchen with her 
three children. We followed them Into j 
the house.

The woman turned pale as she sud­
denly saw her husband. They em- I 
braced. We went outside for we felt 
out of place there.

The woman bad not bad a letter 
from her husband for five months be­
cause the Germans were between her 
and her husband's arrny. He bud been t 
In the trenchea for n month, realizing 
how naarhy his wife and children were, 
yet unable to reach them and with no 
way of knowing whether they were 
alive or dead.a

How he must have felt ns the French 
she IN (lew over his head on their way 
to Aprenmnt I

There was no way of knowing 
whether the glow In the sky caused 
by the burning of a bouse wns fur­
nished by his home or mrt. Kvery- 
thlng became s tortnriiu: uncertainty 
and all of life was a hell.

Home again for a few hours; then I 
away, a prisoner 1 At least he would 
be able to get word to his wife by 
letter through the field jxists.

Finally he s a id  good by. Ills wife 
bad nothing to give him, no laundry, 
no food.

Everything had been Inst and she 
lived on the soldiers' houuly. She gave 
him her last money and he refused to 
take It. She accepted the money back.

It consisted of a few 5 and HI pfen­
nig pieces and aorne coppers, all she 
bad.

t Unable to endure this we took a col- I 
lection among ourselves. We made up 
more than 10 marks, which we gave 
to the young woman. She refused It at 
flrat. then looking at her husband, she 
took It and tried to im<* our hands.

When we refused to let her do this 
•he ran to s store ueurtiy anil returned 
with cigars, tobacco, m a tch e s and s h u - 
aage. w h ich  she gave to her husband. I 

She s m ile d  perhaps for the tlrst tim e 
tn a long while.

The children were with their father 
and they kissj-d him a« he left, lie had 
one child on each aim and Ills wife 
carried the third.

1 With the greatest happiness the 
family walked along between the two 
armed soldiers. When the moment of 
parting came all began to cry.

This was the fate of thousands of 
poor French and Belgian men and 
women, quartered near their homes 
/et unable ty kqpw who was dead or 
alive.

„ Whil* we atood at the depot ten Get- 
man aoldleru arrived with fixed hayo- 
neta. Between them were three French 
citizen* lu civilian clothing, whom they 
escorted. All were elderly men. Wa 
asked ao old Frenchman what this was 
■bout and he said :

"We receive our food from the Ger­
man military officials but It Is not suf­
ficient to live on. The people have 
nothing le ft  All stock snd food had 
been seized. These three men refused 
to work any longer for the German 
military officials because they could 
not live on what they received.

“They were arrested and are being 
sent tn Germany. No one knows what 
their fate would be there. The men 
were being taken away by the Oer- 
mans and Interned In Germany.”

We received orders to march to 
Varennea and left the next morning. 
As we reached the heights of Varennes 
about noon we saw the wide country 
before ns and the dty nestling In the 
valley. Farther up on the heights was 
Vanquols. Nothing could be seen of 
any houses hut through our held glasses 
we could make out an enormous ash 
heap. Sheila fell there continuously 
and we were frightened at the proa- 
p»ct of having to go tn that spot. 
Scarcely had we crossed the heights 
whtn some shells hurst behind us. The 
French artillery even singled out Indl 
vtdunls While Vauquols was In their 
possession they could co ordinate the 
•entire neighborhood. We understood 

bow why thla aah heap had f>een con 
taated for aoJjlttertj.

We ran down Mil till we came to 
Varennea. The southern section of the 
town bad been wrecked hy shells and 
fir*. Many chimneys were all that was 
loft standing of whole rows of 
M w m , Soldiers everywhere collected 

l) which were transport-

......j . iue cnurch bells were
loaded on wagons and sent away. All
the copper, tin. brass and nickel which 
could he found was gathered.

The next morning we went Info the 
trenches. We had to reach our posi­
tion before daybreak, for with daylight 
the French kept all the approaches un­
der Ore. There was not much of a 
trench In Vauquols. All that could be 
seen was a single stone pile. Literally, 
there wns not. In this town, one stone 
left upon another. The ruins of this 
village had changed humls more 
than fifteen times. When we arrived 
one-half of Vauquols was In German 
hands. The French were In itossesslon 
of the highest points from which they 
could overlook the country for many 
miles.

In default of a trench we sought 
cover behind the stones, for It was Im­
possible to dig trenches here, ns the ar­
tillery leveled everything. The soldiers 
concealed themselves behind stone 
walls arid tired. Artillery of all cali­
ber covered these ruins. Amid all thla 
destruction Iny an army of corpses, 
mostly German.

CHAPTER XVII.

We were of the opinion at first that 
this was only a temporary condition, 
but after a few days we saw a 
slaughter bordering on Insanity under­
taken again and again. I tv night and 
day It was always the same. Using 
Verdun ns their base, the French con­
stantly brought up new masses of 
troops. They had marshaled their 
heavy guns from the nearer Verdun 
forts by the use of field railways.

in the spring of 11)15 both sides be­
gan an offensive of local, but of au In­
comprehensible, murderous nature. 
German and French artillery bombard­
ed Vauquols so that not a square foot 
of land could be found which had not 
been torn up by shells. Thousands snd 
thousands of shells, large and small, 
were hurled Into the town for three 
days and three nights.

This continued until n o t  n single sol­
dier was left In the village, for both 
Freneh snd Germans had to retire 
from Ibis fire from both sides, as It 
was absolutely lm|Miss|hle to have Mir 
vlved this hell. The entire hill and ud 
Joining heights were enveloped In 
smoke.

On the evening of the third day the 
enemy bombardment abated somewhat 
slid we were once more sent Into the 
pile of debris, which had been torn hy 
s hundred thousand shells. It was not 
yet dusk, and ns the French find also 
advanced an nttack developed. They 
came Into our lines w Itti strong ra-erve 
units and the wildest kind of a liand- 
to hand encounter ensued.

Shnrp daggers flew from head to 
head, breast to breast Men stood ofl 
corpses In order to make new corpses.

New enemies continued to arrive. 
For each man who was killed three 
others appeared.

We slso received re enforcements, 
thus permitting the slaughter to con­
tinue.

Each man fought frenzledly, expect­
ing bis death blow momentarily.

No life was worth a penny. Each 
man fought like a beast.

I stumbled and fell upon the stones ' 
snd In less lime than Is required to re­
late It I saw before me a giant French 
man with a pioneer's spade raised to 
strike a blow. With llghtnlngllke speed 
I dodged and the spade struck a stone.

in the next moment my adversary 
had a dagger plunged to the hilt In lilt 
abdomen.

He went down with a terrible cry
and crumpled up In agony on the 
ground. I thruat the dagger Into my 
boot and seized the spade. Ttiere 
were new enemlea all around and the 
spade eatne In handy.

I struck sn enemy between the head 
and shoulders. The sharp spnde en­
tered his body and burled Itself half 
way In. 1 beard the bonea crack under 
the force of the blow.

Another adversary was nearby and 
I dropped the spade and seized the 
dagger.

He struck me with his fist and the 
blood ran from my mouth nnd nose.

We clenched. My dagger was In my 
right hand.

I ran as quickly as T could to the 
rear and after a search of several 
hoars found a dressing station, where 
I was bandaged.

My face was so swollen that the doc­
tor could not tell whether or not my 
Jaw had been broken.
