o f Department of'Justice repre­
sentatives that V illa ’s murderous 
raid upon a United States Camp 
at Columbus.

The mo$t valuable as 
siatance it had _ that was * not 
bought and paid for was the 
spirit of aggresion against Mexico 
developed in our journalism and 
politics. We now see that in most 
cases there was no excuse for 
this except a desire to force the 
hand of the president and to in­
volve us in a costly war at home 
when all the signs and portents 
gave warning of a life-and-death 
struggle abroad.

A move is in operation for the 
establishment o f a great hatfttoal 
military highw.ay across the tThi- 
ted States and there may be a 
chance for Portales to swing it 
this way if  an effort is put forth. 
Aa - contemplated at present by 
the promoters the road in this 
part of the United States from 
Fort Bliss at El Past to Ft. Leav­
enworth, Kansas, would practi- 
cally parallel the line of the Kl 
Paso k  Southwestern and Rock 
Island railroads by way o f Dal- 
hart, Texas, Hutchinson, Kansas, 
Salina, Ft. Riley, Camp Funaton, 
and then follow the Fort road to 
Leavenworth.

A  big enthusiastic meeting of 
delegates was held at Hutchinson 
oh January 20 which was 
attended by representatives from 
nearly everjj . town along the 
Rock Island in Kansas and a com­
mittee of members appointed who 
were also members of the Kansas 
legislature to further the move­
ment in the adoption of laws in 
that state. The convention also 
accepted the invitation of Dal- 
hart to meet in the Panhandle 
town next October. It was esti­
mated that the,cost of the high­
way, graded and paved, would 
be probably $20,000 per mile.

while o f great benefit to the public, 
are not relished hy some railroad cor­
porations for competitive and tbere- 
fere selfish reasons. Such improve- 
ments would result In greet econo­
mies, without which It probably would 
be Impossible to reduce passenger or 
freight rates during the twenty-one 
mouths' period. It to Impossible to 
carry forward an adequate program 
o f improvements and to demonstrate 
those operative economies which will 
cheapen transportation In a shorter pe­
riod than five years.

Must Keep Out o f Politics.
I  would prefer not to mention poli­

tics In connection with thla problem, 
because primarily It to an economic 
question. But we must not be blind. 
The American people have been die- 
cussing the railroads for generations; 
almost every man In public life has 
gone on record on some phase of the 
subject. In 1020 there will be a presi­
dential election. It Is Idle to suppose 
that under such conditions It will be 
possible during this or the next con­
gress to secure calm and deliberate 
consideration o f the ultimate solution 
of the problem, much leas a fair and 
adequate permanent settlement. This 
vital question roust not be settled in 
the beat or passion o f partisan poli­
tics; It must be dealt with In the calm 
o f an Inter-presidential election perlo-1.

Some of the opponents of the sug­
gested five-year extension o f federal 
control appear to do so on the ground 
that the operating revenues during the 
year 1918 will be Insufflfeient to pay 
the rentals guaranteed to the owner*. 
They forget that moat of the wage 
Increase* granted to employees took 
effect January 1; 1918, whereas the 
Increased passenger and freight rates 
did not go Into effect until six months 
later. I f  Increased freight and pas­
senger rates had gone Into effect Jan­
uary 1, 1918. at the same time as the 
wage Increases, there would have been 
no deficit They also forget that the 
government took over the roads when 
they were completely paralysed and 
when the greatest congestion of traffic 
In their htotory was upon them. It 
coat the government millions of dollars 
to clear up the congestion and get the 
railroads running again efficiently. 
They also forget that fillxxard followed 
bllxxard, and that It cost much money 
to overcome their effects. They for­
get. too. that the price of coal, of steel, 
and of other supplies was far above 
normal during the past year. These 
added expenses all would have had to 
be met had the roads continued under 
private control, and to pay for them, 
rates would have had to be Increased. 
Private operation the past year would 
have failed utterly and the deficit 
would have been greater perhaps thnn 
under government management.

