On January 1, 1919, there were
261,000 horses in New Mexico
with an average value of $62.00
per head. This means an increase
of about 69 per cent in the num-
bgr of horses since the ecensus
year of 1910;it is also intérest-
ing to note that New Mexico
horses have increased in value
$18.17 per head during this per-
iod. This is conclusive evidence
that the state is breeding a bet-
ter quality of horses. Of the
261,000 in the state, there are
156,000 on the tax rolls. . There
are many Indian ponies in the
state that are non-assessable.

Mules

On January 1, 1919, there were
20,000 mvles in the state, with an
average value of $92.00 per head;
this is a decline of $5.50 per head
in price since 1910, which would
seem to indicate a failure on the
part of the state to improve its
grade of mules to the same de-
gree that has been done with its
horses. New Mexico mules are
worth $43.59 less per head than
the average price for mules in
the United States.

Milk Cows
There were 84 000 milk cows in
the state on January 1, an in-

crease of about sixty-three per
cent sine the ecensus of 1910; the
value per head has inereased in
this time from $33.16 in the ecen-
sus year to $75.00 in 1918, It is

—Representative Fred-
erick H. Gillett, of Massachusetts,
was nominated on the first ballot by
the republican conference as the
party candidate for speaker in the
pext house of representatives.

The official vote was announced by
Representative Horace M. Towner of
ilowa, chairman of the conference,
follows: Gillett, 138; Mann, 69;
Campbell, 13; scattering, 6—four for
Representative John J. Esch of Wis-
consin, and one for Representative
Frank W. Mondell of Wyoming.

W. Tyler Page of Montgomery
county, Maryland, was nominated
clerk by acclamation and Joseph G.
Rodgers. of Philadelphia, now a house
employe, was nominated for sergeant-
atarms over Representative Willlam
J. Cary of Wisconsin. whose term ex-
pires March 4.

Twenty-four Years In House.

For continuous service, Mr. Gillett
is the veteran of the house, as he is
rounding out his twenty-fourth year
of consecutive service. Although he
entered congress when Representa-
tive Cannon of [llinois was a veteran,
Mr. Gillett's recora for unbroken
service exceeds tqit of the former
speaker, whose forty years in the
house have been interrupted by ab-
sence from two congresses.

Despite his long service, Mr. Gil-
less is not one of the most widely
known members of the house and his
friends ascribe his rise to republican
leadership to his close application to
legislation rather than to any per-
sonal advertising.

Representative Gillett is from the
Second Massachusetts district and
his home is in Springfleld. He was
born in Westfleld, Mass., in 1852 and
was graduated from Amherst collegé
and the Harvard law school.

Representative Dick T. Morgan of
Oklahoma was made a member of the
important committee on committees.

Stafansson’s Arctic Expedition Heard
From At Last.

Ottawa.—The safe arrival on the
north coast of Alaska on November

panions, was announced in a dispatch
forwarded from Fort Yukon.

The explorer set out from the north
coast of Alaska March 26 to drift
westward on an ice cake across the
Polar basin on the theory that the
currents would land him on the coast
of Siberia. It appears from his dis-
patches that the ice cake merely car-
ried them around ih wnat might be
considered a huge eddy.

Storkerson sailed from Victoria B,
C., June 17, 1913, with an expedition
headed by Vilhijalmar Stefansson to
study barren Arctic wastes for the
Canadian government.

Stefansson planned to strike out
from the Alaskan coast with sledges
and dogs to reach a point about 200
miles nort hof Kariruk and there

SHIPS AVAILABLE FOR 200,-
000 MONTHLY

Thirty-8ixth Division Was Last To Go
Overseas of First Half
MillTon.

Washington. — General Pershing’'s
announcement of the diivsions that
will return to America contains no
mention of the Thirty-sixth division,
which includes the 142nd regiment,
composed of the Oklahoma National
Guard.

The Thirty-sixth division was part
of the first 500,000 to go into federal
service following the declaration of
war, and was the last of these to go
overseas, remaining at Camp Bowie
until last summer.

