One, he said, was that a citizen of a |
state could not bring suit against the
state without (ts consent, while the
other was that the federal constitu-
tion does not create jurisdiction but
only apportions it, and accordingly,
under the constitution, the supreme
court had no jurisdiction.

- FROM JUSTICE

U. 5. 1S OUT OF THE TRIAL

Belgian Judge To Replace American
On International Tribunal Which
Will Try the Former
Kaiser,

London.—*“Der Tag” 18 drawing for
Wilhelm Hohenzollern, former Ger-
man emperor and king of Prussia.

The supreme council has drafted a
note to the Dutch government, asking
for extradition of the former German
emperor.

The note refers to article 227 of the
treaty of Versailes, and Invites Hol-
land to join the allied powers in the
accomplishment of this act.

Article 227 of the treaty of peace
with Germany declares:

“The allled and assoclated powers
publicly arraign Willlam II of Hohen-
gollern, formerly German emperor, for
A supreme offense against internation-
al morality and sanctity of treaties.

“A spechl tribunal will be consti-
tuted to try the accused, thereby as-
suring him the guarantees essential to
the rights of defense. It will be com-
posed of five judges, one appointed by
each of the following powers, namely:
The United States of America, Great
Britain, France, Italy and Japan.”

The article also declares that it will
be the duty of the tribunal to fix the
punishment which it gonsiders should
be Imposed.

The note asks Holland's ‘“co-opera-
tion” with the allled powers in bring-
Ing the ex-kaiser to trial While
couched In most friendly diplomatic
terms, the note amounts to all Intents
and purposes to a demand for the for-
mer ruler’'s extradition.

Holland is expécted to refuse the al-
lies’ request for the surrender of Wil-
lism, but would turn him over to Ger-
many If requested to do so.

The United States will not be repre-
sented on the internatjonal tribunal
which is to try the former kaliser The
court will consist of British, French,
Itallan, Japanese and Belgian judges,
but there will be no represen-
tative of the U'nited States owing to
President Wilson's opposition to the
proceedings.

ALL GERMANY IS IN AN UP-
ROAR AGAIN

Twenty two Killed by Machine Gun
ners repelling An Attack on
the Reichstag.

Berlin.—A state of seige through-
out all of Germany except the south-
ern part and the areas occupied by al-
{led troops, was declared by President
Ebert, following the attack upon the
reichstag building Tuesday by inde-
pendent socialists and communists
when twenly-two pe sons were killed.

Gustav Noske, the minister of de-
fense, has been <ppoinred commander-
In-chief for the Greater Berlin district
and Brandenberg Province. Street
parades, meetings ana demonstrations
of all kinds have been prohibited.

Troops supported by machine guns
were rushed to the wefense of the
reichstag building by rierr Noske. The
announcement that rerwenty-two per-
sons were killed m the fighting be-
tween mobs and troops around the
reichstag building was made by Herr
Fehrenbach, an official of the national
assembly and former president of the
reichstag. Many others were wound-
ed.

The government srates that “these
demonstrations have been quelled.” It
is estimated that 30,000 communists
and independent socialists, most of
them working men wno left the fac-
tories to take part in the demonstra-
tion, surged through tne Unter den
Linden and about the reichstag build-
Ing.

The street about the reichstag build-
ing resembled a battie scene with bar-
bed wire entanglements, troops on
sentry duty and machine guns posted
at stragetic points. Reinforcements of
machine guns and lignt artillery were
held in reserve in the event of a fresh
outbreak of the fighting. .

Military guards were also thrown
about the Adlon hotel, where the
members of the alllea missions are
living.

The majority of the members of the
national assembly wyre attending the
session of that body when the inde
pendent soclalists and communists
made their first attempt to storm the
reichstag buillding. There was a heavy
burst of firing outside which quickly
put an end to the deliberations.

Attempts were made by the guards
to quietly dispose of the mob, but |t
was heedless of warnmgs. At last, the
mob, regardless of 'he machine gun-
ners and other defenders of the bulild
ing, made a rush against the police
Iines, trying to disarm the guards and
disable the machine guns When I
war seen the mob could not be check
ed In any other way, fire was opened
on it/ The shooting was at close
range and the front or the building
was littered with dead and wounded
The most severe casua:ties were in
flicted on the crowd which approached
fropp the Simonstrasse side of the
structure. Order was soon restored

CITIZENSHIP FOR INDIANS

Congressman Carter's Bill Is Passed
By the House
Washington, D. C.—The Oklahoma
plan tor the settlemen of the Indian
today by the

izenship bill introduced by Represen
tative Charles . Carter was given in
its final passage almost unanimous ap
proval. It grants citizenship to all In-
dians in the nited States without
changing the non-taxable status of
their lands.

