The new ruling is the most im-
portant liberalization of War Risk
Insurance since the passage of the
Sweet bill, and is designed for the
special benefit of service men who
failed to reinstate their insufance
prior to the new law, and who
have been discharged more than
18 months.

Ex-service men may still rein-
state their lapsed term insurance
any time within eighteen months
following the month of discharge
by complying with thesame con-
ditions. Within three months
following the month of discharge
reinstatement may be made by
simply remitting two months’ pre-
miums without a formal applica-
tion or statement as to health,

Reinstatement may also . be
made after eighteen months fol-
lowing discharge, as follows: If
the insurance has not beewlapsed
longer than three months, by com-
plying with the conditions out-
lined in (1) and (2) above. From
the fourth to the eleventh month
inclusive, after lapse, by eomply-
ing with the same conditions and
in addition submitting a formal
report of examination made by a
reputable physician substantiat-
ing the statement of health to the
satisfaction of the Direcor of the
bureau.

RAISING COTTON IN . ~
ROOSEVELT OOUI"?

There may be many citizens of
Roosevelt county who do not
know that at one time Portales
colud boast of a cotton gin. Not
many years ago a few hundred
bales of geunine Roosevelt county
cotton was ginned here in one
season. Why the farmers quit
raising cotton here, maybe some
of the old timers ecould tell. It
may have been on aceount of five
or six cent lint or because this is
not a ‘‘cotton country.”” How-
ever that may be, this county has
produced some fine fields of eot-
ton, and to our own knowledge,
one fellow made six bales from
eleven acres, and we would like
to have about eleven acres of that
kind this year. It is claimed by
some that the bolls do not open
well in this climate. Even though
that be so, boll pulling is now a
very profitable employment, and
as the seed become acclimated,
that is after cotton has been
grown here a few years and home-
grown seed planted, this trouble
will be overcome to a great extent
so it is claimed. Quite a lot of
cotton has been raised here from
time to time in the gardens and
it has done remarkably well. We
understand that in the south part
of the eounty, a a number, of the
farmers are contemplating.
in quite a little acreage, and &
for this has been assured so there
will be mo trouble in getting it
ginned.

Every member of the United
States Bemate and of the House
of Representatives that has held
office since 1823 has at some time
or other discussed the Monroe
Doctrine. There is not a person
in this country today who has not
héard of that famous document,
During the past year it has per-
haps been the subject of more
discussions than at any previous
time. The indications are that it
will be discussed considerably
during the present year.

Comparatively few people, how-
ever, have ever taken the trouble
to read it, being under the im-
pression that it is of great length.
As a matter of fact, it contains
only 202 words. It was contained
in President Monroe’s message to
Congress a little more than 96
years ago—December 2, 1823, in
the following words:

““In the discussion to which
this interest has given rise, and in
the arrangements by which they
may terminate, the occasion has
been deemed proper for asserting,
as a principle in which rights and
interests of the United States are
involved, that the American Con-
tinents, by free and independent
condition which they have as-

sumed and maintain, are hence-
forth not to be considered as
subjects for future colonization

of any European power. We owe
it, therefore, to candor and to the
amicable relations existing be-
tween the United States and
those powers to declare that we
should consider any attempt on
their part to extend their system
to any portion of this hemisphere
as dangerous to our peace and

or dependencies of any European
power we have not interfered and
shall not interfere. But with the
governments who have declared
their independence and maintain
it, and whose independence we
have, on great consideration and
on just prineiples, acknowledged,
we could not view any interposi-
tion for the purpose of oppressing
them or controlling in any any
other manner their destiny by any
European power in any other
light than as the manifestation of
an unfriendly disposition toward
the United States.’’

. Petér's Imprisonment (vv. 1-4).

1. By whom (v. 1). Herod, the
grandson of the wicked Herod who
slew the innocent children at Bethle-
hem. .

2, The reason (v. 8). It was to gain
the favor of the Jews, Herod was not
a Jew, and therefore knew that his
success was dependent upon haying
the good will of the Jews. He did not
particularly hate the Church, but loved
popularity. Herod, for the sake of
popularity, assumed a deep sympathy
for degenerate Judalsm. Since the
Church had developed Into a success-
ful rival of Judalsm—indeed was al-
ready displacing it—he saw an oppor-
tunity to curry favor with the Jews by
putting his hand forth against it.

