COTTON GROWING
(Rupert L. Stewart, in New Mex-
ico Farm Courier)

The abnormally high prices be-
ing paid for cotton have stimu-
lated the growing of this crop in
many sections of the eountry.
The Experiment station has been
running some very extensive
tests with this crop for the past
four years and the results sec-
ured indicate that this crop can
be grown at a profit in this valley.

The growing season is suffic-
iently long to mature the crop
and the soils are rich enough to
produce plants that fruit heavily.
This, coupled with the fact that
irrigation water is plentiful,
gives promise of cotton becoming
one of the staple crops in Mesilla
valley.

The trials have been largely
confined to the Durango variety
because of the fact that this cot-
ton, owing to its excellent staple,
usually brings a premmium of fif-
teen to twenty cents a pound over
the ordinary short staple varie-
ties. Some work has been done
with the shorter staple varieties
with very good resuls.

Bulletin No. 120 of the New
Mexico Agricultural Experiment
station will soon come from the
press. This bulletin will contain
the results of the experiments
with cotton at the station and
also contain an article on cotton
growing in the Carlsbad distriet,
Eddy county, New Mexico.

The new board of directors of
the Nu-Mex €ompany is doing
everything in its power to hasten
the resumption of drilling.

CAN THE CASH CROPS BE
PRODUCED AT PROFITS?

Are the crops and livestock the
farm is preducing for sale to the
nonproducers of the community
or for export to other communi-
ies such as can be made profitable
when produced and sold locally
or exported?

The best guide here, says the
United States Department of
Agriculture, is the practice of the
eommunity ; enterprises should be
adopted that are found generally
on its farms. A limited demand
from the nonproducers of the
community for some produet not
generally grown locally, and for
which many loca Ifarms are not
adapted, will sometimes afford a
few farms opportunity for ex-
pansion.

For instance, the plan sugges-
ted by the department for pro-
viding dairy products should, if
followed, produce enough surplus
calves to develop here and there
cattle-raising and cattle-feeding
farms. Some farms will be spee-
ially adapted to this purpose by
having an abundance of suitable
but unsalable by-products, cheap
pasture, or pasture land unadap-
t:d to cropping. Other farms may
develop a considerable business in
the production of pork, or of pigs
for supplying farms where brood
sows are not kept. An ocecasional
farmer will develop a business
of producing seeds of some par-
ticular farm crop or erops to meet
the needs of those lacking suit-
able skill and experience for such
production.

'FARM PRODUCTS PROVEN BY SUMMARY

LARGER NUMBER

Grading Apples for the Market; Growers of Many Kinda of Fruits and Vege-
tables Are Required to Accept Relatively Low Prices Because Their Prod.
ucts Are Not Sold According to Standard Grades.

(Prepared by the United States Depart.
ment of Agriculture.)

Farming by rule of thumb Is becom-
ing obsolete. But many farmers still
“want to be shown” the value of grad-
Ing frults and vegetables and certaln
othér farm products. Without com-
monly accepted standards for many
products a conslderable part of the
profits due to a systematic agriculture
is lost.

Benefits of Standard Grades.

The bureau of markets, United
States department of agriculture, In
pointing out the Importance of grading
a larger pumber of farm products,
summarizes the benefits as follows:

It would encourage better methods
of production and handling.

It would provide a standard trading
basis,

It would enable the buyer to procure
a stock of any size and quality de-
sired.

It would ald In eliminating fraund,
thereby promoting confidence among
producers, dealers, and consumers.

The federal graln and cotton stand-
ards have come to be generally recog-
nized as desirable, and the war-time
potato grades, though no longer com-
pulsory, are still widely adhered to
—a fact that Is good evidence of their
value, Several states, Including Penn-
sylvania, New Jersey, California, Tex-
as, Wisconsin, and North Carolina,
through thelr own marketing bureaus,
are establishing or have established
standard grades for one or more prod-
ucts. The federal bureau of markets
has heen glad to ald these agencles
in varfous ways, having made an ex-
tensive study of the problem and ac-
cumulated much valuable data. It is
prepared to offer helpful suggestions
to any state or trade organization In-
terested In  establishing standard
grades for the following products:
Irish potatoes, onlons, sweet potatoes,
apples, fresh tomatoes, and cabbages.
It also has Investigations under way
dealing with several other products.

Grades a Universal Language.

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ST. PATRICK'’S
PURGATORY ON
LOUGH DERG

OUGH DERG, environed by
hills, In the southern part of
County Donegal, also clalms
the distinction of having an
island on which is St. Patrick’s purga-
tory. Jn the middle ages the place had

a European reputation and pligrim-
’nges were made to It from various
parts of the continent. Between June
1 and August 15 the legendary site of
St. Patrick’s purgatory is still visited
by 8000 or 4,000 pillgrims annually.
This lough, much smaller than another
one similarly named, Is gtudded with
islands, delightful in themselves and
rendered still more attractive by a plc-
turesque environment in which beauty
and a measure of sublimity are com-
mingled.

