BY HIGHWAY DEPARTM'T

The Kahn Bill reeently passed

president on March 15, 1920, pro-
vides among other things, the fol-

assigned motor propelled ve-
hicles and other equipment and
supplies transferred herein to
the Department of Agriculture
may, in its diseretion, arrange
for the use of such vehicles and
equipment for the purpose of
constructing or maintaining
public highways with any state
agency or munieipal corpora-
tion at a fair rental.”’

In aecordance with the above,
the New Mexico State Highway
Commission, at its regular quar-
terly meeting April 16, 1920, de-
cided to distribute trucks to the
various municipalities and state
institutions in so far as the sup-
ply of trucks in storage at Los
Lunas, Las Cruces, ete., will per-
mit. The trucks to be distribu-
ted will be on contract and pay-
ment of $500.00, which covers life
rtntal on the truck or as long as
same is in serviceable condition.
The institution renting the truck
to keep same in repair and use
same in the improvement of pub-
lic highways.

The trucks to be distributed in-
clude standard makes such as the
Velie, Kelly-Springfield, Peerless,
Packard, F WD, Pierce-Arrow,
Moreland, ete. Praectically all of
the trucks to be distributed are
brand new and each truck is
worth several thousand dollars. It
is anticipated that the Highway
Department will be flooded with
applications for these trucks,
theréfore it is required tHat appli-
eationd reach the State Highway
Commission, Santa Fe, New Mex-
ico, on or before May 20, 1920.

The distribution of these trucks
will no doubt be taken advantage
of by many towns and institu-
tions for the improvement of
roads, streets, etc., as the term

THE RED OROSS NEIGH. »
BORLY HOUSE HERE

The Roosevelt County Chapter
of the Red Cross has started
something! It has rented a three
room cottage in a quiet part of
the town, papered it throughout
with washable paper, had the
woodwork and floors scrubbed to
the last degree, and is furnishing
it as a place where sick people
may be taken care fo. It is by
no means a hospital; it is just
what its name implies—a neigh-
borly house, plain, elean and com-
fortable, to be lent to sick people,

home conditions may preclude
giving the patient the best possi-
ble care, and those of the country
who must come to town for med-
ical eare and find it necessary to
remain. Heretofore, no mater
how erowded town homes have
been, nor how hard to take care
of a sick person therein, there
has been no place to transfer the
patient; and no matter how ill
the country patient has been, no
matter how desperate the situa-
tion, there has been no place for
that person to go except a hotel
—and it is universally recognized
that hotels and sick people do not
blend satisfactorily—the sick per-
son is as bad for the hotel as the
hotel for the sick person.
Neighborly House is for the
use of all Roosevelt County, and
the Red Cross earnestly hopes
the time may come when it can
be enlarged to care for every per-
son who may come to its doors
for admission. It will be main-
tained for a year, at the end of
which time it will be up to the
county at large to determine
whether or not it has been worth
while—and worth continuing.

THE ROOSEVELT COUNTY

In an interview with Mrs. P.
M. Ruleau, field supervisor for
New Mexico of the American Red
Cross, she said:

Shall Chaos or Reconstruction
in Europe Follow the Great
World War?

RUSSIA’S TRIAL OF SOCIALISM

Ultimate Good to the World Looked
for From the Practical Test
Now Being Made in That
Country.

Article XIV.

By FRANK COMERFORD.

The “red flag” remedy has been de-
manding a trial, a test. The demand
has been growing. Before its advo-
cates can be silenced they must be
shown. Out of the test of soclalism
In Russia is bound to come good.
Whether the theory is a practical one
or not, putting it to the test will an-
swer a question, satisfy a demand,
and tend to quiet unrest.

The fair-minded Investigator cannot
deny that there was justification and
reason back of the effort to try the
remedy. That the world has been suf-
fering from poverty cannot be denied.
I have found few men, even among the
conservative, responsible leaders of
business and governments in Europe,
who did not admit that conditions In
the world before the war were not
right; that some change in the order
of things was inevitable: that the dis-
satisfled elements In soclety were com-
Ing together and that unless men were
given better lives, they were deter-
mined to fight. The working man was
deteriorating physically under the
straln of brutal working conditions
which exacted too many units of phys-
Ical energy for the number of calor-
les of food he was getting. The haemo-
globin count, the red corpuscles, were
disappearing from the blood of the
working people. It was not a theory;
one could see it In the faces and move-
ments of the people. Medical men
recognized the fact. A walk through
the poorer district of any Industrial
city In Europe furnished plenty of
evidence of this alarming condition.
Men, women and children were resort-
Ing to false stimulants to keep up.
Tea, coffee and alcohol were being
used In Increasing amounts.

