W hen Balances A re  H ard to Strike

FALSE ECONOMY AT
EXPENSE OF FARMERS

Senator Harrison Charges Major­
ity Is Unfair to Agriculture

Washington, D. C., June 8.—  
False economy at the expense of 
the agricultural interests and the 
food production of the country is 
charged against the ntajority par­
ty in Congress by Senator Harri­
son, who declares that while 
there have been vast appropria­
tions for the army and navy, the 
agricultural appropriation bill has 
been cut more than seven million 
dollars.

While the government is urg­
ing increased production of food 
and moving against profiteering, 
Senator Harrison contends, the 
conference report on the agricul­
tural budget shows an indiscrimi­
nate and harmful use of the 
pruning knife. Agriculture in all 
sections will suffer, he argues, 
and the consumer, as well as the 
farmer, will be penalized by such 
an “ economy”  program. Repub­
lican economy claims, Senator 
Harrison believes, will have their 
reaction when food production is 
crippled and prices go higher.

“ The party in control,”  said 
Senator Harrison, “ is simply try­
ing to deceive by pretending econ­
omy in government appropria­
tions. While reducing agricul­
tural appropriations, you have in­
creased the army bill $250,000,000 
and the navy bill $450,000,000 
over the appropriations carried 
for the army and navy during the 
pre-war period.”

SSt'nator Harrison said such 
economy is a “ pretense, a sham, 
and a grave injustihe to farmers 
who helped America win the war 
and must now be depended upon 
to produce more than ever if 
something approaching national 
famine is to be averted.

“ If you believe in this sort of 
false economy, practiced upon 
this class of our citizens, will be 
rewarded in the coming elections, 
then you are misjudging the tem­
per of the times and a great 
awakening is coming to you.”

The Faithful Cow
The farm cow that gives milk 

for human food stands first with 
a total value of $2,022,000,000, as 
compared with other calsses of 
farm animals, acording to the 
Bureau of Crop estimates of the 

.United States Department of Agri­
culture. Not even the total value 
of all other cattle is equal to the 
value of the dairy cow. The 
average price of milk cows, per 
head, in this country, has in­
creased from $58.25, since Janu­
ary 1, 1015, to $91.95, the average 
for 1919, or a gain of 58 per cent 
in five vears.-------The Elrth.

1. T h e  L ord  R ebu k ed  Sam u el fo r  
E xceoofvo  G rie f (v . 1 ).

It waa a bitter experience for Sam­
uel to pronounce God’a Judgment upon 
Saul. The cause of Samuel's grief 
waa threefold:

L The wreck of a promising Ufa 
In all history, perhaps, a life with 
greater promise cannot be found, and 
yet It affords no example of a more 
wretched failure.

2. A personal loss. No doubt aa 
the spiritual adviser of the king, Sam­
uel found many things In him to ad­
mire. Ilia removal, therefore, 8ainuel 
most keenly felt.

3. Anxiety for the national welfare. 
Samuel knew quite well that a change 
of dynasty oftentimes meant severe 
war and the reign of anarchy. This 
would very seriously weaken the al­
ready weak kingdom. Hla concern 
for the people’s good was therefore a 
part of his grief. ODe can readily 
see why Samuel should mourn, but as 
a prophet of God be should not have 
Indulged to excesA The Lord’s ques­
tion “ How long will thou mourn for 
SaulT’ has In It a rebuke for Samuel. 
Grief for other* Is a sacred thing, but 
whenever it la carried so far as to In­
terfere with one's duty It becomes 
stnfuL

II. S am usl Sent to  B eth lahsm  to  
A n oin t S a u l's  S u ccsoaor  <vv. 1-4 ).

Though Saul failed, Ood la able to 
provide a successor who Is bettar 
than be. Samuel Is directed to go to 
Bethlehem and from among the sons 
of Jesse choose a successor. Samuel 
again showed his weakness In exprvoa- 
iDg his fear leat Saul ahould kill him. 
If God sends a man on an errand 
what matters It though a thousand 
Saul’s be waiting to kill him? Kveo 
though It means death. If God Benda, 
who dare refuse or offer excuse? Ood 
Instructed him to avoid publicity by 
the concealment of his real purpose. 
Some may question the diplomacy of 
Samuel, but we must remember that 
no one Is under obligation to tell all 
that he knows, especially to parties 
who faava no moral right to know. 
To withhold truth which Is necessary 
morally to tell Is duplicity which dara 
sot ba practiced. God allowed Sam­
uel to hide his true errand under the 
cloak of a sacrifice In order to shelter 
his weakness. The whole matter was 
already decided; the moral acta were 
already committed; the Issues were 
already faced. The exposure of Saro- 
oel to the murderous hatred of Saul 
would have only made matters worse.

