threw me for twenty-eight year* on 
my Island. 'Bo pleased waa I with hla 
honesty that I settled 100 moldure* a 
yesr on him and fifty moldure* a year 
on his son. both for life.

I married and begot three children, 
and excKJt for the one voyage to the 
old lsrimd. of whloh I have spoken. I 
roamed no more. Bo here I am. having 
lived a life of Infinite variety for 20 
years, blessed with more than I de­
serve and resolved to prepare now for 
the longest Journey of all. If I hare 
learned anything. It Is a knowledge of 
the value of retirement and the bless­
ing of sudlng our days In peace.

The ship was no sooner out o f port 
than the wind began to blow *n<) the 
see to H aeln  the most frightful man­
ner. which made me most terribly sick 
In body and frightened tn mind. In 
my agony I vowed that If Cod would 
spare roe through this oue voyage I 
would go. Immediately I aet foot on 
land, directly bony? to my good par­
ents and be ever after guided In my 
conduct by thetr advice.

Rut next day the wind was abated 
and the sea calmer, and the snn went 
down to a perfectly fine evening, and 
when to that wa* added a bowl of 
punch made by a shipmate. I forgot my 
resolution to return home after the 
voyage; and such has been my habit, 
to my great misfortune, all my Ufe: 
to dlavow In the hour of peril the 
headstrong actions which have brought 
me to peril, and when the danger la 
past to forget all row* and plunge 
headlong once more on my heedless 
courses.

This is s  lesson so simple that e  
child of tender years can understand. 
The teacher’s work will bo mainly to 
point out the riches of its content, sot 
to explain difficulties. The positloo^ 
of the Psalm determines its value. It' 
Is preceded by tbs Psalm of the 
Gross. Only tboee who are under the 
power of the cross can claim Its 
promisee There are no green pas­
tures to those who have sot seen 
Christ on the cross.

The relationship of the Lord to his 
children la set forth In this Psalm as:

I. The Divine Shepherd (vv. 1-4).
The teacher should thoroughly fa­

miliarize himself with the life and 
service of a shepherd. As our shep­
herd,

1. He feeds bis sheep (vv. 1, 2). 
The “green pastures” are for nourish­
ment. The Lord always provides food 
for bis own sheep, both temporal and 
spiritual. He gives us our daily 
bread, but our highest and best food 
Is Christ, the Bread sent down from 
heaven for our souls (John 8:58), of 
which if we eat we shall live forever.

2. He gives rest (v. 2). He not only 
gives food, but be maketb his sheep 
to lie down. When the sheep have 
been satisfied with food they lie down 
to rest. Our finite natures require 
rest— we cannot go on forever, so the 
Divine Shepherd has arranged rest­
ing placas on the way, two of which 
are night and the Sabbath. How sweet 
they both are to the Child of God I 
Sometimes be makes us to take en­
forced rest It Is most comforting to 
know that when he makes us lie down 
It Is In the greeu pastures, not on the 
dusty road or the rocky mountain side. 
Our shepherd sometimes leads us over 
steep and rocky roads, but this la In 
order that we may reach the spots of 
green pasture.

3. He keeps the sheep In safety (v. 
8). He restores our soul*. The rest 
by the sUII water results la the 
restoration of bodily and spiritual 
strength. In the times of quiet he re­
stores the spiritual life by the feeding 
upon God through his Word and means 
of grace. The restored soul Is led 
Into the paths of righteousness, that 
Is, In the performance of labor for 
him. We have been saved not merely 
for our pleasure, but that we might 
do his good pleasure, that 1a  his work. 
W s are saved to serve.

4. He guides the sheep In tiroes of 
danger (v. 4). He goes with bis own 
through danger and trials. There is 
no night so dark or sea so stormy but 
what we can hear the voice of tbs 
Divine 8hepherd saying, "Be not 
afraid, it la I.” May we have ears to 
heart

0. He comforts bis sheep In sorrow 
(v. 4). The rod was used by the 
shepherd to count his sheep. Passing 
under the shepherd's rod was the sign 
of ownership. Booh acknowledgment 
would greatly comfort, even though 
the rod was the instrument which 
caused the sorrow. The conscious­
ness that It was laid on by the lov­
ing shepherd's hand would turn the 
rad which smota to a staff to lean upon.

II. The Divine Host (vv. 5, 8).
L  He spreeda a table In the sight 

of our enemies (v. 3). Though dan­
gers are on every band, the enemies 
plotting and scheming, the mighty 
shepherd provides a feast for his own 
In their eight. We can sit down to 
that feast with the assurance that no 
one can disturb ua

2. He anoints our heads with oil (v.
5 ) . Oil Is a symbol of Joy. There 
should be no sad faces among Christ's 
own.

3. Goodness and mercy peri'etually 
follow (v. 8). These are God's two 
angels which encamp round at>out 
those that fesr him. They hold back 
the enemies from overtaking us; we 
can feast at God's banquet table. 
Even when the days seem dark and 
sorrows come thick and fast, God’s 
goodness and mercy still follow.

4. Eternally dwelling with God (v.
6)  . They shall no more go out from 
his presence. He who hath twgun a 
good work In us shall complete It 
unto the day of redemption. May 
every one take this Psalm for himself 
and make Christ bis own personal 
shepherd I