Economise Can Be Effected.
Under peace conditions, and with a 

period of five years o f federal control 
assured. It should be possible to main­
tain existing wages and working condi­
tions and to effect such economies, 
that reductions In antes, both passen­
ger and freight, ought to follow with­
in a reasonable time. Unquestionably 
economies can be effected under uni­
fied control that cannot be practiced 
under diversified control. Already the 
extra charge of one-half cent a mile 
for ridlag In sleeping cars. Imposed as 
a war measure, has been removed, and 
other restrictions enforced by the war 
are rapidly disappearing.

Unfortunately some of the opposi­
tion to the proposed five-year exten­
sion Is based on dissatisfaction with 
service given the public during the 
war. It la argued that conditions have 
been bad. although thla Is not true. 
It esn be stated as a fact, which can 
not be successfully contradicted, (hat 
service baa been greatly Improved un-

der federal control. In spite o f th« 
tremendous demands that the war 
needs have Imposed. Here again It to 
forgotten apparently ttyat the railroads 
v e r t  placed under government control 
for the purpose o f winning the war 
against the German autocracy. Tha 
first duty was to move troops and war , 
supplies. I have yet to hear a sound 
criticism o f the manner In which that 
pressing war need was met. Millions 
of soldiers were moved tuifely and ex­
peditiously to the aeabonrd, and from 
camp to cainp. Foodstuffs, munition* 
and other supplies were rushed to 
ships at express-train speed. Tha 
American railroads during the past 
year have functioned for the war pur­
pose.

But even In the conduct o f ordinary 
buslneas. the record made by the rail­
roads shines hy comparison with the 
record of private control In previous 
years when considered from the stand­
point of Important traffic. During the 
fall o f 1918, there was practically no 
congestion anywhere and we were still 
at war. Remember the congestion on 
the railroads In the crop-moving sea­
sons of 1916 and 1917. Toward the 
end o f 1910 conditions became so bad 
that the Interstate commerce commis­
sion made an Investigation. As a re­
sult. Commissioner McChord filed a re­
port In which he said that “mills have 
shut down, prices have advanced, per­
ishable articles o f great value have 
been destroyed, and hundreds of car­
loads o f food products have been de­
layed In reaching tbelr natural mar­
kets." Also that “ long delays In tran­
sit have been the rule rather than 
the exception, and the operations of 
established Industrial activities have 
been uncertain and difficult."

Became Simple Mattes.
The accommodation of passenger* 

In peace times, and the proper at­
tention to the transportation of ordi­
nary freight, become a comparatively 
elmplfe matter once the larger ques­
tions have been disposed of. No prac­
tical. Just and experienced man can 
honestly argue that government op­
eration per te has caused bad service. 
Already needed trains are being re­
stored ; crowded conditions are being 
remedied; rules made necessary by 
the war are being done away with.

I touch on such question* briefly In 
order that there mqy be no hecloudlna 
o f the Issue by the Injectloo of false 
premises. No dlaaccoinmodatton will 
result to tha traveling or shipping pub­
lic by the extension of the period of 
federal control. The question merely 
Is whether wise and well considered 
remedial legislation for the return of 
the roads to private control can be 
obtained under existing condition* 
within twenty-one months, and wheth- 

} er. even If that were possible, the 
roads could be operated successfully, 
economically and satisfactorily pen<l 
Ing the discussion by five congress 
and tha country, and especially wltt 
the 1920 presidential campaign ap­
proaching.