General Pershing’'s message sald
that “divisions now In the American
expeditionary forces excepting those
with regular army designations” will
be returned to the United States in
the order of their arrival of their re-
spective divisional headquarters in
France. This was interpreted as
meaning that all divisions except the
First, Second, Third. Fourth, Fifth,
Sixth and Seventh, will be returned as
soon as shipping is available.

Combat troops not assigned to di-
visions will be returned in the order
in which their service can be spared,
and a similar policy has been adopted
regarding service of supply troops ex-
cept that as far as possible these al-
s0 would be returned in the order of
arrival in France.

General Pershing said he estimated
the movement of troops, based on ton-
nage known to be available and on the
German shipping soon to become
available, as follows:

March, 212,000; April, 221,000; May,
248,000; June, 207.000.

The general said that based on
these estimates, divisions would be
returned in the following order:

March—Twentyseventh, Thirtieth,
Eighty-fifth, Thirty-seventh and
Ninety-first.

April—Twenty-sixth, Eighty-third.
Eighty-second, Thirty-fifth and Forty-
second.

May—Thirty-second, Twenty-eighth,
Thirty-third, Eightieth and Seventy-
eighth.

June — REighty-ninth, Ninetieth,
Cwenty-ninth and Seventy-ninth.

The Ninetieth division is composed
of Oklahoma and Texas National
Army men.

Army Deaths Total 107444,

Washington.—Deaths during the
war in the American expeditionary
forces and among troops in the Unit-
ed States from all causes, the war de-
partment announced numbered 107,
444. In the expeditionary forces the
total was 72,951. Of these, 20,839 re-

Federal Aid For FRoads.

In Boston Speech He Tells Why He
Has Fought for Certain Ideals at
Paris and Will Continue To
Fight for Them At Home.

Boston. — President Wilson will
fight at home as he has fought
abroad for a league of nations.

Returning from France he had beea
on American soil not more than three
hours before he threw down the
gauntlet to those who distrust the
proposed concert of governments
based, he said on the American ideals
®hich had won the war for justice
and humanity.

New England gave the president a
rousing welcome. This city probably
never has seen a greater crowd than
gathered at every point of vantage
along the route from Commonwealth
pier to which the naval cutter Ossipee
brought his party from the steamer
George Washington, * through the
downtown districts and around two
sides of Boston common to the Cop-
ley Plaza hotel where a stop was
made for luncheon.

Cheered Everywhere,

At every turn the president was
cheered. Hat in hand he stood in his
motor car throughout the two miles
of the parade except in ome block
between Washington and Fremont
streets where because of the narrow
way spectators were not allowed to
congregate.

The national army, the navy, the
state guard and the city police In
lines on either side of the route
formed a guard of honor for the en-
tire digtance of the drive.

80 effective were the arrangements
that not an unpleasant incident oc-
curred. :

President Wilson was accompanied
in the parade and later to Mechanics
Hall, where he spoke before 8,000 per-
sons, by Mrs. Wilson. He appeared
physically it for what he declared as
the approaching ‘strenuous attempt to
transact business for a little while in
America.”

Summary of the Speech.

The president said:

I ahve not come to report the pro-
ceedings or the results of the pro-
ceedings of the peace conference’
that would be premature.

I can say that [ have receledv very

Seek American First.

And in the midst of it all every in-
terest seeks out first of all, when It
reaches Paris, the representatives of
the United States.

Why?

Because, and | think I am stating
the most wonderful fact in history—
because there is no nation In Europe
that suspects the motives of the Unit-
ed States.

Clash In Competition.

But you understand that the na-
tions of Europe have again and again
clashed with one another in competi-
tive interest.

It is impossible for men to forget
those sharp Issues that were drawn
between them in times past.

It is Impossible for men to believe
that all ambhitions have all of a sud-
den been forgone.

They remember territory that was
coveted; they remember rights that it
was attempted to extort; they remem-
ber political ambhitions which it was
attempted to reaflize—and. while they
believe that men have come into a dif-
ferent temper, they ecannot forget
these things, and so they do mot re
sort to one another for a dispassion-
ate view of the matters in contro-
versy.