It also provides for the issuance of
certificates of competency, delivery of
fee patents and removal of all restric
tions to alienatien, taxation, eta, on
all Indiana of less than one-half Indian
blood living outside of Oklahoma.

It provides three competency com-
missjons, each of which commission
shall be constituted as follows: One to
be a person of Indian blood and one a
member of the Indian bureau with a
civil service status.

The duty of these three commissions
ghall be to visit each Indian reserva-
tion in the United States.

FARM FAMILY NEEDS SUPPLY

And vyet, there are thousands of
people—people who need lce—neglect-
ing opportunities to provide them-
selves with an abundance of It at no
cost of manufacture whatever. Where
no extra labor s hired the cost of
cutting and hauling is no more than
it used to be, and the actual manufac-
turing cost Is as It always has been—
nothing.

Every farm family needs ice. With
fce In the farm ice-house, a hundred
comforts are possible all through bhot
weather. They could not be had If the
lce-house were empty. And, with few
exceptions, farmers who produce milk
or butter for sale, as the United States
department «f agriculture has fre-
quently pointed out, simply can not
have a full measure of success with-
out ice. The absence of ice generally
means n big money loss, but it means
more than that. Sour milk makes a
bitter man. The dairy farmer who has
to haul back home a lot of sour milk
or cream every few days simply is
not in a frame of mind to enjoy any
of the good things of life.

A great many men honestly mean
to harvest a crop of ice, but never do
It. The pond freezes. They think, per-
haps, that the ice is nmot quite thick

A cuble foot of lce weighs about 57
pounds, so In sto~ing lce It is cus
tomary to allow from 40 to 50 cublic
feet per ton for the mass of lce. At

unusually large space for ipsulation
beneath and above the ice. From these
figures it 1s possible to calculate readi-
ly the quantity of ice that any given
Ice-house will hold.

Where a lake, pond, or stream of
clear water is not avallable, some
preliminary work In preparing the ice
field will be required before freezing
weather sets in. It is therefore advis
able to make all plans for the work
a8 soon as possible. Water for the
ice supply should be entirely free from
contamination or pollution. Ponds and
sluggish streams usually have grass
and weeds growing in them, so that
the ice harvest is likely to contain de-
cayed vegetable matter, which Is al-
ways objectionable. They should there-
fore be thoroughly cleared of such
growtha before the ice has formed.

In some sections it 1s necessary to
Impound the water for producing Ice.
This may be done either by excavating
and diverting a stream into the ex-
cavation, or by constructing dams
across low areas. In localities where
very low temperatures prevalii for sev.
eril weeks at a time and the supply
of pure water Is limited, blocks of ice
muy he frozen In metal cuns or in spe-
clul fiber containers.

Size of the Ice Field.

In harvesting ice it is desirable to
have a field of sufficlent size to fill the
lce-house at a single cutting, as the
thickness and quality of the ice will
be more nearly uniform, and the nec-
essary preparation for cutting and har-
vesting need be made but once. In
many instances, however, the size of
the pond or stream is such that it s
necessary to walit for a second crop In
order to fill the ice-house. The average
farmer requires only a comparatively
small quantity of ice, so that even a
smull harvesting surface will usually

cut the second time. The square feet
of surface required per ton is shown
In the accompanying table. Size of
cake, 22 by Inches.

Few Tools Required.

When a small quantity of ice Is to
be harvested, but few tools are re-
quired.  The following list contains
those actually needed for harvesting
on a small scale: Two Ice saws,
one hand marker, one pulley and rope,
two pairs of lce tongs, two ice hooks,
one pointed bar and one straight edge.
While these tools are all that are
necessary, additional ones, such as the
horse plow and marker, horse scraper
and marker, and a calking bar, are
convenient, and will help to expedite
the work of Ice harvesting.

LITTLE BUTTER IS EXPORTED

Product Manufactured In the United
States Is Small Factor in Inter.
national Trade.

Butter made In the United States Is
a very small factor in the internation-
al butter trade, according to complla-
tions made by dairy experts of the
United States department of agricul-
ture. More than 99 per cent of our
butter business has been entirely do-
mestic, except in the last three years.
Even small exports and imports, hew-
ever, have a considerable effect on
prices. That condition Is especially
true in countries where butter produc-
tion and consumption are nearly equal.
The United Kingdom and Germany
were the principal butter-importing
nations, and Europe in the last decade
has been unable to supply Its own but-
ter needs. Shortly before the war SI-
beria, Australla and New Zealand
supplied most of the butter which Eu-
| rope Imported.