8. The method (v. 4). Peter was ar-
rested, put into prison and guarded by
four quaternions of soldiers. A qua-
ternion is a guard of four soldiers on
duty at the same time. Four quater
nlons meant that a special group was
on duty each watch of the night. It
was the custom for two soldlers to be
in the prison, one on each side of the
prisoner, bound to his arms with
chains (v. 6). The third one to watch
outside the door and the fourth to be
near the outside gate. Humanly
speaking It was impossible to escape.
Howgver, they made one fatal mis-
take; they left out God.

Il. The Church of God In Prayer
(v. 0).

The Church was in a crisis; her sit-
uation was most grave. James, one of
the plllars of the Church, was dead,
and Peter, the most prominent of all,
was In prison. In this desperate strait
they did the wise thing; they betook
themselves to prayer. There is noth-
ing too hard for God. Theirs was a
noteworthy prayer:

1. It was unto God, not unto men to
be heard of men. This is a very com-
mon fault today. All true prayer Is
unto God.

2. It 'was united prayer. It was
made by the Church. God hears the
phyen of individuals, but there Is
peculiar power In the united prayer
of God's people.

8. It was an Intensely earnest
prayer. It was more than unceasing
prayer; It was the yearning desire of
the soul as it stretched itself out to-
ward God.

4. It was definite prayer. They spe-
cifically Interceded for Peter. ‘l'g:;
prayer was concentrated, definite
specific.

I1l. Peter Delivered by an Angel
(vv. 6-11). -

This occurred the night before Her-
od’'s plan to make a public display of
him.

1. Peter sleeping (v. 8). The angel
found Peter asleep. The Lord keeps
in perfect peace those whose minds

are stayed on him (Isa. 26:3). Agaln,
he gives his beloved sleep (Psalm
127:2).

2. Peter leaving the prison (vv. 7-10).

The heavenly light shone In the prison.
| The angel smote Peter on the side,
ithe chains fell off, Peter put on his
clothes, passed by one guard after an-
other, through the iron gate out Into
the city.

l 8. The effect upon Peter (v, 11). Al-
though the event was so wonderful to
IPeter, and at first he thought it a
‘vwon. when he came to himself he

was assured beyond peradventure of a
doubt that God had miraculously de-
| livered him from Herod's wicked
' hands. *
IV. Unconselous Unbelief (vv. 12-19),
' 1, The behavior of Peter and the
' Church (vv. 12-17). Peter went to
the house of Mary and knocked. The
“knock was eénswered by Rhoda, who
was 8o overjoyed on hearing Peter's
voice that she forgot to open the gate
and ran in and told them that Peter
was at the gate.

2. The behavior of the soldiers (vv.
18, 19). There was great agitation
among them over Peter's disappear-
ance. This was a serious matter,
since they were responsible for him.
Not being able to account for Peter’s
escape, Herod commanded that they
be put to death.

T\VO MILLION TRAINMEN
DEMAND LOWERED COST
OF LIVING

SHOPMEN CALL FEB, 17 STRIKE

Unless Railroad Administration Gants
Demands for Increased Pay Which
Were Deferred Last
Fall.

Washington.—President Wilson has |
been asked by spokesmen for the
more than two million railroad em-
ployes that definite assurances be giv-
en of an immediate reduction in the
oost of living, leaders in the wage ne-
gotiations declar. As amr alternative,
the union representatives will claim
increased wages, demands for which
were not pressed at Mr. Wilson's re-
quest last summer.

Representatives of the workers,
base their hope for higher wages
largely on the increase in the cost of |
living since the last gemeral wage In- I
crease in 1918. The cost of living
question, while always to the fore in '
the negotiations which the union men
have had with Director General Hines |
will be employed to the full extent of
the union’s power in the conference
with the president.

Immediately after the announce-
ment from the White House that the
president would see a union commit- |
tee of three personally, a meeting of |
all union heads interested was called
and preparations were begun for pos-
sible presentation of verbal claims in |
amplification of the written state-
ments submitted thraugh Director
General Hines. The employes will be {