Giraldus Cambrensis, a Welsh writer
of the twelfth century, who resided

BOAT OF ST. PATRICK'S
TIME

This ancient type of boat dates
from St. Patrick’s time. This
one is still in use on the Boyne
river near Slane.

for some time In Ireland, wrote at
some length abont St. Patrick's purga-
tory on the Donegal Lough Derg island.
“The island In the lake,” he wrote, “is
divided Into two parts, on one side be-
ing a church of great sanctity, amid
scenes of wondrous beauty, its charms
heightened by the frequent visits of
angels and local saints. The other
slde of the island is rugged and hide-
ous and is reputed to be the resort of
demons and the haunts where evil spir-
its perform their dreadful orgles. This
portion of the island has nine pits and
if any person dares to pass a night In
one of them he or she is seized by
malignant spirits and tortured. Who-
ever has borne these agonles in dis-
charge of penance will not undergo fu-
tare punishment In hell, unless persist-
ing In sinning worse than before.”

In this manner the Welsh historian
writes of the other St. Patrick's pur-
gntory. Long hefore his day, however,
legend and myth had cast thelr glamour
over a lovely spot which was, without
doubt, at one time sanctified by the
presence and the ministrations of the
apostle of Ireland. It was a credulous
age In which Giraldus Cambrensis
lived and his narration Is as of a mat-
ter of fact In which he himself be-
lleved.

The simple-minded people of the
Donegal hills are not mauch harsssed
by speculative doubts, and to them gen-
erally the traditions attached to Lough
Derg and 8t. Patrick’s purgatory ap-
peal as strongly and make no greater
demahds upon belief than are made by
matters regarded as still more essen-
tial.

The first mentlon of St Patrick’s
purgatory in literature was made by
a monk, Joceline of Furness, in his
“Vita Sanet! Patricil,” written about
the year 1183 Giraldus Cambrensis’
reference to it was made two years
later. but neither he nor Jocellne ad-
vanced the idea that the purgatory
was an entrance into the other world.
This development of the legend first

’

-

appears in a work written in Latin In
1188 by a monk, Henry, belonging to a
Cistercilan abbey in Huntingdonshire,
England. The book relates the experi-
ence of an Irish knight named Oweln,
who descended Into the cave of St. Pat-
rick's purgatory to do penance for his
sins. He was led alternately through .
hell and the terrestrial paradise and
was finally permitted to view the glow-
ing portals of the celestial paradise.
Henry's book made St. Patrick’'s pur
gatory famous throughout Europe, and
accounts of other descents Into purga-
tory followed his in quick succession.
The story spreading to Spaln and Italy
furnished the subject of a drama to
Calderon and doubtless contributed
ideas utilized by Dante In the “Divina
Commedia.”

One hears on every side talk
about the ‘housing problem.”

While building eosts are high
wages are high in proportion and
it is no harder to build today
than it was ten years ago under
a lower scale of wages and prices.

The head of a family who must
look to next month’s salary for a
payment of an installment due on
a home is a far better citizen
than the oene who is mortgaging
that same salary for fleeting com-
forts and idle diversions. :

Home owning is among the first
principals of our form of gov-
ernment and is the very bulwark
of our nation. Let the individual
who wants a home, instead of
complaining about the shortage
of houses, get busy and arrange
to build one.

Even in the few instances in
which the present Republican
Congress has taken any action at
all it has made only a negative
use of its power and authofity.
It has blocked legislation on the
subject of taxation; opposed at-

Washington.—Reaffirming fits dis-
agreement with President Wilson on
the dominating {ssue of the peace
treaty controversy, the senate adopted
by a vote of more than two to one,
the new Article 10 reservation framed
by republican leaders.

Its action brought to an end at least
for the present, the protracted effort
for a compromise that would insure
ratification and the senate’s decision
was accepted generally as hastening
the treaty toward another deadlock
from which it could be released only
by a verdict at the polls next Novem-
ber.

Fourteen democrats voted with the
united republican membership for the
reservation, but this defection from
the administration ranks feH far short
of the number that would be required

to ratify, It was conceded that others |
probably would swing over on the '
ratification roll call, but administra- |

tion leaders, backed by a definite as-
surance that the new reservation was
unacceptable to the president, evi-
denced no apprehension lzmt their
forces would dwindle beyo the dan-
ger ponit.

Fifty-six to Twenty.six.

The vote for adoption, Aftysix to
twenty-six, showed a two-thirds ma-
Jority for the reservation, but it by
no means indicated that two-thirds
would vote for ratification on that

basis. Included in the majority were
the {rreconcilables holding about a
a score of votes which on the ratifica-
tion roll call will be cast against the
treaty.