Always on Verge of Want.

Men were stretching their arms and
yawning. Squalor and filth furnished
the homes. Many lived In abject pov-
erty, many more lived on the border
line of the garbage alley. Few were
able to accumulate even the smallest
surplus. They could not by scraping
and denial get a week ahead of the
game. It had become a hand-to-mouth
existence, a weekly, monthly fight to
meet the grocery bills, buy stockings,
shoes, and the scant amount of clothes
to cover thelir bodies. It was bread
and coffee for breakfast, bread with
Jam and tea for dinner, tea and cheese
for supper. BSausage sometimes took
turns with cheese. Once a week, the
Sunday repast, a great stew, a few
vegetables and a bone. In the Latin
countries it was the same, except that
diluted cheap wine was substituted for
tea. The great majority of men found
themselves poorer and older at the
end of the week than they were at Its
beginning. Over the workingman's
head was suspended night and day by
a thin, weak thread, the dreaded sword
of poverty. Men feared that the th
might break any minute.

In admit-
ting the good Intentions of the bol-
sheviks I am not conceding that bol-
shevism is practicable, workable; that
it has succeeded or can succeed. For
the present I am trying to falrly give
the whole story of the effort. It is
as foolish to try to answer the bol-
shevik propaganda by calling the bol-
sheviks ugly names, as it would be
stupld to accept bolshevism because
its advocates are sincere.

Need for Calm Consideration.
Russia Is the patient. If we are to
intelligently judge the treatment
called bolshevism, It s necessary to
get a complete history of the patient
and examine the conditlons under
which the experiment was tried. Anvy
doctor who 18 a scientist would follow
such a procedure In handling a med-
fcal case. If a doctor announced to
the scientific world that he had a rem-
edy for cancer, which at the present
time s an Incurable physical disease,
Just as poverty is a social one, the
scientists would give a hearing to his
theory, seek a falr test for it, keep
their minds open, and judge the eM-
cacy of the remedy by the results It
produced. Communism, as a treat-
ment, a cure for poverty, has never
been put to the test on a scale and In
circumstances which justify any posi-
tive judgment as to whether or not
the plan is a practical one. As I have
written, the Russian bolsheviks Ingyst

that if every one owns everything In

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base this statement on thelr faith that
communism Wwill increase production.
They claim that eompetition shackles
production. They say that the com-
petitive system takes from the ind)-
vidual the inducement to work—that
communism woul¢ give him an Incent-
Ive to work ; that it would be a stimu-
Jant; that under it men would work
better and produce more, They add
that the present system is bound to
provoke an Increasing oumber of
strikes and that strikes stop produc-
tion, cause waste, Increase poverty.
There is no doubt about the fact that
there could be no poverty In the so
clalistic state if communism succeeded
in stimulating men to work harder,
thus greatly increasing production, be-
cause there would be more to eat, more
to wear, more to use, and as the dis-
tribution would be controlled by the
state, all of the people would receive
an equal share of the great abundance,
all would have enough. For the sake
of fairness to them, I am conceding
that the distributions program would
be honestly and justly carried out, but
a better distribution, a more equal and
just division would mean nothing It
the first, the fundamental promise of
bolshevism—greater production—is not
fulfilled. Any plan which decreases
production causes a shcrtage of the
things necessary to life. If the bol-
sheviks are wrong In their belief that
communism will Increase production,
then bolshevismm would make poverty
general, universal, and instead of bol-
shevism curing the cancer on the body
of civilization, It would make the en-
tire body of civilization a cancer.
If the claims of bolshevism are well
founded, sound In common sense, CHAp-
able of fulfillment, communism would
be the greatest blessing ever conferred
vpon humanity. On the other hand,
if the bolgheviks are wrong, and com-
munism took from them the Induce-
ment to work, then notwithstanding
the good Intentions of the bolsheviks,
their communism would be the great-
est scourge the world has known. This
Is the simple issue in the case. If bol-
shevism |s the good thing Its advo-
cates say It Is, it will bring the mll-
lennium, and every human belng
‘should be in favor of It; but If it Is
not practical, and will not work out,
then It 1s a danger, the red flag Is Its
proper signal, and the world should
avold the danger signal as an engineer
charged with the safety of human life
would avold running by a red light
on the track ahead.