III. T h e M ethod of G od 's  C h oloe  
(w . ft-12).

The elders of Bethlehem were some­
what alarmed when SsmoH cam a  
Ha  In the exercise of bis Judgeship, 
went from place to place, and at 
tiroes he doubtless had to deal la 
severity with the people. He calmed 
their fear* by assuring them that h* 
came peaceably, even to worship Ood. 
While th^ preparation for the sacrifice 
was being made. Samuel seems to 
have had the Interview with Jesee 
and hla soda When the eldest of 
Jesse* son* passed before him he de­
cided that this stalwart young man 
must be God’s choice, but God told 
him that man looketh on the outward 
appearance, but the Lord looketh on 
the heart. We should learn, like Ssm- 
oel was obliged to do, that the quali­
fications In God s sight for workers 
are Inward, not bodily. The one who 
doea Ood’a work must do It by lean­
ing upon him. not through personal 
strength or endowment*. To the ot­
ter surprise of Samuel ami Jesse, 
David the shepherd boy. wa» chosen.

IV. Samusl Anoints David (v. IS).
When this stripling of s boy came

before Samuel, the Lord Indicated hi* 
choice. Samuel proceeded to anoint 
him. Thla anointing typified the en­
dowment of the Holy SpTrTT. which Is 
essential for any and all service for 
Ood. The preparation which T>*v1d 
needed for the office of king was Jn«t 
what he got as a shepherd hoy. God’s 
choices are not arbitrary. As king, 
hla responsibility was to defend, feed, 
and lead God’s flock, and this he had 
learned to do as he attended hi* fa­
ther’s flock. This promotion of th* 
shepherd hoy should be an encourage­
ment for boys of lowly station In life.

Mexico City—War to the death haa 
been declared against Francisco Villa 
aad bis followers by the new Mexican

"W e are going to clean op Mexico 
nod take Villa dead or alive If it takes 
the last man in the Mexican army,” 
said (ten. P. EH las Cailes, acting min­
ister Of war, in an interview.

"Banditry must be eliminated In 
Mexico and the government is deter 
mined to see that it Is eliminated. 
This M especially necessary In the 
isolated regions. The republic must 
be made safe for foreigners and out­
side capital. No stone will be left 
unturned to bring this about. We are 
opening a campaign of extermination 
against the outlaw Villa and bis tol- 
lowers. An effort was made to ne 
gotiate with Villa and secure the sur­
render of himself and his men, but it 
bss failed. Terms of settlement were 
offered but the Villistss rejected 
them.**

Provisional President be La Huerta 
rose from a sick bed recently to 
review s military parade of 30.000 
assn. The picturesque and Imposing 
pageant was led by Gen Alvato Ob- 
regoo and bis staff, accompanied by 
prominent Mexicans from all parts of 
the republic. Genera) Obrsgon an 
nouaeed this was bis last public ap̂  
peerage# as s military man. Ha said 
be would return to civil life immedl 
Stely to further bis candidacy I t ; the 
presidency of the republic.

The military procession was In mo­
tion from 10 o ’oiock In t ie  morning 
until lata In the afternoon. It con 
slated of trained federal soldiers. 
Yequi Indians and former revolution 
ists from the ranch districts, wearing 
gigantic sombreros and riding half 
wild horses A battalion of cadets 
from the nat tonal military school par­
ticipated also.

Villa Bends Envoy.
While General Cailes was on his 

way to ^fexico City from Sonora. 
Villa sent an envoy to Chihuahua City 
to confer with him and establish the 
official status of the Vllllstas In the 
salt Carranza revolution.

Genera) Cailes suggested that Villa 
end shout 200 of his followers retire 
to the state of Conors and remain 
quiet until after the preeldentlal elec­
tion when the new government would 
make known Its decision

Villa refused to go to the state of 
Sonora and made the counter demand 
that he be put tn supreme command 
of the rebel forces tn the state of Chi­
huahua. General Cailes rejected this 
proposal.

Three troop trains bearing more 
than 1.600 soldiers have left for Cbi- 
buabna during the last SO hours to 
join the bunt for Villa There is al­
ready s number of federal troops In 
the central part of that state seeking 
Villa aad they are believed to be hot 
on the trail, but tbe wild and moun 
talnoos nature of tbe country and 
Villa’s knowledge of tbe Intricate 
mountain by ways makes the hunt a 
difficult one General Cailes said the 
plan of the campaign is to form a 
"steel ring" about the central part of 
tbe state, where Villa is now In hiding 
and then close In gradually.

In order to stimulate tbe campaign 
and bring it to a quick cloee, all the 
federal soldiers have been notified 
that tbe government w'lll pay a re 
ward of 100,000 pesos for Villa dead 
or alive.

MIGHTIEST
SUPERDREADNAUGHT NOW 

AFLOAT
Entirely Manned by Men and Officers 

' From the Stats After Which 
R Takes Its Name.