Neither contingency being possible 
In my Judgment, I see no escape from 

1 the conclusion that the period of fed­
eral control must be extended for firs 
years, so that no adequate teat of uni­
fied o|*erntlon may be secured undet 
peace, not war. conditions, and nsces 
sary Improvements to terminals and 
other facilities be made. free from 
partisan political Infiutncoa, or th« 
railroads mnat be restored to private 
contr«>l In the near future to take 
thdr chances under th* old laws and 
condition* which governed them prior 
tq the oaaumptlou of *ootrol by the 
government.

solution. Therefore It la peculiarly 
necessary that th* facta regarding it 
be understood clearly; that It be set­
tled not along partisan political Hues 
nor In deference to tbe prejudice* of 
any clasa; that the American people 
face the Issue boldly and dispose of It 
as courageously as they have always 
done with every basic problem they 
have had to meet. 1

Let me any immediately thgt I have 
no pet theory to advance In discussing 
tbe settlement o f the railroad ques­
tion. At the present time I  am neither 
an advocate nor an opponent o f gov­
ernment ownership. But while my 
tendency Is against government own­
ership and In favor o f a wisely regu­
lated private ownership under strong 
federal control, I am frank to say that 
1 am not afraid of government owner­
ship should experience, gained by an 
adequate teat, prove that It Is tbe beat 
idutlon of tbe problem. We are liv­
ing In n new day In America; the 
world is throwing off old shackles; we 
must do what seems best In view of 
ascertained facts regardless o f pre­
conceptions. I  favor a five-year test 
period because I  believe Its results will 
tell ns convincingly which to better— 
government ownership or private own­
ership wisely and adequately regulated 
under tbe superior authority at the 
federal government.

Calls Attention te Problem.
The recent suggestion I  made to the 

congress for such a test under peace 
conditions has at least served to con­
centrate attention on the problem. 
Many of the attacks on the plan plain­
ly have been dictated by eel fish to* 
tercets; others Just as plainly nr* due 
to misunderstanding.

Th* suggestion most generally ad­
vanced by th* opposition to that rb* 
roads be continued under government

lation (there la an ntter lack of agree­
ment on th* details of such legisla­
tion) be enacted to return the roads 
to their private owners.

There are two reasons why such * 
course aeems to me Impossible; first, 
tbe roads cannot be operated success­
fully under the present act (or twenty- 
one months with the prospect of their 
return to their owners at the end of 
that time ipproechlng nearer every 
day; and second, no adequate and fair 
remedial legislation can be obtained 
within that time In view of the polit­
ical situation, and tbe lack of crystal­
lisation of tbe thought o f th* nation 
as to what la th# beet permanent so­
lution. In d 1 nruMin/ these two point* 
I  must be frank, for tbe American peo­
ple are entitled to frankness. This to 
their problem, and they are going to 
settle It sooner or later whether cer­
tain Intereata want them to or ooL 
v The most serious obstacle to going 
on with tbe present system of federal 
•control under existing limitations 
while the congees* tries to work out 
remedial legislation Is that of morale. 
Borne purposely blind people appear 
to think thla an Idle argument, put for­
ward to bolster up a plan. They do 
not know the situation. “ No man can 
nerve two matters."

Face Stubborn Fact.
Tbe railroad officials and employees 

of the United States are only human, 
i f  they aee the end of federal control 
rapidly approaching, with their pool 
tlons and their future the constant 
subject o f partisan political contro­
versy, and with an entirely different 
system of control, which will vitally 
atfect each Individual employee, about 
to go In effect they naturally cannot 
work with undivided thought and at 
the highest point of efficiency; they 
will b* thinking Inevitably o f the In­
terests of the private owners whose 
employees they will soon become, and 
they will pay leas and leaa attention 
to the government officials operation 
the roads Where the Interests of the 
private owners and of the government 
clash, ns they unavoidably will In 
many case*, employees will hesitate 
which interest to serve. Confusion nod 
Wok o f efficiency are bound to result. 
IThl* Is not theory' 1 thi* I* a *tubt>orn 
fact tbvf must he faced. Already 
signs of the difficulty are beginning to 
appear. With other form* of Industry 
this nil flit not be so serious, but the 
prosperity nnd even the live* of mil­
lions of Americans depend upon the 
discipline nnd efficiency o f the Ameri­
can railroad machine

Then. too. were the effort made to 
continue the present control under ex­
isting legislation, the railroads, from 
a physical standpoint, might stand still 
or even deteriorate during the twenty- 
one tnoSth*' period. Without the co- 
ppenith h of the rallrond corporation*. 
Jt I* (ULVult undet the present low to 
carry forward Improvements or to oh- 
lain needed equipment. Already many 
o f the railroad* are resisting pur­
chases of accessory equipment for 
tbelr account. Many e f the necessary 
improvements, sach as Joint terminals.