They resort to the nation which
has won the emviable distinction of
being regarded as the friend of man-
kind.

Whenever it is desired to send a
small force of soldiers to occupy a
piece of territory where it is thought
nobody else will be welcome, they
ask for American soldiers,

And where other soldiers would be
looked upon with suspicion and per-
haps met with resistance, the Ameri-
can soldier is welcomed with acclaim.

Before this war Europe did not be-
lteve in us as she does now. She did
not believe In us throughout the first
three years of the war. She seems
really to have belleved that we were
holding off because we thought we
could make more by staying out than
by going in.

The Europe that I Jeft the other
day was full of something that it had
never feit fill its heart full before.

And now these ideals have wrought
this new magic, that all the peopies
of Europe are buoyed up and confl-
dent in the spirit of hope, because
they believe that we are at the eve of
a new age in the world when nations
will understand one another, when
nations will support one another in
every just cause, when nations will
unite every moral and every physical
strength to see that the right shall
prevail.

If America were at this junction to
fail the world, what would come of
it?

I do not mean any disrespect to
any other great people when 1 say
that America is the hope of the world;
and if she does not justify that hope
the results are unthinkable.

Men will be thrown back upon the
bitterness of disappointment not only,
but the bitterness of despair.

All nations will be set up as hostile
camps again; the men at the peace
conference will go home with their
heads upon their breasts, knowing that
they have failed—for they were bid-
den not to come home from there un-
til they did something more than sign

Supose we sign the treaty of peace
and that it is the most satisfactory
treaty of peace that the confusing ele-
ments of the modern world will afford
and go home and think about our la-
bors; we will know that we have left
written upon the historic table at
Versailles, upon which Vergennes and

nothing but a modern scrap of paper:
no nation united to defend it, no
great forces combined to m ke it good,
no assurance given to the downtrod-
den and fearful people of the world
that they will be safe.

Any man who thinks that America
will take part in giving the world any
such rebuff and disappointment as
that, does not know America.

I invite him to test the sentiments
of the nation.

Wa set this up to make men free
and we did not copfine your concep-
tion and purpose to America and now
we will make men free.

Her Power Dissipated.

If we did not do that the fame of
America would be gone and all her
powers would be dissipated.

She would have to keep her power
for those narrow, selfish, provincial
purposes which seem so dear to some
minds that have no sweep beyond the
nearest horizon.

I should welcome no sweeter chal-
lenge than that.

I have fighting blood in me and it
is sometimes a delight to let it have
scope, but If it is a challenge on this
occasion it will be an indulgence.

Do you realize how many nations
are going to be set up in the presence
of old and powerful nations in Europe
and left there, if left by us, without
1 disinterested friend?

The arrangements of the present
peace cannot stand a generation un-
less they are guaranteed by the united
forces of the civilized world.

When I think of the homes upon
which dull despair would settle were
this great hope disappointed, I should
wish for my part never to have had |
America play any part whatever in
this attempt to emancipate the world.
But I talk as if there were any ques-
tion. I have no more doubt of the
verdict of America in this matter than
1 have doubt of the blood that is in
me.

And so, my fellow citizens, 1T have
come back to report progress, and I
do not believe that the progress is go-
ing to stop short of the goal

The nations of the world have set
their heads now to do a great thing

The Income Tax drive comes to &
close on Saturday night, March 15,

The payments and returns due on
that date under the provisions of the
new Revenue hw-utb.htbomdl,
of local Internal Revenue Collectors
before their offices close that night.

The Income Tax is being collected to
meet the war expenses, Every person
who shouted and tooted his horn on'
Armistice Day is now called upon to
contribute his share of the cost of win-
ning the war,

The laggards and the dodgers will
face severe fines and Jall sentences,
The Internal Revenue Bureau an-
nounces that its officers glll check us
all up to see that every person who
comes within the scope of the Income
Tax law did his share,

Where to Pay and Flle,

Residents of New Mexico and Arl-
zona are required to make their re-
turns and pay thelr taxes to Alfred
Franklin, Collector of Internal Reve-
nue, Phoenix, Ariz, or to any of his
deputy collectors who are now doing
free advisory work on Income Tax.