Evangelistic Campaign Calculated To
Reach Thousands of Unsaved Pen
sons is Anpouncod For March
and April of This Year.

Now that the subscriptions to the
Baptist 76 Miliion Campaign have
passed the $90,000,000 mark, leaders
in all the states composing the terri-
tory of the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion have resolved to place this sum at
$100,000,000 by the meeiing of the Con-
vention at Washington early in May.
It 18 also planned to bring the total of
cash offerings by that time to $20,000,
000. The convention at Washington
will be the seventy-fifth session of that
body and it is deemed appropriata to
celebrate the diamond jubllee of the
organization with an enlarged sub-
scripticn and cash sym with which to
carry forward the missionary, educa-
tional and benevolent work fostered
by the convention in all parts of the
world.

This additional sum will be sought
from churches which did not have a
part In the original campaign, from
members of churches who did not sub-
scribe then and from other persons who
made subscriptions in the fall but who
feel disposed to Increase their sub-
scriptions now. This effort for in-
creased funds will be made during the
last week in April so that everything
can be completed before the convention
meets In Washington May 12.

Returns By the States.

The reports on the original drive for
funds in the 75 Million Campaign to
date, as made by the several states,
follow; Alabama, $4,100,000; Arkan-
sas, $2,265,000; Dll}rlct of Columbia,
$250,000; Florida, $1,370,392; Georgia,
$10,100,000; Southern Illinois, $830,704:
Kentucky, $7,167,713; Louisiana, $2.
875,000; Maryland, $907,760; Missis-
sippi, $4,144,902; Missouri, $2,062.506;
New Mexico, $732,260; North Carolina,

Miss Muir, the charming daughter of
Mr. and Mrs, John T. Myir of Lords-
burg, New Mexico, was chosen by the
secretary of the navy to christen the
ship “City of Lordsburg,” when It was
launched at Moblle, Ala. lLordsburg
drew this honor for its superior plany
ning and execution of work during the
war period.

Prof. Lee A. Wolford has resigned
his position as head of the commer-
clal department of the New Mexico
Normal University. He has been as-
sociated with the normal for a num-
ber of years.

Henry O’Brien, former British sol-
dler, was found gullty by a jury in
Federal Court at Phoenix of violation
of the Immigration laws in bringing
Vera Mort, a war worker, to this coun-
try from England for alleged immoral
purposes. The jury recommended len
lency.

The citizens of Clayton, New Mexico,
are going to be asked to vote bonds,
amounting to $60,000 at the general
election to be held on April 6. The pur-
pose of the bonds is to take care of
the light and power plant, which is
badly in need of repalring and of in
creased equipment.

The mess hall at the Silver King
mine at Superior, Ariz, together with
its contents, was totally destroyed by
fire. The blaze Is supposed to have
oniginated from an oll range, which
was lighted about an hour before the
fire was discovered. The loss Is placed
at about $1,500, with no Insurance.

The New Mexico State Highway De-
partment has recelved notice that pro-
Ject statement No. 456 has been ap-
proved by the secretary of agriculture
This involves 5.88 miles of road In Lu
na county to cost $388000. It is a con-

tinuation eastward of project No. 19
and is a section of the Borderland
route,

An organization is being created for
the survey of the lower Pecos river
section In New Mexico, according to
George M. Neel, assistant state engl-
neer, after his returm from Carisbad
and other points. Mr. Neel Is prepar-
ing to begin the hydrographic survey
which the state engineer will dof or
the court In the suit of the gnve?n»
ment to adjudicate all the rights (to
water from the Pecos river frdm
Cowles near its source to the Texyas
state line.

Carlsbad, New Mexico, will have B
troop of the state’s first cavalry squad-
ron, and Albuquerque will have the ma-
chine gun troop, Adjt. Gen. James
Baca announced. These are the only
assignments made so far, although sev-
eral other places are organizing troops.
Those still unassigned are A, C and D
troops.

The State Highway Department of
New Mexico recelved $1,145 from Taos
county to apply on improvement of
road No. 8. This is the Iast payment
for the improvement of about six miles
in the Rinconada section. Three miles
of this was heavy construction along a
steep and rocky hillside. The total
cost of the work was around $15,000.

Blackbirds are seriously Interfering
with the trapping of quall in the Me-
silla valley, N. M, according to re
ports received at the state game war-
den's office. Quall are being trapped
for the purpose of restocking the
northern districts of the state. The
blackbirds have become a pest In the
Mesilla valley and are taking the balt
in the traps used for quail. The farm-
ers also complain that the blackbirds
are doing serious damage to the fields
of winter wheat,

The election of the president of the
New Mexico State College will be held
on March 21. The report that Prof.
Luther Foster, former president of the
institution, had been elected president
ad Interim, was confirmed. He will
hold the presidency until the hoard of
regents make their permanent cholce
which it Is expected will be made on
March 21