Examine Before Condemning.

Golng back to the case of our friend,
the doctor who honestly and sincerely
believes he has a cure for cancer, let
us consider what the scientific world
would demand before offering a judg-
ment as to the value of his proposed
cure. First, they would free their
minds of all prejudice. They would
be reasonable and patient as they
would be thorough In examining the
proposed remedy from every possible
angle. They would analyze the formu-
la, examine it In the light of experi-
ence. Why shouldn't we follow the
same sensible plan In considering bol-
shevism? Won't we get farther If we
| do? Hasn't such a course an advant-
| age over quarreling about It? Why
should some of us accept it without

knowing what It 1s? Why should
{ others condemn It without under-
standing? And why should beth these
groups get excited and irritated, call
| each other names, learn to hate, and
add to the world's unrest?

OUTLAW SWITCHMEN'S UN-
ION LOSING GROUND ALL
OVER THE COUNTRY

THIRTY LEADERS ARRESTED

For Vielation of the Lever Act, In Con-
spiracy To Interfere With Trans
portation of Food
Supplies.

Chicago.—Charged with violating
the Lever food act, twenty-five leaders
in the insurgent strike of railroad
switchmen are under arrest in Chica-
£0. In all thirty warfants were issued
and raflroad brotherhood officials de-
clared that the last bulwark of the
local strike had been brokem by gov-
ernment agents’ raids. Two hundred
other warrants would be issued later,
it was stated.

Included in the number arrested was
John Grunau, the originator and pres-
ident of the Chicago Yardmen's Asso-
ciation, the outlaw union. The men
were taken by federal agents at meet-
ings of strikers, and the action was
unexpected by the men.

Released On Bond.

The prisoners, who also included H.
E. Reading, chairman »f the United
Enginemen’s Association were releas-
ed for a heariy: on April 24 on $10,000
bond each by Commissioper Mason.

Reports from western strike centers
showed continued improvements in the
situation, with more men going back
to work. Leaders declared that since
the peak of the walkout was passed
several days ago almost normal cond}
tions have been brought about.

The section in the Lever act under
which the strikers were arrested was
taken provides penaily of not more
than a $6,000 fine or imprisonment for
not more than two years, or both. It
is charged that the mem conspired to
interfere with shipment of food and
other necessaries of 1ife.

The men, it was declared, generally
showed resentment agains. the govern-
ment action and declarei they would
continue the strike. After the arrests
30 Oswitchmen voted to stay out.

Ultimatum On Return In K. C.

Kansas City.—An ultimatum issued
to striking switchmen here demands
their return work at once on pen-
alty of forfeiture of their membership
in the Brotherhood of Raflroad Train-
men if they fail to report.

The ultimatum was signed by broth-
erhood chairmen for the roads affected
by the strike.

sAttacking the action of John Grunau
president of the Chicagn Yardmen's
Assoclation whose members were the
first to strike, the chairmen point to
the provisions of the !iransportation
act, under which the raflroad labor
board was created, as showing that
neither Grunau nor a new organisation
can avail the strikers anything.

The brotherhood ultimatum followed
A meeting of che brotherhood officials
with 1,200 strikers, in which the offi
cials of the recognized organization
pleaded with the strikers to return to
work and allow their grievances to
take the regular coursa through the
raflroad labor board. Tke please were
not heedéd, however, an) no vote was
taken by the sirikers on the proposal
to return to work.

The strike situation remained un-
changed here as to the movement of
freight.

New Strke Angle At Tulsa.

Tulsa —Another angle to the strike
situation developed whon five engl
neers and three firemen walked out at
the local Frisco yards leaving about
forty men at work on that road here.
There are about 60 Frisco yardmen on
strike.

Columbus Switchmen Vote to Stay Out

Columbus, O.—All hope of imme-
diate ending of the ral'way switch-
men's strike was banished when off)-
cials of the six raflways entering Co-
lumbus refused to deal with represen-
tatives of the Columbus Yardmen's
Association, who had drafted a settle
ment proposal.

Approximately 2,000 striking rail-
way switchmen at a mass meeting
voted to “remain out until such time
as rallway officials are ready to con-
fer with us relative to our demands.”