New York.—The superdresdsgught 
Tennessee, tbe largest and most for­
midable battleship afloat. Is now 
in commission at the Brooklyn 
navy yard. Constructed at a cost of 
120,000,000 she represents the last 
word in battleship architecture. She 
la (26 feet long, has a beam of 98 
Teet and n displacement of 32,500 tons.

She is the next thing to a pleasure 
yacht in tbe comfort of her appoint­
ments tor officers and men; she is 
the first battleship to recruit her en­
tire personnel from the state from 
which it takes Its name, and she rep­
resents advantages taken from lessons 
learned In the battle of Jutland and 
other Important naval battles of the 
world war.

A special feature, which distin­
guishes the Tennessee from all other 
units of the United Slates navy Is 
the highly organized "fighting brain,” 
enclosed in a steel fort near the top 
of the forward mast. Here are con 
trsted devices for observing enemy 
ships, a device not known in the bat­
tle of Jutl&na, enabling the crew to 
quickly ascertain the position of 
enemy craft Special devices are In­
stalled in this turret, which enable the 
crew to quickly train the fourteen inch 
guns on the enemy before the crew 
of any other battleship known could 
even sight the Tennessee. This new 
device consists of three decks and 
their fighting complement is 25 men.

By special signaling devices, con­
nected throughout the ship, reports 
from this fighting top can be flash«d 
instantly to all parts of the ship, thus 
Insuring Instant correction of rsnge 
and rapid fire This "fighting brain” 
is filled with mechanical devices for 
range finding and other delicate In 
struments never before used on a bat­
tleship.

Another Important feature in the 
construction of the Tennessee fs her 
electrical control of speed, enabling 
her to quickly change from her ca 
parity speed of 21 knots to an almost 
Imperceptible motion This Is con 
sldered an Important point from the 
standpoint of maneuvering.

REALTY LICENSE WANTED
Nattowal Association to Lift the Pro­

fession.

Kansas City, M o—To place the pro­
fession of tbe realtor on a plane af­
fording the client the same protection 
that surrounds medicine and the law 
is tbe purpose of a special committee 
on real estate license, whose report 
was submitted to tbe convention of 
tbe National Association of Real Ea 
tate Boards. In thirteenth annual ses­
sion.

While police stood 
on guard thousands wtre allowed to 
peas quickly through the room.

A  ROUT the time of the French 
revolution, Jean Valjeun of I.a 
Brie, b day-laborer, earned a 

scanty living fur his sister and her 
seven children. One time, when the 
fumlly was starving, he Mole a loaf 
of bread, was caught and condemned 
to the galleys for five years. Twice 
he attempted to escape and failed. He 
was a convict for 19 yenr*. When he 
was discharged ln|1815 he was wicked, 
silent, chaste. Ignorant and ferocious; 
hi* affectionate nature had been 
poisoned against society. But he had 
taught himself how to read, and he 
had thought.

Refused shelter or food at tavern 
or private house, he came to Monslgn-
eur Myrlel, Bishop of D----- -—, In the
foothills of the Alps. He was treated 
like a prince, but In the night he stole 
some of the bishop’s silver plate, was 
caught as he made off and was brought 
back to the good bishop, who, with a 
smile, assured the gendarmes that the 
articles were not stolen hut given. 
Adding two silver candlesticks, the 
bishop said to him: “Take them and 
become an honest man. My brother, 
you no longer belong to evil, but to 
good. I have bought your soul of you.
I give It to God."

As be fled, he yielded to one last 
temptation to do wrong; he took from 
a hurdy-gurdy hoy a two-franc piece, 
but almost Immediately, filled with 
remorse, be tried In vain to find the 
hoy. Two years later a stranger, 
dressed like a workingman arrived at
the little city o f M------ sur M------.
Just as he arrived a fire broke out In 
the Town Hall and he rescued two 
children belonging to the captain of 
the police. 'This saved hlpn frbm hav- 
Inf to ahow his passport. He mad# 
an Invention and soon her arm* prosper- 
ona. He built great workshops, en­
dowed a hospital, founded schools, 
paid high wages and was made mayor.

Employed In his factory was Fantine, 
a girl who had been deserted In Paris 
by an unworthy lover. She had left 
her baby, Cosette, with a crafty and 
hideous pair named Thenadler. Whpn 
It was learned that she had an Illegiti­
mate child, she was discharged with­
out the knowledge of M. Madeleine, 
the benevolent manufacturer, and was 
reduced to such poverty that she could 
not pay the Thenadlers, who took 
Cosette’s clothes for their own girls 
and wrote Fantine for more. The girl 
sold her beautiful Monde hair; then 
they Informed her that Cosette was 
111, which was a lie, and demanded 100 
francs. To obtain this she sold her 
front teeth to a traveling dentist; 
then she went on the town, and when 
a dissolute dandy, to annoy her. put 
snow down her herk, she scratched his 
face and was arrested t y Javert, 
Inspector of police, a brutal and over- 
offletous tyrant, who had been attached* 
to the galleys when Jean Valjean was 
there and suspected the mayor c f
M------  of being the former convict.
The mayor freed Fantlnh. She sup­
ported he was the cause of her mis­
fortunes and spat In his face. He 
took tbe affront meekly and Investi­
gated her complaint. She was 111 of 
consumption and he provided for her 
and promised to look out for her child. 