1. Murmuring against Mooes and
Aaron (vv. 1-8).

As they Journeyed from Ellm Into 
the great wilderness they became con­
scious of the scarcity o f some of th# 
things they had enjoyed even In Egyp­
tian slavery.

(1). He promised to rain bread from 
heaven (vv. 4, 5). His purpose In this 
was to teerb them that "man doth not 
live by bread alone, but by every word 
that proceedeth out o f the mouth of 
the Lord." (Deut. 8:3). Th# manna 
was given by God. hut the people must 
gather It. (2) He promised to give 
them a vision of his glory (vv. 6-10). 
This served as a warning and an en­
couragement. Despite their murmur­
ing* against him he Invites them to 
come near unto him. Wonderful grace 
that sinful, ungrateful men should be 
permitted to come near to Godl (S) 
Flesh and bread promised (w . 11, 12). 
God answered the cravings of tbe 
people by giving them quails and man­
na to eat. How gracious Is our God! 
II. Quails and Manna Given (10:18-15).

At the appointed time God gave the 
Israelites the promised food. He first 
allowed them to feel their need, to 
show that man's highest need la to be­
lieve God and rely upon him for all 
needs (Deut. 8 :2, 8; Matt. 4:8. 4). He 
then displayed his glory, showing that 
he was aide and willing to supply their 
need If they would obey him.

1. In the evening tbe quails came 
up. (v. 13).

Mince they desired flesh he gave 
their fl***b to eat. Thla Is an example 
of the [atlence and long-suffering of 
God. How be caters to the whims of 
his Tsrlhatfng children!

2. In the morning God gave the 
manna (w . 14, 15).

Tbe Israelite* did not know what It 
was. They exclaimed: “ Wbat to Itr 
Moses told them It was the bread 
which the Lord bad given them to eat.

III. Th* Responsibilities of th* la- 
raelite* (10:10:81).

1. They must gather a certain ration 
dally (v. 10 cf v. 4).

This was to teat tbelr faith. They 
must look to him for their dally bread 
(Matt. 0:11).

2. Every man wna to gather for him­
self (v. 10 cf v. 20),

The manna typified Christ (John 0: 
33, 51). As each man was to gather 
for himself so each one must appro­
priate Christ for himself.

8. The manna rouat be gathered 
freah every morning (v. 21).

This was to he done early, before 
the sun was up. Christ, our manna, 
should be taken each day. and the first 
thing In the day (John C: 57).

4 They must not gather in excess of 
one day's supply (vv. 18, 20).

That which was In excess of the 
day’s supply became corrupt. Chris­
tians should make use of the gifts be­
stowed hy God. God's graces are only 
good when put to use.

5. The manna must "be eaten to pre­
serve life.

They were In the wilderness, so 
could only live by entlng of the fond 
which God gave. In the wilderness 
of ibis world only those who feed 
ujxin Christ, the true manna, have 
eternal life (John 0:50. 51).

G. Due consideration should be given 
to the Sabbath day (vv. 22-31). A 
double jxirtlon was to lie gathered tbe 
day before.

Meeting Labor Demand.

Although the largest acreage on 
record was planted la 1918 by Ameri­
can farmers, the grant crops of the 
year were harvested under difficulties 
not appreciably greater than those In 
normal times, says the annual report 
o f the secretary o f agriculture. '

“ The department o f agriculture con­
tinued throughout the year to giro 
earnest attention to the securing and 
mobilisation o f an adequate supply of 
farm labor," the report states. " It  
maintained It4 representatives, sta­
tioned In each state tn the spring of 
1917, and perfected Its own organisa­
tion, enlisting the more active co­
operation o f the county agents and 
other extension workers.