Payments sent by mall should be at:
tached to the returns and should be in
the form of check, money order or
draft. Cash payments by mall ate
sent at the taxpayer’s risk of loss.

If you are unable to make your re-
turn personally because of lliness, ab-
sence or incapacity an agent or legal
representative may make your retarn.

If there are any doubtful points as
to your items of income or allowable
deductions you should get in touch at
once with a Revenue officer or a bank-
er for advice,

Women Pay Tax,

Women are subject to all the re-
quirements of the Income Tax. Wheth-
er single or married, a woman's income

from all sources must be considered.
If unmarried or If living apart from

‘ Fa ¥ Income Taxable,

Every .mer and ranchman whe
had a falir or a good year in 1918 must
heed the Income Tax this year. He
must consider all his income as tax-
able. He is entitled to deduct from
his gross income all amounts expended
in carrying on his farm. The cost of
farm machinery, farm bulldings and
improvements cannot be deducted, The
cost of Jive stock, either for resale or
for breeding purposes, is also regardad
as investment.

Overtime and Bonuses Taxed™

Salary and wage earners must con-
sider as taxable every item recelived
from employers &nd from other
sources. Bonuses and overtime pay
are to be reported as well as the regu-
lar payments,

Allowances for Losses.

Losses sustalned In 1918 and neot
covered by Insurance are deductible
items If Incurred In the taxpayer’'s

That form contains the Information he
will need to enable him to figure his
correct net Income and any tax that he
owes the government, '

The law requires that every unmar-
ried person who had a net Income of
$1,000 or over and every marridd per-
son whose net Income was $2.000 or
over (Including the Income of hushand
or wife and the earnings of minor
children, If any) must make a return
on or before March 15th. And this re-
quirement does not hinge on whether
the person owes a fax.

Sweitzer's plurality over Thomas
Carey, a brick manufacturer, it was
estimated, would rarge between 60,000
and 70,000.

“lI do not think that any county can
well afford to do without an agent,” is
the tribute a live Mississippi farmer,
near Iattlesburg, pays his county
agent in a recent letter to the United
States department of agriculture.

UNSAFE SOURCES OF
FARM WATER SUPPLY

Streams, Ponds, Ditches and
Reservoirs Unsatisfactory.

Temperature (s Not Pleasing and
Presence of More or Less Pollut
ing Matter Is Certain—Some
Hints on lce Supply.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture)

Streams, ponds, irrigation ditches
and small open reservoirs are unsatis-
factory and unsafe sources of farm
water supply. The subject Is consid-
ered in Farmers' Bulletin 841, “Water
Systems for Farm Homes,” recently
issued by the United States department
of agriculture.

The temperature of such water sel-
dom {is satisfactory, and the presence
of more or less polluting matter is cer-
tain. Often the carcasses of farm ani-
mals are found therein. In thousands
of cases the domestic supply is taken
directly from Iirrigation ditches. In
other instances a cistern, often without
a filter, is filled at such times as the
ditch water runs clearest. Often open
reservoirs are necessary to collect and
store rainfall for the use of stock, and
occasionally they are used as sources

Directions and lllustrations Given for
Construction of Substantial
Supports.

It I1s an easy matter to make con-
crete posts for the grape trellis, or
farm fence. For a grape trellis muke
the posts ten feet Jong so that you can
set them four feet underground. The
butts should be six inches square and
the tops four inches. At equal dis-
tances apart through the posts are
set one-half inch pipes so that you can
run wires through them The illus-
tration shows how the forms are made,
A three-eighths inch boit runs through
the pipes so that the forms will be
clamped well and the concrete will not
not bulge. Mix the concrete with one
part cement, two and one-half parts
clean sand and three parts well

Straw, cornstalks or other similar or-
gnnic material that will cover the
ground and that may be obtained at
little or no cost, except for handling, is
svitable to use for mulching purposes
In a general way, It may be stated
that the thicker the mulch the better
A luyer at least four Inches deep
ghould be applied, and In later years
as this rots away more should be add-
ed.