Return of Many Barred in N, Y,

New York.—The railrond general
managers’ association of New York de-
livered an ultimatum to the “big four”
railroad brotherhoods '{> have their
men return for work.”

The ultimatum added, “the railroads
retain the right to refuce to reinstate
or re-employ certain employes who
have shown during the period of
trouble by violence, seditious utter-
ance, intimidatign or other well defin-
ed means.an uunfitness for further rail-
road service.”

Philadelphia Shop Craftsmen Return.

Philadelphia. — Announcement was
made by the Pennsylvania raflroad
that a committee representing various
shop crafts in the Philadelphia district
had accepted the offer nf the manage-
ment to take up grievances within the
jurisdiction of the company and prom-
ised to have all the men who struck

NOTED POLITICAL BOSS VIC-
TIM OF PNEUMONIA

After Being “Read Out” of His Party,
He Made Woodrow Wilson
President.

Chicago.—Roger C. Sullivan, §9
years old, democratic leader of Cook
county and prominent in state and na-
tional politics for thirty years, died
at his home in Chicago of bronchial
pneumonia. He had be>n seriously ill
a month.

Roger Sullivan, condemned in his
own state by his opponents as a “boss™
and more than once “read out” of the
democratic party by no less a person
than Willlam Jennings Bryan, led the

movement that finally resulted in mak-
Ing Woodrow Wilson president of the
United States.

It was Sullivan who headed the del-
egation from Illinois at the Baltimore
convention in 1912—a delegation
pledged to Champ Clark —and, who af-
ter sufficient ballots had been cast to
discharge his obligation to Illinois,
switched the vote of the state to Wil
son, and made bis nomination possible,

Roger Sullivan had heen a partici-
ant In every democratic convention
since 1892, and inat least three of the
seven he attended, he had been a com-

manding figure

His clashes with Bryan, Carter Har-
rison and the Willlam R. Hearst fac-
tion of the party of his home state,
which brought him the title of “boss”
from his political enemies, made Sulli-
van a democratic figure throughout

1@ country, despite tha frequent at-
tacks on his power and the fact that
many of the influential party organs
of Illinois were against him, Sullivan
was the undisputed leader of Illinois
for many years.

Roger Sullivan as a business man
had been no less succesaful than as a
politician. Coming to Chicago in 1879
to work in the the railroad shops as an
apprentice machinist at $1.25 a day,
he was reputed to be worth ‘more than
$1,000,000 at the time of his death.

Japs Fighting Reds.

Tokio.—Japanese casualties iIn the
fighting between Russian and Japan-
ese forces on April 6 at Khabarovsk,
in the Amur region, totalled eighty-
four killed and 183 wounded. The
Russians lost 400 killed and 1,300 men
taken prisoner. Reports from Viadi
vostok say that city is guiet, the Jap-
anese having returned everything they
seized when thay took possession April

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SENATE REFUSES TO ADOPT

COMPULSORY SERVICE

Youths Between 18 and 21 Will Be Ak
lowed to Enlist for the Train.
ing Camps.

Washington.—The senate refused to
strike out of the army re-organization
bill the provision for voluntary uni-
versal training recently substituted for
the military committee’s plan for obli
gatory training. The motion of Sen-
ator McKellar, democrat, Tennessee to
strike out, was defeated, thirty-seven
to nine.

The action of the senate was ex-
pected to result in carrying the volun-
tary training proposal into conference
for an adjustment by senate and house
managers.

Only youths between 18 and 21
years of age would be accepted for the
voluntary training under an amend-
ment suggested by Chairman Wads-
worth and written into the bill. The
previous age limits were from 18 to 28
years and because of the reduced lim-
its Senator Lenroot, republican of Wis-
consin, withdrew his proposal to re-
strict voluntary training enlistments
to 100,000 men annually.

The senate also defeated an amend-
ment by Senator McKeller to require
three hours daily education of all sol-
diers of the regular army.

In the house the military committee
completed and will report the regular
army appropriation bill, carrying
$337,246,944, a decrease of 605,553,876
from the war department’s estimates.
Rigid economy is necessary in face of
a deficit of several billion dotars,
Chairman Kahn said in the majority
report on the bill, adding the sums pro-
vided would meet the demands of the
military establishment during the next
fiscal year.

HOWAT IS LODGED IN JAIL

Next Move to Come From Defendants;
Miners May Quite Work.