About the same time the police ar­
rested another man who three former 
convicts swore was the missing Jean 
Valjean. Jean Valjean** conscience 
would not allow an Innocent person to 
be punished in his place. Burmount-

he went
to Arras, where the trial took place, 
and Just as tbe Judge was condemning 
the wrong man. be confessed be was 
the missing convict that bad robbed 
the bishop and the hurdy-gurdy boy.

The Judge let him go ; bat Javert 
was implacable and apprehended him 
at Fantlqe’s death-bed. He was lodged 
In Jail, but having enormous strength, 
he broke out snd returned to hlk bouse 
to secure bis great fortune. He had 
time to bide his money In the haunted 
forest of Montfermeil, bat was cap­
tured and sent to the galleys for life.

Nine months later at Toulou be 
broke his chain and saved the life of 
a sailor who was banging head down 
from the topmast of a ship, but be 
himself either fell or jumped off from 
the spar and was reported drowned.

The buttle of Waterloo had taken 
place and the Thenadlers. who had 
been guilty of robbing the dead on the 
fatal field, kept a wretched Inn at 
Montfermeil. They treated Coxette, 
now eight years old, with great cruelty. 
Chlrstmas, 1823, was the climax of her 
wretchedness; she was sent after dark 
to fetch water from a spring In the 
dreadful forest. A poorly dressed 
stranger, passing, carried her heavy 
bucket At the tavern he protected 
her from her mistress’ threatened 
punishment and the next morning he 
paid Thenadler 1500 francs and took 
Coxette to Paris, where he occupied a 
tumble-down habitation Just outside 
of the city; the gloomleRt place In all 
the gloomy boulevard. By day ugly, at 
twilight lugubrious, and » /  night sin­
ister. He thought hi-iself secure 
there, hut his benevolence made him 
conspicuous, and the old care-taker, be­
ing fnll of envy and uncharitableness, 
grew suspicions of her lodger.

One day he saw Javert. He took 
Cosette and again fled. But Javert 
was on his track. Only by unex­
ampled adroitness and by his colossal 
strength did he escape hy climbing 
over a high wall. He found himself 
In the garden of the convent of the 
Petit I'lcpus, where worked Pere 
Fauchelevent, whose life M. Mndelelne 
has saved when he was mayor of 
M------ . Tbe gardener, out of his grati­
tude, got him appointed his assistant 
hy representing him to be his brother. 
Cosette w b s  taken Into the convent 
school. She grew up Into a charming 
g irl; beauty suddenly came to her like 
the blossoms to a cherry tree In April, 
and Jean Valjean, happy In loving her 
as his daughter, as his granddaughter, 
as the only woman he had ever loved, 
guarded her as a sacred treasure.

He had good reason to be wary, for 
the Thenadlers had come to Paris and 
Joined a band o f robbers; and Jnvert 
never forgot. He had several desper­
ate encounters w*lth them. On the one 
side outlaws : on the other undevlatlng 
law personified. He took part In the 
abortive revolution of 1830 and saved 
Javert’s life, at last winning the ad­
miration of that Implacable and fatally 
honorable man.

But there was one danger from 
which he conld not protect Cosette: 
the most heantlful thing In the world, 
which nevertheless seemed to him his 
worst enemy—love.

Baron Marius, the son of a man 
whom Thenadler had robbed at Water­
loo and Incidentally saved from a 
terrible death, had been turned out of 
hi* house by his royalist grandfather 
and was earning a poor livelihood by 
literature. He saw her and they met 
Their love went through more than the 
usual vicissitudes, fuirlng the Insur­
rection Jean Valjean carried the youth 
through the maxes o f the Paris sewers 
and brought him desperately wounded 
te his grandfather's house. The old 
man relented and consented to the 
marriage. Jean Valjean gave Coaette 
a dewry of about <590.000 franc*. In 
order to have a conscience perfectly 
clear he told his life story to Marius, 
who, not understanding the grandeur 
of the spirit that had never done any­
thing tut good, allowed him to go away 
with a broken heart. Thenadler, how­
ever, came to the baron to blackmail 
hl.o and unconsciously revealed what 
a noble life Jean Valjean had led. 
Marios, taking Cosette, hastened to 
the old man's death bed, and gave him 
one last taste from the cup of happi­
ness. He died In their arms.