" I t  mors fully co-ordinated Its activ­
ities with the department o f labor, a 
representative o f the department o f 
agriculture having been designated a 
member o f the war labor policies 
board which waa created by the presi­
dent I t  has also sided the war de­
partment la connection with the clas­
sification o f agricultural registrants. 
Special efforts were made, beginning 
early In the year, to Imprvws upon the 
reel dents o f urban communities tbe 
necessity o f siding farmers In the 
planting and harvesting o f their crops.

"Tbe response to appeals along this 
line was geoerou*. In Kansas, for ex­
ample, where the situation was espe­
cially difficult, the reports Indicate 
that more than 45,000 workers were 
supplied to fanners to assist la the 
wheat harvest. Tbe potato crop In 
two counties In Texas was saved 
through the aid of the boalnesa men In 
the local communities, and’ la  Illinois 
M.000 workers were registered for 
harvest work.'

A t least, this Is true In 15,000 square 
miles o f California where 0,000 farm­
ers have enIIi<ted In rural fire com­
panies, equipped with trailer fire 
carts, stationed at strategic points and 
ready to meet the fire peril when It 
appears. The plan waa developed by 
the county agricultural agents. In co­
operation with tbe forest service of 
the United States department o f agri­
culture, and It la estimated that a 
quarter ot  * million dollars' worth of 
grain was saved through It during the 
summer o f 1918. The plan waa de­
vised for tbe purpose of reducing 
looses In grain fields and on grass 
ranges, but department of agriculture 
9 M bUati believe It might be given a 
much adder field o f osefulnees la tbe 
protection o f practically all kinds of 
farm property f io n  loss by fire.

Under tbe California plan the 
county farm bureau becomes tbe cen­
tral fire protection agency. A  local 
fire company waa formed at each com­
munity farm bureau center, and tbe 
members pledged themselves to re­
spond Instantly to the call o f fire. 
Bach community elected a "firs boas." 
who waa commlaalooed as a deputy 
state firs warden, and a "fire dis­
patcher," wbnee duty It la to remain 
at tbe telephone during Area to give 
Information and obtain help.

Trailers Carry Equipment.
Ia moot of (be communities a two­

wheeled trailer fire cart waa obtained 
These trailers are o f simple construc­
tion, may be attached to any automo­
bile, and are completely equipped with 
chemical fire extinguishers, water 
cans filled with wet sacks, with forks 
and shovels, and with a container for 
drinking water for the fire fighter*. 
Tbe trailer Is kept at the cross road* 
or other most accessible point tn tbe 
community, nod the first automobile 
passing on the way to a fire hitches 
to the trailer and takes It along. Out 
o f the SOB rural fire companies organ­
ised In California last year. 287 are 
equipped with ruch trailer*.

The saving o f a quarter o f a million 
dollars In a single season In thia 
limited territory la an Indication of 
what might result I f  the plan were 
generally adopted In communities 
where conditions are such s* to mske 
It workable. There are some rural 
communities where such a plan might 
not be advisable, but In the majority, 
perhaps. It would be workable. Prior 
to the extensive spread of the farm 
bureau system, which came primarily 
as a war measure during 1917 and 
191fi. It would not have been possible, 
since It Is necessarily a co-operative 
community activity. But the farm 
bureau system has come to stay, and 
It affords tbe sort o f co-operative e f­
fort o f which community fire protec­
tion may well be a part.

•Unllar Need Elsewhere.
Throughout s dosen or more states, 

there exists a need for protection 
against fire In grain and grass fields, 
at thrashers, and the like, similar to 
that tn California. In other large areas 
where wooded tracts are Interspersed 
with tilled fields and where woods 
fires are o f frequent occurrence a fid 
often spread to crops and buildings, 
there exists the sans# need as In the 
extensive grain fields. And, In the 
general protection o f farm buildings 
and fepees. In bay loft and bay rick