Pittsburg, Kan.—Alexander M. Ho-
wat, president of district No. 14, Unit- |
ed Mine Workers of American, and |
three other district officials were sent |
to jall by District Judge A. J. Curran,
here for refusal to testify before the
new Kansas industrial relations court.

Besides Howat these district union
officials were sent to jail by Judge
Curran: August Dorchy, vice presi
dent; Thomas Harvey, secretary-treas
urer, and Robert Foster, auditor.

Howat and his three assistants, who
were charged with contempt of court,
were taken to jail at Girard, Kan.
Judge Curran's order provided that
they shall remain in jail until they
agree to answer guestions propounded-
ed to them by the industrial relations
court or untfl they shall be released
on bond pending an appeal to the state
supreme court.

The present controversy arose with
the decision of the industrial court to
go into the Kansas mine flelds to make
a personal investigation of conditions
there, including wages, relation of pro-
duction and income, living conditions
and the relations of the individual
miners and operators, The action fol-
lowed the filing of a request for such
an investigation by Richard J. Hop- |
kins, attorney general, on behalf of the
miners. The hearing was first set for
March 6, but was later postponed to
April 5.

Houston.—The Gulf Pipe Company
announced an advance of fifty cents on
coastal crude, carrying the price to
$3.00 per barrel.

Henry BSienkle-
wicz, s0 great a
name in Poland
that he has been
coupled with Co-
pernicus and Kos-
cluszko as the
three Poles to
whom Americans
are most indebted,
was born in Opre-
ya in Russian Po-
land Iin 1846. He
studied philosophy
at Warsaw uni-
versity and soon
afterwards, iIn
company with
Helen Modjeska
and other radical
Poles, established
a soclalistic com-
munity in Call-
fornia. It was somewhat Ilike the
sarlier Brook Farm experiment made
by Hawthorne and his friends. It was
no more successful and Slenkiewics re-
turned to Poland where he wrote a
series of articles for a Warsaw news-
paper about his American experiences.

Then he turned to novel writing. He
wrote brilllantly and rapidly, turning
with the utmost ease from realistic
pictures of contemporary life to stories
of romance and to historical novels.
“Children of the 8o0il,” which he called
his best book, is a simple story of
Polish life which won more favor with
his own countrymen than it did abroad.

In the 80s he completed his tremen-
ous trilogy, “With Fireée and Bword,”
“The Deluge” and “Pan Michael.”
There was an epic quality about these
historical novels that made many peo-
ple in many lands hail him as a new
Bcott or a new Dumas.

His International reputation, how-
ever, came with “Quo Vadis” his man-
terplece of anclent Roman life. It was
ruickly transiated into English and In-
to nearly every tongue. Then it passed
to the stage, not only In America and
England, but also In France and Ger-
many. Since that success Blenkiewics
had traveled widely, visiting England,
France, Italy, Spain, Greece, Africa and
the Far East. He recelved the Nobel
prize for literature in 1906. From the
Jutbreak of the war to his death In
November, 1916, he devoted himself to
the relief of Polish war victims.

Peter and Paul on their mission of
spreading the new religion of Christ;
Poppaea, wife of Nero, beautiful as a
dream, but wicked as a nightmare;
Eunice, the charming slave of Petro-
nius; Chilo, wily Greek who can be
Christian or pagan as profit lends him;
Ursus, prodigious in his strength, sim-

ple as a child in his faith in Christ
and his devotion to Lygia (from whom
G. B. 8. may have drawn a sugges-
tion In “Androcles and the Lion”), and
many minor folk who help to make the
story stand out as unusually human
among the numerous tales of Greco-
Roman times,

When Vinicius told his uncle Petro-

nius of his passion for Lygia, the lat-
ter thought nothing wnas easier than
to provide his nephew with what he
regarded as a new plaything: a word
to Nero, who as emperor had all hos-
tages in his care—summon the malden
to the palace, hand her over to ther
young patrician as her guardian—wha'
more could be needed to satisfy any
one’s desires, especially as the malden
manifestly was pleased with Vinicias?
But Petronius and his nephew reck-
oned without a new force that bad en-
tered into this Roman world. They

1

pleasure different altogether from that
which he and Petronius and Caesar’s
court, and all Rome were pursuing.
Every other woman whom he knew
might become his mistress, but that

felt anger and burning pain, for he felt
that his anger was powerless. To
carry off Lygia seemed to him possi-
ble; he was even sure that he could
do 80, but he was equally sure that, in
view of her religion, he himself, with
his bravery, was nothing, that his pow-
er was nothing, and that through it he
could effect nothing. That Roman
military tribune, convinced that the
power of the sword and the fist, which
had conquered the world, would com-
mand it forever, said for the first time
in his life that beyond that power
there might be something else; hence
he asked himself with amazement what
it was.”

It is a definite and concrete way that
the author has chosen to show the
power of the new religion over human
lives. Struggle as he would, backed
by birth, by wealth and all the beauty,
charm and allurements that wealth
could bring, by the ingenuity and wit
of Petronius, by the strong-arm meth-
ods of Croton, champion bruiser of
his time, even by the force of the
known world In Nero’'s sway, Vinicius
could accomplish nothing if all he
could win to himself was a mere un-
willing body, while soul and spirit
were beyond his grasp. And the mad-
dening part to him was that he owed
all his troubles to the teachings of a
parcel of Jewish fishermen or their
likes, or slaves or humble folk who
had never before entered into serious
consideration In the thoughts of a pa-
triclan llke himself. It was a long
struggle with him, and as the reader
follows the various people of the story
through their part in the action, he
gets an admirable picture of Rome—
Nero, tyrant, actor and artist, with all
his magnificence and all his debauch-
eries; the poor and humble in thelr
crowded quarters of the great city;
the delight of all the senses In the life
led by Petronius; the lawless streets
of Rome by night; the pursuit of Lygia
by Vinicius and his hirelings, result-
ing In the death of his professional
bruiser Croton at the hands of the
faithful Ursus, and the disaster to
Vinicius which led to his nursing back
to health by the Christians; his meet-
ing with Peter and Paul; the gradual
opening of his eyes, physical and spir
itual; his discovery of Christians
everywhere, among the people, among
his own slaves, among soldlers and offi-
cers, even In the very court of Nero.
And the growing worry and astonish-
ment of Petronlus:

*“ ‘Vinicius,
judgment, moderation,’ exclaimed Pe-
tronius.

“ ¢ Jove only her in the world,’ re-
sponded Vinicius.

“ ‘What of that?

““This, that I wish no other love.
I have no wish for your life, your
feasts, your shamelessness, your
crimes.’

““What is taking place In thee? Art
thou a Christian? "

S8aid to Be an Excellent Substitute for
the Bristies Now Used, and Will
Last Longer.

One of the latest discoverles Is a
new use for pine needles. It has been
found that the needles of the
make a falr substitute for bristles in
brushes and brooms. They are found
in great quantities on the ground In
fir forests, and, owing to the large
amount of silica In them, they
hard, and do not decay rapldly.

The pine needles are dealt with In
two ways. Where they are longthey
are simply bunched together and tl.wl
firmly, and a stick 18 pushed down the
center as a handle,

ish plece of wood, These holes are
filled with hot pitch, and when this
material has set hard and dry the pine
needles are held firmly In place.
Elaborate tests have shown that
pine needles wear well. They are not
more easlly broken than much of the
material which has been commonly
used In bhroom-making, and, owing te
their hardness, they ‘can withstand a
great deal of friction.

MILLIN MORE HOGS KILLED

Increase of Twenty Per Cent Shown
In Mutton and Lamb Meat—De-
crease Noted In Amount of
Lard Consumed.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

The United States consumed several
pounds less per person of beef in 1919
than in 1918. At the same time its ex-
ports of beef declined 56.8 per cent
from the previous year. The United
States department of agriculture at-
tributes the decline In domestic con-
sumption to high retail prices and the
falling off of exports to the fact that
the European countries which took so
much American beef during the war
are returning to the cheaper sources
of supply in South America and Aus-
tralia. The decrease in beef was so

large as to bring down the total meat
production 4 per cent lower than In
1018, In spite of the fact that produc-
tion Increased greatly in pork and con-
siderably In mutton and lamb and
veal,

Exports of pork and lard in 1019
were unparalleled. The exports were
equivalent to 18,000,000 hogs weighing
200 pounds each. A million more hogs
were slaughtered than in 1018, Do
mestic consumption of lard declined to
the extent of two pounds per person.

The slaughter of calves In 1919 was
greater than ever before—1,250,000
head more than in 1918. The drought
in the West is ascribed as one of the
main causes of so many calves being
marketed. Veal is not exported and
domestic consumption Increased about
one pound per person.

This source of meat supply,
which decreased steadily for many
years, has been on the upward trend
since 1917,

These facts are given by the bureau
of animal industry, United States de-
| partment of agriculture, In fts annual
| analysis of the meat situation,
|  The oustanding features of the meat
| sitnation during 1919 were a heavy de-
cline in beef slaughter with corre-
sponding loss In beef exports, and a
great increase in the exports of pork
products, although the swine slaughter
was only slightly larger than the previ-
ous year,

The slump in beef was to some ex-
tent offset by gubstantial Increases In
the slaughter of veal and of mutton
and lamb, and the Increase In pork
just mentioned. But on the whole the
decrease In beef was so large as to
bring down the total meat production
4 per cent lower than in 1918,

By welight, In terms of dressed meat
(without lard), the total slaughter In
1018 ylelded a little over 18,000,000,
000 pounds and in 1919 a little under
17,833,000,000 pounds. The difference
was about 715,000,000 pounds.

Pork and Lard Exports Unparalieled.

Exports of pork and lard in 1910
were unparslleled In the history of our
foreign trade. Total shipments
amounted to 1897,198,000 pounds of
pork (mostly bacon and hams) and
784,046,000 pounds of lard. The mag-
nitude of this single hranch of our ex-
port trade 1s not easy to realize. Stated
in terms of live animals averaging 200

pounds In weight, this quantity of
products would represent a herd of |
approximately 18000000 hogs, and |

therefore one such hog would be “de
ported” every 1% seconds throughout
the entire year.

The two factors previously men-
tloned—restricted beef supply and
heavy shipments of pork products—

pounds per capita In 1918 to 142
pounds In 1019, a decline of 5.4 per
cent. Last year's fiyure nevertheless
was 12 pounds higher than that of
1917, when the people partly abstained
from eating meat.
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creased 11.7 per cent in 1919.
Veal Production Increased.

In sharp contrast with cattle the
slaughter of calves in 1919 was great-
er than ever before. The drought In
the West Is ascribed ss one of the
main causes of the increased market-
ings. In round figures 9,000,000 calves
are estimated to have been marketed ,
last year, which is 1,250,000 more than
1918 and represents an increase of 17
per cent.

As no exports or imports of veal are
recorded, the consumption follows the
production, and increased from 7 to 8
pounds a head of the population.

Increase in Mutton and Lamb.

Sheep and lamb slaughter reached
the low point in 1917. About 1,250,000
head more were marketed in 1918, and
last year there was a further increase
of more than 38,000,000 head. The in-
creased yleld In meat in 1919 amount-
ed to 108,486,000 pounds and was a
gain of 20 per cent, but the consump-
tion of mutton and lamb {s so small
compared with pork and beef that the
increase meant only one pound a per-
son of the population. The trend, how-
ever, {8 upward.

Pork Still Plentiful,

A million more hogs were slaugh-
tered last year than in 1018 and 13.-
600,000 more than In 1917, and al-
though 2,000,000 more hogs were mar-
keted In the record year of 1916, their
average weight was 13 pounds less
a head, so that 19 stands easily first
iIn pork production. This years
slaughter yleld the enormous total
of 9,260,185,000 ds of pork and 2.
119,222 pounds of lard.

The record-breaking exports absorb-
ed 20.5 per cent of the pork and 387
per cent of the lard. The large for-
elgn demand helped to reduce the
home consumption 8 per cent on pork

Horses Slaughtered for Meat

As a sign of the times It is of Inter-
est to note the federal inspection of |
horse slaughter, which began In Sep-
tember, 1918. Up to the end of the |
year 423 horses were so slaughtered,
and about one-half of the resulting
meat was certified for export.

There had been no previous federal
supervision of horse slaughter since
1908. At that time Inspection was
limited to a single establishment
whi¢h had been In operation for sev-
oral years. The Inspection was neces-
sary, as In the present case, to permit
of consignments being made Interstate '
and for export.

The consumption of horse meat Is |
not uncommon in certaln parts of con- .
tinental Europe, and was In vogue |
long before the late war. The hctg
that horses are slaughtered Im mnon- |
federally Inspected establishments In |
the United States is perhaps not so
well known. Inspectors of the dureau |
of animal Industry reported in 1018
that horses were being so slaughtered
at six widely separated places situ- |
ated In the East and Middle West and |
on the Pacific coast. The output of
these places aggregated about 2,000 |
or more carcasses annually, As to
the consumption of this horseflesh, it
is known, of course, that zoological
